7. All exterior vehicle sales lot lighting, located on a building or free standing, shall
be shielded and directed downward. Lighting shall be directed away from abutting
residential uses.

8. Sales vehicles shall be displayed on one of the following surfaces: asphalt paving
or concrete. Asphalt paving shall meet the standards of the City Engineer. Sales
vehicles shall not be displayed on grass or gravel surfaces.

9. All signage shall meet the requirements of Article 14 of the zoning ordinance.
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10. No inoperable or wrecked vehicles shall be stored or sold from the sales lot. Vehicle
sales lots shall not store inoperable or wrecked vehicles, nor any parts thereof, as
those terms are defined under the North Little Rock Property Maintenance and
Nuisance Abatement Code.

11. Vehicle sales lot shall be maintained at all times.

12. Sales vehicles shall be locked and secured after business hours.

13. Sales vehicles shall not be used as storage.

14. Vehicle sales lot and any structures located on the lot shall meet all applicable
Federal, State, County and City requirements and codes.

15. Business license to be issued after Planning Staff confirmation of requirements.

16. Business license holder understands that failure to comply with these conditions
may result in loss of the Conditional Use and/or loss of Business License and/or
removal of Electric Power Meter.

CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS
And

ARGENTA COMMUNITY THEATER

This Agreement made and entered into this _ day of
2020, by and between the CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK (City) and ARGENTA
COMMUNITY THEATER (ACT):

W-I-T-N-E-S-8-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, ACT is a non-profit organization committed to serving the
community through education and advancement of the performing arts; and

WHEREAS, ACT is the first of its kind in Arkansas with a strategic -building
design that can accommodate up to 300 for any type of event, and the black-box theater
allows flexible staging techniques for smaller theater companies; and

WHEREAS, ACT will feature local, regional, and national productions, book
readings, private and business events; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to promote the development of its downtown area
with a variety of activities, including the arts, that would benefit its citizens and residents,
and ACT has designed and constructed a forum intended to serve the City of North Little
Rock as both a self-sustaining art facility and a multipurpose venue accessible for use by
the public; and

WHEREAS, ACT has properly submitted its application in accordance with
North Little Rock Department of Commerce (“NLR Commerce™) procedures and
guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises
set forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between
the parties as follows:

1. Provision of services. ACT shall operate its theater as a forum for artistic
expression and a multipurpose venue that is available for use by the public in accordance
with the nondiscrimination requirements of Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act. ACT
shall establish internal policies governing the prioritization of conflicting uses and apply
such policies fairly and uniformly.

Any programs and events administered by ACT may be made available to the
general public, to specific age groups within the general public, or to targeted groups
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representing economically disadvantaged segments of society. It is further agreed that
program personnel will adhere to all provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) that may apply to a patticular program.

ACT shall prominently display appropriate signage indicating the City’s support
for the theater. ACT shall reasonably inform the City about performances and events to
be held at the theater.

The City will not be held liable for any injuries suffered by individuals who are
participating in activities on or in ACT facilities.

2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall begin January 1, 2020 and end
December 31, 2020.

3. Consideration by the City. As consideration for the services as provided for
in Paragraph 1 above, the City will make a lump sum annual payment to ACT in the
amount of Seventy-Five Thousand & 00/100 Dellars ($75,000.00). ACT intends for, and
estimates that, the amount of the annual payment is approximately equal to the cost of the
services provided to or for the benefit of the City by ACT. In the event that either ACT
or the City gives a notice of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9 below,
the parties agree to ncgotiate in good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with
adjustments to the amount of the annual payment and/or the services provided by ACT
to equalize such cost and benefit.

4. Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by any
of the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the non-
assigning party.

5. Authority. The City tepresents and warrants that it has the authority to enter
into this Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly authorized. ACT
represents and warrants to the City that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement,
and the party signing ACT has been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be
effective until approved by official public action of the North Little Rock City Council.

6. ACT agrees:
(a) That it will secure and maintain appropriate and adequate insurance

coverage for the programs it will be operating and conducting. ACT
agrees and understands fully that participants in its program(s) are not
covered by any insurance of the City and will provide its Proof of
Insurance to the City. Failure to do so will result in immediate cancellation
of this Agreement. ACT shall indemnify and hold harmless the City and
all of its employees, agents, and officers against losses, claims, causes of
action and Habilities on account of damage to propetty, or injury or death
of individuals arising out of negligent acts by ACT, its agents, employees
or program participants.

(b) To comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers
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to accomplish its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed
in this Agreement.

(c) That is will not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color,
religion, natural origin, age, gender or any other constitutionally-protected
basis.

(d) That it will not mingle City funds with funds obtained from other sources
and shall document the expenditure of all City funds in a manner
consistent with generally accepted accounting principles and provide the
same to the City upon request.

(¢} Acknowledges that certain procedural restrictions apply to the expenditure
of City funds in excess of $20,000 and the employment of professionals,
as that term has been defined by the City. (For procedural guidance in the
expenditure of City funds, ACT may contact a city purchasing officer at
(501) 975-8881.)

(f) Acknowledges that the expenditure of government funds for a
governmental purpose is a matter of public interest and subject to
disclosure under the Arkansas Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA™).

(2) That it will submit an annual report to NLR Commerce that accurately
reflects all performance under this Agreement, said report to be submitted
no later than January 15, 2021. A representative of ACT will be available,
at the request of the City, to appear before a specified City Council
meeting to answer any questions concerning the report.

(h) To attach to this agreement a document identifying each member of the
governing board of the nonprofit entity.

(i) To attach to this agreement evidence of nonprofit status, and if designated
a nontaxable entity, attach a copy of an IRS opinion letter affirming the
designation.

(j) To submit a budget to demonstrate the projected use of City funds.

7. Governing Law. The partics hereto agree that this Agreement shall be
construed under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and
venue for any cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state
courts of Arkansas.

8. The headings in this Agreement are inserted for convenience or reference only
and are not intended to define, limit or affect the interpretation of any term or provision
hereof.,

9. This Agreement may be terminated by either party without cause upon ninety
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(90) days’ written notice. The fee described in Section 3 shall be prorated based upon the

date of termination.

10. Time is of the essence in regard to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

11. This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, cach of which
is deemed as original but all constitute one and the same instrument.

WHEREAS, Seis Puentes is a project of Butterfly Community which empowers and
supports programs within the City’s growing Latino/Hispanic community through education and
information; and

WHEREAS, the City entered into an agreement with Butterfly Community (authorized by
Resolution No. 9600 adopted January 28, 2019), and pursuant to the 2019 agreement, Butterfly
Community has performed its duties and met reporting requirements; and

WHEREAS, Butterfly Community benefits local youth by helping them to grow and
develop in positive ways, and the City desires to enter into an agreement with Butterfly Community
for the benefit of local children.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO

(“Coulson Properties™) through Resolution No. 7697 in order to relocate the North Little Rock
Police Substation formally located at 3800 Pike Avenue to 4610 Camp Robinson (see Agreement
of Lease attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the lease with Coulson Properties has expired, and both parties wish to renew
the lease along with entering into an extension addendum (see Extension Addendum attached
hereto as Exhibit B); and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the citizens of the City of North Little Rock that
the lease agreement be renewed and an extension addendum be entered into with Coulson
Properties for the police substation currently located at 4610 Camp Robinson Road.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an Extension
Addendum with Coulson Properties Limited Partnership to extend the term of the Agreement of
Lease with said party for an additional two years.

SECTION 2: That the City shall pay a rent of One Thousand Two Hundred Fifty and
00/100 Dollars ($1,250.00) a month to Coulson Properties Limited Partnership allocated from the
North Little Rock Police Department budget.

SECTION 3: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect upon its passage and
approval.

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AGREEMENT OF LEASE

THIS AGREEMENT OF LEASE ("Lease") is made and entered into as of the thday of
August, 2010, by and between Coulson Properties Limited Partnership, ("Landlord"), and the

City of North Little Rock, Arkansas ("Tepant™).
WITNESSETH:

1. GRANT: Landlord hereby leases to Tenant, and Tenant hereby leases from
Landlord, on the terms and conditions bereafter set forth, certain real property located at 4610
Camp Robinson Road, North Little Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas, together with all
improvements thereon, which properties are more fully described as follows (hereinafter
collectively referred to as the "Property” or the "Premises"):

(a)  The real property ("Land"), together with all appurtenant rights, privileges
and easements, which is more patticularly described as follows:

[SEE ATTACHED EXHIBIT A, WHICH IS INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE.]

(by  All improvements on or in the Land, including, but not limited to
structures and parking areas ("Improvements").

2. TERM: This Lease shall be for a Three (3)-year term commencing on AU QYST
1A 2010 and ending on _NQGUST 1 &' ,_2013. Landlord shall otr

possession of the Property to Tenant upon the commencement of this Lease.

3. RENT: Commencing on hveost 14 , 2010, Tenant will pay rent
to Landlord in equal consecutive monthly installments of $1,100 each on or before the first day
of the month. The monthly rent will be paid in advance at the address specified for Landlord in
the Notices provision herein, or at such other place as Landlord designates, without prior demand
and without any abatement, deduction or setoff.

Tenant shall pay as additional rent any money ot charges required to be paid by Tenant
under this Lease, whether or not the same be designated "additional rent." If such amounts or
charges are paid at the time provided in this Lease, they shall nevertheless, if not paid when due,
be collectible as additional resit with the next installment of rent thereafter falling due hereunder,
but nothing herein contained shall be deemed to suspend or delay the payment of any amount of
money or charge at the time the same becomes due and payable hereunder, ot limit any other
remedy of Landlord.

If Tenant shall fail to pay to Landlord when the same is due and payable, any rent or
other amounts owed to Landlord (including monthly rent, real and personal property tax
reimbursements, or any additional rent) such unpaid amounts shall bear interest from the due
date thereof to the date of payment, at the lesser oft (i) eighteen percent (18%) per annum, or (ii)
the highest rate allowed by law. '

4, EXTENSION: So long as Tenant is not in default under this Lease, either at the
time of the exercise of the option to extend or at the time the renewal occurs, Tenant shall have
the option to renew this Lease for _Two  (2) additional terms of One (1) year each on the same
terms, covenants and conditions set forth herein; provided, however, Tenant will have no further
right to extend the term of this Lease and the Monthly Rent shall be as follows:

Monthly Installments

First extended term: $1,250.00
Second extended term: $.1.350.00

Tenant shall elect to extend this Lease by giving Landlord written notice of such election
not less than One Hundred and Bighty (180) days prior to the expitation of the initial term or the
first renewal term. Monthly installments of rent shall be payable in advance on or before the first
of each and every month during renewal term(s), without any abatement, deduction or setoff.

3. UTILITIES: The Tenant shail pay all charges against the Premises for water,
sanitary sewer, gas, heat, electricity, telephone, pest control, underground storage tank fees, trash
disposal and any other utility services furnished to the Premises, including any assessment
against the Premises for making such services available.

6. TAXES: The Landlord will pay in the first instance all zeal and personal property
taxes and any other taxes which may be levied or assessed by any lawful authority against the
Property. Tenant shall pay all personal property taxes on personal property owned by Tenant,

7. CASUALTY INSURANCE: Landlord agrees to keep the Improvements ingured
for the benefit of the Landlord and Landlord's mortgagee(s) (if any) against loss or damage by
fire or other casualty, insurable under standard extended coverage. Tenant shall be responsible
for maintaining insurance on Tenant’s furniture, fixtures and equipment and all other personal
property. Landlord shall not be liable for any stoppage of service, any interference with Tenant's
business, or any damage to Tenant's property.

8. TENANT'S LIABILITY: -Tenant agrees to give Landlord immediate written
notice and shall defend (with counsel reasonably acceptable to Landlord), indemnify and hold
Landlord harmless against any and all claims, demands, damages, costs and expenses ariging
from the conduet or management of Tenant's business on the Premises or from any breach on the
part of Tenant of any conditions of this Lease, or from any act of or negligence of Tenant, its
agents, contractors, employees, subtenants, or licensees in or about the Premises. Tenant shall
also pay all costs and expenses (including, without limitation, all coutt costs and attorneys' fees
and expenses) incurred or paid by Landlord in enforcing the covenants, agreements and other
obligations of Tenant in this Lease.

9. ALTERATIONS: The Tenant shall not make any alterations on the Premises
without the prior written consent of the Landlord, which consent shall not be unreasonably
withheld. Tenant shall provide Landlord with an as-built copy of the plans for any such
alterations. Any changes shall be made in a workmanlike manner so as not to weaken the -
buildings or lessen their value and shall be made in strict compliance with all applicable laws,
rules, tegulations, codes and ordinances. The Tenant will pay all the bills incurred for labor and
materials for work done, and will cause to be removed from the record within six months after
filing all notices and affidavits for liens filed within respect to the leased Premises or any part
thereof, All additions and improvements made by Tenant to the Premises shall become a part
thereof and shall remain the property of the Landlord. :

10. MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS: TENANT HAS FULLY INSPECTED
THE PROPERTY AND IS ACCEPTING THE PROPERTY “AS IS.” Tenant, at ifs
expense, will maintain the Property and be responsible for all maintenance, repairs, replacements
and restorations, including without limitation the heating, ventilating, air conditioning,





mechanical, electrical and plumbing systems, the roof, walls foundations, plate glass, driveways,
landscaping, and the other fixtures and Improvements on the Land, Tenant shall keep the
Property in good and clean condition at all times, and, at the reasonable request of Landlord,
remedy any conditions which create violations of the applicable health, safety, building or other
regulatory laws, rules or regulations. Landlord shall give written notice to Tenant of such
conditions, and Tenant shall have thirty (30) days within which to remedy them. If Tenant fails
to make such repairs, restoration, or replacements, Landlord may make them at the expense of
Tenant, and the expense will be collectible as additiopal rent due and payable by Tenant within
Five (5) days after delivery of a statement for the expense.

11, DAMAGE TO PREMISES: Should casualty occur to the Improvements during
the term of the Lease the Landlord may, to the extent of the casualty insurance, restore the
Improvements to substantially the same condition as prior to the damage, or Landlord may elect
not to repair and terminate this Lease.

12.  CONDEMNATION: If part of the Premises shall be taken or condemned by a
competent authority for a public or quasi-public use or purpose and if the part so taken includes
the building or any part thereof, the Landlord, with reasonable promptness shall make the
necessary repairs to and alterations on the Premises necessitated by the condemnation. However,
Tandlord is not obligated to expend more than the amount it receives from the condemming
anthority for the taking of any residual damage to the Premises. If the condemnation proceeds
are in excess of the amount required to restore the Premises, Tenant shall be entitled to that
portion of the balance of any condemnation award allocable to the Tenant's leasehold interest,
and the Landlord shall be entitled to the balance of such proceeds. If the condemnation reduces
the size of the building by ten percent (10%) or more, Tenant shall pay a proportionately reduced
rent. If the condemmnation reduces the size of the building by twenty-five percent (25%) or more,
Landlord or Tenant may elect to terminate this Lease. If substantially all of the Premises shall be
so taken or condemned, this Lease shall terminate. A termination shall be effective as of the daie
the condemning party is entitled to possession, and neither party to this Lease shall thereafter be
under any forther obligation to the other, for possession or payment of rent.

13. DEFAULT: H Tenant shall breach this Lease by failing to make any payment by
the due date, or if Tenant shall breach any provision of this Lease other than for the payment of
money and fail to remedy within ten (10) days after written notice of said breach, then Landloxd
has the right to re-enter the Premises and exercise any remedies set forth in this Lease or
available at law or in equity. Should Landlord at any time terminate this Lease for any breach, in
addition to any other remedy it may have, it may recover from Tenant all damages it may incur
by reason of such breach, including the cost of recovering the Property (which shall include, but
not be limited to, all court costs, attorneys' fees and costs). In addition, Landlord may relet the
Property for all or any part of the remainder of the term at such monthly rental as Landlord may,
with reasonable diligence, be able to secure. Should Landlord be unable to relet after reasonable
efforts to do so, ot should such monthly rental be less than the rental Tenant was obligated to pay
under this Lease, then Tenant shall pay the amount of such deficiency to Landlord, in addition to
the other damages identified above. In the event the Landlord breaches this Agreement, Tenant
shall have all remedies available to a Tenant under Arkansas law.

14. TERMINATION: Upon the expiration or other termination of this Lease, the
Tenant shall surrender to the Landlord the Property in good and clean condition and repair with
all elecirical and mechanical systems in good working order, ordinary wear and tear excepted.
Provided that Tenant is not in defauli, Tenant shall be entitled to remove its inventory,
equipment and all signage identifying the business operated by Tenant prior to the termination of
this Lease, however, Tenant shall repair any damage resulting from such removal.





15. USE OF PROPERTY: The Property shall be used in a manner not in violation of
any laws, Federal, State or local or of any rule or regulation of any governmental body having
jurisdiction over the Property and its use by Tenant, provided howevet, the Propetty shall not be
uged to sell motor fuel or as a convenience store.

16. RIGHT OF ENTRY: Landlord and Landlord's agents may enter the Premises at
any reasonable time, with reasonable notice to examine the condition thereof for the purpose of
determining whether there is a need to make repairs thereto. If the repairs are determined to be
necessary, the Landlord shall notify the Tepant, in writing of the need for such repairs. The
Tenant shall then have ten (10) days to complete the repairs. During the last ninety (90) days of
the original term of the Lease or any renewal term, if any, Landlord may show the Premises to
prospective tenants and may place a "For Sale" or "For Rent" notice on the front of the Premises
in a manner which will not interfere with the business of the Tenant.

17. COVENANT OF FITNESS AND TITLE AND TENANT"S ACCEPTANCE OF
PREMISES: The Landlord covenants that it has lawful title to the Propeity and the right to make
this Lease. Tenant acknowledges that, prior to the execution of this Lease it inspected the
Property and Tenant accepts the Property in "as is" condition, and expressly denies reliance on
any representations of Landlord regarding the Property’s condition or fitness for use.

18. QUIET ENJOYMENT: If Tepant shall perform all of the covenants and
agreements herein stipulated to be perfoxmed by Tenant, then Tenant shall at all times during the
term of this Lease or any renewal thereof have the peaceable and quiet enjoyment and possession
of the Property without any manner of hindrance from Landlord or any person lawfully claiming
by, through, or under Landlord.

19. SUBLETTING AND ASSIGNMENT: Tenant shall not have the right to assign
ot sublet any portion of the Property without the prior written consent of Landlord. Landlord's
consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, provided, however, Tenant requests Landlord to
consent to a specific assignment for sublease, Tenant will give Landlord (i) the name and address
of the proposed assignee or sublessee, (if) a copy of the proposed assignment or sublease, (iii)
reasonably satisfactory information about the nature, business and business history of the
proposed assignee or sublessee, and its proposed use of the Property, and (iv) banking, financial
or other credit information and references about the proposed assignee or sublessee sufficient to
enable Landlord to determine the financial responsibility and character of the proposed assignee
or sublessee. Landlord's consent to an assignment or sublease will not be effective until: a fully
executed copy of the instrument of assignment ot sublease has been delivered to Landlord; in the
case of an assignment, Landloxd has received a copy of a wriften instrument in which the
assignee has assumed and agreed to perform all of Tenant's obligations under the Lease; and
Landlord has been reimbursed for its attorneys' fees and costs incurred in connection both
determining whether to give its consent, and giving its consent. Any sublease or assignment
consented to by Landlord will not relieve Tenant from the performance of any of the covenants
and conditions contained herein, and such consent shall not waive the requirement of its consent
to any subsequent assignment or sublease.

20. SUBORDINATION: At the request of Landlord, Tenant agrees to subordinate its
interest in the Property to any mortgage lender of Landlord, on the condition that such mortgage
lender agrees that Tenant's occupancy shall not be disturbed as long as Tenant is not in default of
any of the terms, covenants and conditions of this Lease.

21. HOLDING OVER: Any holding over after the expiration of the term of this
Lease, or any renewal thereof, with the consent of the Landlord, shall be construed to be a
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tenancy from month to month af a monthly rental of one hundred twenty-five percent (125%) of
the monthly installments of rent during the previous rental term or renewal, just prior to the
holding over, with all other terms, conditions, provisions and covenants 1o be as specified herein.

72. NONWAIVER: Failure of the Landloxd to exetcise its rights under the terms of
this Lease on any one occasion shall not be construed as a waiver of any requirement of this
1ease or a waiver of Landlord's right to take advantage of any subsequent or continued breach by
Tenant of any covenant, term, or condition contained in the Lease, All remedies herein provided
shall be in addition to and not in substitution for any remedies otherwise available to Landlord. -

23.  CAREFREE LEASE: It is the infention of the parties that all expenses of every
kind with respect to the Premises shall be paid by Tenant and all responsibilities for care of the
Premises shall be the responsibility of Tenant during the term of this Lease, ot any renewal
thereof. Landlord shall own the Property and collect rent free of any responsibility and Tenant
shall inderomnify and hold harmless Landlord from any expense, loss, damage or liability of
Tenant under the terms of this Lease.

24,  RECORDATION: It is the intention of the parties that this Lease shall not be
recorded. The parties, at the request of either shall forthwith execute a "Memorandum of Lease"
containing dates of commencement and expiration of the term of the Lease and otherwise in a
form that can be recorded.

95. BROKER: The partics each covenant, warrant and represent that other than Tom
Cole acting as Agent for Rector Phillips Morse (“Landlord’s Broker”) there was no broker
instrumental in consummating this Lease and that no conversations or prior negotiations were
had with any broker concerning the renting of the Premises. Landlord shall solely be responsible
for paying a commission to Landlord’s Broker. In the event a Real Estate Broker alleges that
such Real Fstate Broker is entitled to a commission, the Breaching Party agrees to defend,
indemnify and hold the Non-breaching FParty harmless against any claims for brokerage
comglis}s;ions arising out of any conversations or negotiations had by the breaching party with
any broker.

76. NOTICES: Any notice or document required or permiited to be delivered
hereunder, may be delivered in person ot shall be deemed to be delivered, three days after being
deposited in the United States Mail, postage prepaid, or registered or certified mail, return receipt
requested, to the address of the party 1o whom the notice is intended to be given as shown below.
Notice shall also be deemed to have been delivered on the next delivery day when deposited,
prepaid, with any overnight express mail service, to the party to whom the notice is intended to
be given at the address shown below.

}b;e construed as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained
erein.

28. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS: The conditions, covenants and agreements in
the foregoing Lease to be kept and performed by the parties hereto shall bind and inure to the
benefit of the parties hereto, their heirs, successors, trustees and assigns.

29.  AMENDMENT: No amendment, modification, or alteration of this Lease shall
be effective unless the same shall be in writing, dated subsequent to the date hereof, and duly
executed by the patties.

30. ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Lease constitutes the sole, entire and only
agreement of the parties and supersedes any prior understandings or wriiten ox oral agreements
between the parties.

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LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this day of January, 2020, by and
between Nancy Cochran Tippit and George Edward Cochran, Co-Trustees of the Naney Cochran

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7. Assignment. The City shall not assign this lease or sublet the Leased Premises without
prior written consent of Landlord. Any such assignment or subletting shall in no way relieve the
City from liability for the obligation imposed by this lease, unless and until a written release is
executed by Landlord. If the leased property is sold by Landiord, the Lease will transfer with the
sale of the property.

8. Non-Waiver. It is agreed that the failure of the Landlord to invoke any of the available
remedies under this lease or under law in the event of one or more breaches or defaults by the City
under the lease shall not be construed as a waiver of such provisions and conditions and shall not
prevent the Landlord from invoking such remedies in the event of any future breach or default.

9. Holdover. The City hereby agrees that upon the termination of this lease for whatever
reason, the City will peaceably deliver possession of the leased premises to Landlord. In the event
the City shall be permitted by Landlord to hold over after the expiration of termination of this
lease, or any extension thereof, said holding over in the absence of a written agreement otherwise
shall be construed as a tenancy from month to month at a rental equal to that due for the last year
paid. Such tenancy may be terminated by written notice from either party to the other party on
thirty (30) days’ notice.

10. Title and Quiet Enjoyment. Landlord covenants and warrants that he is the owner
in fee simple absolute of the Leased Premises and may lease said property as hercin provided.
Upon payment by the City of the rents herein provided and upon the observance and performance
of all the covenants, terms and conditions upon the City’s part to be observed and performed, the
City shall peaceably and quietly hold and enjoy the Leased Premises for the term hereby demised
without hindrance or interruption by Landlord or any other person or persons lawfully or equitably
claiming by, through or under Landlord, subject to the terms and conditions of this lease.

11. Suceession. This Lease Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon
the parties hereto and its respective heirs, successors and assigns.

12. Severability. Each paragraph of this Lease Agreement is severable from all other
paragraphs. In the event any court of competent jurisdiction determines that any paragraph or
subparagraph is invalid or unenforceable for any reason, all remaining paragraphs and
subparagraphs will remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 2: That the City Council further declares that the owner(s) and lien holder(s) of
the subject property failed to remove, abate or eliminate the public nuisance conditions at the
property after it was condemned pursuant to Resolution No. 9752 in the time allowed by law, and
that the City then abated the public nuisance conditions at a cost of no less than $6,473.53 (See
Affidavit attached hereto as Exhibit B.)





SECTION 3: That the City Council further declares that proper notice was given to the
owner(s) and lien holder(s) of the subject property that a public hearing would be held on January
27, 2020 (see Proof of Publication attached hereto as Exhibit C) to determine the proper amount,
if any, that should be filed as a clean up lien pursuant to Act 854 of 2007,

SECTION 4: That the City Council further declares that upon presentation of facts at a
public hearing, the City is entitled to a priority clean up lien in the amount of $6,518.53 (costs of
abatement plus an additional $45.00 filing fee for the subject lien certification) against the subject
property. This lien, as provided for in Arkansas Code Ann. § 14-54-903, may be enforced and
collected at any time within ten (10) years after the lien has been filed in either one of the following
manners as provided for in Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904:

(1) By an action for foreclosure in the circuit court; or

(2) The amount so determined at this public hearing, plus ten percent (10%)
penalty for collection, to be certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector
to be placed on the tax books as delinquent taxes and collected accordingly.

SECTION 5: That if the owner(s) or lien holder(s) fail to pay the amount of the herein
certified clean-up lien in the time allowed by law, the City Attorney is hereby directed to pursue
any and all proper legal actions for collection of the amount of said lien plus all applicable costs.

SECTION 6: That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 7: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

WHEREAS, Section 8.3.1 of North Little Rock Municipal Code (NLRMC) Chapter 8
(Nuisance Abatement and Property Maintenance), requires all property owners and occupants
within the municipal boundaries of the City of North Little Rock (the City) to cut weeds, grass and
abate other nuisances and unsanitary conditions on their property; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
January 27, 2020, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
