AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE 2020 QUOTA ORDINANCE
(ORDINANCE NO. 9197) FOR THE NORTH LITTLE ROCK COMMERCE

WHEREAS, the City Council is responsible for establishing the number of employees in
each department, and on December 23, 2019, adopted Ordinance No. 9197 establishing job
classifications and numbers of employees for each department of the City of North Little Rock for
2020 (amended by Ordinance No. 9205, adopted January 27, 2020; Ordinance No. 9215, adopted
February 24, 2020; Ordinance No. 9256, adopted June 8, 2020); and

WHEREAS, by enacting an ordinance listing the numbers of employees in each job
classification in each department for 2020, the City Council will be in a better position to monitor
and evaluate the numbers of employees necessary to the operation of each city department; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the City Council that it is necessary from time to time
to amend such ordinance to add or delete positions, to correct errors, reorganize departments,
reclassify positions, re-title positions, and for other purposes, to increase the efficient operation of
the City of North Little Rock; and

WHEREAS, the Commerce Department requests one (1) position to be changed to reflect
title and pay grade change.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

WHEREAS, a petition was filed with the County Court of Pulaski County, Arkansas,
pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §14-40-609, for the annexation of certain territory into the City of
North Little Rock, Arkansas; and

WHEREAS, the Pulaski County Clerk and Pulaski County Assessor have verified the
identity of the petitioner; verified that there are no property owners included in the petition that
do not wish to have their property annexed; verified that the property is contiguous with the City
of North Little Rock; and verified that no enclaves will be created if the petition is accepted by the
City of North Little Rock; and

WHEREAS, the County Clerk and County Assessor have presented the petition and their
respective verifications to the Pulaski County Judge; and

WHEREAS, the County Judge has reviewed the petition and verifications for completeness
and accuracy; determined that no enclaves will be created by the annexation; confirmed that the
petition contains a schedule of services; and has found that the territory that is the subject of the
Petition for Annexation may be annexed to and made a part of the City of North Little Rock,
Pulaski County, Arkansas, as authorized and provided by law; and

WHEREAS, the County Judge has issued an Order articulating his findings and forwarded
the Petition and Order to the contiguous City of North Little Rock for consideration; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the North Little Rock City Council that said territory be
annexed.

AN ORDINANCE REZONING CERTAIN PROPERTY LOCATED AT
13001 HIGHWAY 70 IN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK,
ARKANSAS, FROM R2 TO 12 ZONING CLASSIFICATION, BY

Re: July Financial Update

Please find the attached budget to actual fund financial statements for the month of July 2020.

Please keep in mind that the City's financial statements are kept on the cash basis of accounting
until year end, when they are converted to the modified accrual basis of accounting. Therefore,
many of your revenues will appear to be significantly below budget when in reality they are not
because there are two months of revenues to be accrued (for example with sales tax, property
taxes, franchise fees, etc).

Expenses have been curtailed during 2020 to deal the uncertainty in revenues due to the COVID-
19 pandemic. Also just like revenues, expenses are on the cash basis as well. However, at year
end, they are accrued back to reflect the appropriate accounting period. In the July financials,
there is one pay period that will be posted to August that relates to salaries for the month of July.
Therefore, salaries and benefits are higher for the month of July just not reflected in this report.
This report does not include the outstanding encumbrances. Outstanding encumbrances are
listed below by fund:
