SUBJECT: Central Arkansas Water enters Green Bond Essential & Exceptional
Market and issues debt without impacting rates

DATE: November 13, 2020

Central Arkansas Water (CAW) recently issued bonds resulting in $35.1 million in new project
funds without impacting rates. This is the result of restructuring debt and achieving lower interest
rates in the process. The bonds were issued in three series, two with a 21-year final maturity and
one with a 22-year final maturity. The three series were issued with a true interest cost of 2.11%,
2.13%, and 2.25%, refunding bonds with a true interest cost of 2.57%, 2.63%, and 3.94%,
respectfully.

CAW included new project funds totaling $27.1 million in a green bond, certified under the
Climate Bonds Initiative’s water infrastructure criteria, becoming the first of its kind in the world
to acquire and protect forests specifically to support clean drinking water.

This bond will finance a combination of “green” and “gray” infrastructure projects to protect
clean drinking water for the nearly 500,000 customers served by CAW, reduce waste, and
increase efficiencies in water delivery.

Climate Bonds Initiative wrote about the significance of CAW’s venture into green bonds to
protect drinking water.

This bond posting signals a recognition of the importance of valuing, protecting
and enhancing ecosystem service functions alongside built infrastructure to
increase resilience in the delivery of essential services, such as clean drinking
water,” the organization said. “In a time of diminishing municipal budgets, CAW is
showcasing how medium-sized municipalities can be leaders in meeting
sustainable development goals by safeguarding natural assets.

“CAW is showing a lot of leadership with this innovation, and we expect to see other cities follow
suit,” said Todd Gartner, Director of the Cities4Forests and Natural Infrastructure Initiative at
World Resources Institute. FILED AM. )7 pM.
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The initiative will contribute to the $6 billion forest products industry in Arkansas. Thirty-five
percent (35%) of the green bond proceeds are earmarked for green infrastructure and will
support the acquisition of approximately 4,500 acres of forested land, building on the 11,458
acres of conserved forested buffer surrounding Lake Maumelle and its tributaries. This
acquisition will result in 45% of the Lake Maumelle watershed being conserved as forest land.
Keeping critical stream areas in forest cover enhances the natural ability of the land to provide
filtration services for clean drinking water,

In addition to helping to meet regulatory provisions under the U.S. Safe Drinking Water and Clean
Water Acts, the proposed green infrastructure projects will also protect the viewshed of the
Ouachita National Recreational Trail, Pinnacle Mountain State Park (Arkansas’s most visited
park), and Rattlesnake Ridge Natural Area, as well as protect the habitat for 11 species of
conservation concern. Property acquired in the future could also provide additional lands for
public hunting and other recreational opportunities. The bond will also finance the storage of
tens of thousands of tons of forest carbon.

The gray infrastructure projects focus on improvements to pipelines and delivery systems to
reduce leakage and repairs, increase water efficiency, and built infrastructure improvements to
increase the resiliency of CAW's ability to deliver clean, quality drinking water.

The North Little Rock City Council meeting scheduled for this date was preceded by the 2021 Budget
Hearing. Mayor Smith convened the public hearing at 5:11 p.m. and asked Finance Director, Ember
Strange, to provide an executive summary of the proposed budget.

Mrs. Strange began with the General Fund Summary which included revenues and expenditures.
Revenue is listed at approximately 3% above the 2020 original budget or $2 million. Sales and
property tax have been projected to be flat compared to those of 2020 and due to the ongoing COVID-
19 pandemic and uncertainty. There is a slight decrease in various fees including: licenses, permits,
franchise, charges for services, fines, etc. Again this is due to the pandemic. The increase comes from
Miscellaneous Revenue (approximately $2 million) — Carry Forward funds which includes the Corona
Virus Relief Fund Grant. There was an increase in (State) 911 Revenue Reimbursement due to the
2019 Public Safety Act which changed revenue calculations. Under expenses, the majority of the
increase is under Police and Fire raises which is included in the Union Contract. Police LOPFI
Contribution is increasing 1% (from 18.79 to 19.79). The city is reviewing the Non-Uniform
Employee Pension Plan and the board has been working with the Actuary. The city’s plan rewards
employees for long-term service. Retirement pension for an employee who has been with the city 20
years and reaches the age of 65 it is calculated at a 2% multiplier. The Pension Board is working on
amending the plan to allow the 2% multiplier, rather than 1.8% at the age of 62 with 30 years of
service. In order to maintain the funding status of the plan, the city’s contribution will have to increase
by 1.35%. The employee contribution would remain at 5%. The city’s total contribution would
increase to 11.35%. The cost would be approximately $390,000.00. Employees received 2% raises in
August, 2020. Health Insurance premiums increased and the plan changed from a tier of 5 and 6 to 6
and 7. Employees still have two plan options ($500.00 deductible or $1,200.00 deductible). On page
28 — Maintenance of Auto/Truck (Code Enforcement) should be $10,000.00. Street Fund Revenue
was down 9% due to a decrease in the Carry Forward Funds. A Vacancy Savings Account was created
for savings from unfilled positions within the department. On page 44 — Electric Current for Signals
should be $12,500.00. Food and Lodging Tax accounts for 72% of the Parks Department funding.
Due to COVID-19, the revenue source is approximately $510,000.00 below the original 2020 Budget.
The increase in the IT Department is to cover support provided to all city departments. Pages 68 and
69 included a summary for all departments. The Airport Fund is consistent with previous years. The
overall Electric Department Revenue and Expenditures was also reviewed.

Council Member Ross said there was $100,000.00 set aside for the McCain median area. She would
like to carry that over and add another $50,000.00. These funds would help cover the cost of irrigation
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and burying street lights (cables). Council Member Ross requested reducing the Mayor’s Contingency
Fund from $30,000.00 to $15,000.00 and moving the other $15,000.00 to the Assistance to Food
Programs line item. Council Member Hight agreed with increasing the Food Pantry item, but
disagreed with reducing the Mayor’s Contingency Fund. Council Member Ross made a motion,
seconded by Council Member Robinson to reduce the Mayor’s Contingency Fund from $30,000.00 to
$15,000.00 and putting the remaining $15,000.00 under Food Programs. Mayor Smith said a lot of
things come out of the Contingency Fund including purchasing ads to promote the city properties or
services. Funds can be used to promote upcoming events. The following members voted yes: Ross,
White, Robinson and Ginn. The following members voted no: Taylor, Baxter, Harris and Hight.
Mayor Smith also voted no. The motion failed (5/4). Council Member Ross referenced the
$150,000.00 allocation to the History Commission Renovations. The same was included for 2021.
Council Member Ross asked for $15,000.00 to be added to Food Programs. Mayor Smith asked how
the additional funds would be distributed. Council Member White said the city needs to see which
food pantries are still in service and active and divide the funds among them. Council Member
Robinson requested moving the funds from the Mayor’s budget to Code Enforcement. Mayor Smith
said he disagreed with the addition of new Code Enforcement Officers. Also, the new mayor will need
the assistance a Chief of Staff can provide. Council Member Robinson and a motion to delete the
Chief of Staff position and add two new Code Enforcement Officers which was seconded by Council
Member Ross. Council Member Ross asked if these positions would be assigned to Code Enforcement
or Sanitation. Council Member Hight agreed with the need for additional Code Enforcement Officers
but also said the Mayor will still need a Chief of Staff. Council Member Taylor said the Chief of Staff
position was created after the Public Works Director position was eliminated. He said he felt the
Public Works Department ran better with a Public Works Director. Council Member Taylor said he
has seen project delays which are not due to funding. Code Enforcement Director Tom Wadley said
their goal is to abate nuisances. There are two ways to do this. First, physically do it by mowing,
condemning property, and abating nuisances. Code Enforcement cannot make a person air up their
tires or pick up trash. This is handled through the courts. However, the courts are also limited on what
they can do. Neither the city nor the courts can force compliance. Council Member Ginn asked about
the volume of work. Mr. Wadley said they have issues with repeat offenders and new cases. Council
Member White called upon Mayor Smith when he was a member of former Mayor (Patrick Henry)
Hays staff. She has been able to contact Chief Danny Bradley with the same concerns and issues and
agreed with keeping the position. Council Member Harris also agreed. Council Member Taylor
suggested adding one code position, then review the need. City Attorney Fields advised this is not a
formal council meeting. It is a public hearing only. The vote is to determine the will of the council
members. The Mayor presents the budget for council approval. The following members voted yes:
Ross, Taylor and Robinson. The following members voted no: White, Baxter, Harris, Ginn, and Hight.
The motion failed (5/3).

Mayor Smith recessed the Budget Hearing at 5:56 p.m.
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The regular meeting of the North Little Rock City Council scheduled for Monday, November 9, 2020,
was called to order at 6:06 p.m. by the Honorable Mayor Joe A. Smith.

The roll having been called and the following Council Members answered to their names: DEBI
ROSS, BETH WHITE, MAURICE TAYLOR, LINDA ROBINSON, STEVE BAXTER, RON
HARRIS, JANE GINN and CHARLIE HIGHT (8/0). City Clerk/Treasurer Diane Whitbey, and City
Attorney Amy Fields were also present.

Note: the majority of Council Members participated in the meeting electronically. Mayor Smith, City
Clerk Whitbey, City Attorney Fields, and Council Members Ross and Ginn were present in the council
chambers.

The prayer was led by Council Member Robinson.

9073 AND
9223): DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read one time and
held by the sponsor, Mayor Smith, to allow additional time to review. Mayor Smith said the purpose
of the legislation is to clean up the Sanitation code. Council Member Ross asked if the city only picks
up a certain of amount of trash and there are piles in front of some houses, how will it be dealt with.
Chief of Staff Danny Bradley said the city will eventually pick it up and access fees. City Attorney
said the city can only place liens on vacant or abandoned properties. This is restricted by State Statute.
Chief Bradley said the issue is “move-outs” where a tenant will move out and the trash is moved from
one location to another. If it exceeds the limit, the property owner can contract with the city (for a fee)
to remove the trash or remove it themselves. The property owner would be subject to criminal
prosecution if they fail to do either. There are other issues within the code that need to be addressed as
well. Council Member Ross recommended a time limit to comply. Council Member White said the
average resident does not know the majority of this information. Mayor Smith said there are only a
few landlords who are the repeat violators. Council Member Robinson said education is the key. She
recommended an insert in electric bills.

A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE WILLINGNESS OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK TO PARTNER WITH THE ARKANSAS
DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR THE INTERSTATE 30 AND
INTERSTATE 40 WIDENING AND RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT; AND

WHEREAS, the Arkansas Department of Transportation (“ARDOT”) is scheduled to
widen and reconstruct portions of Interstate 30 and replace the Interstate 30 bridge over the
Arkansas River between the Interstate 30/530 Interchange and the Interstate 40/Highway 67
Interchange; and

WHEREAS, Rock Region Metro (“METRO™), in order to serve the cities of Little Rock
and North Little Rock, has constructed a trolley line including rail, catenary system, a transformer
site, and other infrastructure, part of which is located on the State Highway System and on
Arkansas Highway Commission lands; and

WHEREAS, the current airspace agreement between ARDOT and METRO states that all
costs associated with any required modifications to the Metro Streetcar on Arkansas Highway
Commission rights of way will be the responsibility of METRO; and

WHEREAS, the modification of the streetcar infrastructure is considered a utility
relocation related to this project and will be achieved in two phases; and

WHEREAS, the METRO Streetcar was partially funded by grants through the Federal
Transit Administration (FTA); and

WHEREAS, the FTA has a remaining interest in the METRO Streetcar system; and

WHEREAS, METRO is obligated to return the Streetcar system to its original working
condition while there is remaining FTA interest; and

WHEREAS, the METRO Streetcar is funded equally by Pulaski County, the City of Little
Rock, and the City of North Little Rock; and

WHEREAS, ARDOT, METRO, Pulaski County, the City of Little Rock, and the City of
North Little Rock desire to pursue the safest and most economical method of returning the
Streetcar system to its original working condition; and

WHEREAS, Pulaski County, the City of Little Rock, and the City of North Little Rock

have proposed a partnership with ARDOT to assist with the required costs associated with
relocating the infrastructure for the METRO Streetcar; and

WHEREAS, Highway 161, Section 3, from Highway 70 (E. Broadway Street) north to the
North Little Rock city limits, in the City of North Little Rock, Pulaski County, will be accepted
by the City of North Little Rock into the City Street System, as shown in Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, ARDOT has agreed to construct a pavement preservation project on this
section of Highway 161, Section 3, prior to its removal from the State Highway System; and

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock agrees to accept the transfer of property rights
and all responsibility for the maintenance of the portion of Highway 161, Section 3, from
Highway 70 north to the North Little Rock city limits, in the City of North Little Rock, in
accordance with Arkansas Code Annotated § 27-65-109; and

WHEREAS, acceptance of the proposed change and transfer is practical and will be in the
best interest of the City of North Little Rock and the public.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS, THAT:

SECTION 1: The City of North Little Rock will participate in accordance with its
designated responsibilities as described above.

SECTION 2: The Mayor, or his designated representative, is hereby authorized and
directed to execute all appropriate agreements and contracts necessary to expedite this project.

SECTION 3: The City of North Little Rock pledges its full support and hereby requests
that the Arkansas Department of Transportation initiate action to assist in implementation of this
project.

SECTION 4: The City of North Little Rock hereby agrees and accepts the portion of
Highway 161, Section 3, from Highway 70 north to the North Little Rock city limits, into the City
of North Little Rock’s City Street System, as shown in Exhibit A.

SECTION 5: A copy of the resolution duly certified by the City Clerk shall be filed in the
office of the Recorder of Pulaski County and recorded in the deed of said county.

CONTRACT TO BUY AND SELL REAL ESTATE
BETWEEN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK AND ALO,

1. PARTIES AND PROPERTY. Rockwater Opportunity Zone, LLC, an Arkansas
LLC ("Buyer"), agrees to buy and the City of North Little Rock, a city duly incorporated
in Arkansas ("City"), agrees to sell, on the terms and conditions set forth in this Contract
("Contract’), the following described real estate in North Little Rock, Arkansas:

Parcel number 33N2680002400. A parcel of land located east of Pike
Avenue and south of Riverfront Drive, in North Little Rock, Arkansas
consisting of approximately 47,738 Square Feet as described in the
attached Exhibit A, together with all mineral rights owned by City, all
improvements thereon and all attached fixtures thereon, except as herein
excluded, and collectively called the "Property".

2, PURCHASE PRICE AND TERMS. The total Purchase Price shall be: Two
Hundred Seventy Thousand dollars ($270,000) payable as follows:

(a) Earnest Money. $10,000 to be paid by Buyer to the City upon exercise
of the extended inspection/review period option as explained in
paragraph 3. The earnest money is non-refundable but will be applied
to the purchase price at closing.

(b) Cash at Closing. The balance of the Purchase Price (as described
herein) to be paid by Buyer at closing in electronic transfer funds,
certified check or cashier's check.

3. INSPECTION/REVIEW PERIOD. City hereby grants the Buyer and Buyer's
agents the right to enter upon the Property during the term of this Contract to make
such surface and subsurface inspections of the Property, at Buyer's expense, as
the Buyer determines necessary, including but not limited to environmental and
engineering studies (which may include Phase | and, if necessary, Phase Il testing);
provided, however, that Buyer shall reasonably repair any significant damage made
to the Property as a result of said inspections and that Buyer shall give reasonable
notice to City of intent to enter upon the Property. City shall disclose to Buyer any
information known to City concerning past, present, or potential environmental
contamination of the Property. Buyer shall have one hundred eighty-three (183)
days from execution of this Contract to conduct any such inspections, studies and
feasibility analyses and to determine if the Property is suitable, both physically and
economically, for development or use as envisioned by Buyer (the "Initial Review
Period’).





If a Phase 1 reveals the presence of environmental contamination, City and Buyer
agree to work through the Pulaski County Brownfield's Program to seek financial
assistance with testing and, if necessary, remediation and recovery of the Property.
City and Buyer agree to work closely with each other in pursuing funding from the
Pulaski County Brownfield's Program. The City specifically does not commit to
providing funding or other resources to the testing or remediation of the property.
The parties specifically agree that no time periods established by this Contract shall
be extended by virtue of funding requests made to the Pulaski County Brownfield's
Program.

In the event the Buyer has not completed its due diligence or otherwise is
engaged in having the Property inspected during the Initial Review Period, as
provided above, the Buyer shall have the option, in the Buyer's sole discretion, to
extend the term of the review period for one (1) additional one hundred eighty (180)
day period (Extended Review Perioc/) to allow additional time for additional due
diligence or any remediation to be further completed or studied. The Buyer shall
exercise such option to extend through written notification and non-refundable
payment of $10,000 earnest money to the City no later than ten (10) business days
prior to the expiration of the Initial Review Period.

The City shall, within thirty (30) calendar days after execution of this
Contract, make available to Buyer any existing building design drawings, surveys,
environmental reports, plans and specifications, maintenance contracts, leases
and any other existing documents and/or contracts relating to the Property and its
operation and maintenance and any layout drawings related to the Property. Buyer
and its agents shall have also have the right from time to time to examine and
review any and all of City's books and records relating to the operation and
ownership of the Property, including without limitation, final plans and
specifications for all improvements, permits and licenses, zoning information, tax
bills, utility bills, insurance coverage, supply and maintenance contracts and all
other information Buyer deems necessary or desirable to familiarize itself with the
Property. City agrees to cooperate in connection with the foregoing and agrees
that Buyer, its agents, employees, representatives or contractors shall be made
available promptly, upon request, such information as shall be necessary to
examine the Property and the condition thereof and as shall be in the possession
of the City.

If the Buyer determines, in the Buyer's sole and absolute discretion, for any
reason whatsoever or for no reason at all, that the Property is not suitable for the
Buyer's purpose or use, then the Buyer has the unrestricted and absolute right to
terminate this Contract, without liability to Buyer other than the loss of the Earnest
Money if the Extended Review Period option has been exercised. Inthe event that
no notice to accept the Property is given to City by Buyer by 3:00 P.M. on the last
day of the Initial Review Period, or the last day of the Extended Review Period if





Buyer has exercised the Extended Review Period option, then this Contract will be
considered to be terminated by the Buyer.

4. DEVELOPMENT CONTROL. Buyer shall not construct, or allow to be
constructed, any structure, building or other improvement on the Property without
the express approval of the North Little Rock City Council, which shall not be
unreasonably withheld. Buyer shall present a satisfactory development plan to City
Council, receive a building permit for construction in accordance with the plan, and
commence work within two years of the closing date set by Paragraph 7 of this
Contract.

5. EVIDENCE OF TITLE. City warrants that it owns fee simple title to the
Property. City shall furish to Buyer, at City's expense, a current commitment for
owner's title insurance policy in an amount equal to the Purchase Price from
American Abstract Company. The commitment shall agree to issue to Buyer, upon
the closing of this transaction, a title insurance policy in the full amount of the
Purchase Price, without exception for any matters other than the following
permitted exceptions: (i) all real estate and ad valorem taxes and assessments for
the year of closing, provided the same are not due and payable, (i) zoning
ordinances, provided the same are acceptable to Buyer in its sole discretion, and
(iii) any exceptions, easements or restrictions which are waived by Buyer. City shall
have the title insurance policy delivered to Buyer at Closing and pay the premium
at Closing. Additionally, City shall furnish to Buyer, within thirty (30) days following
acceptance of this Contract, and at City's expense, a recent ALTA survey of the
property, sufficient to remove the standard survey exception from the referenced
title commitment.

6. TITLE. (a) Title Review. Buyer shall have the right to inspect the title
commitment. Written notice by Buyer of unmerchantability of title, defects or of any
other unsatisfactory title condition shown by the title commitment shall be delivered
by or on behalf of Buyer to City.

(b) Matters Not Shown by Public Records. City shall deliver to Buyer
within thirty (30) calendar days after acceptance of this Contract true copies of any
and all lease(s) and survey(s) in City's possession pertaining to the Property and
shall disclose to Buyer all easements, liens, discrepancies, conflicts in boundary
lines, shortage in area, encroachments, and any other instruments or items which
a survey and inspection of the Property may or may not disclose and which are not
shown by the public records of which City has actual or constructive knowledge.
City shall disclose to Buyer within thirty (30) calendar days after acceptance of this
Contract, any information known to City that might reasonably have an effect on the
value of the Property including but not limited to threatened, potential, or pending
litigation, environmental contamination, building restrictions, zoning, soil conditions,
environmental studies, flood plain or floodway existence, and any other conditions.
Buyer shall have the right to inspect the Property to determine if any third party(s)
has any right in the Property not shown by the public records (such





as an unrecorded easement, unrecorded lease, or boundary line discrepancy).
Written notice of any unsatisfactory condition(s) disclosed by City or revealed by
such inspection shall be delivered by or on behalf of Buyer to City.

(c) Right to Cure. If City receives notice of unmerchantability of title,
defects or any other unsatisfactory title condition(s) as provided in subsection (a)
or (b) above, City shall use immediate and reasonable efforts to correct said
unsatisfactory conditions(s) within thirty (30) days of such notice or prior to Closing.
If City fails to correct said unsatisfactory condition(s), Buyer may waive objection
to said unsatisfactory condition(s) or Buyer may terminate this Contract without
liability whatsoever to City and be promptly refunded all Earnest Money even if the
Initial Review Period or any extension thereof has expired.

(d) End of Objection to Title. Buyer shall have until thirty (30) days prior
to expiration of the Initial Review Period, or the extended option period if
applicable, in which to object to unmerchantability of title, defects or any other
unsatisfactory title condition. Upon expiration of such period, any and all past,
present and future objections to title will be deemed to have been waived. This
paragraph in no way affects or limits the provisions of Paragraph 3 above.

7. CLOSING. The closing of the transactions contemplated under this
contract ("Closing”) shall take place at the offices of a mutually agreed upon title
company (i) no later than thirty (30) days after expiration of the Initial Review
Period, or the extended option period if applicable, (ii) within thirty (30) days of the
removal of all contingencies to this Contract or (iii) on such other earlier date as
the Buyer may select prior to the expiration of the Initial Review Period or the
extended option period. Closing costs will be paid by Buyer and City as customary
in North Little Rock, Arkansas, as determined by American Abstract Title Company
or other mutually agreed upon title company.

8. RIGHT OF REPURCHASE. After closing, should Buyer fail to meet any of
the requirements set forth in Paragraph 4 of this Contract, City shall have the right

to repurchase the Property from Buyer at the purchase price, less five percent
(5%).

9. TRANSFER OF TITLE. Subjecttotender of payment at Closing as required
herein and compliance by Buyer with the other terms and provisions hereof, City
shall execute and deliver a general Warranty Deed to Buyer at Closing.

10. PAYMENT OF ENCUMBRANCES. Any encumbrance required to be paid by
City shall be paid at or before Closing from the proceeds of this transaction or from
any other source.

11. CLOSING DOCUMENTS AND SERVICES. At Closing the parties shall
execute and deliver a memorandum of the Closing to acknowledge delivery and
acceptance of the items required, the satisfaction of the conditions precedent to





Closing and the closing and the status of performance of other provisions of this
Contract.

12. PRORATIONS. General real estate taxes for the year of Closing, based on
the most recent levy and the most recent assessment, prepaid contracts, rents,
water and sewer charges, and other charges, if any, shall be prorated to the date
of Closing.

13. POSSESSION. Possession of the Property shall be delivered to Buyer at
Closing.

14. CITY'S REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES. City expressly
covenants, warrants and represents the following matters:

(a) Adverse Information. City has no knowledge of nor has it received
any notice of any change pending or contemplated in any applicable laws,
ordinances or restrictions, or of any judicial or administrative action or of any action
by adjacent landowners, or any natural or artificial condition upon or affecting the
Property, or any portion thereof, which would result in any material adverse change
in the condition of the Property or would prevent, limit, impede or render more costly
Buyer's contemplated use of the Property.

(b) Compliance with Laws. City and the Property are in compliance with
all applicable laws, ordinances, regulations, statutes, rules, conditions,
agreements, declarations and restrictions, including without limitation, all zoning,
subdivision, building, health, fire, safety or other laws pertaining to and affecting
the Property, or any portion thereof, including without limitation, any improvements
located thereon.

(c) Litigation. There are no disputes, legal actions, suits or other legal or
administrative proceedings, including condemnation or similar cases or
proceedings, pending or, to the best of City's knowledge, threatened, against the
Property, or against City and affecting the Property or against any third party known
to City affecting the Property and City is not aware of any facts which might result
in any such action, suit or other proceedings.

(d) No Assessments. No assessments have been made against the
Property that are unpaid (except real estate and ad valorem taxes for the current
"year), whether or not they have become liens, and if, at the time of Closing, the
Property or any part thereof shall be or shall have been affected by any
assessments they shall be paid in full by City.

(e) Miscellaneous.

(i) No zoning, building or other law, ordinance, regulation or
restriction is, or as of the Closing will be, violated by the continued maintenance,
operation or use of the Property. There is not, and as of the Closing, there will not
be, anything that would constitute any uncured violation of Federal, state or
municipal laws, ordinances, orders, regulations or requirements affecting any
portion of the Property.





(ii) The execution by City of this Contract and the consummation
by City of the transaction contemplated hereby do not, and will not, constitute a
violation of any order, rule or regulation of any court or any federal, state or
municipal regulatory body or administrative agency or any other governmental
body having jurisdiction over City or any portion of the Property. No approval or
consents by third parties, or governmental authorities, are required in order for City
to consummate the transactions contemplated hereby.

15. TIME OF ESSENCE/REMEDIES. Time is of the essence. If any note or check
received as earnest money hereunder or any other payment due hereunder is not
paid, honored or tendered when due, or if any other obligation hereunder is not
performed or waived as herein provided, in addition to City's right to repurchase set
forth in Paragraph 8, there shall be the following remedies:

(a) If Buyer is in Default. City shall give written notice to Buyer that Buyer
is in default. If Buyer fails to cure said default within ten (10) business days of such
notice, or otherwise make reasonable efforts to work at curing said default within
such time, City may elect to treat this Contract as canceled, in which case all
payments and things of value received hereunder shall be forfeited by Buyer and
retained by City and both parties shall thereafter be released from all obligations
hereunder or City may elect to treat this Contract as being in full force and effect
and City shall have the right to specific performance . City expressly waives
remedies of additional damages.

(b) If City is in Default. Buyer shall give written notice to City that City is in
default. If City fails to cure said default within ten (10) business days of such notice,
or otherwise make reasonable efforts to work at curing said default within such
time, Buyer may elect to treat this Contract as canceled, in which case all payments
and things of value received hereunder shall be returned from City to Buyer or
Buyer may elect to treat this Contract as being in full force and effect and Buyer
shall have the right to specific performance. Buyer expressly waives remedies of
additional damages.

16. FORCE MAJEURE. If Buyer is delayed at any time in presenting a
development plan to the City Council, receiving a building permit for construction in
accordance with the plan, or commencing work within two (2) years of the execution
of this Contract by labor disputes, fire, flood, abnormal adverse weather conditions
that affect the commencement of construction which were not reasonably
anticipatable, unavoidable casualties, or any causes or acts of third parties not
within control of Buyer, then any time period under this Agreement for the
performance of certain obligations shall be extended by the same number of days
which Buyer is delayed by such acts which are not under Buyer's control.





17. ADVICE OF LEGAL COUNSEL. By signing this document, Buyer and City
acknowledges that Buyer and City have obtained the advice of their own legal
counsel regarding the Contract.

18. TERMINATION. Inthe event this Contract is terminated as provided herein,
all payments and things of value received hereunder shall be returned and the
parties shall be relieved of all obligations, except as herein noted.

19. NOTICE OF ACCEPTANCE. If this Contract is accepted by City in writing
and Buyer receives actual notice of such acceptance on or before 5:00 p.m. on
September 1, 2017, this document shall become an enforceable Contract between
City and Buyer.

20. OTHER NOTICE REQUIREMENTS. Except as provided in Paragraph 17,
any notices, demands, and other communications required or permitted hereunder
shall be in writing and either (i) delivered in person, (i} delivered by mail or ¢ii) sent
by facsimile transmission. Any such notice, demand or communication, if properly
given or made in accordance with the terms hereof, shall be deemed to have been
made at the time of delivery if delivered in person, or at the time received if mailed,
or at the time of transmission if sent by facsimile. Notice to each party shall be
sufficient if addressed to the party at the address provided below with each
signature. Each party may change the address for notice by giving notice of such
change in accordance with the provisions of this section.

21. ORGANIZATION IN GOOD STANDING. Each party represents and warrants
that it is duly organized, existing and in good standing under the law of the State of
Arkansas. Each party represents and warrants that it has full power and authority
to carry on its business as presently conducted and to execute and enter into this
Contract.

22, ASSIGNABLE. This Contract shall be assignable by Buyer with the Mayor's
consent, which shall not be unreasonably withheld.

23. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Contract embodies and constitutes the entire
understanding among the parties with respect to the transaction contemplated
herein, and all prior or contemporaneous agreements, understandings,
representations and statements, oral or written, are merged into this Contract.
Neither this Contract nor any provision hereof may be waived, modified, amended,
discharged or terminated except by an instrument in writing signed by the party
against which the enforcement of such waiver, modification, amendment, discharge
or termination is sought, and then only to the extent set forth in such instrument.

24, APPLICABLE LAW. This Contract shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Arkansas. The parties hereby consent to
jurisdiction and venue in Pulaski County, Arkansas, and agree that such





jurisdiction and venue shall be sole and exclusive for any and all actions or
disputes related to this Agreement or any related instruments.

Descriptive headings are for convenience only and shall not
control or affect the meaning or construction of any provision of this Contract.

This Contract and any related instruments shall not be
construed more strictly against one party than against the other by virtue of the fact
that initial drafts were made and prepared by counsel for one of the parties, it being
recognized that this Contract and any related instruments are the product of
extensive negotiations between the parties hereto and that both parties hereto have
contributed substantially and materially to the final preparation of this Contract and
all related instruments.

29. SEVERABILITY. In case any one or more of the provisions contained in the
Contract shall for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any
respect, such invalidity, illegality or unenforceability shall not affect any other
provision hereof, and this Contract shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal or
unenforceable provision had

30. FURTHER ASSURANCES. In addition to the obligations required to be'
performed hereunder by City and Buyer at Closing, City and Buyer shall perform

This MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT, effective January 1, 2021, is entered into by

MEMORAND GREEMENT

and between Pulaski County, Arkansas (“County”) and the City of North Little Rock (“City”)
and will become binding upon all parties upon signature of the County Judge of Pulaski County

and Mayor the City of North Little Rock, following approval by the City Council of the City.

WITNESSETH:

That the County and City entered into a Memorandum of Agreement executed February
15, 1990, and a subsequent amendment executed September 10, 1990 (collectively referred to as
the “Initial Agreement”) concerning the costs incurred by the County through the operation of a
regional jail facility. Since the Initial Agreement, various revisions and extensions have been
executed, effective through December of 31, 2020. The current agreement, governing payments
by the City to the County for keeping prisoners of the municipality in the county jail will expire

at the end of this year.

WHEREAS, a county government is required by statute to provide certain necessary
services to its citizens, including providing law enforcement services and detaining certain

persons accused or convicted of crimes;

WHEREAS, on agreement of the cities in the County having law enforcement agencies to
make payments to the County to operate and maintain a regional detention facility (the “jail”’) to
house prisoners of municipalities in addition to prisoners of the County, the County constructed the
jail; and,

WHEREAS, the City acknowledges that in the absence of a separate agreement
concerning jail costs, as a city having a law enforcement agency, it may be required to pay a

daily fee as set by ordinance of the Quorum Court of the County based on the reasonable
1





expenses which the County incurs in order to keep its prisoners in the jail; and,

WHEREAS, the Arkansas Supreme Court resolved a dispute between cities and counties

over the meaning of prisoners of municipalities in its decision Mississippi County v. City of

Blytheville, 2018 Ark. 50, 538 S.W.3d 822; and,

WHEREAS, the County and City acknowledge the need for a properly maintained,

operated and economically viable jail; and

WHEREAS, if the Quorum Court established daily fee, based on calculations verified by
Legislative Audit, 1s applied to estimated counts of prisoners of the City, it would potentially

result in a substantial payment increase by the City;

WHEREAS, the current state of emergency brought about by the global spread of the
pandemic Coronavirus requires that the County and City proceed with caution, including in

preparation of operating budgets and revenue projections; and

WHEREAS, the County and City desire to enter into a contractual agreement whereby

City funds are paid to the County toward the costs of operating and maintaining the jail.
IT IS THEREFORE hereby agreed that:

Section 1. Payments. The City agrees to pay $1,098,717.00 (One Million

Ninety-Eight Thousand Seven Hundred and Seventeen dollars) in 2021 to the County toward
the costs of operating and maintaining the jail, in lieu of paying any daily fee for the keeping of
prisoners of the City. The amount to be paid equals a three percent (3%) increase over the

payment by the City in 2020.

Section 2. Review. The City agrees that its Mayor and other appropriate

personnel shall meet with the County Judge and other appropriate personnel following the
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calculation and publication of sales tax revenue of the first two quarters of the year in 2021. In each
quarterly meeting, the City and County shall review the sales tax revenue calculations, just
released, for the quarter of 2021, in comparison with the same quarter of the preceding year, 2020.
If the quarter of 2021 to quarter of 2020 comparison reveals an increase in revenues to the City, the
City and County will negotiate in good faith to determine an additional payment to the County to
be made with the next quarterly payment, or for any additional payment resulting from an analysis
of the third quarter of each 2020 and 2021 and subsequent additional agreement, it shall be paid

prior to the expiration of this agreement.

The first quarterly meeting is anticipated to occur in June. The second quarterly meeting is

anticipated to occur in October.

Section 3. The payment amount identified above in Section 1 shall be paid in
quarterly installments on or before the 5" day of each quarter (January, April, July and October).
Any additional amounts, as negotiated in good faith in each quarterly meeting, shall be paid
within sixty (60) of reaching agreement on such amounts. Failure of the City to make timely
installment payments may result in the imposition of the daily rate as permitted by Ark. Code

Ann. § 12-41-506.

Section 4. Any arrestee in obvious or stated need of emergency medical treatment will
receive said treatment before being transported by the City’s law enforcement agency to the jail.
Section 5. Failure by the City to have its governing body ratify this agreement shall
not affect the ability or option of the County to enter into like contracts with other cities in the
County, while charging the City a rate as permitted by Ark. Code Ann. § 12-41-506, subject
to the City’s specific reservation of the right to challenge any County ordinance establishing a

daily fee for processing or keeping prisoners in a court of competent jurisdiction.
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Section 6. This Agreement will continue through December 31, 2021 at which time it
will terminate automatically. Upon termination, unless the parties enter into a new agreement
concerning jail costs, the City shall become responsible to pay a rate to the County as permitted
by Ark. Code Ann. § 12-41-506, subject to the City’s specific reservation of the right to
challenge any County ordinance establishing a daily fee for processing or keeping prisoners in

a court of competent jurisdiction.

Section 7. The jail shall remain under the custody, control and operation of the
County and its elected officials, and no separate entity, organization or joint board is created by

or to be created as a result of this Agreement.

Section 8. Any property acquired by the County, without regard to whether the
source of funds used to acquire the property is attributable to the City’s payment hereunder, shall
be the property of Pulaski County, and shall be acquired, held and disposed of in a manner

consistent with state law and County ordinance.

WHEREAS, the widening of West Bethany Street is both costly and difficult; and

WHEREAS, Koppers has identified a site on its property that can be used for truck parking
and staging; and

WHEREAS, such a truck parking pad will significantly reduce moming rush hour traffic
congestion and improve public safety; and

WHEREAS, the Local Job Creation, Job Expansion, and Economic Development Act of
2017, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-176-101, et. seq. (the “Act™), defines “economic development project”
to include “facilities, infrastructure, and improvements that are required or suitable for the
development, retention, or expansion of ... [m]anufacturing, production, and industrial
facilities...”; and

WHEREAS, the Act provides that municipalities may appropriate money to finance
economic development projects and that funds so appropriated shall be deemed to further the
public purpose of economic development; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that it is in the best interest of the City and its residents
to appropriate funds for the construction of a truck parking pad for Koppers.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

SECTION 1: That Eighty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($80,000.00) is hereby
appropriated from the Electric Department Economic Development Fund to construct a truck
parking pad for Koppers Inc.

SECTION 2: That the expenditure of funds appropriated herein is contingent upon the
approval by the City Council of an economic development project contract between the City and
Koppers Inc. that meets the requirements of Ark. Code Ann. § 14-176-104.

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RESOLUTION NO.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND CERTIFYING AMOUNTS OF
LIENS TO BE FILED WITH THE PULASKI COUNTY TAX
COLLECTOR AGAINST CERTAIN REAL PROPERTIES IN THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS AS A RESULT OF GRASS
CUTTING EXPENSES AND ABATEMENT OF OTHER NUISANCES;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Section 8.3.1 of North Little Rock Municipal Code (NLRMC) Chapter 8
(Nuisance Abatement and Property Maintenance), requires all property owners and occupants
within the municipal boundaries of the City of North Little Rock (the City) to cut weeds, grass and
abate other nuisances and unsanitary conditions on their property; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
November 23, 2020, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
on November 23, 2020, for the purpose of determining the amount of liens, if any, to be filed

against certain real properties as the result of grass cutting and abatement of other nuisances by
the City of North Little Rock.

SECTION 2: That after said public hearing, and upon the verification of the Director of
the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department, the amounts listed on Exhibit A are hereby
certified as an obligation that is owed to the City and proper to be filed with the Pulaski County
Treasurer and Assessor as a lien against the real properties associated therewith.

SECTION 3: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is hereby ordered to file liens as
provided in this resolution; except that, prior to submission, he will update the list to remove any
lien amounts that have been paid in full prior to forwarding the list to the County.

SECTION 4: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is authorized to execute and file
such documents as are necessary to release any liens that are paid in full.

SECTION 5: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.
