On February 2, 2021, responding to a complaint, Officer Ward Reese saw a dilapidated
property at 1605 Augusta. This building has been vacant for some time and has
numerous housing code violations including a very large hole in the roof.

Officer Ward Reese conducted an inspection of the above property, and determined
that the structure was unfit for human habitation and posted a Notice of City Council
Date. A follow-up inspection showed the structure to be unsecured. Owners have not
made an attempt to contact Code Enforcement, to-date the status of the property
remains in the same condition.

Council
Member Hamilton visited with residents in the neighborhood. Ms. Brenda Hampton participated in the
meeting by telephone. She advised she spoke with Council Member Hamilton and since the
application was withdrawn she didn’t have any additional comments. Ms. Whitbey referenced a public
comment provided by Ms. Juanita Henderson from the Military Heights Outreach Association
expressing their opposition to the proposal. Also attached were petitions signed by 65 residents of the
area rejecting the proposal. Mayor Hartwick suggested some of the vacant lots in the city could be
used by Habitat For Humanity to build family homes. Council Member Ross said the residents of
Military Heights are faced with many issues and commended them for speaking up on this one.

North Little Rock City Council Meeting Monday, April 12, 2021
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Council Member Robinson asked questions regarding Community Garden legislation. She referenced
a garden that sells produce (St. Joseph’s) and asked if the public is allowed access to the same. Mr.
Isaac Henry, Fit 2 Live Coordinator said they do rent beds to the public. Council Member Robinson
asked if (other members of) the public have access to the garden. Mr. Henry said the city has had a
long-standing relationship with this location and there is some public access. Council Member
Robinson asked why the amounts requested for different gardens varied. Mr. Henry said some of the
gardens are established and need less assistance. New gardens require more funds to get started.
Council Member Robinson asked how members of the community know they have access to the
gardens. Mr. Henry said each garden has signage. He added a lot of people want to pick the produce,
but not everyone wants to put in the labor (planting, maintaining, etc.) to grow the garden.
Participation is expected. Council Member Robinson asked about the “community” gardens on school
properties, etc. She said Ward 2 gave the school district $25,000.00 to put in a public walking trail.
However, the public only has limited access. She included the Hays Center in the comments. Mr.
Henry reiterated these are community gardens. The gardens at the schools are for the children
attending the school. The general public is not allowed on school property. Council Member
Robinson asked reports on any funds provided by the city for Community Gardens. Mr. Henry said
the garden program has been in existence for about eight (8) years. Funds are not distributed until
receipts are produced. Reports are submitted to him bi-annually. Council Member Robinson asked
Mr. Henry to provide a report to the City Council in the future (summarizing the garden reports).
Council Member Ginn asked what happens to excess produce. Mr. Henry said it is harvested and
distributed within the community. Mayor Hartwick asked Ms. Shara Brazear Communications
Director to share community garden information with the public. Council Member Hamilton said he
participated in the process to review Community Garden funding applications. He reiterated Mr.
Henry’s comments with regard to the reports, etc. Mayor Hartwick asked Mr. Henry to include Dr.
Arnessa Bennett in sharing information as well. Mr. Henry said the Community Garden bylaws, etc.
can be found on the city’s website under the Fit 2 Live tab. Council Member Baxter said the grant
process is similar to a City Beautiful Grant request. Funds have been used to build the beds, acquire
the wood, dirt, etc. A core group preps the bed then rents space to cover expenses (like water).
Council Member Robinson said the city has to be accountable for tax payer funds. Regarding R-21-45,
a scrivener’s error in the final Whereas, was corrected. Council Member Ross referenced R-21-49
regarding the extension to the Interlocal Agreement with Metropolitan Emergency Medical Services
(MEMS) and commended their efforts during the Coronavirus Pandemic.

Council Member
Hamilton said there are no residential homes in the area which is off of McCain. Council Member
Taylor said an (Overlay District) amendment is usually for a specific business/sign. He asked who had
made this request. Council Member Hamilton advised it was the vendor for Fast Signs. Council
Member Hight said the council has made exceptions for changeable copy signs, but those have been on
a case by case basis. This legislation goes against previous considerations. Council Member Ross
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recalled the procedure by which these districts were determined. She advised Smokey Lane is not a
major thoroughfare. The city receives calls from vendors requesting the city change legislation so they
can sell their product(s).

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF A PROMISSORY
NOTE TO PROVIDE SHORT-TERM FINANCING UNDER AMENDMENT
NO. 78 TO THE ARKANSAS CONSTITUTION FOR THE ACQUISITION,
CONSTRUCTION AND INSTALLATION OF REAL PROPERTY AND
TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY; AND PRESCRIBING OTHER
MATTERS PERTAINING THERETO.

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas (the "City") is authorized and
empowered under the provisions of Amendment No. 78 to the Arkansas Constitution
("Amendment No. 78") and Act No. 1808 of 2001 (codified as Title 14, Chapter 78 of the Arkansas
Code of 1987 Annotated) (the "Act"), to issue notes and to expend the proceeds thereof to finance
all or a portion of the cost of acquiring, constructing and installing real property and tangible
personal property having an expected useful life of more than one (1) year; and

WHEREAS, the City proposes to finance all or a portion of the costs of the acquisition,
construction and installation of a new city services building (collectively, the "Property to be
Financed"); and

WHEREAS, it is proposed that the City issue its promissory note in the principal amount
of $9,000,000 (the "Note") under Amendment No. 78 and the Act for the purpose of financing all
or a portion of the costs of the Property to be Financed; and

WHEREAS, the City intends to arrange for a loan (the "Loan") from the Lender (defined
below) and to issue the Note to the Lender in consideration for the Loan; and

WHEREAS, the City Director of Finance and Budget (the "Finance Director") has taken
proposals for the Loan from six banks having offices in the City and the proposal with the lowest
cost to the City was provided by U.S. Bank National Association (the "Lender");

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: The City Council hereby finds that the Property to be Financed is real
property and tangible personal property and will have a useful life of more than one (1) year. The
City Council further finds that the aggregate principal amount of the Note and the City's
outstanding indebtedness issued or incurred under Amendment No. 78, does not exceed five
percent (5%) of the assessed value of taxable property located within the City as determined by
the last tax assessment.

SECTION 2: Under the authority of the Constitution and laws of the State of Arkansas (the
"State"), including particularly Amendment No. 78 and the Act, the Note is hereby authorized and
ordered issued in the principal amount of $9,000,000 for the purpose of financing all or a portion
of the costs of acquiring, constructing and installing the Property to be Financed and paying





expenses of issuing the Note. The Note shall be dated the date of issuance and shall bear interest
on the outstanding principal amount at the rate of 1.11% per annum. The Note shall be repaid in
five substantially equal annual amortized installments of principal and interest, commencing one
year from the date of the Note and on the same day of each year thereafter, with the final
installment due five years from the date of the Note. The Note shall be issued in fully registered
form. The Note shall be executed by the Mayor and the City Clerk and the seal of the City shall
be affixed to the Note.

SECTION 3: The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to accept the proposal of the
Lender as made in the Lender's term sheet dated April 19, 2021 (the "Term Sheet"). A copy of the
Term Sheet has been filed with the City Clerk and shall be available for inspection by any
interested person.

SECTION 4: As provided in Amendment No. 78, the annual debt service payments on the
Note in each fiscal year shall be charged against and paid from the general revenues of the City
for such fiscal year. For the purpose of making the annual debt service payments, there is hereby,
and shall be, appropriated to pay the Note, an amount of general revenues of the City sufficient for
such purposes. The City Treasurer is hereby authorized and directed to withdraw from the General
Fund of the City the amounts and at the times necessary to make the annual debt service payments
on the Note.

SECTION 5: (a) The City covenants with the owner of the Note (the "Owner") that it
shall not take any action or suffer or permit any action to be taken or condition to exist which
causes or may cause the interest payable on the Note to be included in gross income for federal
income tax purposes. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the City covenants with
the Owner that the proceeds of the sale of the Note will not be used directly or indirectly in such
manner as to cause the Note to be treated as an "arbitrage bond" within the meaning of Section
148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code").

(b) The City covenants with the Owner that it will not use or permit the use of
the Property to be Financed or the proceeds of the Note, in such manner as to cause the Note to be
a "private activity bond" within the meaning of Section 141 of the Code.

(©) The City covenants with the Owner that it will not reimburse itself from
Note proceeds for any costs paid prior to the date the Note is issued except in compliance with
United States Treasury Regulation § 1.150-2 (the "Regulation™). This Ordinance shall constitute
an "official intent" for purposes of the Regulation.

(d) The City covenants with the Owner that it will submit to the Secretary of
the Treasury of the United States, not later than the 15th day of the second calendar month after
the close of the calendar quarter in which the Note is issued, a statement concerning the Note which
contains the information required by Section 149(e) of the Code.

(e) The City covenants that it will, in compliance with the requirements of Section
148(f) of the Code, pay to the United States Government in accordance with the requirements of
Section 148(f) of the Code, from time to time, an amount equal to the sum of (1) the excess of (A)





the amount earned on all Non-purpose Investments (as therein defined) attributable to the Note,
other than investments attributable to such excess over (B) the amount which would have been
eamed if such Non-purpose Investments attributable to the Note were invested at a rate equal to
the Yield (as defined in the Code) on the Note, plus (2) any income attributable to the excess
described in (1), subject to the exceptions set forth in Section 148 of the Code. The City further
covenants that in order to assure compliance with its covenants herein, it will employ a qualified
consultant to advise the City in making the determination required to comply with this subsection.

(f) The City covenants that all documents and records related to the Note and the
Property to be Financed will be retained for the life of the Note plus an additional three (3) years.

(g) The Note is hereby designated as a "qualified tax-exempt obligation" within
the meaning of the Code. The City represents that the aggregate principal amount of its qualified
tax-exempt obligations (excluding "private activity bonds" within the meaning of Section 141 of
the Code which are not "qualified 501(c)(3) bonds" within the meaning of Section 145 of the
Code), including those of its subordinate entities, issued in calendar year 2021 will not exceed
$10,000,000.

SECTION 6: The Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute and
deliver the Loan Agreement between the City and the Lender (the "Loan Agreement") providing
for the Loan and containing terms and provisions consistent with the Term Sheet. The Loan
Agreement is hereby accepted and approved in substantially the form submitted to this meeting,
with such changes as shall be approved by the Mayor and the City Clerk, their execution to
constitute conclusive evidence of such approval.

SECTION 7: The Mayor, City Treasurer, City Attorney, City Clerk and Finance Director
are hereby authorized and directed, for and on behalf of the City, to perform all acts of whatever
nature necessary to effect and carry out the authority conferred by this Ordinance and to execute
all papers, documents, certificates and other instruments that may be required for the carrying out
of such authority or to evidence the exercise thereof.

SECTION 8: In the event any title, section, paragraph, item, sentence, clause, phrase, or
word of this Ordinance is declared or adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional, such declaration
or adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of this Ordinance which shall remain in full
force and effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged invalid or unconstitutional were not
originally part of this Ordinance.

SECTION 9: All laws, ordinances, resolutions, or parts of the same which are inconsistent
with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 10: Notice of adoption of this Ordinance shall be posted at City Hall, City
Services Building, Laman Library, Pat Hays Senior Center and North Little Rock Chamber of
Commerce, being five of the most public places in the City.

that since structures are without proper sanitary facilities and as such are unsafe and hazardous and
a breeding place for rats, rodents and other dangerous germ carriers of diseases, such buildings
constitute a serious hazard to the health and safety of the citizens of North Little Rock, and they
should be moved or razed for the purpose of eliminating such hazards.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

SECTION 1: That the City Council hereby declares the buildings, houses and other
structures located at the property identified in Section 2 below to be vacant and run down,
dilapidated, unsafe, unsightly, dangerous, obnoxious, unsanitary, a fire hazard, a menace to
abutting properties, with the current condition of said structures not being fit for human habitation;
and because of such conditions, the City Council declares the same to be condemned as a public
nuisance and is ordered abated, removed or razed by the owner thereof.

SECTION 2: That the owner of record of the following described property is hereby
directed to raze the same or otherwise abate the said nuisance within thirty (30) days after the
posting of a true copy of this Resolution at a conspicuous place upon the structure constituting the
nuisance described herein, to-wit:

Lot 12, Block 15 of the Laskers Subdivision in the City of North Little Rock,
Pulaski County, Arkansas (Parcel No. 33N2520017100 located at 1601 (1605)
Augusta Street and owned by Jeffrey L. Massey and Tina Faulkner).

SECTION 3: If the aforementioned structures have not been razed and/or removed within

thirty (30) days after posting a true copy of this Resolution at a conspicuous place upon the
structures constituting the nuisance, or the nuisance otherwise abated, the structures shall be torn

On February 2, 2021, responding to a complaint, Officer Ward Reese saw a dilapidated
property at 1605 Augusta. This building has been vacant for some time and has.
numerous housing code violations including a very large hole in the roof.

Officer Ward Reese conducted an inspection of the above property, and determined
that the structure was unfit for human habitation and posted a Notice of City Council
Date. A follow-up inspection showed the structure to be unsecured. Owners have not
made an attempt to contact Code Enforcement, to-date the status of the property
remains in the same condition.

The condemnation procedures were started due to the condition of the building.
Owners and/or heirs and all interested parties were given notice of City Council for the
April 26, 2021 Hearing date. Notices were mailed by certified and regular mail, legal
notice ran in the newspaper, and were also posted on the property. This structure is
considered to be unfit for human habitation.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Littie
Rock Code Enforcement Department that this structure be considered for
condemnation.

A RESOLUTION CERTIFYING THE AMOUNT OF A CLEAN UP LIEN
TO BE FILED WITH THE PULASKI COUNTY TAX COLLECTOR
AGAINST CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 1711
CHANDLER STREET IN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK,
ARKANSAS; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, certain property located 1711 Chandler Street in the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas was declared to be a public nuisance, and the property was condemned on December 14,
2020 (see Resolution No. 9967 attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-903 provides that if the owner(s) or lien holder(s) of
any lot or structure, after having been given seven (7) days’ notice in writing to do so, refuses to
remove, abate or eliminate any nuisance property, the City of North Little Rock is authorized to
do whatever is necessary to correct the conditions and charge the cost thereof to the owner(s) of
the real property; and

WHEREAS, according to the Pulaski County Assessor’s Office, Parcel No.
33N2570002200, described as 1711 Chandler Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas, is owned by
Eddie Givens who, after receiving notice from the City regarding the conditions of the property,
has failed to abate the conditions; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901, et seq. and Act 854 of 2007, the
City of North Little Rock is authorized to abate the nuisance conditions, establish a lien for the
costs associated therewith, and collect the same in order to protect the health, safety and welfare
of the community.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That upon a hearing of the facts, the City Council hereby declares that proper
notice was given to the owner(s) and lien holder(s) of the subject property to remove, abate or
eliminate the public nuisance conditions on the subject property located at 1711 Chandler Street;
more specifically described as:

LOT 5, BLOCK 2 OF THE HOLT’S INDUSTRIAL ADDITION TO THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS, LOCATED ON

property after it was condemned pursuant to Resolution No. 9967 in the time allowed by law, and





that the City then abated the public nuisance conditions at a cost of no less than $4,978.49 (See
Affidavit attached hereto as Exhibit B.)

SECTION 3: That the City Council further declares that proper notice was given to the
owner(s) and lien holder(s) of the subject property that a public hearing would be held on April
26, 2021 (see Proof of Publication attached hereto as Exhibit C) to determine the proper amount,
if any, that should be filed as a clean up lien pursuant to Act 854 of 2007.

SECTION 4: That the City Council further declares that upon presentation of facts at a
public hearing, the City is entitled to a priority clean up lien in the amount of $5,023.49 (costs of
abatement plus an additional $45.00 filing fee for the subject lien certification) against the subject
property. This lien, as provided for in Arkansas Code Ann. § 14-54-903, may be enforced and
collected at any time within ten (10) years after the lien has been filed in either one of the following
manners as provided for in Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904:

(1) By an action for foreclosure in the circuit court; or

(2) The amount so determined at this public hearing, plus ten percent (10%)
penalty for collection, to be certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector
to be placed on the tax books as delinquent taxes and collected accordingly.

SECTION 5: That if the owner(s) or lien holder(s) fail to pay the amount of the herein
certified clean-up lien in the time allowed by law, the City Attorney is hereby directed to pursue
any and all proper legal actions for collection of the amount of said lien plus all applicable costs.

SECTION 6: That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.
