The regular meeting of the North Little Rock City Council scheduled for Monday, June 14, 2021, was
called to order at 6:00 p.m. by the Honorable Mayor Terry C. Hartwick.

The roll having been called and the following Council Members answered to their names: DEBI

GINN, and CHARLIE HIGHT (7/0). Council Member MAURICE TAYLOR was absent. City

The prayer and pledge of allegiance were led by Council Member Harris.

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Ross, and by consent of
all members present, the minutes from the North Little Rock City Council meeting scheduled for
Monday, May 24, 2021, were approved, accepted and filed as prepared by the City Clerk, Diane
Whitbey (7/0).

PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Hartwick invited North Little Rock Police Officer Jhailan Rathey to come forward and
introduced him as the city’s Liaison to the Unsheltered Community. Officer Rathey said the goal is to
try to provide resources to people in the unsheltered/homeless community in our city. Resources are
available but some people may need assistance in obtaining them. Resources include food,
transportation, etc. Council Member Hight asked about panhandlers on McCain Boulevard. Mayor
Hartwick said some people do not have an 1.D. (identification) card or a place to go. The intent is to
reach out and see what the city can do. With regard to panhandlers, City Attorney Amy Fields said
asking for money and panhandling is a First Amendment right. Unless another criminal offense is
being committed the act of panhandling is protected by the Constitution. Council Member Ginn asked
if people can have items like chairs, etc. lying around the area. Ms. Fields said it could fall under
littering or obstructing a public sidewalk. Mayor Hartwick referenced Unit 50 with regard to litter in
the city. Residents can call and report litter, abandoned shopping carts, etc. which will be picked up.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A SPECIAL USE TO ALLOW FOR A FOOD TRUCK COURT IN

OTHER PURPOSES, was read. On the motion of Council Member Robinson and seconded by
Council Member Ross, and by consent of all members present, the rules were suspended and the
ordinance was placed on its second reading (7/0). On the motion of Council Member Robinson and
seconded by Council Member Hight, and by consent of all members present, the rules were again
suspended and the ordinance was place on its third and final reading (7/0). The ordinance was read a
third and final time. Council Member Robinson referred to Communication #10 and concerns

included therein. Those have been addressed within the content of the proposed ordinance. Council
Member Robinson said hours of operation in the proposed ordinance include Friday and Saturday —
until midnight. She referenced the Food Truck Court in Park Hill (The Filling Station) which has
hours of operation until midnight on Friday and Saturday. City Attorney Fields said the Planning
Commission recommended extending the hours of operation on Friday and Saturday to 12 a.m. or
midnight for The Lot. However, this area is in the Argenta Quiet Commercial Overlay District which
is an addition to zoning requirements and trumps the same. The city council cannot pass legislation
that contradicts that unless the Overlay District Ordinance is amended. Mayor Hartwick asked one of
the applicants, Lawrence Barbee to come forward. Council Member Robinson asked Mr. Barbee if he
is okay with the change of hours for Friday and Saturday (from midnight to 10:00 p.m.). Mr. Barbee
agreed he was. Council Member Robinson also referenced other concerns in the email
(Communication #10). Some of the items included in Section 2 have not been completed as the
owners wanted to wait until they had council approval before proceeding. Mr. Barbee agreed with the
list of items included in Section 2 and said he understood the Business License could be revoked if
they were found to be in noncompliance. Council Member Ross asked about perimeter fencing. Mr.
Shawn Spencer, Planning Director said the fence required by the Planning Commission was on a
different side of the property. City Attorney Fields said the current legislation does not indicate where
the fence will be located. She recommended amending the ordinance to include the north and east
property line. A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Hamilton and seconded by Council
Member Ross. Council Member Ross said the location of the fence and hours of operation need to be
amended. Council Member Hight asked about seating. Mr. Barbee said they will have both indoor
seating (in the building on the property) and 5 to 6 picnic tables. He then asked about security and if
that should be included. Council Member Robinson said security may not be needed for a Food Truck
Court. Council Member Hamilton asked if security was required for the Park Hill Food Truck Court.
Council Member Ross advised it is not. Mayor Hartwick said he has met with Mr. Barbee. He also
said Mr. Barbee and Demitrius Settles met with Deputy City Clerk/Enforcement Officer Jim Scott,
Council Member Robinson and other city officials who are working with them on their business plans
for the building and upcoming activites. On the motion of Council Member Ross and seconded by
Council Member Robinson and by consent of all members present, the ordinance was amended as
follows:: Section 2: 9. Insert on the EAST AND NORTH property line (7/0). On the motion of
Council Ross and seconded by Council Member Baxter, and by consent of all members present, the
legislation was again amended as follows:: Section 2: 2. strike through midnight and insert 10:00 P.M.
(7/0). Council Member Ross said she visited the site and it is a great location. Regarding security it
will be up to Mr. Barbee to decide when it is needed. Council Member Hight made a motion to amend
as follows:: fo add Section 2: 20. BUSINESS WILL PROVIDE SECURITY DURING OPERATING
HOURS, which failed for lack of a second. A motion to adopt as amended was made by Council
Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Ross. Mayor Hartwick invited those who signed
in to speak to come forward. Ms. Lateisha Barbee spoke in support of The Lot. She asked that they
have the same opportunity as others who operate businesses in the city. She asked the council when
amendments will stop being made. The owners are trying to get their business up and running and it is
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costing them a lot of money. She said if security is needed they will add it for their constituents’
safety. Ms. Erica Henderson said she agreed with Ms. Barbee’s comments. She has been to The Lot
and said it would benefit the neighborhood. People can go there to work out and come together. Mr.
Scott Cook said he lives across from the property. He restated that the location is in the Argenta Quiet
Commercial Overlay District. Mr. Cook said he has heard music from (audio) speakers several times.
He said the business hosted a North Little Rock High School Party/event, which did not end until 1:00
a.m. There have been posts on The Lot’s Facebook page regarding liquor sales, however, they do not
have a liquor license displayed. The business has disregarded various rules which is not fair to the
neighborhood or other businesses like Diamond Bear who follow the rules. Mr. Cook said he was
concermed the business will continue to break rules. Council Member Robinson said the item before
the council is the Food (Truck) Court. There have been activities going on, however, those are not
before the council at this time. If those activities come before the council in the future, they will deal
with those concerns. Council Member Ross said the city worked with the owners of the Food Truck
Court in Park Hill for close to a year. They are now doing very well. On the previous motion to adopt
as amended and the roll having been called, and all members present having voted in the affirmative,
the ordinance was adopted (7/0). Emergency clause adopted (7/0). Ms. Whitbey told Mr. Barbee he
can be added to an email group that includes an updated list of currently approved (licensed and
inspected) Food Trucks that can operate in the city. Mayor Hartwick encouraged Mr. Barbee and Mr.
Cook be good neighbors.

A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE 2021 BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK
TO INCLUDE ADDITIONAL REVENUES AND EXPENSES IN CERTAIN DEPARTMENTAL
BUDGETS: AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read. A motion to adopt was made by Council
Member Hamilton and seconded by Council Member Ginn. Council Member Ross said the Sales Tax
Capital Improvement Fund contains money each Ward receives for Drainage and Other Improvements.
2017 (Tax) Funds are restricted for Streets and Drainage. She does not support comingling these
funds. If there are excess funds in Streets and Drainage, she recommended doing more street (paving)
and drainage work. Finance Director Ember Strange said the 2017 Capital Improvement Fund is a
more restricted fund to be used for Police, Courts, Fire Station Building Improvements and Street and
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Drainage Improvements. The Sales Tax Capital Improvement Fund is for Capital Improvements.
Transferring funds from the more restricted fund to the less restricted fund would free up money in
other areas that could be used for the purchase of items like a fire truck or police cars. Mrs. Strange
said installing a traffic signal or speed bump would fall under Street Improvements. The list also
included sidewalks. Council Member Ross said voters were advised the funds would only be used for
the (new) Police and Courts Building, Fire Stations, Streets and Drainage. Voters were not told it
would be used for cameras, sidewalks, etc. This tax will have to be voted on again next year. Council
Member Robinson said the funds should be used based on what was told to the voters. Council
Member Baxter said constituents speak to him of the condition of streets, traffic flow, speed control,
etc. However, he thought funds were for paving. After further discussion, the item was held by the
sponsor, Mayor Hartwick.

R-21-76 (RESOLUTION NO. 10053 - MAYOR HARTWICK)

Arkansas Historic Preservation Program (AHPP) Grant # 22-HPRG-08

This grant funding is to replace the remaining windows at NLRFD Park Hill Fire station #5. After a
hard look at the needs of this building in 2018 and 2019, and determined that the roof and water leaks
were slowly destroying the building. The roof replacement was the first priority in rehabilitating this
structure, and with the help of the Arkansas Historic Preservation Program (AHPP) it was completed in
2020. In late 2020 and in 2021 we began with sealing the outside native rock facade and began replacing
the leaking windows. At this time we have completed the exterior sealing and have replaced 9 of the 23
windows with wood windows to return the building to its original look.

Due to the age of the building and its Historical designation, these windows are having to be
custom made, which unfortunately drives the cost per unit up to $3,200 per window. We have hired a
construction manager (CBM Construction) who in turn has obtained structural studies from P.E., Inc.
(Professional Engineering) to determine the viability of the building, as well as the aesthetic properties
of the window replacement. This is included in the last phase of our restoration of Fire Station #5 to its
original look.

With this request, the City of North Little Rock has been awarded $30,030.00 in funds through
AHPP to replace the remaining 14 windows, with NLR matching funds of $15,015.00 for a total job cost
of $45,045.00.

GRANT AGREEMENT

THIS GRANT AGREEMENT (“AGREEMENT”), dated as of » 2021 (the
“Effective Date”), is made by and between the Arkansas Historic Preservation Program,
hereinafter referred to as the "AHPP," and _City of North Little Rock . hereinafter referred to
as "RECIPIENT."

WHEREAS, the AHPP, by administering grant programs that seek to preserve the state's historic
resources, assists governments, organizations and individuals seeking to preserve the state's
historic resources;

WHEREAS, the AHPP, through its Director, is authorized to make and sign any agreements and

perform any acts which may be necessary, desirable, or proper to carry out the purposes of the
AHPP;

WHEREAS, if applicable the RECIPIENT has applied to the AHPP for a grant to carry out a
program of cooperative endeavors to preserve some of the state’s historic resources, as hereinafter
set forth; and

WHEREAS the AHPP is willing to make a grant to the RECIPIENT, subject to the terms and
conditions set forth in this Agreement, and RECIPIENT is willing to accept the same, the AHPP
and the RECIPIENT hereby agree as follows:

1. AHPP agrees to make a grant to RECIPIENT in an amount of $30,030 (the “AWARD?”),
subject to modification as set forth herein, for the following program:  Window
replacement (Park Hill Fire Station), hereinafier referred to as the "PROGRAM."

Effective Date: Ending Date: _May 13, 2022

RECEIPT OF THE FULL GRANT AWARD IS CONTINGENT UPON RECEIPT OF
ADEQUATE FEDERAL AND STATE REVENUES.

RECIPIENT also agrees to expend cash match on the PROGRAM in the minimum amount of
$15.015

2. RECIPIENT may only expend grant monies paid to it hereunder on the PROGRAM
between the Effective Date and the Ending Date of the PROGRAM identified in paragraph
1 of this AGREEMENT, unless the Ending Date is extended by written agreement signed
by both parties consistent with the provisions for amendment provided in paragraph 14 of

this AGREEMENT. RECIPIENT shall return any grant monies received but not expended
by RECIPIENT to the AHPP no later than fifieen (15) business days after the Ending Date
of the PROGRAM.

The AHPP shall not pay any grant monies to RECIPIENT unless and until the AHPP
receives from RECIPIENT this grant AGREEMENT.

RECIPIENT shall use the AWARD in conformity with the PROGRAM as defined herein
and, if applicable, any subsequently revised or modified PROGRAM narrative or budget
as required and approved by the AHPP in writing.

RECIPIENT agrees that no grant monies payable hereunder shall be used for the purchase
of permanent equipment, capital improvements or construction, to pay the balance of
RECIPIENT's previous year's deficit, for entertainment, interest or other financial costs,
contribution to a contingency reserve, or any other purposes prohibited by the AHPP unless
expressly excepted within this AGREEMENT in paragraph 15.

Any cost deficit incurred by RECIPIENT in connection with the PROGRAM shall be
solely the responsibility of RECIPIENT.

RECIPIENT shall maintain in its possession for inspection by the AHPP, or its duly
authorized representatives, all books, documents, papers and records maintained to account
for funds expended under the terms and conditions of this AGREEMENT for a minimum
period of three (3) years following June 30 of the grant award year, or until an audit has
been completed.

RECIPIENT shall submit for prior written approval by the AHPP director any art set-up,
written narrative and/or audiovisual content of any material produced with the AWARD
no less than ten (10) business days before the proposed date of final printing and/or
production and distribution.

RECIPIENT shall include in all promotion, publicity, programs, advertising, and in any
printed or audiovisual materials pertaining to the PROGRAM, the AHPP logo, when
possible, and the following credit line: "THIS (type of publication/material) HAS BEEN
FINANCED (in part/entirely) WITH TAX FUNDS FROM THE STATE OF ARKANSAS
AND THE ARKANSAS HISTORIC PRESERVATION PROGRAM, AN AGENCY OF
THE DEPARTMENT OF ARKANSAS HERITAGE."

RECIPIENT shall only expend grant monies received in connection with this
AGREEMENT solely for PROGRAM, as described in paragraphs 1 & 4 of this
AGREEMENT.

RECIPIENT shall comply with applicable regulations and policies of the AHPP including
Fair Labor Standards Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 [42 USC 2000 (d)] and
Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 [29 USC Section 794], Title IX of the
Education Amendment of 1973, the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1991, as well as all





other applicable state and federal laws, regulations and executive orders. RECIPIENT
shall not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, national origin, or disability in its
implementation of the PROGRAM. RECPIENT shall consult with AHPP regarding any
reasonable accommodation needed to provide disabled persons with equal access to the
benefits of the PROGRAM.

12. RECIPIENT shall submit all report documentation to the AHPP, and, as applicable, a
conservation easement duly executed and acknowledged by the Recipient, on time in
accordance with the dates set forth in the schedule attached hereto as Exhibit A. Late
reports may result in demand for return of grant funds. RECIPIENT shall honor any such
demand from the AHPP. If for some reason the grant project is terminated or if actual costs
are less than anticipated, RECIPIENT shall return all remaining unobligated grant funds to
the AHPP no later than fifteen (15) days after the termination date of the PROGRAM (if
terminated prior to the Ending Date of the PROGRAM identified in paragraph 1 of the
AGREEMENT), or the Ending Date of the PROGRAM identified in paragraph 1 of this
AGREEMENT (if the PROGRAM is not terminated prior to the PROGRAM’s ending
date).

13.  RECIPIENT shall file with the AHPP, within thirty (30) days after the Ending Date of the
PROGRAM, a final report on the PROGRAM on forms provided by the AHPP.

14.  This AGREEMENT may be amended only in writing as approved by the AHPP and signed
by both RECIPIENT and the AHPP.

WHEREAS, the buildings and structures whose location is set forth herein are vacant and
have become run down, dilapidated, unsightly, dangerous, obnoxious, unsafe, not fit for human
habitation and detrimental to the public welfare of North Little Rock citizens and residents; and

WHEREAS, the condition of such property constitutes a serious fire and health hazard to
the City of North Little Rock, and unless immediate actions are taken to remedy this situation by
removing, razing and abating said nuisance, there is a great likelihood that the surrounding
property may be destroyed by fire originating from such unsafe and hazardous structures, and also
that since structures are without proper sanitary facilities and as such are unsafe and hazardous and
a breeding place for rats, rodents and other dangerous germ carriers of diseases, such buildings
constitute a serious hazard to the health and safety of the citizens of North Little Rock, and they
should be moved or razed for the purpose of eliminating such hazards.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Council hereby declares the buildings, houses and other
structures located at the property identified in Section 2 below to be vacant and run down,
dilapidated, unsafe, unsightly, dangerous, obnoxious, unsanitary, a fire hazard, a menace to
abutting properties, with the current condition of said structures not being fit for human habitation;

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,,
June 28, 2021, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed property
owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.
