The regular meeting of the North Little Rock City Council scheduled for Monday, September 13,
2021, was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by the Honorable Mayor Terry C. Hartwick.

Due to the rise in COVID-19 cases and Arkansas Governor Asa Hutchinson reinstating a state-wide
public health emergency, council members had the option of attending the council meeting in person or
participate virtually. The Council Chambers were open to the public and social distancing and the use
of masks were requested for those attending the meeting in person.

The roll having been called and the following Council Members answered to their names: DEBI
ROSS, NATHAN HAMILTON, MAURICE TAYLOR, STEVE BAXTER, RON HARRIS, JANE
GINN, and CHARLIE HIGHT (7/0). Council Member LINDA ROBINSON was absent. Note:
Council Members Hamilton, Taylor, Ginn and Hight were present in the Council Chambers. City
Clerk/Treasurer Diane Whitbey and City Attorney Amy Fields were also present.

The prayer and pledge of allegiance were led by Council Member Taylor.

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Taylor, and by consent of
all members present, the minutes from the North Little Rock City Council meeting scheduled for
Monday, August 23, 2021, were approved, accepted and filed as prepared by the City Clerk, Diane
Whitbey (7/0).

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent

of all members present, communications #1, 2, 3, 4, and 6, were accepted and filed (7/0).

OTHER PURPOSES, was read. Mayor Hartwick reconvened a public hearing from the previous
meeting, August 23, 2021. Mr. Chris Corbitt, Attorney at Law spoke (by telephone) on behalf of his
client, Mr. Christopher Carpenter, who he advised is a licensed contractor. Mr. Corbitt asked the
council to vote against the resolution. His client has been working on the property and has pulled all
necessary permits. He has invested $10,115.00 in the property. Mr. Corbitt said rehabilitating the
property is what the city wants a property owner to do. Mr. Corbitt said the electricity and water are
on. Mr. Carpenter (who participated by telephone) advised he would like to continue working on his
house. There are people interested in it. He has spent 11 years in the area fixing up houses and
improving the same. He has a good reputation with his renters. Council Member Hight asked about a
letter from Mr. Ward Reese, Code Enforcement Officer which indicated Mr. Carpenter had been in
contact and would obtain the necessary permits to begin rehabilitation work. He then asked about the
progress since then. Mr. Carpenter said a lot of work has been done under the house repairing floor
joists, etc. He said he has fixed up properties in worse condition over the years. Electrical is new and
new meters have been installed. The front of the house has been leveled. Cosmetic work and window
replacement will be next. Council Member Ross asked City Attorney Fields to advise the property
owner of the process to enter into a Rehabilitation Agreement with the city. Ms. Fields said that if the
council votes to condemn the property, the owner can still enter into a Rehab Agreement which will
include timelines. Council Member Harris said a lot of work has already been done on the property.
Council Member Taylor asked why this condemnation is different from any others. Code Enforcement
goes through a process with the owners. Once the item comes before the council the owner has the
opportunity to enter into a Rehab Agreement. There being no one else wishing to be heard, Mayor
Hartwick adjourned the public hearing at 6:15 p.m. Code Enforcement Director Felicia McHenry
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advised said this property has been in the process since February. A City Council Hearing had been
scheduled for April. However, the owner requested additional time to rehabilitate the property. The
hearing date was then extended to August (2021). Mrs. McHenry advised she had asked for access to
perform an inspection last month, which was denied by the owner. She is unable to advise of what
work has been completed. On the motion of Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council
Member Ginn, and by consent of all members present, the resolution was adopted (7/0). Ms. Fields
reiterated the process and advised the owner’s attorney had her contact information. (owner: CBC Real
Estate Holdings LLC)

INSURANCE COMPANY FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 515 WEST PERSHING
BOULEVARD, NORTH LITTLE ROCK. ARKANSAS: AMENDING THE FY2021 BUDGET
(RESOLUTION NO. 9963): AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read. A motion to adopt was made
by Council Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Taylor. Mayor Hartwick said the offer is
$5 million which equals about $54.00 per square foot (the purchase price includes all furnishings).
City Departments located in the City Services Building at 120 Main would relocate to 515 Pershing
Boulevard. It would cost more money to renovate the current location (120 Main) to where it needs to
be than to purchase and relocate offices to this property. Mayor Hartwick considered construction of a
new 30,000 square foot building that would have cost at least $9 million, excluding furnishings.
Mayor Hartwick commended Deputy Chief of Staff Mike Davis, Chief of Staff Tracy Roulston, former
Chief of Staff Danny Bradley and Chief Financial Officer Ember Strange for their involvement. The
city can lease a portion of the floor space (possibly to a state agency). City Service offices could be
relocated by June 30, 2022. Council Members have toured the building and viewed contents. Council
Member Ginn asked if this purchase was contingent on the sale of the City Services Building (120
Main). Mayor Hartwick advised it is not. He added the City Services Building is 40,000 square feet.
The new building on Pershing has 92,000 square feet. Council Member Hamilton said the city
considered the location for the Police Department a few years ago. It would have been a great deal
then, but is better now and the furniture included in the price is modern and nice, Council Member
Ross said other departments will relocate to the building including the Fire Department Training
Center. Mayor Hartwick said this corridor of the city will include not only this property, but also the
Patrick Henry Hays Senior Center, Health Department, Community Center, and the new Police and
Courts Building. Other departments that will move to the new building will include the City Attorney,
Community Development, Planning Department, Electric (Customer Service), City Engineer, and
Human Resources. On the previous motion, and by consent of all members present, the resolution was
adopted (7/0). (85 million / lease amount $30,000.00 per month)

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by
Council Member Taylor, and by consent of all members present, the readings were suspended (7/0).
Chief Fire Marshal Brent Almon said it is difficult for solar panel installers when the rules are different
in each jurisdiction. This legislation will adopt the Arkansas State Fire Code which will provide
consistent requirements. On the motion of Council Member Hi ght and seconded by Council Member
Hamilton, and the roll having been called, and all members present having voted in the affirmative, the
ordinance was adopted (7/0). Emergency clause adopted (7/0).

DEPARTMENT: DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read. On
the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Baxter, and by consent of all
members present, the readings were suspended (7/0). On the motion of Council Member Ginn and
seconded by Council Member Hight, and the roll having been called, and all members present having
voted in the affirmative, the ordinance was adopted (7/0). Emergency clause adopted (7/0).
(864,499.88) Council Member Hight asked where the cameras will be placed. North Little Rock
Police Chief Patrick Thessing said license plate readers are used at critical points around the city. This
equipment is helpful in multiple areas. Some of the larger intersections in the city require more than
one camera and the cameras can be relocated. Mayor Hartwick said the city continues to expand due
to annexation. Council Member Baxter said the equipment will be used to obtain evidence in possible
issues, not vehicles running through red lights. Chief Thessing said the equipment can be beneficial in
locating stolen vehicles, homicide suspects, neighborhood crime, etc.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 2-700 OF THE NORTH LITTLE
ROCK MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING COMPETITIVE BIDS TO
RAISE THE AMOUNT OF EXPENDITURES REQUIRED FOR
COMPETITIVE BIDDING TO CONFORM WITH STATE LAW;
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, § 2-700 of the North Little Rock Municipal Code (“NLRMC”) provides that
any contract amount exceeding Twenty Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($20,000.00) shall be
competitively bid; and

WHEREAS, it is often inefficient to bid contracts up to $35,000.00 in that it delays
purchases and minor capital improvements needed to benefit the citizens and residents of North
Little Rock; and

WHEREAS, Act 435 of 2021 raised competitive bidding requirements for goods and
services set forth in Ark. Code Ann. § 14-58-303(2)(A)(i) from $20,000.00 to $35,000.00 for
municipalities; and

WHEREAS, Act 440 of 2021 raised competitive bidding requirements for public
improvements contracts (contracts providing for the making of major repairs or alterations, for the
erection of buildings or other structures, or for making other permanent improvements) set forth
in Ark. Code Ann. § 22-9-203(a) from $35,000.00 to $50,000.00.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Paragraph (a) of §2-700 (Competitive bids) of the North Little Rock
Municipal Code is hereby amended as follows:

(a) The purchasing agent shall have authority to make any and all purchases for
goods and services of any amounts less than $20,000-00 $35.000.00. Where the
amount of any expenditure for any purpose or contract exceeds the sum of
$20,006:60 $35.000.00, the Mayor or his duly authorized representative shall invite
competitive bidding thereon by legal advertisement in any newspaper having
general circulation in the city. Bids received pursuant to such advertisement shall
be opened and read on the date set for receiving such bids in the presence of the
Mayor or his duly authorized representative, together with any committee that may
be named by the Mayor or the City Council for this purpose. The officials
designated to receive such bids shall have exclusive power to award to the lowest,
responsible bidder; provided however, that the mayor and any committee
designated to receive bids may reject any and all bids received; provided further,
that the city council, by erdinanee resolution, may waive the requirements of






competitive bidding in exceptional situations where such procedure is deemed not
feasible or practical. The award of contracts for public improvements (contracts
providing for the making of major repairs or alterations. for the erection of
buildings or other structures, or for making other permanent improvements) shall
follow the statutory procedures set forth in Ark. Code Ann. § 22-9-201., et. seq.

SECTION 2: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase, or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 4: It is hereby found and determined that the adoption of this Ordinance is
immediately necessary to insure the proper and orderly growth of the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas and is necessary for the immediate preservation of public, health, safety and welfare;
THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full force
and effect from and after its passage.

WHEREAS, application was duly made by Mark E. Rickett of Halff Associates, Inc., 5318
John F. Kennedy Boulevard, North Little Rock, Arkansas 72116, seeking a waiver of street
improvements restrictions and parking lot requirements for property located at 2501 Gribble Street
(see letter from Mr. Rickett and maps attached hereto respectively as Exhibit A and B); and

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock Planning Commission voted to require the items
requested to be waived (9 affirmative votes) at a regularly scheduled meeting thereof held on
August 10, 2021; and

WHEREAS, the applicant seeks waiver of certain sections of Article 15 of Ordinance No.
7946 and Section 6.2.4.D of Ordinance No. 9263 for the property located at 2501 Gribble Street.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the following sections of Article 15 of the Ordinance No. 7946 (“the
Subdivision Ordinance’) is hereby waived for 2501 Gribble Street, more particularly described as
Lot 2 of the JS Addition to the City of North Little Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas:

Section 15.1 — Improvements

Every developer engaging in the subdividing and development of land as identified
in this regulation shall be required to install, at his own expense, or to have installed
by the appropriate public utility the following improvements.

Section 15.2 Street Grading.
Street grading shall conform to the following:

A. All streets shall be cleared and graded as approved by the City Engineer. On
streets with a right-of-way greater than 100 feet the extent of grading shall be
as specified by the Planning Commission and approved by the City Engineer.
On such streets, the Planning Commission may consult with the appropriate
agency, regarding specifications for grading.

B. Finished grades shall be at levels approved by the City Engineer or the
appropriate agency.






Section 15.3 Street Paving.
Street paving shall conform to the following;:

A. Street paving widths shall be in conformance with the requirements set forth
in this regulation, however, no developer shall be required to install a street
width of more than 48 feet.

B. Street pavements shall be installed according to standards adopted by this
regulation and by the City Engineer.

Section 15.4 Curbs and Gutters.
Curbs and gutters shall conform to the following:
A. Curbs and gutters shall be installed on all streets except as this regulation may
direct.
B. Installations shall be in accordance with standards adopted by the City
Council.

Section 15.5 Sidewalks.
Sidewalks shall conform to the following:
A. Sidewalks shall be installed per the requirements of this regulation and the
Master Street Plan.
B. Installation shall be in accordance with ADA standards and approved by the
City Engineer.

Section 15.8 Storm Drainage.
Storm drainage shall conform to the following:

A. Every subdivision shall be served by storm drainage facilities including
drains, sewers, catch basins, culverts and other facilities.
All drainage facilities shall be so designed to serve the entire drainage area.
All surface water drainage shall be transported to existing storm sewers or to
drainage facilities approved by the City Engineer.
Inlet spacing shall be at a maximum spacing of 500 feet.
15.9 Fire Hydrants. Fire hydrants shall be placed to meet the requirements of
the Arkansas Fire Prevention Code. In a residential subdivision, hydrants are
to be no more than 500 feet from a residential structure. Arkansas Fire
Prevention Code requires closer spacings for commercial and industrial
subdivisions.

Section 15.11 Street Lights.

A. Residential Streets and Subdivisions - Street lights shall be installed at every
intersection and spaced approximately at 200 foot intervals within the block.
Street lights shall be installed within the street right-of-ways. Street lights
within the block should be near the common, side yard lot lines.

B. Commercial and Industrial Subdivisions - Street lights shall be installed at
every intersection and spaced approximately at 200 foot intervals within the
block. Street lights shall be installed within the street right-of-way.

C. Payment - Street lights shall be at the cost of the developer with a plan
designed by the NLR Electric Department. Developers are responsible for a






set fee per street light installed. A bond may be provided allowing the delay
of installation to expedite a building permit or the issuance of a final plat.

D. Relocation — Any relocation of street lights shall be at the cost of the
developer.

SECTION 2: That the following Section 6.2.4.D of Ordinance No. 9263 (“the Zoning
Ordinance”) is hereby waived for 2501 Gribble Street.

Section 6.2.4.D — Parking Design and Surface Stands

D. Curbs. All parking areas shall utilize concrete curbs or other materials or other materials
approved by the Planning Commission.

SECTION 3: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed
to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: That it is hereby found and determined that the waiver of the above-described
street improvements as provided for herein is to be in the best interests of the City, and is immediately
necessary in order to insure the proper and orderly growth of this land and of the City of North Little
Rock, Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and
welfare; THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full
force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

On behalf of the Jeffery Sand Company, we appreciate your consideration in sponsoring the re-
zoning and variance applications for the subject project at 2501 Gribble St. in North Little Rock.
The application includes the following items:

1. Re-zoning the subject property from R-4 to I-3. I-3 zoning is consistent with the use of
the property to the west where the existing Jeffrey Sand operation has existed for
approximately 45 years.

2. The owner has agreed to installation of the landscaping required by North Little Rock as
a part of the development. The remaining variance requests from normal development
standards include:

a. Boundary street/sidewalk improvements — Development regulations require the
construction of boundary street improvements for half of Palm Street and all of
Gribble Street. Palm Street terminates at Gribble at the southeast corner of the
property and Gribble Street terminates at a dead end at the southwest corner.
There is very little traffic on either of these streets and the project will not
generate any additional traffic. No access is planned from any public right of
way on the site. Right of way for both streets will be dedicated to the city
according to the Master Street Plan. For these reasons, the owner thinks that
improving the streets to the city standard is unnecessary and has no benefit to any

party.

b. Parking lot curb & gutter and sidewalks. The proposed building is for storage
purposes only and will have no offices or personnel work areas. While there is no
need for parking for this building, the owner is paving an area on the north and
east sides of the building that will include 8 regular parking spaces and one
handicap space. The owner is requesting that the curb & gutter and sidewalk
requirements be waived because there will be little pedestrian or vehicular traffic
on or around the site.





The owner understands that the City of Notth Little Rock has development standards and
requirements that apply to all development projects. The proposed building project is to
construct a 5000 square foot (50°x100’) warehouse facility to serve the existing business Jeffrey
Sand operation to the west of this site. No power, water, sewer, or communications is planned to
extend to the building and no employees will occupy the building as office space. It is intended
to simply store materials. Jeffrey Sand is an on-going business concem in the City of North
Little Rock and has been operating since the 1960’s and the mid-1970’s in North Little Rock.
The proposed building is only to serve the existing operation and not planned for any other
purpose in the future.

WHEREAS, a request was duly made by Peggy J. Grenard, seeking variances to allow
improvements on an existing building on the herein described land (see Construction Narrative
attached hereto as Exhibit A), was duly considered and recommended for approval (8 affirmative votes;
1 against) by the North Little Rock Planning Commission at a regularly scheduled meeting held thereof
on September 14, 2021.; and

WHEREAS, the applicant is also seeking a conditional use for property located at 3123
North Olive Street to allow an accessory dwelling unit in an R2 zone, which application was duly
considered and approved (8 affirmative votes; 1 against) by the North Little Rock Planning
Commission at a regularly scheduled meeting held on September 14, 2021.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the waivers to allow certain variances are hereby approved for the
improvements of an existing building on property located at 3123 North Olive Street (more particularly
described as Lot 11 and the North 1/2 of Lot 12, Block 30 in the Park Hill Addition to the City of North
Little Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas) (see maps attached hereto as Exhibit B) as follows:

(a) The requirement for the structure to be 10 feet from the property lines is hereby waived.
(b) The requirement for the structure to be built as a dwelling unit is hereby waived.

SECTION 2: That a Conditional Use is approved for an accessory dwelling unit in a R2
zone for the subject real property located at 3123 North Olive Street in the City of North Little
Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas.

SECTION 3: That this Conditional Use shall be subject to the following:

1. Building Codes: meet all residential building codes listed in Chapter 4, Section
1.1.1 of the North Little Rock Municipal Code.

2. Zoning Districts: only be permitted within R1, R2, R3, and R4 Zoning Districts.

3. Existing Dwelling: only be permitted on a platted lot with one (1) existing
owner-occupied, single-family dwelling,

4. Lot Size: only be permitted on platted lots of nine thousand (9,000) square feet or
greater.

5. Location: be located in the rear yard of the platted lot.





6. Setbacks: be located ten (10) feet from any other structure or property line.
(variance — existing structure sits 4’ 5” from the side property line and 5’ 5” from

the rear property line.)

7. Lot Coverage: be limited to no more than fifty (50) percent lot coverage of the rear

yard buildable area.

8. Construction Limitation: only be permitted within a single-story structure designed

General Comments:

This narrative is intended to better explain the full scope of the accessory dwelling unit (ADU)
project before a full construction set is produced. It will provide better insight into the conditions
of the existing building as well as providing detailed information on the future assemblies for both
the existing building and the addition. Last, it will broadly describe the types of finishes and
fixtures for the final building.

Existing Building & Demolition:

The existing building was originally built as a workshop and storage building by a previous owner
of the property. For this project, we would remove the exterior siding, interior drywall, and
existing insulation leaving only the framed walls in place. This will allow us to rough in for new
electrical and plumbing more easily. It also allows us to reinsulate the building more thoroughly
and verify it meets current codes. The existing roof is framed with prefabricated 2x4 roof trusses
tightly spaced together. Budget permitting, we would remove the existing roof and reframe a
clear spanning gable roof to allow for vaulted ceilings inside the space. All existing windows,
doors, and other relevant building materials will be carefully removed and donated as possible.
There is an existing concrete slab along the east side of the existing building that will be removed
and replaced with a lawn and landscaping.

Foundation:

The existing foundation is a slab on grade construction that appears to be in good condition (i.e.
no large cracks, no evidence of uneven settling on a major scale). The future load on the
foundation will be almost identical to the one-story load it is currently supporting. The addition will
require a new concrete slab foundation that will match the floor level of the existing slab. The
addition has been designed to house all the plumbing for the building which will be incarporated





into the new slab design. This allows us to keep the existing slab intact which keeps costs down
and doasn’t undermine existing structural capacity.

Structure:

As possible, the existing framed walls will remain in place and be modified to allow for new
windows and doors. The east wall will be almost entirely removed to allow for the addition. The
addition will be framed with 2x4 wood studs to match the existing building. The new interior walls
will be framed with 2x86 wood studs to better accommodate the new plumbing. All exterior walls
will receive new insulation to meet current building codes. The roof will also receive new R-38
insulation whether we are able to reframe or leave the existing in place.

Windows and Doors:

All existing windows and doors will be carefully removed and donated. New double paned, low-E
windows and a new full lite door will be installed. The window and door frames will likely be
wood, fiberglass, or thermally broken aluminum. The north face of the roof will receive two
skylights over the bedroom area and one over the bathroom.

Electrical:

The ADU will be metered with the existing main residence. The main house currently has a 100-
amp service. As part of this project, the main house’s service will be upgraded to a 200-amp
service at a minimum. The existing workshop currently contains a sub panel fed from a single
240V circuit installed underground from the main house’s panel. As part of this project, additional
circuits will be added as needed to handle additional load, as the existing sub panel in the ADU
will be expanded. Existing wiring will be replaced as needed to ensure all current electrical codes
are met. Additionally, new outlets will be added in any locations where required by code. Kitchen
appliances, laundry facilities, and the mechanical system will be electrical; no natural gas will be
supplied to the building.

Mechanical:

The existing building is being conditioned by a window unit A/C which will be removed during
demo. The new ADU will receive a new HVAC system, most likely a mini-split heat pump unit
best sized to meet the demands of the building. If budget allows, an under floor radiant heat
system will be installed as well.

Plumbing:

The existing building currently has no plumbing. All the new plumbing will be housed in the
addition to allow for new water lines and drains as needed. The ADU will contain a kitchen
complete with sink, dishwasher, and refrigerator with ice maker. There will also be a full
bathroom with sink, toilet, shower, and washer/dryer combo. There will also be a new hose bib to
accommodate exterior water needs.





Exterior and Landscape:

The new ADU will have parking provided in the front of the main residence via an existing
concrete parking area adjacent to the existing driveway. This allows for two tandem parking
spots for the main residence. The existing wood privacy fence will be modified to accommodate a
new entry gate for the resident of the ADU. There will be a new wood deck on the south side to
provide access to the front door. The exterior of the building will be covered with stucco, budgst
permitting, to match the exterior accents on the main residence. The alternate selection would be
a horizontal siding such as wood or cementitious board.

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

On this  day of , 2021, the City of North Little Rock (hereinafter the
“City”) and Arkansas Homes and Rentals (hereinafter “Owner”) enter into this Agreement to
Rehabilitate Property (hereinafter the “Agreement”) regarding real property located at the address
commonly known as 521 W. 14® Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas (hereinafter the “Subject
Property”) subject to the terms and conditions stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock City Council considers the buildings, houses and other
structures located at or on the Subject Property to constitute a public nuisance and declares that
said structures must be repaired in strict accordance with this Agreement or completely razed or
removed within the timeframe provided in this Agreement in order to abate the nuisance; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Subject Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any
and all structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to cause repairs to the nuisance structures on the Subject
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and will otherwise conform to all requirements of the current Arkansas Fire Prevention
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (hereinafter “Applicable Safety
Regulations™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial plan (attached hereto as Exhibit
A) and a feasible construction plan (attached hereto as Exhibit B) to repair the nuisance structures
on the Subject Property according to a strict timeline, and the willingness to immediately cooperate
in the removal or razing of such structures should timely repair prove to be impossible, impractical
or otherwise fail to occur; and

WHEREAS, the City has relied on representations by the Owner to forego the immediate
razing of the nuisance structures and demands adequate assurances on the part of the Owner that
the nuisance structures shall be repaired to become fully compliant with the law.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval or adoption of this Agreement by Resolution of the North Little Rock City Council
(hereinafter the “City Council™). It shall not be presented to City Council for approval until signed
by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement shall run from the date that the City Council approves
this Agreement which shall be referred to herein as the “Effective Date.”






2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock Director of Code Enforcement, a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, in the
amount of $5,862.00 (“Escrow”), such amount not exceeding a good faith estimate of the cost to
raze the nuisance structures on the Subject Property, to be held by the City to assure performance
by the Owner. Upon the Owner’s timely and proper completion of all obligations under this
Agreement, the City shall return the Escrow to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the
City by the Owner which relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees,
administrative penalties, fines, and court costs. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete
any obligation under this Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs
attributable to the razing and removal of nuisance structures, or other abatement, on the Subject
Property (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of Abatement, all excess funds
shall be returned to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner which
relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees, administrative penalties,
fines, and court costs. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner
shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition to any other remedy for recovery which
may be available to the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement and request of the
Owner, the City shall issue the Owner a building permit authorizing work on the Subject Property
which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals of all other building permits
issued by the City. Neither the Building Permit, nor this Agreement, nor any provision found
within either the Building Permit or this Agreement shall be deemed to waive any requirement to
fully comply with Applicable Safety Regulations. The Owner is hereby advised that the
Applicable Safety Regulations are available for inspection at the Office of the North Little Rock
City Clerk. Ifthe Owner appeals this Agreement as provided in paragraph 11, the Building Permit
shall immediately be suspended pending judicial review.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Subject Property constitutes
a continuing nuisance, the owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with
repairs and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Subject Property to
conform with the Applicable Regulations. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described
below indicate the minimum level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance.
Any failure to meet any benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure
without further notice or hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated
below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all walls have been properly raised and
covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies with
the Applicable Regulations; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Regulations; and (4) the roof is
completely installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Regulations
as a final roof covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to
immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.





b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling has been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Regulations.

The condemnation procedures were started due to the condition of the structure.
Owners and/or heirs and all interested parties were given notice of City Council for the
September 27, 2021 Hearing date. Notices were mailed by certified and regular mail,
legal notice ran in the newspaper, and were also posted on the property. This structure
is considered to be unfit for human habitation.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little
Rock Code Enforcement Department that this structure be considered for
condemnation.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND CERTIFYING AMOUNTS OF
LIENS TO BE FILED WITH THE PULASKI COUNTY TAX
COLLECTOR AGAINST CERTAIN REAL PROPERTIES IN THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS AS A RESULT OF GRASS
CUTTING EXPENSES AND ABATEMENT OF OTHER NUISANCES;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Section 8.3.1 of North Little Rock Municipal Code (NLRMC) Chapter 8
(Nuisance Abatement and Property Maintenance), requires all property owners and occupants
within the municipal boundaries of the City of North Little Rock (the City) to cut weeds, grass and
abate other nuisances and unsanitary conditions on their property; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
September 27, 2021, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
on September 27, 2021, for the purpose of determining the amount of liens, if any, to be filed

against certain real properties as the result of grass cutting and abatement of other nuisances by
the City of North Little Rock.

SECTION 2: That after said public hearing, and upon the verification of the Director of
the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department, the amounts listed on Exhibit A are hereby
certified as an obligation that is owed to the City and proper to be filed with the Pulaski County
Treasurer and Assessor as a lien against the real properties associated therewith.

SECTION 3: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is hereby ordered to file liens as
provided in this resolution; except that, prior to submission, he will update the list to remove any
lien amounts that have been paid in full prior to forwarding the list to the County.
