The prayer and pledge of allegiance were led by Council Member Ginn.

On the motion of Council Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Hight, and by consent of
all members present, the minutes from the North Little Rock City Council meeting scheduled for
Monday, September 27, 2021, were approved, accepted and filed as prepared by the City Clerk, Diane
Whitbey (7/0).

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Robinson, and by consent

of all members present, communication #1 was accepted and filed (7/0).

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE 2021 QUOTA ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. 9323) FOR
CERTAIN DEPARTMENTS: DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES,
was read. On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Taylor, and by
consent of all members present, the readings were suspended (7/0). A motion to adopt was made by
Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Ginn. Council Member Ross said the
council recently added two (2) Park Rangers to the 2021 Quota Ordinance. A few months later,
another person was hired as a temporary Park Ranger. She asked why three (3) weren’t added initially.
Council Member Ross advised the salary and benefits for this position is $65,000.00 which doesn’t
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include a vehicle or other equipment. Parks and Recreation Director Steve Shields advised a Trail
Supervisor would be a new position for the city. The city has 35 parks going from Clinton Library to
the Big Dam Bridge (and in other areas). Council Member Hight recently learned North Little Rock
was the only city in the state that did not have a Trail Coordinator. North Little Rock has trails, green
spaces, and pathways. The current temporary employee has experience with trails. Parks and
Recreation has created a position that would serve as Trail Coordinator/Park Ranger. Council Member
Robinson said there is no guarantee that the person in the Emergency Hire position will be the one
hired. The position will have to be advertised and the temporary employee will have to apply for the
job. Council Member Ross asked if other cities pay their Trail Coordinators $65,000.00 a year or if
they use volunteers. Mayor Hartwick referred to Mr. Shields’s previous comment. The City of North
Little Rock has community parks which include the area downtown, Camp Robinson towards the
Airport and other areas. Mr. Shields said Park Rangers cover areas throughout the city from 9:00 a.m.
until 10:30 p.m. Most days, there are two (2) Rangers on duty. However, this varies if an employee is
on leave. Mayor Hartwick said the Trail Coordinator would be able to assist as a Park Ranger. He
said the park at Stone Links includes Disc Golf, Cricket, Basketball and more. Human Resources
Director Betty Anderson said her department set the salary by conducting a job audit among other
cities. During the audit, they learned that the majority of Trail Coordinators are also Park Rangers.
Council Member Harris said this employee would be able to assist with the new Pump Track. Council
Member Baxter said the speed has already been reduced in the area of the Pump Track, other areas are
expanding. It will be important for someone to know the trail system to help alleviate any issues that
might arise from increased traffic in the area. Council Member Ross asked about scheduling work
hours among the Park Rangers. Mr. Shields said the area of coverage will expand, but the hours
referenced earlier would remain. This does not mean someone will be on a trail at all times. Council
Member Hight said there are parts of the trail (system) where people are not comfortable being by
themselves. The addition of the Park Rangers adds some security/safety. The Levy Trail is extending
as well. Council Member Ross asked if Park Rangers can write citations. Mayor Hartwick said they
can. City Attorney Fields concurred. Council Member Taylor said the Quota Ordinance can be
amended to remove positions. On the previous motion, and by consent of all members present, with
the exception of Council Member Ross who passed, the ordinance was adopted (6/1). Emergency
clause adopted (7/0). (Code Enforcement, Fit 2 Live, Information Technology — IT, Parks and
Recreation, Police)

PUBLIC COMMENT
Council Member Hight asked Ms. Anderson about a recent Job Fair the city hosted. Ms. Anderson
advised the city is in the process of hiring several applicants from the event. All of the Parks

Department Maintenance positions will be filled. There is competition with other companies like
Amazon.

Mayor Hartwick announced the following upcoming events:
September 29 — October 3: Pulaski County Fair, North Little Rock Riverfront Park
October 15: Unsheltered Outreach Fair, 11 am — 3 pm, North Little Rock Riverfront Park
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November 9: Christmas Tree Lighting, 6 pm at The Plaza

November 20: Northern Lights & Holiday Market, time: to be determined, at The Plaza
December 5: 2021 Christmas Parade

December 9: Justice Building Open House, 2 pm.

Mayor Hartwick said the Electric Department lost several Linemen who went to work for a private
contractor. He is looking into the possibility of a (Electric) Commission. Mr. Scott Springer, North
Little Rock Electric Department Manager said the department lost the equivalent of a full crew. Mr.
Springer said private contractors and other utilities contact North Little Rock Electric Employees
weekly. The department is down to three (3) crews to cover the whole system. North Little Rock has
the largest (city-owned) system in the state of Arkansas. Council Member Ross said the contractors
are hiring employees from other agencies, too, including Entergy. Mayor Hartwick said it is hard for
the city to compete and options need to be considered. Council Member Hight said a lot of companies
across the United States are having to come up with increased salaries and benefits to be competitive.
Council Member Harris said North Little Rock Electric Department is a great place to work. We (the
city) needs to make sure it is adequately funded.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council Member
Ross and seconded by Council Member Hight, and by consent of all members present, the meeting was
adjourned at 6:25 p.m. (7/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting to be held on Monday, October
25, 2021, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in City Hall, located at 300 Main Street,
North Little Rock, Arkansas.

AN ORDINANCE LEVYING A TAX ON ALL REAL AND PERSONAL
PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK FOR THE
POLICE PENSION AND RELIEF FUND, THE FIRE PENSION AND
RELIEF FUND, THE MUNICIPAL LIBRARY FUND, AND THE NORTH
LITTLE ROCK GENERAL FUND; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock currently has tax assessments on real and
personal property within the City, as authorized by state law and as variously approved by the
electorate in previous elections; and

WHEREAS, it is required that such property tax be annually renewed by city ordinance, as
deemed necessary by the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that the various assessments continue to be
necessary in order to finance the programs for which those funds have been, and are herein,
designated.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That a tax of one (1.0) mill on real and personal property be levied on all
respective real and personal property within the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, for the
following purpose:

(a) a tax of one (1.0) mill on all real and personal property for the Police
Pension and Relief Fund.

SECTION 2: That a tax of one (1.0) mill on real and personal property be levied on all
respective real and personal property within the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, for the
following purpose:

(a) a tax of one (1.0) mill on all real and personal property for the Fire Pension and
Relief Fund.

SECTION 3: That a tax of three (3.0) mills on all real and personal property be levied on
all respective real and personal property within the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, for the
following purpose:

(a) a tax of three (3.0) mills on all real and personal property for the Municipal Library
Fund.





SECTION 4: That a tax of five (5.0) mills on all real and personal property be levied on
all respective real and personal property within the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, for the
following purpose:

(a) a tax of five (5.0) mills on all real and personal property for the North
Little Rock General Fund.

SECTION 5: That the City Clerk of the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, is hereby
instructed to furnish a certified copy of said levy to the Pulaski County Quorum Court when it
meets to levy taxes.

SECTION 6: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 7: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase, or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases, or provisions.

SECTION 8: That the City Council has found and determined that the Pulaski County
Quorum Court will convene shortly for the purpose of levying taxes on all real and personal
property within the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, and it is imperative that taxes of one (1.0)
mill, one (1.0) mill, three (3.0) mills, and five (5.0) mills be levied on all real and personal property
within the City of North Little Rock for the above-stated purposes; THEREFORE, an emergency
is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be necessary for the immediate preservation of
the public health, safety and welfare, and shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 8 OF THE NORTH LITTLE
ROCK MUNICIPAL CODE TO ESTABLISH REGULATIONS FOR
RESIDENTIAL SALES; DECLARING AN EMEGENCY; AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, on October 22, 2007, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 8001 and the
North Little Rock Municipal Code (“NLRMC”) Chapter 8, Nuisance Abatement & Property
Maintenance (as amended by Ordinance No. 8065 adopted March 24, 2008; Ordinance No. 8187
adopted July 27, 2009; Ordinance No. 8668 adopted August 25, 2014; Ordinance No. 8684
adopted October 13, 2014; and Ordinance No. 8720 adopted March 23, 2015); and

WHEREAS, on July 13, 2020, the City Council passed Ordinance No. 9263, which
repealed the majority of the previous Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance No. 7697) and adopted a new
Zoning Ordinance (amended by Ordinance No. 9311 adopted on December 14, 2020; and
Ordinance No. 9391 adopted September 13, 2021); and

WHEREAS, the previous Zoning Ordinance included certain sections on regulations
regarding residential sales that were removed from the new Zoning Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the NLRMC Chapter 8 regulations are intended to ensure public health, safety
and welfare insofar as they are affected by the continued occupancy and maintenance of all
residential and nonresidential structures and premises within the City; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City and its residents to add the missing
language to the NLRMC Chapter §&.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Section 8.1.3 of the North Little Rock Municipal Code Chapter 8 is
hereby amended to establish regulations for residential sales as follows:

SECTION 2: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 4: 1t is hereby found and determined that amending the North Little Rock
Municipal Code Chapter 8 to establish residential sales regulations is appropriate, thereby insuring
the proper and orderly growth and economic development of this land and of the City of North
Little Rock, Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health,
safety and welfare; THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance
shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (substantially similar to Exhibit A) with Germon Gates to
rehabilitate certain property located at 1724 Parker Street, more particularly described as follows:

LOT 7-9, BLOCK 2 OF THE MALONEY SUBDIVISION IN THE CITY OF

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

On this __ day of , 2021, the City of North Little Rock (hereinafter the
“City”) and Germon Gates (hereinafter “Owner”) enter into this Agreement to Rehabilitate
Property (hereinafter the “Agreement”) regarding real property located at the address commonly
known as 1724 Parker Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas (hereinafter the “Subject Property”)
subject to the terms and conditions stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock City Council considers the buildings, houses and other
structures located at or on the Subject Property to constitute a public nuisance and declares that
said structures must be repaired in strict accordance with this Agreement or completely razed or
removed within the timeframe provided in this Agreement in order to abate the nuisance; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Subject Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any
and all structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to cause repairs to the nuisance structures on the Subject
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and will otherwise conform to all requirements of the current Arkansas Fire Prevention
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (hereinafter “Applicable Safety
Regulations™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial plan (attached hereto as Exhibit
A) and a feasible construction plan (attached hereto as Exhibit B) to repair the nuisance structures
on the Subject Property according to a strict timeline, and the willingness to immediately cooperate
in the removal or razing of such structures should timely repair prove to be impossible, impractical
or otherwise fail to occur; and

WHEREAS, the City has relied on representations by the Owner to forego the immediate
razing of the nuisance structures and demands adequate assurances on the part of the Owner that
the nuisance structures shall be repaired to become fully compliant with the law.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval or adoption of this Agreement by Resolution of the North Little Rock City Council
(hereinafter the “City Council”). It shall not be presented to City Council for approval until signed
by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement shall run from the date that the City Council approves
this Agreement which shall be referred to herein as the “Effective Date.”






2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock Director of Code Enforcement, a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, in the
amount of $5,000.00 (“Escrow”), such amount not exceeding a good faith estimate of the cost to
raze the nuisance structures on the Subject Property, to be held by the City to assure performance
by the Owner. Upon the Owner’s timely and proper completion of all obligations under this
Agreement, the City shall return the Escrow to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the
City by the Owner which relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees,
administrative penalties, fines, and court costs. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete
any obligation under this Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs
attributable to the razing and removal of nuisance structures, or other abatement, on the Subject
Property (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of Abatement, all excess funds
shall be returned to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner which
relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees, administrative penalties,
fines, and court costs. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner
shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition to any other remedy for recovery which
may be available to the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement and request of the
Owner, the City shall issue the Owner a building permit authorizing work on the Subject Property
which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals of all other building permits
issued by the City. Neither the Building Permit, nor this Agreement, nor any provision found
within either the Building Permit or this Agreement shall be deemed to waive any requirement to
fully comply with Applicable Safety Regulations. The Owner is hereby advised that the
Applicable Safety Regulations are available for inspection at the Office of the North Little Rock
City Clerk. If the Owner appeals this Agreement as provided in paragraph 11, the Building Permit
shall immediately be suspended pending judicial review.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Subject Property constitutes
a continuing nuisance, the owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with
repairs and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Subject Property to
conform with the Applicable Regulations. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described
below indicate the minimum level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance.
Any failure to meet any benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure
without further notice or hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated
below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all walls have been properly raised and
covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies with
the Applicable Regulations; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Regulations; and (4) the roof is
completely installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Regulations
as a final roof covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to
immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.





b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling has been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for
each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date
the inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately
liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

c. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering
and windows in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Subject Property is no
longer a nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Subject Property). If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate
the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100
year flood. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for adverse
weather delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.






6. Delays for Appeals. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines described in
paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to administrative or quasi-judicial
appeal. Such claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five
(5) days of the end of the period of appeal claimed; (c) supported by evidence substantiating that
the appeal had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance structures
on the Subject Property. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for
appeal delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.

7. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive
that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

8. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a certificate of occupancy for the Subject Property and
all Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Subject Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.

9. Waiver. By executing this Agreement, the Owner hereby enters his appearance before the City
Council in relation to all administrative or quasi-judicial proceedings pertaining to the Subject
Property waiving all form, content and method of service of all notices and proceedings concerning
the Subject Property which have been, are now, or will be before the City Council prior to or during
the duration of this Agreement. The Owner acknowledges and knowingly accepts responsibility
to be vigilant and aware of all City actions regarding the Subject Property throughout the duration
of this Agreement which are publicly available at the following City offices: Code Enforcement,
Community Planning, the Fire Department, and the City Clerk.

10. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the true owner of the Subject
Property and all structures on the Subject Property where the work is to be performed, or that he
or she acts with properly delegated authority from such true owner. The Owner agrees to
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to
be the true owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject
as this Agreement.

11. Conditional Approval and Appeal. The approval of this Agreement by the City Council of
North Little Rock constitutes a quasi-judicial determination to grant conditional approval and






partial relief to the owner of a public nuisance. The Owner acknowledges that by entering this
Agreement, certain facts and findings are established relating to the nature of the Subject Property
as a public nuisance and that those facts and findings may be detrimental to the Owner. If the
Owner contests any fact or finding established by this Agreement, or all of them, the Owner is
authorized by law to appeal this Agreement to a court of law in accordance with the Arkansas rules
governing appeals from District Courts.

12. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is nof an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

13. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

14. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Subject Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

15. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Subject Property to
be transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

16. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

17. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

18. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-58-303 requires City purchases exceeding the amount
of $35,000 to follow statutory procedures of local advertisement and opening of sealed bids which
may only be waived in exceptional situations where bidding is deemed not feasible or practical;
and

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock Police Department (“NLRPD”) is in need of license
plate reader (“LPR”) cameras, which are mounted on poles that capture the numbers and letters of
license plates on still or moving vehicles; and

WHEREAS, all LPR camera vendors require use of their specific cameras in order to be
compatible with their system; and

WHEREAS, the NLRPD uses the City of Little Rock’s LPR Server, who uses SkyCop, Inc.
as their LPR camera reader; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has previously authorized the waiver of formal bidding
requirements for the purchase of LPR cameras from SkyCop, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, the NLRPD is requesting the purchase and installation of eleven (11)
additional cameras from SkyCop, Inc. at a total price of Ninety Nine Thousand Eight Hundred
Thirty Four and 62/100 Dollars ($99,834,62) including tax, in order to be compatible with the
LRPD’s LPR server (see Quote from Skycop, Inc. attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the City has applied for the Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) Northern and
Middle States Rural Law Enforcement Assistance Program (“Program™), which will reimburse the
purchase of the cameras and associated equipment, with no matching funds required from the City
(see Program Overview and Application attached hereto as Exhibit B.)

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

Program Overview and Application

Overview of Funding Opportunity

Small, rural, and tribal law enforcement agencies in the northern and middle region of the United Sates represent a
significant portion of this nation’s law enforcement. The large geographical area, coupled with the general challenges of
limited staffing, equipment, training, and technical assistance, make the need for additional resources critical for the
success of these agencies.

The Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) Northern and Middle States Rural Law Enforcement Assistance Program is a new
initiative designed to provide resources through subawards to small, rural, and tribal law enforcement agencies located in
the northern and middle regions of the United States. This initiative will support efforts in addressing precipitous
increases in all types of crime unique to this region, to include human trafficking, sexual assault, extorsion, gang activity,
murder, drug trafficking, and other forms of violent crime.

Program Purposes

The purposes for the subawards under this program are to:

= Improve the agency's investigative, intelligence, and/or interdiction capabilities.

= Enhance information sharing, including investigative and intelligence data sharing with other agencies.

= Enable agencies to participate in projects within the northern and middle region of the United States.

= Assist in projects/initiatives unique to an agency or its region.

= Improve dedicated communications capabilities.

= Provide specific technical assistance, such as hardware/software, specialized equipment, and peer assistance.

= Provide support for real-time crime centers or intelligence centers that are either established or in development.

Available Funding

Funding will be made available to law enforcement agencies within the northern and middle region of the United States
through a reimbursed subaward process. Agencies may request up to $150,000 in funding for equipment and items that
support the program purposes outlined above, including, but not limited to, the items listed below:

= K-9-unit support, (e.g., K-9s, K-9 and handler training, = Narcotic/explosive detection equipment
K-9 maintenance, and K-9 unit vehicle modifications) = Videoscope inspection systems
= Computers/laptops and peripherals (communications =  Evidence collection/processing kits

cards are not covered) = Driver's license scanners
= In-car video camera systems = Records management systems
= Automated license plate readers = Computer-aided dispatch systems
=  Moving radars » (Citation, crash, and mapping systems
= 3D scanner systems = Other items, as requested

Agencies should only request funding for the specific amount needed to obtain the requested item(s). Requests
cannot exceed $150,000 per agency. Agencies may submit one or more applications. However, the combined requested
amount cannot exceed the $150,000 cap. For example, a group of interdiction teams from one law enforcement agency
can only request $150,000 combined for the entire agency.
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What Is Not Funded

Standard-issue items normally provided by a law enforcement agency during its mission are not included in this program,
as well as some specialty purpose items. These include:

= Vehicles (including all-terrain vehicles) =  Radios, as well as radio communications towers

= Weapons = Unmanned aerial vehicles (also known as UAVs or
*  Uniforms “drones”)

= Riotgear = Body-worn cameras (BWCs) (funding is available
= Vests through BJA's BWC microgrant program)

s Any other standard-issue items

Eligibility and Requirements

To be considered for this program, applicants must meet the following eligibility requirements:

= Beasmall, rural, or tribal law enforcement agency located within one of the following states: Alaska, Arkansas,
Colorado, Idaho, lllinois, Indiana, lowa, Kansas, Louisiana, Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska,
Nevada, North Dakota, Oklahoma, Oregon, South Dakota, Utah, Washington, Wisconsin, or Wyoming.

= Serve a population size of 100,000 or less.

= Have an application that meets one or more of the program purposes listed earlier,

= Only request eligible items (items listed in the “What Is Not Covered” section should not be requested).

= Have permission from the agency's governing authority to receive this award.

= Be able to provide necessary training to personnel to use and implement the purchased resources, if applicable.

= Be able to comply with post-award reporting requirements.

Applicants must meet the above eligibility requirements; submit a completed application; and provide timely follow-up
documentation, if requested.

As previously stated, it is imperative that the agency have the appropriate approvals from their governing body to accept
an award under this program. Also, if selected, the agency must comply with post-award reporting requirements.

Post-Award Reporting Requirements: For BJA reporting purposes, award recipients will be contacted by a
representative from the National White Collar Crime Center (NW3C) who will gather information regarding the
implementation of the award and how it benefits the agency. This communication will help to promote successful
implementations to the law enforcement field. Recipient agencies are required to submit responses to NW3C or allow a
phone interview to be performed to share details of the implementation and identify any benefit to the entity and the
administration of justice and public safety.

Review Process

Applications are pre-screened for eligibility and completeness. Applicants will be contacted to ensure that any missing
information is completed prior to BJA consideration. Eligible and completed applications will be forwarded to BJA for
review and approval.

As noted earlier, funding is available through a reimbursement process through subawards. Once all applications are
received and screened and the application period has been closed, BJA will undergo a competitive review process. With
law enforcement agencies from twenty-three states eligible for this program, the competitive review may take several
months. Selected subaward recipients will then be contacted for follow-up documentation.

BJA is committed to ensuring a fair and open process for granting awards. Applying does not guarantee selection, BJA
will evaluate each application to ensure that it fits within the scope of this program and is congruent with the items
covered, applicant eligibility, and the availability of funding. BJA may require additional information from the applicant to
make an award decision. Once all awards are selected, BJA will send a natification to the applicant agency of its decision
to award or not award the funding.

WHEREAS, on January 8, 2018, the North Little Rock City Council adopted Resolution
No. 9341 approving and ratifying the City engaging in litigation as a member of the Municipal
League Defense Program (“MLDP”) against the entities and people responsible for the opioid
epidemic in the United States of America and the State of Arkansas; and

WHEREAS, the Arkansas Attorney General has sent a notice to local political subdivisions
of nationwide settlement agreements with McKesson, Cardinal Health and AmerisourceBergen
(“Distributors”) and one manufacturer, Janssen Pharmaceuticals, Inc., and its parent Company
Johnson and Johnson (collectively, “Janssen”) (see notice from Attorney General Leslie Rutledge
attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the Arkansas Municipal League has recommended all cities and towns in the
State of Arkansas sign on to these settlements (see email from Arkansas Municipal League General
Counsel John Wilkerson attached hereto as Exhibit B); and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City and its residents to authorize the Mayor to
execute the Settlement Participation Forms attached hereto as Exhibits C and D.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

SETTLEMENT OVERVIEW

After years of negotiations, two proposed nationwide settlement agreements (“Settlements™) have been reached
that would resolve all opioid litigation brought by states and local political subdivisions against the three largest
pharmaceutical distributors, McKesson, Cardinal Health and AmerisourceBergen (“Distributors™), and one
manufacturer, Janssen Pharmaceuticals, Inc., and its parent company Johnson & Johnson (collectively, “Janssen”™).

The proposed Settlements require the Distributors and Janssen to pay billions of dollars to abate the opioid
epidemic. Specifically, the Settlements require the Distributors to pay up to $21 billion over 18 years and Janssen
to pay up to $5 billion over no more than 9 years, for a total of $26 billion (the “Settlement Amount”). Of the
Settlement Amount, approximately $22.7 billion is earmarked for use by participating states and subdivisions to
remediate and abate the impacts of the opioid crisis.

The Settlements also contain injunctive relief provisions governing the opioid marketing, sale and distribution
practices at the heart of the states’ and subdivisions’ lawsuits and further require the Distributors to implement
additional safeguards to prevent diversion of prescription opioids.

Each of the proposed Settlements has two key participation steps. First, each state decides whether to participate
in the Settlements. Arkansas has joined both Settlements. Second, the subdivisions within each participating state
must then decide whether to participate in the Settlements. Generally, the more subdivisions that participate, the
greater the amount of funds that flow to that state and its participating subdivisions. Any subdivision that does
not participate cannot directly share in any of the settlement funds, even if the subdivision’s state is settling and
other participating subdivisions are sharing in settlement funds.

This letter is part of the formal notice required by the Settlements.






WHY IS YOUR SUBDIVISION RECEIVING THIS NOTICE?

You are receiving this letter because Arkansas has elected to participate in both of the two national Settlements
against (1) the Distributors, and (2) Janssen, and your subdivision may participate in the Settlements to which
your state has agreed. This notice is being sent directly to subdivisions and also to attorneys for subdivisions that
we understand are litigating against these companies. If you are represented by an attorney with respect to opioid
claims, please immediately contact them. Please note that there is no need for subdivisions to be represented by
an attorney or to have filed a lawsuit to participate in the Settlements.

You must go to the national settlement website to register to receive in the coming weeks and months the
documentation your subdivision will need to participate in the Settlements (if your subdivision is eligible).
All required documentation must be executed and submitted electronically through the website and must
be executed using the “DocuSign” service. As part of the registration process, your subdivision will need to
identify, and provide the email address for, the individual who will be authorized to sign formal and binding
documents on behalf of your subdivision.

HOW WILL SETTLEMENT FUNDS BE ALLOCATED IN EACH STATE?

The settlement funds are first divided among the participating states according to a formula developed by the
Attorneys General that considers population and the severity of harm caused by the opioid epidemic in each
participating state. Each state’s share of the abatement funds is then further allocated within each state according
to agreement between the state and its subdivisions, applicable state allocation legislation, or, in the absence of
these, the default provisions in the agreements.

Many states have or are in the process of reaching an agreement on how to allocate abatement funds within
the states. Allocation agreements/legislation and other information about Arkansas’s allocation agreement
or legislation can be found on the national settlement website. The allocation section of the website will be
supplemented as more intra-state allocation arrangements are finalized.

In reviewing allocation information, please note that while all subdivisions may participate in the Settlements,
not all subdivisions are eligible to receive direct payments. To promote efficiency in the use of abatement funds
and avoid administratively burdensome disbursements that would be too small to add a meaningful abatement
response, certain smaller subdivisions do not automatically receive a direct allocation. However, participation by
such subdivisions will help maximize the amount of abatement funds being paid in the Settlements, including
those going to counties, cities, parishes, and other larger subdivisions in their communities.





To determine your eligibility to receive, directly or indirectly, any of the funds allocated to your state
should you elect to participate in the Settlements in which your state participates, you should first visit
https://nationalopioidsettlement.comy to determine if your state has entered into a state-subdivision agreement
or has an allocation statute and/or a statutory trust.

WHY YOU SHOULD PARTICIPATE

A vast majority of states have joined the Settlements, and attorneys for many subdivisions have already announced
support for them. For example, the Plaintiffs’ Executive Committee, charged with leading the litigation on behalf

of more than 3,000 cities, counties and others against the opioid industry, and consolidated in the national multi-
district litigation (“MDL”) pending before Judge Dan Aaron Polster in the Northern District of Ohio, recommends

participation in these Settlements.

Subdivision participation is strongly encouraged, for the following reasons:

First, the amounts to be paid under the Settlements, while insufficient to abate the epidemic fully, will allow state
and local governments to commence with meaningful change designed to curb opioid addiction, overdose and
death;

Second, time is of the essence. The opioid epidemic continues to devastate communities around the country and
it is critical that the funds begin to flow to allow governments to address the epidemic in their communities as
soon as possible;

Third, if there is not sufficient subdivision participation in these proposed Settlements, the Settlements will not
be finalized, the important business practice changes will not be implemented, the billions of dollars in abatement
funds will not flow to communities, and more than 3,000 cases may be sent back to their home courts for trial,

which will take many years;

Fourth, the extent of participation also will determine how much money each state and its local subdivisions
will receive because approximately half of the abatement funds are in the form of “incentive payments,” i.e., the
higher the participation of subdivisions in a state, the greater the amount of settlement funds that flow into that

state;

Fifth, you know first-hand the effects of the opioid epidemic on your community. Funds from these Settlements
will be used to commence abatement of the crisis and provide relief to your citizens while litigation and settlement
discussions proceed against numerous other defendants in the opioid industry; and

Sixth, because pills do not respect boundaries, the opioid epidemic is a national crisis that needs a national
solution.





NEXT STEPS

These Settlements require that you take affirmative steps to “opt in” to the Settlements. If you do not act, you
will not receive any settlement funds and you will not contribute to reaching the participation thresholds that will
deliver the maximum amount of abatement funds to your state.

First, register your subdivision on the national settlement website so that information and documents required to
participate can be sent to you. You will need the email address of the person who will be authorized to sign on
behalf of your subdivision. This is the only action item needed at this time.

Second, have your authorizing person(s) or body begin to review the materials on the websites concerning the
settlement agreement terms, allocation and other matters. Develop a list of questions for your counsel or the
Attorney General’s Office. In the very near future, your subdivision will need to begin the process of deciding
whether to participate in the proposed Settlements, and subdivisions are encouraged to work through this process
well before the January 2, 2022 deadline to be an initial participating subdivision. Again, the Attorney General’s
Office, your counsel, and other contacts within the state are available to discuss the specifics of the Settlements
within your state, and we encourage you to discuss the terms and benefits of the Settlements with them.

Third, monitor your email for further communications, which will include a Participation Agreement, Release,
(where applicable) a model Resolution, and instructions on executing and submitting electronically using
DocuSign.

Good afternoon everyone,

By now you have likely received a letter from Attorney General Leslie Rutledge concerning
two proposed opioid litigation settlements — one with McKesson, Cardinal Health, and
AmerisourceBergen (“the distributors”) and the other with Johnson & Johnson. You've also
likely seen messages from me on the listservs about these two settlements. As she states in
her letter, the Attorney General has, on behalf of the State of Arkansas, signed-on to these
two settlements. Now that she has, it is time for the cities, towns, and counties of Arkansas
to decide whether to sign-on as well. We (your “opioid litigation team” — Mark, Jerome,
Colin, and me) strongly recommend you sign-on to these settlements; you can do so
by signing the forms attached and emailing them back to me at
iwilkerson@arml.org. Many of our reasons for our recommendation to sign-on are
contained in Attorney General Rutledge’s letter. Below I've laid out some of the more
important details of where we are and where we're headed. But again, we strongly
encourage you to sign-on to these settlements; by doing so, we can ensure Arkansas has the
resources necessary to fight the opioid epidemic.

You probably all know the strategy Don Zimmerman and Mark charted several years ago —
to create a “United Arkansas” and bring the State, the counties, and the cities and towns of
Arkansas together to fight the opioid epidemic together. This strategy would ensure
Arkansas had a seat at the table as settlements were discussed. As you know, Governor
Hutchinson and Attorney General Rutledge have agreed to join our efforts to fight the opioid
epidemic and are now part of our “United Arkansas” strategy. With that agreement in hand,
we are now ready to move to the next step. That next step is deciding whether to sign-on to
1





these two settlements, which will bring roughly $220 million dollars to Arkansas over the
next several years. The State, the counties, and the cities & towns will collectively decide
how best to use these settlement dollars.

However, to ensure Arkansas receives every dollar available, 100% of the counties, cities,
and towns need to sign-on to this document. For every city or town that does not sign-on,
there is that much less money coming to Arkansas. Plus, if we can show other opioid
manufacturers that 100% of Arkansas’s cities, towns, and counties are united, this will
showcase our “United Arkansas” strategy and will certainly help in further negotiations and
further litigation. We’ll also need these forms back ASAP. While the formal deadline is
January 2rd we’ll need these forms soon to help us showcase our unity as we head into the

next stage — passing opioid legislation to help us best utilize the resources coming to
Arkansas.

Speaking of future negotiations and future litigation, these two settlements are not the
end. There are other defendants we've brought suit against, and whether those defendants
will settle or whether we’ll have to litigate for years to come is yet to be determined. But
again, showing that 100% of Arkansas’ cities and towns are united in these two settlements
will ensure our voices are always heard.

As for the forms attached to this email, you'll see there are two. Both are titled “Exhibit K”
and both are nearly identical. The only difference is that one is for the “Distributor
Settlement” and one is for the “Janssen Settlement”; otherwise, they’re the same. Your
signature, as mayor, is necessary to execute these documents and thus sign-on to the
settlements Like I mentioned above, please send these forms back to me via email at

] g or fax me at (501) 537-7268 or mail at 301 W. 2nd Street, NLR

72115. (The AG's letter says you must sign these forms via "DocuSign"; however we've
learned that will not be required. So, just send the forms to me; we’ll handle the rest.) If
you've already sent in your form, there’s nothing more to do. We’ll also be sending a hard
mail out with this same message to ensure reaching all of our cities and towns.

I know that’s a lot, but I also want to make sure you know as much as possible. If you have
any questions about these settlements or these forms, please do not hesitate to call me.

March 2021 Officer Williams made contact with a person claiming to be the responsible
party a Gregory Hudson, who stated that they would soon start rehab to the structure
Mr. Hudson was advised to first secure the structure.

June 2021 the status of the structure showed to be unchanged the file was forwarded to
officer Reese to start the Condemnation Proceeding. Officer Ward Reese conducted an
inspection of the property and posted a Notice of the City Council hearing date. Mr.
Hudson called again and stated that he would start rehab to the structure. To-Date the
status of the structure is unchanged.

The condemnation procedures were started due to the condition of the house. Owners
and/or heirs and all interested parties were given notice of City Council for the October

ran in the newspaper, and were also posted on the property. This structure is
considered to be unfit for human habitation.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little

February 2017 Officer Richard Ross started an investigation into this property because
of owner's constant neglect and property maintenance issues such as uncut grass,
outdoor storage, public nuisance and depositing waste on premises, etc.

This has been an ongoing problem for the Code Enforcement and Sanitation
Departments; Criminal Citations have been issued to owners of record. Owner will
clean debris, however the same issues keeps returning now Mr. Wirges has people
living in the structure with no utilities. According to North Littie Rock Electric account
was closed in April of 2016

June 2021 the file was forwarded to Officer W. Reese due to the condition of the
property.

Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
October 25, 2021, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
