WHEREAS, on August 8, 2022, the City adopted Ordinance No. 9493, granting a
Conditional Use to allow an auto sales lot in a C4 zone for certain real property located at 1815
East Broadway Street; and

WHEREAS, Veronica Edwards of Brooks Autoplex Corporation, who sought the
Conditional Use, has requested a waiver of the requirement preventing fences in the front yard of

the business.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Section 2 of Ordinance No. 9357 is hereby amended as follows:

SECTION 2: That this Conditional Use shall be subject to the following:

There shall be a ratio of one vehicle per every 450 square feet of open lot area.
This ratio shall include sales, employee, and customer vehicles. Open lot area does
not include any structures. Based on the current paved open area on the lot a
maximum of 25 vehicles is allowed.

A six (6) foot opaque privacy fence or a solid masonry wall shall be required when
automobile/vehicle outdoor sales or leasing lot abuts a residential use or zoning
district. Fences or walls shall not extend beyond the front building line of the
abutting residential use or zoning district.

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Existing fences located in the front yard of an automobile/vehicle outdoor sales or
leasing lot shall be removed, unless required when adjacent to residential use.
Automobile/vehicle outdoor sales or leasing lots shall not utilize barbed wire or
razor wire. Any existing barbed wire or razor wire shall be removed.

All exterior automobile/vehicle outdoor sales or leasing lot lighting, located on a
building or free standing, shall be shielded and directed downward. Lighting shall
be directed away from abutting residential use or zoning district.

Sales or lease vehicles shall be displayed on one of the following surfaces: asphalt
paving or concrete. Asphalt paving shall meet the Standards of Article 6 and

approved by the City Engineer. Sale or lease vehicles shall not be displayed on
grass or gravel surfaces.

Automobile/vehicle outdoor sales or leasing lots and any structures located on the
lot shall meet all applicable City, County, State and Federal requirements and
codes.

All signage shall meet the requirements of Article 14, Signs of the Zoning
Ordinance.

Sale vehicles shall be secured after business hours and shall not be used as storage.

10. No 1noperable or wrecked vehicles shall be stored or sold from the sales lot nor

any vehicle parts as defined under Chapter 8 of the North Little Rock Code,
Property Maintenance and Nuisance Abatement Code.

11. Vehicle sales lot shall be maintained at all times.
12. The Planning Department shall perform an inspection to confirm all requirements

of the approval have been met.

13. By receipt of the City of North Little Rock business license, the holder shall

acknowledge that failure to comply with these conditions may result in loss of the
Conditional Use and/or removal of electric power meter.

14. Meet the requirements of the NLR Fire Marshal and NLR Wastewater.
15. Hours of operation: Monday — Saturday, 9 am.—5 p.m

SECTION 2: That all ordinances or parts of ordinance in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 4: It is hereby found and determined that the amendment as described herein is
compatible with other businesses in the area and is immediately necessary in order to insure the
proper and orderly growth and development of this land and of the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and
welfare, THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in
full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

AN ORDINANCE WAIVING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF THE ZONING
ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. 9263) REGARDING LANDSCAPING
AND PARKING LOT REQUIREMENTS FOR CERTAIN REAL
PROPERTY LOCATED AT 3310 EAST BROADWAY STREET IN THE
CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS;
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, application was duly made by Norman Clifton, 1000 Cherry Hill, North Little
Rock, Arkansas 72116, seeking waiver of landscaping and parking lot requirements for certain
real property located at 3310 East Broadway Street (see letter from Mr. Clifton and maps attached
hereto respectively as Exhibit A and B); and

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock Planning Commission voted to require the items that

were requested to be waived (8 affirmative votes; 1 recused) at a regularly scheduled meeting
thereof held on August 9, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the applicant seeks waiver of Sections 7.2.1, 7.2.2 and 7.2.3 of Ordinance No.
9263 for the property located at 3310 East Broadway Street to develop a new building on an
existing concrete slab.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the following Section 7.2.1 of Ordinance No. 9263 (“the Zoning
Ordinance”) is hereby waived for 3310 East Broadway Street, more particularly described as Lot

1 of the East Broadway Addition to the City of North Little Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas:

Section 7.2.1 — Parking Lot Shading

A. Trees from Table B or C shall be included in all new and expanded parking areas,
and trees from Table D shall be used if beneath overhead power lines.

B. Trees shall be planted at one (1) tree per six (6) parking spaces.

C. Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

D. Trees ten (10) feet from the edge of parking area may serve for the parking lot
shading requirements, but may not satisfy more than fifty (50) percent of the overall

requirement for the parking lot or area.

E. Trees shall be two and one-half (2.5) inch caliper or greater at time of planting.
Caliper shall be measured at three (3) feet above the ground surface.





Only trees from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements
unless approved by the Planning Commission.

All trees located within the parking area shall be planted in curbed landscape
islands. The minimum size of a curbed landscape island, per tree, shall be at least
eight (8) feet wide and at least eighteen (18) feet deep

SECTION 2: That the following Section 7.2.2 of Ordinance No. 9263 (“the Zoning
Ordinance”) is hereby waived for 3310 East Broadway Street:

Section 7.2.2 — Landscaping Strips

A.

Landscape strips shall be required along all front, side, and rear yards adjacent to
parking areas, driveways, or vehicle maneuvering areas.

1. Front yard landscape strips shall be at least four (4) feet in width unless
facing a street, in which case, the strip shall be at least six (6) feet in
width.

2. Side and rear yard landscape strips shall be at least four (4) feet in width
unless facing a street, in which case, the strip shall be at least six (6) feet
in width.

A continuous screen of shrubs shall be required for any landscape strip adjacent to
any parking area. Only shrubs from the approved planting list will count toward
this requirement, unless approved by the Planning Commission. Shrubs shall be
eighteen (18) inches in height at planting and be planted a maximum three (3) feet
apart and shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Ground covers from Table J, grass, or mulch of shredded bark or stone shall be
applied in all landscaped areas to reduce moisture loss and to improve the
appearance of plantings near streets.

SECTION 3: That the following Section 7.2.3 of Ordinance No. 9263 (“the Zoning
Ordinance”) is hereby waived for 3310 East Broadway Street:

Section 7.2.3 — Street Trees

A.

Trees from Table B shall be spaced every thirty (30) feet to achieve the required
number of trees; trees from Table C shall be spaced every twenty-five (25) feet; or
trees from Table D shall be used if beneath overhead power lines and spaced every
fifteen (15) feet.

Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Trees shall be two and one-half (2.5) inch caliper or greater at time of planting.
Caliper shall be measured at three (3) feet above the ground surface.

D. Only trees from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements,
unless approved by the Planning Commission.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that the herein described waivers will not
interfere with the continued use of the subject road and electrical easements, and the immediate
passage of this Ordinance is necessary in order to insure the proper and orderly growth of this land
and the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation
of the public health, safety and welfare; THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist
and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

Officer Williams mailed out notification regarding
the red tag notification and the fire incident which occurred to owner(s) of record.

January 2022, North Little Rock Code Enforcement Officer Timothy McEuen was assigned the
investigation to initiate condemnation proceeding. The property was in the same condition it was
when the investigation began. Officer McEuen met with one of the multiple owners for an interior
inspection. The interior has been cleaned up, in which all of the walls had been removed, still
making it un-inhabitable. Any work has since stopped and Officer McEuen was told the owners
were trying to sell the property. Property has never been probated and heirs are not in agreement
as to how to proceed.

The condemnation procedures were started due to the condition of the house. Owners and/or heirs
and all interested parties were given notice of City Council for the August 22™, 2022 hearing date.
Notices were mailed by certified and regular mail, legal notice ran in the newspaper, and were also
posted on the property. This structure is considered to be unfit for human habitation.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little Rock
Code Enforcement Department that this structure be considered for condemnation,

Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901, et seq. and Act 854 of 2007, the
City of North Little Rock is authorized to abate the nuisance conditions, establish a lien for the
costs associated therewith, and collect the same in order to protect the health, safety and welfare
of the community.

This lien, as provided for in Arkansas Code Ann. § 14-54-903, may be enforced and
collected at any time within ten (10) years after the lien has been filed in either one of the following
manners as provided for in Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904:

(1) By an action for foreclosure in the circuit court; or

(2) The amount so determined at this public hearing, plus ten percent (10%)
penalty for collection, to be certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector
to be placed on the tax books as delinquent taxes and collected accordingly.

SECTION 5: That if the owner(s) or lien holder(s) fail to pay the amount of the herein
certified clean-up lien in the time allowed by law, the City Attorney is hereby directed to pursue
any and all proper legal actions for collection of the amount of said lien plus all applicable costs.
