Council Member Baxter said the ordinance guidelines

allow the following to present a request: a Property Owners Association (POA), Home Owners

Association (HOA) or 75% of the Assessed Property Owners within a specific block/area. City

Attorney Fields also advised it is not limited to POA or HOA, or Improvement Districts.

On the motion of Council Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent
of all members present, Communication #9 was read by title, accepted and filed (8/0).
9. Captain Dustin Free, North Little Rock Fire Department — flyer and update re: Firefighter Combat
Challenge.
Captain Free said the event was held the previous weekend (Friday and Saturday). The weather was
great which encouraged a great turnout. Captain Free thanked volunteers which included Junior
ROTC students from (North Little Rock) High School. There were teams from 11 states. These
participants trained and practiced for this event which highlights the physical requirements of fire
service. He also reviewed each of the events and provided illustrations of the same. North Little Rock
entered a team that has participated across the country. A course was also set up for children. Fifth
Grade students from Ridge Road and 7% Street had were the two fastest student participants. Multiple
city departments worked together on the event.

PRESENTATIONS

Mr. Darryl Montgomery and Mr. Kevin Newsome provided an update for the North Little Rock Cares
Youth Coalition Program. Mr. Newsome said the group was formed in May, 2021. There have been
over 277 visitors to their resource directory which was created by the staff at the Laman Library. He
encouraged everyone to visit the site which was set up as a resource for people trying to find assistance
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with various needs. A Youth Job Fair was held for high school youth at the North Little Rock
Community Center. Mr. Montgomery said they have partnered with the Arkansas Martin Luther King,
Jr. Commission, North Little Rock School District, and the North Little Rock Police Department for a
Non-Violence Youth Summit, to be held at the North Little Rock High School, Thursday, November
17,2022.

Mayor Hartwick announced public comments. Ms. Summer Clark spoke for the Overbrook Property
Owners Association regarding R-22-192. The property has been a nuisance for many years.
Neighboring residents are concerned with securing the area during condemnation or rehabilitation.
There is a swimming pool in the back yard. The fence around the area is not secure. They do not want
to see additional accidents in that (pool) area. Council Member Hight said there were several residents
in the audience with concerns regarding the same location, 1101 Cache River.

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY FOR CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY LOCATED
AT 1101 CACHE RIVER ROAD IN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK: AND FOR OTHER
PURPOSES, was read. A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Taylor and seconded by
Council Member Robinson. Mr. Stuart Vess, Attorney at Law represented the property owners.
Council Member Hamilton said the property was condemned and the property owners had a period of
time to enter into a rehabilitation agreement. He asked if the timeline was met. City Attorney Fields
said they were delayed in entering into an agreement due to the incarceration of two of the owners.
Council Member Hight said the rehabilitation agreement had a deadline of 180 days (or six (6)
months). He said the attached Construction Agreement contained a different date (January 31, 2024).
The contractor needs to know he must comply with the terms of the rehabilitation agreement. Mr.
Vess agreed with Council Member Hight’s comments. The date should be February 31, 2023. Mr.
Vess said the project should be completed in six (6) months or less. Replacement windows have been
ordered, however, there is a supply issue that could affect delivery. Mr. Vess added the contractor has
already started working on the property. Mayor Hartwick asked Mr. Vess to provide an update in three
(3) months if the item is adopted. Council Member Hamilton said ownership had not changed in the
past five (5) years. He asked what had changed in the past six (6) months at which time nothing was
done to the property. Mr. Vess said he got involved (retained) after the property was condemned. He
confirmed two (2) of the owners are in the Arkansas Department of Corrections at separate locations.
He was asked what will happen if the contractor is not paid and advised his clients had full coverage
insurance through Allstate. A check has been deposited into his trust account (Mr. Vess) in the amount
0f' $102,460.29 which is a partial payment. Council Member Ross asked if Mr. Vess was filling in for
the owners and understood there was a timeline. Mr. Vess advised he was and understood. She then
asked the contractor, Mr. Travor Akins, Associate Enterprise Construction, Inc. (Benton, AR) what has
been done to secure the pool. Mr. Akins said they have just started working. The pool will need a new
liner which a different contractor will install. Council Member Ross asked if it would be fenced off so
no one could get back there while they are working. Council Member Taylor asked about the budget
for the project. Mr. Vess said the budget in the contract is $141,573.00 which does not include the
pool. Mayor Hartwick asked those present (from the neighborhood) to stand (8). Mr. Vess said his
clients each have a trust fund that will cover any the cost of any overage. Council Member Baxter said
the owners are required to put the demolition costs into an Escrow Account ($26,400.00). Council
Member Hamilton said the owners have had money in their trust funds for sometime. Neighbors have
an issue with poor care/maintenance by the current owners. Mayor Hartwick asked if the intent was to
fix the property and sell. Mr. Vess said he has made a recommendation to his clients but cannot
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disclose it. Council Member Robinson said they now have an attorney representing them and need to
follow the policies and rules in place. Council Member Ross said the council’s goal is not to tear down
structures. Mr. Vess had talked to several of the neighbors and encouraged them to call him. Council
Member Taylor asked Mr. Akins if he can have the job done within six (6) months and if he is licensed
with the State Contractors Board, etc. He said he was. Mayor Hartwick asked if he had a business
license. He said he did. Ms. Clark said she believed the contractor had changed. An ongoing concern
has been the securing of the property during the construction. The fence needs to be repaired. The
pool is not secured. She also expressed concern about a dumpster. Mr. Vess said there is a privacy
fence around the pool and they will make sure it is locked. Ms. Clark said a rotten section of the fence
has fallen down. Mayor Hartwick amended his timeline for updates to monthly. Council Member
Baxter suggested the dates set in the Rehabilitation Agreement be the report dates. On the previous
motion, and by consent of all members present, the resolution was unanimously adopted (8/0).

She started college there while incarcerated, when she was released she
continued and completed her education. She is now enrolled at the University of Arkansas Little Rock.
Regarding the Special Use request, Dr. Green advised they want to build temporary portable buildings
(2) on the existing college campus. These are needed to accommodate additional students in the adult
education program. Choir and basketball activities are also being reintroduced on at the campus and
they look to expand in the future. Council Member Taylor asked how long temporary would be. Dr.
Green said no more than one (1) year. Plans are underway for the permanent expansion of the Library
and Gym. The portable buildings would be placed by the daycare center so they are not in the way
when the expansion begins. City Attorney Fields advised under the terms of the legislation, the
temporary classrooms will have to be removed by August 31, 2023. Council Member Robinson said
the temporary buildings are needed as the student body is growing. Council Member Ross asked about
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parking. Mr. Marlar said they would abide by the Planning Commission rules. There being no one
else wishing to be heard, the public hearing was adjourned. On the motion of Council Taylor and
seconded by Council Member Robinson and by consent of all members present, the readings were
suspended (8/0). Mr. Shawn Spencer, Planning Director advised the ordinance needs to be amended to
allow two classrooms at this location instead of one. With the amendment, O-22-88 can be withdrawn.
Council Member Ross referenced the temporary gravel parking pad and asked if two buildings would
take away the parking area. Mr. Marlar said it (parking) will be included as required by Planning. On
the motion of Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Robinson, and by consent of
all members present, the ordinance was amended as follows: replace “a classroom” with TWO
CLASSROOMS (8/0). On the motion of Council Member Baxter and seconded by Council Member
Taylor, and the roll having been called, and all members present having voted in the affirmative, the
ordinance was unanimously adopted as amended (8/0). Emergency clause unanimously adopted (8/0).

Note: following business items, Council Member Harris asked Ms. Gregrich to come forward and
commended her for her efforts. She received a standing ovation.

The
item was included in the previous legislation.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Ms. Vickie Hensley spoke regarding 703 Spriggs Road. Her family has lived on Spriggs Road since
1969. For the past two years, she and other neighbors have tried to resolve an issue involving another
neighbor in the neighborhood. Residents have reached out to multiple people for assistance. She
along with other neighbors were present to thank North Little Rock Police Chief Patrick Thessing, the
North Little Rock Police Department and City Clerk Enforcement Officer Scott for caring about the
residents of the neighborhood and thanked them for resolving the issue. Ms. Sherry Vie lives at 621 %
Spriggs Road. She has been there 45 years and never had any issues. The new neighbors hosted
parties with hundreds of people who did not know each other. There would be 50 to 100 vehicles
parking along the driveway to and on the street. There was excessive noise and obscene things going
on in the yard. The residence is directly across the driveway from her home. She has grandchildren
and was upset with the activities. She said the neighbors had threatened to harm them. She had also
called the police several times. Ms. Vie thanked everyone from the city who has helped them. Miss
(unknown) Chenault spoke for her mother regarding 4916 Candlewick. The structure has been in a
state of disrepair. She has tried to get her mother to sell the property. Her mother signed a
Rehabilitation Agreement on September 8, 2021. She has not complied with the terms of the
agreement. On July 11, 2022, a certified letter was sent to her mother regarding plans to demolish the
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structure. Since that time, her mother has granted her Power of Attorney and she has talked to
contractors who advised the house could be rehabilitated. She also has bids from contractors familiar
with laws, regulations and the process of rehab which she sent to the Mayor and City Council
Members. Ms. Chenault advised she obtained signatures from residents on Candlewick and Hampton
regarding the property. Most were in favor of rehabilitation. She said the house is on a sloped lot and
if torn down there could be erosion issues. She asked the Mayor and Council for help and permission
to sell the house. City Attorney Fields said Ms. Chenault has been in contact with Deputy City
Attorney Rick Hogan in her office. A letter was mailed to the homeowner in June. There have been
previous extensions to the rehab agreement, which has been breached, therefore, the City Attorney
cannot extend it. Legislation would have to be filed to approve a new Rehab Agreement with a new
owner. Neither the Mayor or Ward 4 Council Members have indicated they would sponsor legislation.
Code Enforcement Director Felicia McHenry advised there has been an ongoing issue with this
property for a number of years. It has not been occupied for some time and has been a nuisance.
Council Member Ginn referred to photos of the inside of the structure. Ms. Chenault added there had
been a fire in the house. Council Member Hight said this nuisance has been going on for 11-12 years.
His constituents have been complaining for some time. Council Members should not let their emotions
tell them how to vote on this item. The owner has had significant time to clean it up and the family is
trying to get more time. Council Member Hight said he will not sponsor legislation to extend this and
will not support legislation if presented. Council Member Ginn said the utilities are off, windows are
open, there are holes in the ceiling, no cabinets in the kitchen, and a hole in the washroom area. The
yard is being mowed by neighbors and raccoons have been seen entering the house. She thanked Ms.
Chenault for inviting her to look at the interior. However, the rooms are not livable. The cost of
removal of the structure would be $5,000.00. Council Member Ginn suggested the owner apply for a
contractor’s loan to build a new home on the site. Council Member Taylor asked how this property is
different from the property on Cache River. City Attorney Fields said this would be the first rehab
agreement for that structure. Council Member Hamilton said the owners of the Cache River structure
get extra time due to incarceration of two of the owners, City Attorney Fields said the owner of the
structure on Candlewick entered into an agreement in September, 2021. Council Member Taylor said
the lady (Candlewick) was confused about the process and is in a nursing home. Mayor Hartwick
asked Mrs. McHenry to hold off on demolition until the next council meeting (September 26, 2022) to
see if another council member would sponsor legislation. He suggested a buyer put up a contract and
earnest money to show their intent. City Attorney Fields said it would not sell while it is under
condemnation.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council Member
Ross and seconded by Council Member Ginn, and by consent of all members present, the meeting was
adjourned at 7:25 p.m. (8/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting to be held on Monday,
September 26, 2022, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in City Hall, located at 300
Main Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas.

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock City Council considers the buildings, houses and other
structures located at or on the Subject Property to constitute a public nuisance and declares that
said structures must be repaired in strict accordance with this Agreement or completely razed or
removed within the timeframe provided in this Agreement in order to abate the nuisance; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Subject Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any
and all structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to cause repairs to the nuisance structures on the Subject
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and will otherwise conform to all requirements of the current Arkansas Fire Prevention
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (hereinafter “Applicable Safety
Regulations™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A) to repair the nuisance structures on the Subject Property according to a strict
timeline, and the willingness to immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures
should timely repair prove to be impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur; and

WHEREAS, the City has relied on representations by the Owner to forego the immediate
razing of the nuisance structures and demands adequate assurances on the part of the Owner that
the nuisance structures shall be repaired to become fully compliant with the law.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval or adoption of this Agreement by Resolution of the North Little Rock City Council
(hereinafter the “City Council™). It shall not be presented to City Council for approval until signed
by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement shall run from the date that the City Council approves
this Agreement which shall be referred to herein as the “Effective Date.”





2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock Director of Code Enforcement, a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, in the
amount of $7600.00 (“Escrow”), such amount not exceeding a good faith estimate of the cost to
raze the nuisance structures on the Subject Property, to be held by the City to assure performance
by the Owner. Upon the Owner’s timely and proper completion of all obligations under this
Agreement, the City shall return the Escrow to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the
City by the Owner which relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees,
administrative penalties, fines, and court costs. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete
any obligation under this Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs
attributable to the razing and removal of nuisance structures, or other abatement, on the Subject
Property (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of Abatement, all excess funds
shall be returned to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner which
relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees, administrative penalties,
fines, and court costs. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner
shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition to any other remedy for recovery which
may be available to the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement and request of the
Owner, the City shall issue the Owner a building permit authorizing work on the Subject Property
which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals of all other building permits
issued by the City. Neither the Building Permit, nor this Agreement, nor any provision found
within either the Building Permit or this Agreement shall be deemed to waive any requirement to
fully comply with Applicable Safety Regulations. The Owner is hereby advised that the Applicable
Safety Regulations are available for inspection at the Office of the North Little Rock City Clerk.
If the Owner appeals this Agreement as provided in paragraph 11, the Building Permit shall
immediately be suspended pending judicial review,

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Subject Property constitutes
a continuing nuisance, the owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with
repairs and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Subject Property to
conform with the Applicable Regulations. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described
below indicate the minimum level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance.
Any failure to meet any benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure
without further notice or hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated
below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all walls have been properly raised and
covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies with
the Applicable Regulations; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Regulations; and (4) the roof is
completely installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Regulations
as a final roof covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to
immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.





b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling has been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for
each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date
the inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately
liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

c. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering
and windows in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Subject Property is no
longer a nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Subject Property). If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate
the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100
year flood. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for adverse
weather delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.






6. Delays for Appeals. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines described in
paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to administrative or quasi-judicial
appeal. Such claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five
(5) days of the end of the period of appeal claimed; (c) supported by evidence substantiating that
the appeal had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance structures
on the Subject Property. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for
appeal delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.

7. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive
that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

8. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a certificate of occupancy for the Subject Property and
all Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Subject Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.

9. Waiver. By executing this Agreement, the Owner hereby enters his appearance before the City
Council in relation to all administrative or quasi-judicial proceedings pertaining to the Subject
Property waiving all form, content and method of service of all notices and proceedings concerning
the Subject Property which have been, are now, or will be before the City Council prior to or during
the duration of this Agreement. The Owner acknowledges and knowingly accepts responsibility
to be vigilant and aware of all City actions regarding the Subject Property throughout the duration
of this Agreement which are publicly available at the following City offices: Code Enforcement,
Community Planning, the Fire Department, and the City Clerk.

10. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the true owner of the Subject
Property and all structures on the Subject Property where the work is to be performed, or that he
or she acts with properly delegated authority from such true owner. The Owner agrees to
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to
be the true owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject
as this Agreement.

11. Conditional Approval and Appeal. The approval of this Agreement by the City Council of
North Little Rock constitutes a quasi-judicial determination to grant conditional approval and






partial relief to the owner of a public nuisance. The Owner acknowledges that by entering this
Agreement, certain facts and findings are established relating to the nature of the Subject Property
as a public nuisance and that those facts and findings may be detrimental to the Owner. If the
Owner contests any fact or finding established by this Agreement, or all of them, the Owner is
authorized by law to appeal this Agreement to a court of law in accordance with the Arkansas rules
governing appeals from District Courts.

12. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is not an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

13. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

14. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Subject Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

15. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Subject Property to
be transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

16. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

17. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

18. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

WHEREAS, the City desires to assist the Company in order to secure and develop industry
within the City, and to aid in the financing thereof under the provisions of the Act.

The Bonds may be
issued in different scries to reflect the underlying business arrangements between Lowe’s
Companies, Inc. and The Cubes at Little Rock LLC, including, but not limited to, the lease of the
real estate and building to The Cubes at Little Rock LLC with a sub-lease to Lowe’s Companies,
Inc. and the lease of personal property to Lowe’s Companies, Inc.; however, Lowe’s Companies,
Inc. shall be the on-site user and operator of the Project The City confirms its intent to issue Bonds
for the purposes stated in this Resolution. The City shall hold a public hearing on the question of
the issuance of the Bonds on October 10, 2022 in conjunction with the regularly scheduled City
Council meeting. The publication of the notice of public hearing is hereby ratified and confirmed.

SECTION 2. That the City and the Company recognize that under the Arkansas
Constitution and decisions of the Supreme Court of Arkansas and in accordance with Ark. Code
Ann. §§ 14-164-701 et seq., the Project may be exempt from ad valorem taxation. The City
confirms its intent to enter into one or more Agreements for Payments in Lieu of Taxes (“PILOT





Agreements”) with Lowe’s Companies, Inc. and The Cubes at Little Rock LLC, providing for
payments in lieu of a portion of the ad valorem taxes that would otherwise be levied by local public
bodies with taxing authority. Based on the information available to the City and the Company as
of the date of adoption of this Resolution, each intend that the PILOT Agreements will provide for
an abatement of 65% percent of the ad valorem taxes that would otherwise be due with respect to
the Project. Further, the City and Company intend that the term of the PILOT Agreements will
not exceed 30 years.

SECTION 3: The final form of and terms of the PILOT Agreements shall be considered
for approval by the City Council after the holding of a public hearing and compliance with the
statutory notice requirements of Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-164-701 et seq. at or prior to the meeting
of the City Council at which the ordinance authorizing the issuance of the Bonds is considered for
approval which is currently anticipated to be October 10, 2022.

SECTION 4: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its
adoption.

SECTION 5: That in the event any title, section, paragraph, item, sentence, clause, phrase,
or word of this Resolution is declared or adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional, such
declaration or adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of this Resolution, which shall
remain in full force and effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged invalid or unconstitutional
was not originally a part of this Resolution.

SECTION 6. All ordinances, orders or resolutions of the City in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.
