There are
no liquor stores on John F. Kennedy Boulevard. Customers have to drive to Sherwood, McCain or
Camp Robinson. Ms. Karyl Wood spoke against the application. She said she has no problem with a
liquor store in the area. Driving to one of the locations referenced is not an issue. Grocery stores also
sell wine and beer. Her concern is the noise from traffic (trucks, motorcycles and cars) on John F.
Kennedy. The addition of this business will cause traffic to continue in the area until midnight, six (6)
days a week. The area is also a dangerous intersection. Getting in and out of the property is
dangerous. Council Member Ginn said traffic at Starbucks backs up at the intersection. A new
vacation rental property was built just up the street overlooking this site. She wants to keep Lakewood
in good condition. The intersection has very few homeless people asking for money at the intersection.
Council Member Taylor said he does not have any issues with the site being a liquor store. Provisions
could be included regarding traffic ingress and egress. This item has been through the Planning
Commission and appears to be well thought out. The previous business was a bank and there is
adequate parking. The bank did not have any traffic issues. Traffic backing up to access a business is
a good thing. He presented Chik-fil-a on McCain as an example. Liquor stores don’t effect property
values. He added if this location was on Broadway, Pike Avenue or Camp Robinson, it would most
likely be approved. Ms. Wood reiterated her concern with the noise. The location is difficult to get in
and out of so patrons may cut through the neighborhoods. Council Member Hamilton said he doesn’t
have an issue with a liquor store. His issue is with the drive-thru lanes. The bank did fine with the
ingress and egress. He did not think noise from this business would be an issue either. Council
Member Ross asked about the traffic pattern. Mr. Chris Wilbourn, City Engineer said John F.
Kennedy Boulevard is a busy state highway. He said patrons of the business would use the same
entrance and exits used by the previous business. He said there would be four (4) drive-thru lanes to
serve the drive-thru patrons. Customers would also be able to park and go inside. He did not see there
being a traffic issue with the amount of staging on the site. Council Member Ross asked if both of the
entrance points were also exits. Mr. Wilbourn said they are. He added that drive-thru orders would be
placed with an individual and delivered to the customer vehicles. Council Member Hight said he
sponsored the legislation for consideration only. He does not support the application but wanted the
applicant to be able to present to the City Council. He has been contacted by a lot of people who do
not want a liquor store in the area. There are no liquor stores on John F. Kennedy Boulevard. Council
Member Hamilton said he likes the proposal, but not the drive-thru lanes. Council Member Baxter
said drivers are not supposed to turn left across a double yellow line, however they do. He was at the
site today and observed three (3) drive-thru lanes. He referenced the large distribution trucks making
delivers as well. Mr. Singh said the ATM will be removed to make room for deliveries. Council
Member Ginn said she spoke with a Vet who is interested in going into that location. She added that
the location is within one (1) block of a residence. On the previous motion, and the roll having been
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called, and the following member having voted in the affirmative, Council Member Taylor, the
following member having passed, Council Member Ross, and the remaining members having voted no,

PUBLIC COMMENT

Ms. Marie Hollowell thanked Mayor Hartwick, the following city departments North Little Rock Parks
and Recreation, Street Department, and Neighborhood Services and Council Member Robinson for
their assistance with the Stone Links National Night Out event held last week. Mr. Jeffrey Jenkins and
Mr. Ray Bowen spoke regarding 5109 Alpha Street which he acquired in July, 2022. He got a
condemnation notice in the mail. City Attorney Fields said Mr. Jenkins had been in contact with the
City Attorney’s Office. They were advised of the process to apply for a Rehabilitation Agreement.
Once an agreement is entered into and a bond is posted, they would have six (6) months to rehabilitate
the property. Otherwise, it has been condemned and will be demolished after 30 days from the date of
the condemnation. Mr. Bowen said he doesn’t have the money since he purchased the property. He
was not aware of the condition of the property. Mr. Jenkins has been to the City Attorney’s Office.

He asked if the $5,000.00 rehabilitation bond could be waived. Council Member Taylor called for a
Point of Order. Public comment is for comment only. Mr. Jenkins and Mr. Bowen need to contact the
City Attorney’s Office. Mr. Bobby Taylor said he is going to keep up with recycling bins that are
being misused in his area. He advised the house next to him is still in deplorable condition. Code
Enforcement has been involved and it has been through Code Court and is now in Circuit Court. The
neighbor brings in rotten lumber which has caused issues with rats. He said he contacted the Health
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Department and was advised it was his issue. The City has rules to keep property up, but many do not
follow them.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council Member
Ross and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent of all members present, the meeting
was adjourned at 6:48 p.m. (8/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting to be held on Monday,
October 24, 2022, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in City Hall, located at 300 Main
Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas.

AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING A TEMPORARY MORATIUM ON NEW
SHORT TERM RENTALS IN RESIDENTIAL PROPERTIES IN THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, in recent years, the advent and increasing popularity of individuals and
companies purchasing, advertising, and renting out residential properties as short term lodging has
resulted in an increase in residential properties being utilized as short term rental units; and

WHEREAS, the conversion of residential properties to short term rental units has a variety
of effects on the neighborhoods in which such units are located, as well as on the community as a
whole, including without limitation, issues with increased noise, parking and traffic problems, and
trash not being disposed of properly; and

WHEREAS, Council Member Ross has been working with the Planning Department and
the City Attorney’s office for several months to create an ordinance regulating short terms rentals,
and anticipates presenting a proposed ordinance to the City Council in the near future; and

WHEREAS, the City requires time to implement appropriate regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

the municipal limits of the City of North Little Rock during the period of this moratorium may be
punished by a fine not to exceed $500.00 or, if the violation is continuing in nature, by a fine not
to exceed $250.00 per day.

A RESOLUTION DECLARING CERTAIN BUILDINGS, HOUSES AND
OTHER STRUCTURES LOCATED AT 1332 VAN STREET IN THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK TO CONSTITUTE A PUBLIC NUISANCE
AND CONDEMNING SAID STRUCTURES; PROVIDING A PERIOD OF
TIME FOR PROPERTY OWNER TO ABATE SAID NUISANCE; AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the buildings and structures whose location is set forth herein are vacant and
have become run down, dilapidated, unsightly, dangerous, obnoxious, unsafe, not fit for human
habitation and detrimental to the public welfare of North Little Rock citizens and residents; and

WHEREAS, the condition of such property constitutes a serious fire and health hazard to
the City of North Little Rock, and unless immediate actions are taken to remedy this situation by
removing, razing and abating said nuisance, there is a great likelihood that the surrounding
property may be destroyed by fire originating from such unsafe and hazardous structures, and also
that since structures are without proper sanitary facilities and as such are unsafe and hazardous and
a breeding place for rats, rodents and other dangerous germ carriers of diseases, such buildings
constitute a serious hazard to the health and safety of the citizens of North Little Rock, and they
should be moved or razed for the purpose of eliminating such hazards.

WHEREAS, the buildings and structures whose location is set forth herein are vacant and
have become run down, dilapidated, unsightly, dangerous, noxious, unsafe, not fit for human
habitation and detrimental to the public welfare of North Little Rock citizens and residents; and

WHEREAS, the condition of such property constitutes a serious fire and health hazard to
the City of North Little Rock, and unless immediate actions are taken to remedy this situation by
removing, razing and abating said nuisance, there is a great likelihood that the surrounding
property may be destroyed by fire originating from such unsafe and hazardous structures, and also
that since structures are without proper sanitary facilities and as such are unsafe and hazardous and
a breeding place for rats, rodents and other dangerous germ carriers of diseases, such buildings
constitute a serious hazard to the health and safety of the citizens of North Little Rock, and they
should be removed or razed for the purpose of eliminating such hazards,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Council hereby declares the buildings, houses and other
structures located at the property identified in Section 2 below to be vacant and run down,
dilapidated, unsafe, unsightly, dangerous, noxious, unsanitary, a fire hazard, a menace to abutting
properties, with the current condition of said structures not being fit for human habitation; and
because of such conditions, the City Council declares the same to be condemned as a public

nuisance and is ordered abated, removed or razed by the owner thereof,

SECTION 2: That the owners of record of the following described property are hereby
directed to raze the same or otherwise abate the said nuisance within thirty (30) days after the
posting of a true copy of this Resolution at a conspicuous place upon the structure constituting the
nuisance described herein, to-wit:

Lot 23 of the C. W. Harrod Addition to the City of North Little Rock, Pulaski
County, Arkansas. (Parcel No. 33N1640002000 located at 4316 Burkes Avemue
and owned by Robert D. Smeby).

SECTION 3: If the aforementioned structures have not been razed and/or removed within
thirty (30) days after posting a true copy of this Resolution at a conspicuous place upon the
structures constituting the nuisance, or the nuisance otherwise abated, the structures shall be torn
down and/or removed by the Director of Code Enforcement or her duly designated representative.





Each day after the aforesaid thirty (30) days in which seid nuisance is not abated shall constitute a
separate and distinct offense punishable by a fine of $250.00 for each such separate and distinct
offense.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION $: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND CERTIFYING AMOUNTS OF
LIENS TO BE FILED WITH THE PULASKI COUNTY TAX
COLLECTOR AGAINST CERTAIN REAL PROPERTIES IN THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS AS A RESULT OF GRASS
CUTTING EXPENSES AND ABATEMENT OF OTHER NUISANCES;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Section 8.3.1 of North Little Rock Municipal Code (NLRMC) Chapter 8
(Nuisance Abatement and Property Maintenance), requires all property owners and occupants
within the municipal boundaries of the City of North Little Rock (the City) to cut weeds, grass and
abate other nuisances and unsanitary conditions on their property; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
October 24, 2022, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
on October 24, 2022, for the purpose of determining the amount of liens, if any, to be filed against





certain real properties as the result of grass cutting and abatement of other nuisances by the City
of North Little Rock.

SECTION 2: That after said public hearing, and upon the verification of the Director of
the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department, the amounts listed on Exhibit A are hereby
certified as an obligation that is owed to the City and proper to be filed with the Pulaski County
Treasurer and Assessor as a lien against the real properties associated therewith.

SECTION 3: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is hereby ordered to file liens as
provided in this resolution; except that, prior to submission, she will update the list to remove any
lien amounts that have been paid in full prior to forwarding the list to the County.
