The regular meeting of the North Little Rock City Council was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by the
Honorable Mayor Terry C. Hartwick.

Council members had the option of attending the council meeting in person or participate virtually.
The Council Chambers were open to the public.

The roll having been called and the following Council Members answered to their names: DEBI
ROSS, NATHAN HAMILTON, LINDA ROBINSON, STEVE BAXTER, RON HARRIS, JANE
GINN and CHARLIE HIGHT (7/0). Council Member MAURICE TAYLOR was absent. Chief
Deputy City Clerk/Treasurer Katelyn Thomas and Deputy City Clerk/Revenue Officer Jim Scott, and
City Attorney Amy Fields were also present.

The prayer and pledge of allegiance were led by Council Member Hamilton.

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Ross, and by consent of
all members present, the minutes from the North Little Rock City Council meeting scheduled for
Monday, October 24, 2022, were approved, accepted and filed as prepared by City Clerk Diane
Whitbey (7/0).

On the blanket motion of Council Member Baxter and seconded by Council Member Ross, and by
consent of all members present, communications #1, 2, and 3, were accepted and filed (7/0).
1. Ember Strange, Chief Financial Officer/Chair Energy Risk Management Committee
memorandum to City Clerk Diane Whitbey re: Power Cost Adjustment (PCA) Rate
for November 2022 - $0.0106/kwh (positive).

Chief Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Katelyn Thomas advised Mayor Hartwick that an item had failed to
make it onto the City Council agenda in time for the meeting. It was regarding a parking district
application on 55" Street from Crescent Drive to North Maple. The ad was published and appeared on
the October 26™ and November 2™ editions of The Leader. She asked the Mayor if anyone in the
audience was present to speak on the item, could they come forward at this time. The item would be
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reconvened and posted on the next scheduled Council Meeting for November 28, 2022. Mayor
Hartwick stated he would hold the public hearing towards the end of the meeting. City Attorney Amy
Fields reiterated the above information and added that after discussion between herself and Chief
Deputy Clerk Katelyn Thomas, it was a mutual feeling that the public hearing should still be called for
those present despite the oversight on the agenda and the item would be listed on the next scheduled
Council Meeting. Mayor Hartwick asked to be reminded to call the notice before the end of the
meeting.

PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Hartwick called Mrs. Phyllis Hodges forward to present to council -- “8 Years of Unforgettable
History”. Mrs. Hodges opened the first faith based wellness center in the Argenta district. She
commended Mayor Hartwick for his passion to the City of North Little Rock and Arkansas. Mrs.
Hodges began writing “8 Years of Unforgettable History” and “Girl Power” around 2000 when she
opened Carousel Fit 4 Life in North Little Rock. She said the Mayor endorsed both of her books. “8
Years of Unforgettable History” is a living history book. Mayor Hartwick made it possible to provide
a copy for each council member. Mrs. Phyllis Hodges presented the Mayor with a copy of each book
that had been autographed. Individuals listed within “8 Years of Unforgettable History” are still alive.
Mrs. Hodges commended the Council on their work for North Little Rock. Mrs. Hodges and her
husband, Byron Hodges see a change in North Little Rock every year. When they first moved to
Argenta there was a homeless issue. It has improved over the years. Mrs. Hodges thanked the Mayor
and Council for their time. Mayor Hartwick stated he has known Byron Hodges since around the
1990°s/2000 era.

Mr. Robert Birch and Ms. Errin Stranger came forward to present to Council Make48 event and
spotlight two North Little Rock teams. Pulaski Tech and Boone Park participated in the event and
were present at the meeting. The Mayor asked the individuals to stand and let their presence be
known. There was a total of six teams during the event. Ms. Stranger thanked Council and those who
attended the Make48 tour at the Innovation Hub prior to the meeting. An impact report was provided
to the Council that details what impact the event had for the City of North Little Rock. Make48 is a
forty-eight hour competition that gives all teams a challenge at the start to create a prototype around a
theme. The theme for 2022 was the Trail of Tears. It is a historic site located in the North Little Rock
Riverfront Park. The Make48 video presentation was shown at this time in the council chambers.
Prototypes created from the teams were shown within the video. Mr. Robert Birch clarified the City of
North Little Rock was the assisting sponsor for the program. The event showed the heart of the city as
the ages ranged from ten years old to sixty-six years old. The six teams composed of three Little Rock
teams, two North Little Rock teams, and a Hot Springs team. Mr. Birch encouraged those interested to
stop by the Innovation Hub and view the prototypes built. He commended the contestants on their
journey from Friday night to Sunday evening in bringing their designs to life. They are unable to
announce the winner until the event goes to the national competition. The show will be aired on PBS
and This Old House on Roku. The competition was hosted in eight states including Arkansas.
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The Innovation Hub had the potential offer of being a future location and possibly hosting the national
competition. It would bring people from all over the nation to North Little Rock. Mr. Birch asked the
two teams present to stand up and identify themselves to the Council again. One of the prototypes was
created from the design of a ten year old. There were tool techs onsite that provided scans and hand
carving wood as well. He said the event showed that no one’s idea should ever be overlooked. Ideas
can come from just about anywhere. Mr. Birch thanked the Mayor and City Council for their support
and looks forward to future events. Ms. Stranger also shared the same sentiment to the council.

Council
Member Ross asked the applicant to come forward. She had questions regarding the legislation. Greg
Farris is a representative for AT&T and Tillman Infrastructures. Council Member Ross stated the City
had put over two-million dollars into that area. She had concerns over the fencing that would surround
the base of the tower. There have been instances in the past where fencing and landscaping was not
maintained by the applicants in Ward 1 and the applicants could not be located to correct the issue.
Council Member Ross asked who would be taking care of the property. Mr. Farris said Tillman
Infrastructures owns the tower and leases the property. As a condition of the special use the upkeep of
the landscaping would be part of that condition. He said Tillman Infrastructures would be responsible
for the upkeep. Council Member Ross asked how the City would contact them. Mr. Farris said the
contact information should be in the application submitted for the special use. He put their information
in that document. Mayor Hartwick stated he was pretty certain he knew the group. Council Member
Ross said there is a location behind Ridge Road Elementary that is a constant issue. She made a
comment that she did not know whether it is owned by the same company or not. Her concern
continues to be the upkeep of the tower property. Mr. Farris said he understood the concern. He stated
he would expect the City to notify the company if there was any issues at the property. Council
Member Ross stated it is not the city’s responsibility to notify the company. The company (Tillman
Infrastructures) would be responsible for making sure the upkeep is there. Mr. Farris said AT&T
typically goes onsite two or three times a month. If there were any issues, questions, or concerns then
AT&T would notify Tillman Infrastructures. Mayor Hartwick said he goes down that road frequently
and would contact the company should he see anything. He reiterated Council Member Ross’
statement about keeping the area clean after all the work that has been done in the area. Council
Member Ross clarified that any concerns should be sent to Tillman Infrastructures. Mayor Hartwick
said for now, send it through AT&T. Council Member Ross used plants as an example of maintaining
the property. If no one waters the plants they will die. Mr. Farris will provide the contact information
of Tillman Infrastructures to the Mayor. The Mayor will provide it to Council Member Ross and any
other Council Member who requests it. Council Member Hamilton stated a Planning Commissioner
voted against the item citing that it was not necessary. A letter from Greg Farris was drafted stating
the tower was not a replacement and was necessary. Council Member Hamilton advised he is not
familiar with the technology, but he was under the impression old cell towers were going away and
new 5G towers would be coming in. Mr. Farris said old towers are not going away. The radio
equipment and antennas are replaced. The towers are not replaced. There are towers within three-
quarters of a mile that were trying to offload capacity. Towers can only handle so much traffic. When
a tower begins to get overloaded it does not wait until it’s overloaded to start offloading. The tower on
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this property would start to offload a couple other towers in the area. It would also provide additional
coverage to I-40. Council Member Ross said it was her understand from the Planning Commission
meeting the tower was mostly for I-40 and the traffic on the interstate. Mr. Farris said that is the
coverage part of it. Council Member Ross asked what the radius was. The new City Services Building
will be moved into that area with a large number of employees. She asked if it would reach out to that
area. Mr. Farris said it would reach half-mile to three-quarters of a mile on a normal 5G tower. Mayor
Hartwick commented that he loses service driving through that area. On the previous motion, and the
roll having been called, and all members present having voted in the affirmative with the exception of
Council Member Ross, the ordinance was adopted (6/1). Emergency clause adopted (7/0). (applicant:
Greg Farris of SCI Wireless for AT&T)

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Clay McDaniel came forward to advocate for electric vehicles on the River Trail. Mr. McDaniel
had previously brought this issue before the council in October. He asked the council to consider
revising the policy regarding use of motorized vehicles on the river trail system in the city. Council
Member Ross asked if the law would be through the Parks and Rec Commission. City Attorney Amy
Fields said it is a City Ordinance. Council Member Ross stated she did not realize how fast electronic
unicycles go. Some can go up to thirty-five miles per hour or more. She recalls when the Ordinance
was adopted. Motorized scooters and other vehicles were dangerously driving on the trails. Speed was
part of the reasoning for the prohibition. Mr. McDaniel said electric bicycles are allowed on the trail.
Council Member Ross said it was because they were pedal assist. As long as it had a pedal, it was
considered a bicycle. Council Member Hamilton said he spent a lot of time in Northwest Arkansas on
a bike tour. The landscape is changing. At this time, he probably would not vote for what Mr.
McDaniel was advocating for. Council Member Harris asked about the scooter rentals and if those
could be rode on the trails. Mayor Hartwick said no. Council Member Hight brought up a
conversation from last year with Amy Fields, City Attorney. It was regarding a woman who had been
run off the trail by a gentleman riding a motorized bike. Council Member Hight was under the
impression Ms. Fields had stated the gentleman was able to ride on the trail. Ms. Fields did not recall
the conversation or all the circumstances around the situation. ADA regulations may have been a
factor as the City would have to accommodate that under federal law. She would have to look back at
the ordinance to confirm what would be allowed. Mr. Bobby Taylor spoke regarding his neighbor.
The old evidence gathered against his neighbor for being out of compliance is no longer usable in
court. Mr. Taylor had been told that his neighbor is now in compliance, however he does not agree
with that. Mayor Hartwick stated he took pictures of the neighbor trashcans, which had been a
complaint from Mr. Taylor. He also asked Reese Ward, Code Enforcement, to have whichever
employee who works that area to take a picture of the neighbor’s house if out of compliance. Mr.
Taylor said he has lived in Rose City for over sixty years and he always tries to make it a better and
safer place to live. He tries to get along with everyone. He thanked the Council for their time. Mayor
Hartwick reminded everyone Thanksgiving and Christmas is coming up. He thanked the Council and
the City for their hard work. City Attorney Amy Fields reminded Mayor Hartwick about the public
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hearing regarding the revenue bonds and the parking district. Mayor Hartwick convened a public
hearing regarding the Taxable Industrial Development Revenue bond and parking district on 55%

Mayor Hartwick explained there is an option
to get rid of the can as everything will be picked up from the new, blue can. For a period of time the
old trashcans and bags will be picked up and emptied, but it will phase out and no longer be collected
after a certain time. Council Member Baxter asked if the Christmas tree lighting would be held the
next day. Mayor Hartwick advised it would at 6:00pm. Northern Lights will also be held Saturday,
November 19 at 2:00pm. There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the
motion of Council Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Baxter, and by consent of all
members present, the meeting was adjourned at 6:50 p.m. (7/0), until the next regularly scheduled
meeting to be held on Monday, November 28, 2022, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers
in City Hall, located at 300 Main Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas.

AN ORDINANCE CALLING A SPECIAL ELECTION IN THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS, ON THE QUESTION OF
INCREASING THE ANNUAL AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAX LEVIED
FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING FOR THE MAINTENANCE AND
OPERATION OF THE CITY’S PUBLIC LIBRARIES OPERATED BY THE
NORTH LITTLE ROCK PUBLIC LIBRARY SYSTEM FROM THE
EXISTING RATE OF THREE (3) MILLS TO THE NEW RATE OF FIVE
(5) MILLS ON THE DOLLAR OF ASSESSED VALUATION OF TAXABLE
PROPERTY IN THE CITY; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock (“the City”) is a City of the first-class duly
organized and existing under the laws of the State of Arkansas (“the State™); and

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock City Council, upon recommendation of the North Little
Rock Public Library System (NLRPLS), has determined that in order to operate and maintain the
City’s public libraries it would be in the best interests of the City, NLRPLS and the patrons of the
City’s public libraries, to increase the existing ad valorem Tax levied on taxable real and person
property within the City from the existing three (3) mills to a new rate of five (5) mills on the dollar
of the assessed value of all taxable property in the City (“the Library Tax"); and

WHEREAS, the Library Tax may be levied under the authority of Amendment No. 30 to
the Constitution of the State of Arkansas as amended by Amendment No. 72 to the Constitution
of the State of Arkansas (together, “the Amendments”) for the purposes of operating and
maintaining the City’s public libraries; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the ordinance is to submit to the electors of the City the
question of increasing the existing ad valorem Library Tax levied on taxable real and personal
property within the City for the operation and maintenance of the City’s public libraries from the
existing three (3) mills to a new rate of five (5) mills on the dollar of the assessed value of all
taxable property in the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That there be, and there is hereby called, a special election to be held on
February 14, 2023, at which election there shall be submitted to the electors of the City the
question of the levy of the increase of the continuing Library Tax for the purpose of providing
funds for the operation and maintenance of the City’s public libraries.

SECTION 2: That the question of increasing the Library Tax shall be placed on the ballot
for the election in substantially the following form:





Vote on measure by placing an “X” in the square opposite the measure either for or
against:

FOR an increase from the existing three (3) mills tax to the new rate
of five (5) mills tax levied on the assessed value of taxable real and
personal property in the City of North Little Rock to be used for
maintenance and operation of the public libraries in the City of
North Little Rock operated by the North Little Rock Public Library

AGAINST an increase from the existing three (3) mills tax to the
new rate of five (5) mills tax levied on the assessed value of taxable
real and personal property in the City of North Little Rock to be used
for maintenance and operation of the public libraries in the City of
North Little Rock operated by North Little Rock Library System. ....................... O

If the millage increase is approved, there will be levied a continuing annual ad valorem tax
on the assessed value of all taxable real and personal property located with the City of
North Little Rock at the rate of five (5) mills on the dollar of the assessed value of the
taxable real and personal property within the City, the collection of which shall be
dedicated to fund the operation and maintenance of the City of North Little Rock’s public
libraries operated by the North Little Rock Public Library System

SECTION 3: That the City Clerk is authorized and directed to give notice by one
publication in a newspaper having general circulation within the City, which shall be made not

less than ten (10) days prior to the date of election or as otherwise provided by the laws of the State
of Arkansas.

SECTION 4: That the election shall be held and conducted and the vote canvassed and the
resulted declared under the law and in the manner now provided for City elections, and only
qualified electors of the City shall have the right to vote in the election.

SECTION 5: That the results of the election shall be certified by the Pulaski County Board
of Election Commissions and shall be proclaimed by the Mayor, and his Proclamation shall be
published one time in a newspaper having a general circulation in the City, which Proclamation
shall advise that the results as proclaimed shall be conclusive unless attacked in the courts within
thirty (30) days after the date of publication.

SECTION 6: That a copy of this Ordinance shall be given to the Pulaski County Board of
Election Commissioners so that the necessary election officials and supplies may be provided. A
certified copy of this Ordinance shall also be provided to the Commissioner of Revenues of the
State of Arkansas as soon as practical.





SECTION 7: That the Mayor and City Clerk, for and on behalf of the City, be, and they
are hereby authorized and directed to do any and all things necessary to call and hold the special
election as herein provided and, if the increase of the Library Tax is approved by the electors, to
cause the current Library Tax to be designated as provided above, and to perform all acts of
whatever nature necessary to carry out the authority conferred by this Ordinance.

SECTION 8: That all ordinances and parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed
to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 9: 1t is hereby ascertained and declared that there is an immediate need for the
funding of the operation and maintenance of the libraries described in this ordinance in order to
promote and protect the health, safety and welfare of the City and its inhabitants. It is, therefore,
declared that an emergency exists and this Ordinance being necessary for the immediate
preservation of public peace, health and safety shall be in force and take effect immediately from
and after its passage.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 10405 (adopted by the City Council on October
24, 2022), certain residential property located at 1332 Van Street and owned by Brandi Thomas
was condemned; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Thomas has agreed to enter into a rehabilitation agreement (see
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS,; it has been the policy of the City of North Little Rock (“the City”) to require
an escrow payment equal to the costs of demolition from the property owner to cover demolition
and other costs incurred by the City in the event the requirements of the rehabilitation agreement
are not met; and

WHEREAS, it is the belief of Ms. Thomas that the property, through rehabilitation, can
become a viable contributor to the City’s economy and will improve the overall aesthetic
appearance of the area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (substantially similar to Exhibit A) with Brandi Thomas to
rehabilitate certain property located at 1332 Van Street, more particularly described as follows:

LOT 17, BLOCK 6 OF THE GLENVIEW RENEWAL ADDITION #3 TO THE
CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS
(PARCEL NO. 23N0690000900)

SECTION 2: That an escrow in the amount of $6,850.00, or an equivalent bond issued
by a local financial institution, shall be tendered to the City of North Little Rock by Ms. Thomas,
representing the estimated costs to raze the nuisance structures on the property in the event of
default on the Agreement herein.

SECTION 3: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

On this _@day of l JWW , 2022, the City of North Little Rock (hereinafter the

“City”) and Brandi Thomas (hereinafter “Owner’s”) enter into this Agreement to Rehabilitate
Property (hereinafter the “Agreement”) regarding real property located at the address commonly
known as 1332 Van Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas (hereinafter the “Subject Property”)
subject to the terms and conditions stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock City Council considers the buildings, houses and other
structures located at or on the Subject Property to constitute a public nuisance and declares that
said structures must be repaired in strict accordance with this Agreement or completely razed or
removed within the timeframe provided in this Agreement in order to abate the nuisance; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Subject Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any
and all structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to cause repairs to the nuisance structures on the Subject
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and will otherwise conform to all requirements of the current Arkansas Fire Prevention
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (hereinafter “Applicable Safety
Regulations”); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A) to repair the nuisance structures on the Subject Property according to a strict
timeline, and the willingness to immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures
should timely repair prove to be impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur; and

WHEREAS, the City has relied on representations by the Owner to forego the immediate
razing of the nuisance structures and demands adequate assurances on the part of the Owner that
the nuisance structures shall be repaired to become fully compliant with the law.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval or adoption of this Agreement by Resolution of the North Little Rock City Council
(hereinafter the “City Council”). It shall not be presented to City Council for approval until signed
by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement shall run from the date that the City Council approves
this Agreement which shall be referred to herein as the “Effective Date.”






2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock Director of Code Enforcement, a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, in the
amount of $6,850.00 (“Escrow”), such amount not exceeding a good faith estimate of the cost to
raze the nuisance structures on the Subject Property, to be held by the City to assure performance
by the Owner. Upon the Owner’s timely and proper completion of all obligations under this
Agreement, the City shall return the Escrow to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the
City by the Owner which relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees,
administrative penalties, fines, and court costs. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete
any obligation under this Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs
attributable to the razing and removal of nuisance structures, or other abatement, on the Subject
Property (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of Abatement, all excess funds
shall be returned to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner which
relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees, administrative penalties,
fines, and court costs. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner
shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition to any other remedy for recovery which
may be available to the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement and request of the
Owner, the City shall issue the Owner a building permit authorizing work on the Subject Property
which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals of all other building permits
issued by the City. Neither the Building Permit, nor this Agreement, nor any provision found
within either the Building Permit or this Agreement shall be deemed to waive any requirement to
fully comply with Applicable Safety Regulations. The Owner is hereby advised that the Applicable
Safety Regulations are available for inspection at the Office of the North Little Rock City Clerk.
If the Owner appeals this Agreement as provided in paragraph 11, the Building Permit shall
immediately be suspended pending judicial review.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Subject Property constitutes
a continuing nuisance, the owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with
repairs and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Subject Property to
conform with the Applicable Regulations. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described
below indicate the minimum level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance.
Any failure to meet any benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure
without further notice or hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated
below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all walls have been properly raised and
covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies with
the Applicable Regulations; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Regulations; and (4) the roof is
completely installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Regulations
as a final roof covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to
immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.





b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling has been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for
each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date
the inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately
liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

c. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering
and windows in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Subject Property is no
longer a nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Subject Property). If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate
the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed, (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100
year flood. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for adverse
weather delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.






6. Delays for Appeals. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines described in
paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to administrative or quasi-judicial
appeal. Such claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five
(5) days of the end of the period of appeal claimed; (c) supported by evidence substantiating that
the appeal had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance structures
on the Subject Property. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for
appeal delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.

7. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive
that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

8. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a certificate of occupancy for the Subject Property and
all Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Subject Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.

9. Waiver. By executing this Agreement, the Owner hereby enters his appearance before the City
Council in relation to all administrative or quasi-judicial proceedings pertaining to the Subject
Property waiving all form, content and method of service of all notices and proceedings concerning
the Subject Property which have been, are now, or will be before the City Council prior to or during
the duration of this Agreement. The Owner acknowledges and knowingly accepts responsibility
to be vigilant and aware of all City actions regarding the Subject Property throughout the duration
of this Agreement which are publicly available at the following City offices: Code Enforcement,
Community Planning, the Fire Department, and the City Clerk.

10. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the true owner of the Subject
Property and all structures on the Subject Property where the work is to be performed, or that he
or she acts with properly delegated authority from such true owner. The Owner agrees to
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to
be the true owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject
as this Agreement.

11. Conditional Approval and Appeal. The approval of this Agreement by the City Council of
North Little Rock constitutes a quasi-judicial determination to grant conditional approval and






partial relief to the owner of a public nuisance. The Owner acknowledges that by entering this
Agreement, certain facts and findings are established relating to the nature of the Subject Property
as a public nuisance and that those facts and findings may be detrimental to the Owner. If the
Owner contests any fact or finding established by this Agreement, or all of them, the Owner is
authorized by law to appeal this Agreement to a court of law in accordance with the Arkansas rules
governing appeals from District Courts.

12. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is #ot an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

13. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

14. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Subject Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

15. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Subject Property to
be transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

16. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

17. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

18. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

SECTION 1: That the City and the Company desire to cooperate in the acquisition,
constructing, and equipping of the Project and to have the costs of the Project financed from the
proceeds of revenue bonds of the City (“the Bonds™) to be issued pursuant to the Act in an
aggregate principal amount now estimated not to exceed $150,000,000.00. The Bonds may be
issued in different series to reflect the underlying business arrangements between Central Arkansas
Logistics Center LLC and its tenants or business partners, including, but not limited to, the lease
of the real estate and building to Central Arkansas Logistics Center LLC with a sub-lease to third-
party tenants and the lease of personal property to those third party tenants.
