Pinnacle Mountain

At a approximately 3:40 pm, the Lake Maumelle Fire Department received a call for assistance with a technical
rescue from Rangers at Pinnacle Mountain State Park. The call was in reference to one adult

male accompanied by two small children ages 5 and 7. Being unfamiliar with the area, the hikers began their
ascent at the East Summit trail parking lot. The hikers had made their way up to level 9 but were off of the
marked trail on southwest side of the mountain. They became stranded in an area in which they were unable to
make their way out of. The subjects were not injured, however this was their first trip to Pinnacle Mountain,
and they became lost on an isolated area of the mountain. The area was steep, with a great deal lose rock and
overgrown vegetation. The adult was able to call 911 for help. A park ranger was able to locate the hikers and
radioed that it would in fact be a technical rescue. The Lake Maumelle Fire Department was subsequently
dispatched. Based on intel given by park rangers on scene, the decision was made by Lake Maumelle unit 801
to call for outside assistance. The decision was made early on to request the North Little Rock Fire
Department’s Special Operations Team to assist with the rescue. Lake Maumelle unit 801 arrived on scene and
had a face to face with rangers. Once at the summit, the hikers were located approximately 200 feet down from
the summit in an unmarked and unused area of the mountain. Crew members from North Little Rock units R-1,
E-1 and Battalion 8 made their way to summit shortly after my arrival. With sunset quickly approaching, North
Little Rock crews quickly evaluated the situation, set up anchors and rope systems and made their way to the
hikers. Once the children were secured to rescuers and given helmets, they began their ascent to the

summit. Once the children were in a somewhat safer area of the mountain, they were then escorted via a tagline
where they could make it safely back to the designated trail. All hikers were brought up to safety to level 10,
then escorted down the mountain to the level 5 staging area without incident. All State Park, Lake Maumelle
and North Little Rock units were released and the incident terminated.

Re: PROPOSED ISSUANCE OF WATER REVENUE BONDS
Dear Mayors Scott & Hartwick:

Central Arkansas Water (“CAW?”) proposes to issue water revenue bonds in an amount not to
exceed Eleven Million Dollars for the purpose of engaging engineers to design substantial
improvements to the Jack Wilson Treatment Plant that are necessary to improve the operational
efficiency and effectiveness and extend the functional life of the nearly sixty-year-old facility.
The bonds will be purchased through the Arkansas Natural Resources Commission. CAW will
repay the bonds with general revenues of CAW.

The consolidation agreement executed in 2001 by the Cities of Little Rock and North Little Rock
for the consolidation of the cities’ water systems requires that CAW give three-months’ notice to
the governing bodies of the two cities before issuing bonds. CAW respectfully asks the City of
Little Rock Board of Directors and the City of North Little Rock City Council to accept this
letter as official notice of CAW’s intention to issue revenue bonds and agree that the requisite
three-months review period begins on February 17, 2023. The consolidation agreement also
requires CAW to hold at least one public hearing on the proposed bond issuance. CAW will hold
the public hearing but has not yet set the date for such public hearing. CAW will notify the cities
when it is set.

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING COMPREHENSIVE CODE TO REGULATE ISSUANCE OF.
AND CONDITIONS ASSOCIATED WITH. SHORT-TERM RESIDENTIAL RENTAL BUSINESS
LICENSES FOR THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK: DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read one time. Former Ward 1 Council Member Beth White spoke
regarding the item. Mrs. White said there are six (6) short-term rentals within walking distance of her
home on Glenmere. Legislation is needed to manage these types of rentals. Initially, the residents did
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not know there were short-term rentals in the neighborhood. There was an increase in vehicles with
out-of-state license plates. She then shared several situations. The first she referred to as “Millionaire
Mike” who had a car on a box trailer. He parked it across the yard. He would start the car and loudly
rev the engine. Other neighbors were intimidated by him. A neighbor had a video of young girls
arriving at a short-term rental late at night. All were carrying sleeping bags and pillows. Another
night, her husband (Tom) was walking their dog and observed flames from a large bonfire over the top
of the house. The renters did not know the rules and regulations of the city and did not know this was
not allowed. Vehicles are regularly parked in the yard in the grass in a Restricted Parking District.
The renters did not know it was not allowed. There are issues with trash and recycling as well.
Another concern is a lot of strangers in the neighborhood, including children. Mrs. White and her
husband purchased their home in a residential area, not by a hotel. It is different if someone purchases
a home next to or near a hotel. Their neighbors have homes in a residential neighborhood. The
density is also a concern, Mrs. White has six (6) very near to her home. She then asked if any council
members wanted a short-term rental next to their home. There is a lot of financial interest in this type
business where the homeowners are making a lot of money. Council Member Ross has been working
on this legislation for several years. Trash is being put out daily because the renters do not know there
is a scheduled pick up day. There are no regulations and the host hasn’t provided instruction. These
are in residential neighborhoods. The city regulates home based businesses. This type of business is
not regulated and needs to be addressed. The city is unable to count residents under the census in these
homes as well which effects federal and local funding the city could receive. Council Member Ross
names some of the host platforms: Air BNB, Facebook, Picasa, Inclusive, Kidnhomes, Boutique
Homes and Flip Key which is owned by Trip Advisor. We (the city) have no contacts and don’t know
who to call when there are issues. A lot of the owners are from out-of-state. They are not on-site and
do not know of the issues. Council Member Hamilton said he understands the issues. The vast
majority of rentals (in our city) are Air BNB. There are a few VRBO’s in the area. He has received
complaints about terrible immodest parties and terrible actions. Council Member Hamilton and his
wife own an Air BNB and manage one. Every Air BNB located within the city is currently subject to
all of the laws and codes as every other property in the city, including long-term rentals. Long-term
rentals are the source of many more violations. Air BNB (the company) has outlawed parties and set
community standards. He referenced a house near his home that has been shut down. Benefits include
filing a need. There are realtors who have brought in potential clients and put them in a short-term
rental in a neighborhood they might be interested in. Council Member Hamilton said there should be
some regulation and he is in support of caps on the number. He does not support restricting this type
of industry in all residential neighborhoods. Council Member Ross said she was contacted by Air
BNB today. This ordinance includes items from Hot Springs and Fayetteville legislation which has
been customized to North Little Rock. The company asked if the current license holders would be
notified if the ordinance is adopted. They also asked about the density cap. Council Member Ross
said there is no way to fairly do this within R1 and R2 zones. These are traditional neighborhoods with
large homes and other amenities like pools. There was also a question about the revocation process.
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And lastly, an objection to the restriction in R1 and R2 zones. Growth in the last year has been over
70 percent. The ordinance was then held by the sponsor, Council Member Ross.

0-23-10 (ORDINANCE NO. 9547 — COUNCIL MEMBER ROSS)

FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read. On the motion of Council Member Ross and seconded by
Council Member Hamilton, and by consent of all members present, the readings were suspended (8/0).
A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Hamilton.
Council Member Hamilton has researched electric fences which were outlawed in the past due to the
dangers they imposed 70 years ago. These fences would be inside a perimeter fence. Mr. Michael
Pate represented the applicant Amarok Ultimate Perimeter Security. Council Member Baxter asked
Mr. Pate if he was aware a proposed bill (HB1406) had been filed with the State Legislature. Mr. Pate
said he was. Council Member Baxter asked if the bill passed the State Legislature, how would it affect
our city ordinances. Mr. Pate said it would not. It would speed everything up. Mayor Hartwick said
he read that if the bill is adopted it would take the process out of the city jurisdiction. Mr. Pate said it
would go to the Alarm Permitting process. Council Member Hamilton said if the state passes the bill it
would override the city. Mayor Hartwick said we (the city) may still have the option to set new rules
and regulations. On the previous motion, and by consent of all members present, and the roll having
been called, the ordinance was unanimously adopted (8/0). Emergency clause unanimously adopted
(8/0). (applicant: Amarok Ultimate Perimeter Security)

0-23-12 (ORDINANCE NO. 9549 — COUNCIL MEMBER ROBINSON)

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE TO ALLOW AN ELECTRIC FENCE IN
AN 12 ZONE FOR CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 11700 VALENTINE ROAD IN
THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK. ARKANSAS: DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read. On the motion of Council Member Taylor and seconded by
Council Member Robinson, and by consent of all members present, the readings were suspended (8/0).
On the motion of Council Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Robinson, and the roll
having been called, and all members present having voted in the affirmative, the ordinance was
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unanimously adopted (8/0). Emergency clause unanimously adopted (8/0). (applicant: Amarok
Ultimate Perimeter Security) Council Member Taylor asked Mr. Pate if the fence was like a low
voltage dog fence. Mr. Pate said it is completely different. The dog fence is a radio receiver that goes
to a shock collar. This fence is similar to what you would see to contain livestock. It goes behind the
existing perimeter fence. The fence has to be signed, tested and label the energizer to IEC standards.
The fence uses a 12 volt battery with a solar array to provide power. It is never connected to the
electrical infrastructure. The jolt would be similar to rubbing your feet on a carpet then grabbing a
door handle which would be a 15,000 to 20,000 static shock. This runs about 7,000 to 9,000. The
devise pulses every 1.1 seconds for 3 ten thousandths of a second. Mayor Hartwick asked who would
be liable if a person hit the fence and died. Mr. Pate said it would probably be him. He has $6 million
in insurance coverage. They have been in business since 1992 with no issues.

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A SPECIAL USE TO ALLOW A TOW COMPANY IN AN I1
ZONE FOR CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 6000 MACARTHUR DRIVE IN THE
CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS: DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES, was read. On the motion of Council Member Ross and seconded by Council
Member Baxter, and by consent of all members present, the readings were suspended (8/0). Council
Member Baxter said the applicant reached out to him regarding the request. He then contacted
members of the neighborhood. Everyone he talked to was opposed to the request. The neighbors want
sustainable growth with repeat customers. There is a business at Parkway and MacArthur with
wrecked vehicles on site which are unsightly. Further down MacArthur there are similar situations.
Council Member Baxter asked those in the audience who were opposed to this legislation to stand
(approximately 10 people stood to show their opposition). The applicant Ms. Stacy Turner is the
owner of the company. She took it over after her father died. Her father started the business in 2005
and he is well known in the area. He started out at Arkansas Auto Salvage. She moved here after her
father died. She picks up cars out of town from her father’s previous customers. She said the
neighbors have issues and she understood that. Council Member Baxter said the applicant had asked
to be able to sell vehicles when this item went through the Planning Commission. Mr. Bubba Earnhart
spoke on behalf of those who stood earlier. He has lived in the area for 30 years. Every business that
has been there has failed. He referenced issues to a building at the back of the property where people
hang around. The residents are tired of what the property looks like. Mr. Eamnbhart said this is nothing
against the applicant. He said the right business would be welcome. Mr. Earnhart said he has lived in
the city 71 years. Council Member Ross said she has received several email messages with concerns
about the area. A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Ross and seconded by Council
Member Hamilton, and the roll having been called, and all members present having voted no, the
motion failed (0/8). (applicant: Stacy Turner of Virgil’s Hauling, Inc.)
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PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Tonya Ivory is a member of Christian Faith located at 5301 West Emily Street. She asked the city
to pave West Emily Road, which is located in Ward 2. The church is the only building on the road,
other than a salvage yard. She said the road is paved to the salvage yard, but only gravel and pot holes
past that. A lot of large vehicles use the road even though there are signs posted regarding the allowed
tonnage. A lot of drivers, including school buses use the road as a shortcut. Their vehicles are being
damaged from the condition of the road. They have called the city and have been told supplies are not
available or the road will be repaired.

Mayor Hartwick announced city offices will be closed Monday, February 2023.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council Member
Ross and seconded by Council Member Taylor, and by consent of all members present, the meeting
was adjourned at 6:48 p.m. (8/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting to be held on Monday,
February 27, 2023, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in City Hall, located at 300 Main
Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas.

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A COMPREHENSIVE CODE TO
REGULATE ISSUANCE OF, AND CONDITIONS ASSOCIATED
WITH, SHORT-TERM RESIDENTIAL RENTAL BUSINESS
LICENSES FOR THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK;
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City Council of North Little Rock (“City Council”) finds that the
adoption of a comprehensive code to regulate issuance of, and conditions associated with,
short-term residential rental business licenses is necessary to protect the public health,
safety, and welfare; and

WHEREAS, one of the purposes of this Ordinance is to provide a licensing system
and to impose operational requirements in order to minimize the potential adverse impacts
of transient uses on residential neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, City Council further finds the regulation of short-term residential rental
uses to be a valid exercise of the City's police power in furtherance of legitimate
governmental interests.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Statement of Purpose.

The purpose of this Ordinance is to further clarify the established licensing process,
together with appropriate standards that regulate short-term rental of one and two-family
and multi-family dwellings in residential districts, to minimize negative secondary effects
of short-term rental use on surrounding neighborhoods; and to preserve the character of
neighborhoods in which any such use occurs.

This Ordinance shall not provide any property owner with the right or privilege to
violate any private conditions, covenants, bill of assurances, by-laws, or restrictions
applicable to the owner's property that may prohibit the use of such owner's residential
property for short-term residential rental purposes as defined herein.

SECTION 2. Short Term Rental Regulations

A. Prohibited Use. There shall be no new Short-term Rental Business License allowed
within the R1 and R2 Zoning Districts.

Allowed Use.

1.

Transient use of residential property for remuneration is allowed as provided
herein. Short- term residential rentals are intended for sleeping
accommodations.

Each transient use must continually meet all the requirements set forth

herein.

There shall be a six-month start-up period after the enactment of the Short-term

Rental Ordinance.

a. Existing short-term rental operators with an active City of North Little
Rock business license shall have three months to submit the required
documentation to maintain a business license for a short-term rental and
be considered in compliance. If the process is not started within three
months, the revocation process for the existing business license will be
initiated because there is not a valid business license for operation of a
short-term rental. Existing short-term rental operators that submit the
required documentation shall be considered to be a non-conforming use
and permitted to continue operation, subject to compliance with the
remaining terms of this Ordinance.

b. Existing short-term rental properties, without a City of North Little Rock
business license, shall have three months to start the process for a Special
Use to allow the short-term rental. To qualify as a pre-existing short-term
rental satisfactory proof of operation prior to the date of adoption of this
ordinance must be provided to city staff. Documentation shall include
that the unit was utilized as a short-term rental prior to the enactment date
including a copy of a back dated advertisement listing the unit and a copy
of a transaction prior to the adoption date documenting the unit was
utilized as a short-term rental. After the six month start-up period, all
short-term rental units must request and be approved a Special Use to
secure a business license to be considered in compliance.

License Required — No dwelling unit in the City shall be used as a short-term

rental unless:

a. The owner of the dwelling unit or operator of the short-term rental
possesses a valid and current business license for the dwelling unit, and
fully complies with all legal requirements and duties imposed herein with
respect to each and every short-term rental; and

b. The owner has designated an agent, where said agent fully complies with
all legal requirements and duties imposed herein with respect to every
short-term rental. The owner may serve as their own agent; and

c. The owner of the dwelling unit or operator of the short-term rental
provides proof of a valid and current homeowner’s insurance rider policy,
which fully covers each unit when operated as short-term rental unit.

Limits on Transient Use. Transient use of residential property for remuneration is
prohibited except as expressly authorized herein and licensed by a Short-Term
Residential Rental Business License in accordance with this Ordinance, and any
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subsequent amendments thereto. Transient use of residential property for remuneration
allowed herein shall be subject to each and every limitation as follows:

1.

Each contract or tenancy that enables transient use shall be in writing, and

identify thereon the name, address, phone number, and email contact information
of:

a. the owner;
b. the owner representative; and,
C. at least one responsible tenant occupying the transient site who shall be

responsible for limits required by this Section.
Each short-term residential rental agreement/contract or tenancy shall identify the
name, address, phone number, and email contact information of at least one
responsible tenant who has been informed by the owner or owner representative
of the occupancy, parking, and other limits that apply to such transient use and
shall be informed of residential parking and noise limits, including but not limited
to Ordinance No. 7965, creating Chapter 43: Noise Control of the North Little
Rock Municipal Code.
Strict compliance with Chapter 13: Solid Waste of the North Little Rock
Municipal Code.
Guests of the short-term residential rental shall comply with Chapter 43: Noise
Control of the North Little Rock Municipal Code.
The owner or owner representative for all short-term residential rentals shall post
in a prominent common area or near the front door within the short-term
rental:
the physical street address assigned by the City;
owner or owner representative name and telephone number;
local contact person name and telephone number;
telephone numbers for the North Little Rock Police Department, the
North Little Rock Fire Department, and North Little Rock Code
Enforcement;
the phone number to report a safety complaint;
solid waste (trash) pick-up day;
the maximum occupancy limits as approved by the business license;
the maximum number of parking spaces available on-site;
a copy of the Good Neighbor Brochure; and,
notification that a guest, local contact person, responsible person, or
owner may be cited and/or fined by the City in accordance with this
Ordinance.
The transient use site:
a. shall be used and maintained in a manner consistent with the character of
the neighborhood;
b. shall not impair the desirability of investment or occupation of the
surroundingneighborhood; and
C. commercial functions, and other similar events, are prohibited at the
transient use site.
Owner and owner representative shall each use their best efforts, and respond in
a reasonable and timely manner, to ensure that every occupant of the transient

use site does not create or contribute to unreasonable use of the property, cause
unreasonable noise or disturbance, engage in disorderly or unlawful conduct, or
overcrowd the site.

Local contact person shall be on-call full-time (24-hours per day, 7-days per
week) to manage the property and shall be able to be physically present at the
transient use site within sixty (60) minutes of request during any time the
property is occupied for transient use. Within twenty-four (24) hours of a call
from the City, one of its departments, or any host compliance company, the
owner, owner representative, or local contact person shall use his or her best
efforts to prevent the recurrence of such conduct by the occupants and take
corrective action to address any violation. Failure to respond timely to two (2)
or more calls from the City or one of its departments or any host compliance
company regarding any violation shall constitute a violation of this Article and
is grounds for penalties as set forth herein.

Owner and owner representative, upon notification that any occupant or guest
has created any unreasonable noise or disturbance, engaged in disorderly conduct,
or committed a violation of any applicable law, rule or regulation pertaining to
the use and occupancy of a short-term rental, shall promptly respond in an
appropriate manner within sixty (60) minutes and require an immediate halt to
the conduct, and take such steps as may be necessary to prevent a recurrence of
such conduct. Failure to respond to calls or complaints regarding the condition,
operation, or conduct of an occupant or guest in a short-term rental in an
appropriate manner within sixty (60) minutes shall constitute a violation of this
Article and is grounds for penalties as set forth herein.

The owner or the owner’s representative shall report in a timely manner any
known or reasonably suspected criminal activity by any guest to the North Little
Rock Police Department.

Short-term  residential rentals are primarily intended for sleeping
accommodations. They are not intended for parties or other large gatherings. To
that end, the maximum number of occupants authorized to stay overnight (after
12:00 midnight) at any transient use site shall be determined by the Guidelines
of the US Department of Housing and Urban Development and shall comply with
the adopted International Residential Code and any subsequent amendments
thereto. The maximum number of people authorized on the premises of a transient
use site at any one time, other than overnight (after 12:00 midnight), shall not
exceed the maximum number of occupants authorized to stay overnight, plus fifty
percent (50%). By way of example, should the maximum number of occupants
authorized to stay overnight at any such transient use site be set at eight (8), then
the maximum number of people authorized on the premises of a transient use
site at any one time, other than overnight, shall not exceed twelve (12). For
purposes herein, the term "overnight" begins at 12:00 midnight.

Each designated off-street parking space at a transient use site shall be made
available for use by overnight occupants of that site and any driveway must be
available for the use of the guests of the site. The minimum number of off-street
parking spaces required for motor vehicles of overnight guests at a transient use
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13.

site shall comply with the applicable residential requirements set forth in Zoning
Ordinance of the North Little Rock Code of Ordinances.

There shall be a daily quiet period of time at all short-term rentals from 11:00 PM
until 7:00 AM per the Noise Ordinances currently in effect in the City of North
Little Rock.

Application — Short-Term Residential Rental Business License. Each Short-Term
Residential Rental Business License shall be in the name of the owner of the real property
upon which the short-term rental use is to be licensed and shall be valid until January 1
of the following calendar year. When a person first makes an application for a license
pursuant to this Ordinance and subsequent amendments, if any, such person shall furnish
to the City a copy of the ordinance approving the Special Use (per the City of North Little
Rock Zoning Ordinance), a Zoning Certificate issued by the Planning Department and
an application and shall provide all information and prerequisites required therein,
including but not limited to the following:

1.

The physical street address assigned by the City for the transient use site to which
the license shall apply, and all places of residence of the owner(s) of the transient
use site.

Each application shall identify the name, address, phone number, and email

contact information of the owner and the owner representative.

a. In the event that the owner is a corporation, a limited liability company,
or a partnership, the application shall set forth the names and places of
residence of the principal officers, members, managing member(s), and
all partners thereof, as the case may be.

b. In the event that the owner intends to conduct business under a fictitious
name, the application shall set forth the names and places of residence
of those owning the business.

Each application shall set forth such information as may be therein required by

the City and deemed necessary to estimate the annual license fee to be charged

for that property.

The owner and applicant shall maintain a Short-Term Residential Rental

Business License at all times, and shall agree to collect and remit all applicable

taxes on all gross receipts pertaining to the transient use site.

Each application for a Short-Term Residential Rental Business License shall

include:

a. The type and total number of dwelling units located on the lot of record
containing the unit subject to the application;
b. a floor plan which labels each room and the structures of the property,

including the total square footage of living space, number bedrooms and
the square footage of each;

c. documentation of approval of a life safety and egress inspection by the
Fire Marshal’s Office of the City for the dwelling unit subject to the
application;

d. proof of application for remittance of hotel, motel and restaurant tax to the

City of North Little Rock, and verification that all sales, use and hotel,
motel and restaurant taxes are current;
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€. the number of required off- street parking spaces;

f. any additional data deemed necessary or desirable for permit approval by
the City.
5. The applicant owner for all proposed short-term rental Type 2 properties shall be

required to obtain a Special Use issued by the City Council. In the event that
such a Special Use is granted, it shall remain valid so long as the subject Short-
Term Residential Business License remains current. Should the subject Short-
Term Residential Business License lapse at any point in time, said Special Use
shall also lapse.

6. Such further information, which the City may require to enable administration of
the license, including but not, limited to the local contact person name and
telephone number.

7. The applicant shall remit all required annual fees established herein. The
applicant shall agree to renew and/or amend the license in accord with the
requirements herein if there is a change in any material fact stated in the
application.

8. The annual license fee shall not be prorated for any portion of the calendar year
in which an application is submitted.

Short-Term Residential Rental Business License, Maximum Number. There shall
be a citywide density cap of one percent (1%) of all dwelling units in the City of North
Little Rock city limits that many be utilized as a short-term rental. Total dwelling units
are determined from current US Census Bureau and/or American Community Survey
numbers whichever number is greater. The renewal of existing licenses shall be given
priority over applications for new transient use sites.

Separate Properties. A separate Short-Term Residential Rental Business License shall
be obtained for each separate transient use site/unit, including each and every separate
transient use site/unit that is advertised for transient use. Such Short-Term Residential
Rental Business License shall authorize the licensed owner to transact and carry on
transient use of residential property only at the location/site/unit and in the manner and
subject to the limits designated in such License.

Contents of License. A Short-Term Residential Rental Business License issue
pursuant hereto shall contain the following information:

1. the name and contact information of the owner to whom the license is issued,
and the name and contact information for the owner representative, if any;

2. the physical address assigned by the City of the transient use site/unit to be
licensed;

3 the date of expiration of such license;

4. the maximum occupancy limits;

5. the minimum number of off-street parking spaces required for motor vehicles

of overnight guests at a transient use site. The minimum number of off-street
parking spaces required for motor vehicles of overnight guests at a transient
use site shall comply with the applicable residential requirements set forth in
the North Little Rock Zoning Ordinance; and
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6. such other administrative information as may be necessary for the
enforcement of the provisions herein.

Display of Short-Term Residential Rental Business License. The owner or
owner’s representative shall cause a copy of the Short-Term Residential License to
be displayed in a prominent location within the interior of the transient use site, and
shall provide a copy to each responsible tenant. Each internet or online
advertisement, sign, circular, card, telephone book, or newspaper advertisement that
indicates or represents a transient use site is available for transient or short-term
rental purposes shall prominently display thereon the Short-Term Residential Rental
Business Licenses number assigned thereto by the City of North Little Rock.

Business License Fees. The initial and subsequent annual fee/occupation tax shall
be $50.00 per person, per year, based m the maximum overnight occupancy
authorized by the Short-Term Residential Rental Business Licenses. By way of
example, the initial and subsequent annual fee/occupation tax for a transient use site
with a maximum authorized overnight occupancy of eight (8) shall be $300.00.
Short-Term Residential Rental Business Licenses issued during any part of any
calendar year must be renewed the succeeding year. Annual license fees are due on
the first day of business each January. Late fees will apply.

Renewal of License. The applicant shall remit the annual license fee with a renewal
application. Annual License fees are due on the first day of business each January.
A twenty-five percent (25%) latefee shall be assessed on April 1° A fifty percent
(50%) late fee shall be assessed on July 1, any license that has not been renewed
before December 31 shall be deemed to have lapsed. Should any Short-Term
Residential Rental Business License lapse. Any subsequent application shall be
considered as an initial application, and shall be subject to any and all requirements
and conditions of an initial application.

License Limited to Single Transient Use Site. A short-term residential rental
business license shall not be transferable to any other person or location, except
as provided herein.

Transfer or Change to License Information.

L. Amendments to any information provided on the license issued pursuant to
these provisions shall be made within thirty (30) days of a change of the owner
representative,a change in the local contact person, a change in any material
fact upon which the license was issued.

2. In the event that the transient use site ownership transfers to an immediate
family member by means of a gift or testamentary transfer, the new owner of
the property shall also acquire ownership of the existing short-term rental
license until its expiration without paying additional fees. The new property
title owner shall, within thirty (30) days of transfer of ownership of the
transient rental site update the information provided on the license issued and
shall provide all information and prerequisites required therein.
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License Denial, Suspension, or Revocation. The City Clerk/Treasurer may deny
any application for a business license as a result of a failure to comply with the
requirements herein. Furthermore, the City Clerk/Treasurer may suspend or revoke
such a business license as a result of a failure to comply with the requirements herein
by mailing notice thereof to the Owner or Owner representative at the address
provided in the application for such Short-Term Residential Rental Business
Licenses. Continuing to advertise for or operate any type of short-term residential
rental business in the City of North Little Rock without a business license therefor
may result in the forfeiture of the business license for such use.

Appeal of Denial, Suspension, or Revocation.

1.

Any person who has been denied a Short-Term Residential Rental Business
Licenses, or to whom notice of revocation or suspension of a Short-Term
Residential Rental Business Licenses has been mailed may, appeal same in
writing to the Board of Zoning Adjustment, which shall have authority to
determine all questions raised by such appeal; provided, however, that no
such determination shall conflict with any substantive provision herein. Any
applicant or license holder whose license shall have been revoked shall be
ineligible for a one (1) year period from applying for a new Short-Term

Residential Rental Business Licenses. No person whose Short-Term

Residential Rental Business Licenses has been revoked shall continue to

advertise for, engage in, or carry on, the activity for which the license was

granted unless and until such license has been reinstated or reissued. In
addition to any other remedy or procedure authorized by law, for three (3) or
more confirmed violations of or failure to comply with any of the standards of this

Articlein a calendar year, the City Clerk/Treasure or his/her designee may revoke

a Short-Term Residential Rental Business Licenses and, in addition, may order

that no new Short-Term Residential Rental Business Licenses be issued for

up to one (1) year pursuant to the following procedures:

a. Prior to the revocation of any Short-Term Residential Rental Business
License or the denial of a Short-Term Residential Rental Business
License for repeated violation of the provisions of this Article, written
notice of the reasons for such action shall be served to the owner and/or
owners representative in person or by certified mail at the address on
the Short-Term Residential Rental Business Licenses application.

b. Revocation shall become final within ten (10) days of service unless the
owner and/or owners representative appeals the action. The owner
and/or owner’s representative shall provide the appeal in writing to the
Director of Planning or his/her designee within ten (10) days of receipt
of the notice. The written notice of appeal must state the reasons for the
appeal and the relief requested.

C. Should the owner and/or owners representative request an appeal within
the ten (10) day period, the Director of Planning or his/her designee
shall notify the owner and/or owners representative in writing of the time
and place of the hearing.





d. Appeals shall be heard by the Board of Zoning Adjustment as an
Administrative Appeal pursuant to Section 9.1.2 of the North Little
Rock Zoning Code. For good cause shown, the Board may affirm or
reverse the decision to revoke the Short-Term Residential Rental
Business Licenses.

e. Once a Short-Term Residential Rental Business Licenses for a short-
term rental has been revoked, no new Short-Term Residential Rental
Business Licenses shall be issued to the applicant for the same property
for a period of one (1) year.

f. Any such decision by the Board of Zoning Adjustment shall be final.
Appeals therefrom shall be taken to the Circuit Court of Pulaski
County using the same procedure as for Administrative Appeals of the
District Court Rules of the Supreme Court. See 4.C.A. 14-56-416(b)

).

Short-Term Residential Rental Business License Liability and Enforcement. It
is unlawful for any person to advertise, transact, or carry on any business relating to
or supporting the transient use of residential property in the City without first having
procured a Short-Term Residential Rental Business License from the City, and
paying the license fee and any other fees associated with approval of an application
for and/or renewal of a license. Owners shall not list a property or units online until they
have received a Short-Term Residential Rental Business Licenses, operation of a short-

term rental without a business license could make the owner ineligible to apply for a

business license for up to one (1) year. However, a Short-Term Residential Rental

Business Licenses shall not be required for any lawfully established bed and

breakfast inn, motel, hotel, or timeshare development, as-law elsewhere regulates

them.

1. Any owner, owner representative, responsible tenant, person acting as agent,
real estate broker, real estate sales agent, property manager, or otherwise
who uses, arranges, or negotiates for the use of, or allows the use of residential
property in violation of the provisions of this Ordinance, or any subsequent
amendments thereto, shall be subject to such fines, penalties, and forfeitures
set forth herein, up to and including suspension or revocation of such Short-
Term Residential Rental Business License, and/or the forfeiture of the Special
Use approval for such use.

2. Guest records — the owner shall maintain summary guest registration records,
which shall contain the actual dates of occupancy total number of guests per party
per stay, and the rate(s) charged but shall not contain any personally identifiable
information about guests such records shall be maintained for 3 years and shall
be provided to the City upon request.

3. Taxes and fees except for those instances in which a hosting platform bears the
responsibility for collecting and remitting taxes and fees applicable to short-term
rentals, the property owner shall timely remit in full North Little Rock Hotel,
motel and restaurant tax and other applicable local, state and federal taxes and
city fees owed in connection with any short-term rental. The failure of a hosting
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platform to collect and remit taxes and fees shall not relieve an owner of the
obligation to pay taxes and fees owed pursuant to this Section.

4, Violations of this Ordinance shall be treated as a strict liability offense
regardless of intent.
5. Failure to comply with any of the short-term rental provisions shall be subject
to the following fines, penalties and forfeitures:
a. $1,000 for the first offense or violation
b. $2,000 for the second offense or violation
c. If a prohibited action continues in respect to time, the fine or penalty
for allowing the continuance shall be $500 for each day it is unlawfully
continued.

SECTION 3: Definitions.

Certain terms used herein have the meanings set forth below, and such meaning shall
prevail in case of conflict with the definitions set forth elsewhere within the North Little Rock
Code.

A. Bedroom shall have the same meaning as set forth in the North Little Rock Fire
Prevention and Building Code (Arkansas Fire Prevention Code, 2012 Edition et
seq.), and any subsequent amendments thereto and is defined as a fully enclosed
portion of a building designed or intended to be used principally for sleeping
purposes.

B. Dwelling unit is one (1) room, or rooms connected together, constituting a separate,
independent housekeeping establishment for owner occupancy, or rental or lease on a
monthly or longer basis,and physically separated from any other rooms or dwelling units,
which may be in the same structure, and containing independent cooking and sleeping

facilities.

C. Guest means the overnight occupant(s) renting the short-term residential rental for a
specified period of 30 days or less, and the visitors of the overnight occupants.

D. Guest Short-term Rental means any person who occupies a short-term rental, for a period

of less than 30 consecutive days, pursuant to a short-term rental lease term and/or other
like agreement for the purposes of temporary lodging.

E. Good Neighbor Brochure means a brochure, available from the City, to be given to
guests, which includes a summary of the City's policies, rules, and regulations relating to
short-term residential rentals.

F. Host Short-term Rental means the owner(s) of a short-term rental who has authority to
offer the dwelling unit, portion thereof, or a room within the dwelling unit as a short-term
rental.

G. Host Compliance Company means a company procured by the City of North Little Rock
to monitor compliance and provide enforcement of the City’s Short-term Rental
Regulations.

H. Hosting platform means a person or entity that participates in the short-term rental
business by providing and collecting or receiving a fee(s) for facilitating booking
transactions through which a short-term rental host may offer a short-term rental to a
short-term rental guest. Hosting platforms typically, though not always, facilitate
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booking transaction through an on-line platform that allows a short-term rental host to
advertise the short-term rental through a website provided by the hosting platform and
the hosting platform conducts a transaction by which potential short-term rental guest
reserve a guestroom(s) and arrange payment whether the short-term rental guest pays
rental fee(s) directly to the short-term rental host or to the hosting platform.

Local Contact Person shall be the person designated by the owner or the owner's
authorized representative who shall be available twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven
(7) days per week for the purpose of responding within sixty (60) minutes to complaints
related to the short-term residential rental and taking remedial action to resolve such
complaints.

Neighborhood means an area of a community with characteristics which distinguish it
from others including distinct ethnic or economic bases, housing types, schools, or
boundaries defined by distinct physical barriers such as railroads, arterial streets, rivers,
or major drainage channels.

Owner means the person, corporation, or other legal entity listed as owner on the records
of Pulaski County.

Owner representative means any person authorized by the owner to fully manage the
transient use site / short-term residential rental.

Person means an individual, firm, corporation, partnership, business, group of
individuals, city department or other entity, which acts singly or collectively for a
COMMON purpose.

Remuneration means compensation, money, rent, or other bargained for consideration
given in return for occupancy, possession, or use of real property.

Transient means a period not more than 30 consecutive calendar days.

Responsible tenant/guest means a person aged eighteen (18) or older who has received
notice of occupancy, parking, and other limits and regulations that apply to the transient
use site and who has agreed to be responsible to ensure that impermissible or
inappropriate behavior does not occur at the iransient use site, inciuding, but not limited
to, all applicable laws, rules, and regulations pertaining to the use and occupancy of the
short-term residential rental.

Short-Term Rental means a residential dwelling unit, portion of a dwelling unit, or room
within a residential dwelling unit, leased and/or rented to a guest(s) for a period of less
than thirty (30) consecutive days.

Short-Term Residential Rental Business shall be defined as the renting, leasing, or
otherwise furnishing of a house, cabin, condominium, apartment, and/or other similar
rental accommodation within the City of North Little Rock for periods of less than thirty
(30) days.

Short-term Rental Type I (owner occupied) is a short-term rental where the principal use
of the property remains as a full-time residence. The occupants or owner rent their
primary residence or a portion thereof as a short-term rental. A copy of the homestead
tax credit for the property is required to be classified as a Type 1 Short-term Rental. A
City business license is required to operate a Short-term Rental Type 1.

Short-term Rental Type 2 is a short-term rental that is not occupied by a permanent
resident. The owners lists this property full time as a short-term rental and does not
intend to have permanent residents living in the property. A Special Use is required for
a Type 2 short-term rental prior to the City issuing a business license.
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U. Transient use of residential property means the use by any person of residential property,
or any portion thereof, for transient lodging uses where the term of occupancy,
possession, or tenancy of the property by the person entitled to such occupancy,
possession, or tenancy is less than thirty (30) consecutive calendar days.

V. Transient use site and transient use mean property, or any portion thereof, occupied and
used for transient or short-term residential rental purposes.

W. Use means the principal purpose for which a building, lot, land or structure is intended,
designed, occupied or maintained.

X Special Use means uses that cannot be properly classified in any particular district or
districts without consideration of the impact of those uses upon neighboring land and of
the public need for the particular location. Authorization for Special Uses does not
involve construction of improvements on the site. (see Section 8.2 of the North Little
Rock Zoning Code)

SECTION 4: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 5: That the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be
severable and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such
invalidity shall not affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 6: That it is hereby found and determined that adoption of this ordinance
as provided for herein is to be in the best interests of the City, and is immediately necessary
in order to protect and minimize the potential adverse impacts of transient uses o residential
neighborhoods and of the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, and being necessary for the
immediate preservation of the public health, safety and welfare;, THEREFORE, an
emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect
from and after its passage and approval.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE NON-UNIFORMED EMPLOYEES’
POLICY AND PROCEDURE MANUAL TO UPDATE POLICIES
REGARDING LONGEVITY PAY AND PROBATIONARY PERIODS;
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 7690 adopted by the City Council on February 28, 2005,
codified by reference as §2-151 of the North Little Rock Municipal Code, established policies and
procedures for non-uniformed employees (“Personnel Manual™), which has subsequently been
amended by Ordinance Nos. 8115, 8249, 8258, 8393. 8516, 8525, 8584, 8710, 8713, 8732, 8767,
8770, 8777, 8783, 8789, 8819, 8880, 8883, 8975, 8976, 9072, 9322, and 9345; and

WHEREAS, there is a need to update Policy No. 3-011 of the Personnel Manual to include
a provision regarding new hire employees public safety dispatchers; and

WHEREAS, there is a need to clarify language from Policy No. 4-008 of the Personnel
Manual regarding longevity pay.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 3. EMPLOYMENT POLICIES & PROCEDURES
3-011: PROBATIONARY PERIODS
Effective: 2/28/05

PROBATIONARY PERIODS

New Employees

All newly-hired employees, whether or not Civil Service classified, full-time or part-time, must satisfactorily complete a one-year
period of probation before their appointment is complete. The probationary period provides a trial period for the department head
and/or immediate supervisor to closely observe and evaluate the employee’s performance, interpersonal skills, attitude, conduct,
attendance and any other relevant factor, to determine whether or not to complete the appointment. During the probationary
period, the employee will be counseled on the proper performance of the job duties and other performance criteria, along with
policies, procedures, rules and regulations, safety rules, appropriate conduct, and any other related requirements, including regular
and predictable attendance and punctuality.

Promoted or Transferred Employees
All newly-promoted or transferred employees are required to successfully complete a six-month period of probation before
promotion or transfer is complete.

Promotions or Transfers Prior to Expiration of Initial One-Year Probationary Period

Employees promoted or transferred prior to the expiration of their initial one-year probationary period must complete a six month
period of probation in the new position, as well as finish completing the one-year initial period of probation per the following
procedure:

e Ifanew employee has more than six months remaining in the initial period of probation and is promoted or
transferred, the six-month promotional or transferred period of probation will run concurrently with the
remainder of the initial period of probation and will expire at the end of the one-year period.

e If a new employee has less than six months remaining in the initial period of probation and is promoted or
transferred, the period of probation will expire upon the completion of the six-month promotional or transfer
period of probation.

Discharge or Demotion of Probationary Employees

At any time during a probationary period an employee does not or cannot demonstrate the ability or willingness to perform the
duties of the position satisfactorily or if the employee’s habits and dependability do not merit continuance in the position, the
employee may be discharged, or demoted if applicable. Discharge or demotion of probationary civil service-classified employees
will be based upon the department head's providing written reasons for the discharge. There are no appeal rights for discharge
during the initial one-year period of probation or for demotion during the six-month promotional probationary period.

The decision to retain, discharge, or demote a probationary employee from a position should be made as far in advance of the end
of the probationary period as possible.

(authorized by Resolution No. 10219 adopted February 14, 2022), and pursuant to the 2022
agreement Foodbank has performed its duties and met reporting requirements; and

PREPURCHASED FOOD AGREEMENT
Between

CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS
And

ARKANSAS FOODBANK

This Pre-purchased Food Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into this

day of , 2023, by and between the CITY OF NORTH
LITTLE ROCK (hercinafter referred to as the City) and the ARKANSAS
FOODBANK (hercinafter referred to as the Foodbank):

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, the Foodbank is a non-profit organization committed to acquiring
and distributing food and other resources to hungry people; and

WHEREAS, the Foodbank is the largest provider of emergency food in central
Arkansas, and serves the largest portion of North Little Rock food pantries; and

WHEREAS, the Foodbank has membership requirements that ensure food safety,
nondiscrimination, and usage reporting; and

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by law to furnish food and clothing for
residents unable to buy the same, and has allocated funding for this purpose; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to assist North Little Rock residents who are food
insecure, and the Foodbank has an established infrastructure that will allow assistance to
easily be used by North Little Rock food pantries for the purposes of purchasing food for
the needy.

WHEREAS, the Foodbank has properly submitted its application in accordance
with the North Little Rock Department of Commerce (“NLR Commerce”) procedures and
guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises
set forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between
the parties as follows:

1. THE CITY AGREES to make a lump sum payment to the Foodbank in the
amount of Eighty Five Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($85,000.00). The City also agrees to
inform individual food pantries operating in North Little Rock of the availability of food
that has been pre-purchased by the City and is available for distribution to needy
residents.
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2. THE FOODBANK AGREES to provide a minimum $85,000 of food without
charge (“Pre-purchased Food”) to the food pantries identified by the City and the
Foodbank as servicing needy residents of North Little Rock. The Foodbank also agrees
to immediately notify the North Little Rock Mayor’s Office if the Foodbank learns that
any food pantry shown on the attached funding list:

a. Uses Pre-purchased Food outside of North Little Rock;

b. Operates in violation of Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act; or

c. Operates in violation of the Foodbank’s member guidelines regarding food
safety, financial and usage reporting.

3. AMENDMENTS. The City and Foodbank may, by written agreement between
the North Little Rock Mayor and Foodbank Director, amend the list of food pantries
shown on funding list and/or amend the Pre-purchased Food amounts allocated among
food pantries in order to ensure that food pantries adhere to the intent of this Agreement
and to ensure that needy residents are provided food in the best and most efficient way
possible.

4. REPORTING. The Foodbank shall submit quarterly reports to the City detailing
the amount of Pre-purchased Food available to each food pantry listed on the 2023
Emergency Food Funding list. No later than January 1, 2024, the Foodbank shall also
submit an annual report containing summarized information about the Foodbank and all
food pantries shown on the funding list, including: client usage, total food expenditures,
remaining credit balances, and any other matter deemed relevant by the Foodbank. A
representative of the Foodbank will be available, at the request of the City, to appear
before a specified City Council meeting to answer any questions concerning the report.

5. TERM. The term of this Agreement shall begin February 15, 2023 and end
December 31, 2023, provided that, the Foodbank shall continue to make any unused Pre-

purchased Foods available to the food pantries shown on the funding list until December
31, 2023.

6. ASSIGNMENT. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by
any of the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the
non-assigning party.

7. AUTHORITY. The Foodbank represents and warrants to the City that it has the
authority to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for the Foodbank-has been
duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official public
action of the North Little Rock City Council.

8. VOLUNTEERS. The Foodbank agrees to comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-
13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to accomplish its contractual obligations of a public
nature, as expressed in this Agreement.
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9. GOVERNING LAW. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be
construed under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and
venue for any cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state
courts of Arkansas.

10. INTERPRETATION. The headings in this Agreement are inserted for
convenience or reference only and are not intended to define, limit or affect the
interpretation of any term or provision hereof.

11. EARLY TERMINATION. This Agreement may be terminated by either party
without cause upon ninety (90) days’ written notice.

12. COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be executed in two or more
counterparts, each of which is deemed as original but all constitute one and the same
instrument.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 10471 (adopted by the City Council on January
23, 2023), certain residential property located at 1014 East 13th Street and owned by Dora M.

WHEREAS, it is the belief of Ms. Lopez that the property, through rehabilitation, can
become a viable contributor to the City’s economy and will improve the overall aesthetic
appearance of the area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (substantially similar to Exhibit A) with Dora M. Lopez to
rehabilitate certain property located at 1014 East 13th Street, more particularly described as
follows:

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

On lhi:«&l day OTXM_W{_ , 2023, the City of North Linle Rock (hercinafter the
“City™y and Dota M. Lopez (hereinffier “Owner”™) enter inte this Agreement W Rehabilitate
Property {hereinafier the “Agreement™) regarding real property located at the address commonly

known as 1014 East 13* Street, North Little Rock, (hereinafier the “Subject Property™) subject 1o
the terms and conditions stated herein

RECITALS

WHERFAS, the North Little Rock Ciy Council considers the buildings. houses and
other structures located at or on the Subject Property to constilute a public nuisance and declares
that said structures must be repaired in strict accordance with this Agreement or completely
razed or removed within the timeframe provided in thiy Agreement in order to abate the
nuisance: and

WHEREAS. the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of

the Subject Property as well as all rights in the property necessary (o CONSITUC, repair, or raze
any and all structures on the propenty without further approval of any third party: and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires 1o cause repairs to the nuisance structures on the Subject
Praperty. in lieu of razing or removing such structurcs, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and will otherwise conform to all requirements of the current Arkansas Fire Prevention
(Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance ( ode (hereinafier “Applicable Safety
Regulations™); and

WHERFEAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial construction plan (attached
hereto as Fxhibit A) to repair the nuisance structures on the Subject Propenty according to a strict
timeline, and the willingness to immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such
structures should timely repair prove to be impossible, impractical or otherwise fail 10 oceur. and

WHEREAS, the City has relied on representations by the Owner to forego the immediate
razing of the nuisance structures and demands adequate assurances on the part of the Owner that
the nuisance structures shall be repaired to become fully compliant with the law.

NOW, THEREFORFE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contamed
herein and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged. the parties agree as follows:

I. Agreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agrecment is contingent upon the
approval or aduption of this Agreement by Resolution of the North Little Rock City Council
(hercinaficr the “City Council™). It shall not be presented to City Council fur approval until
signed by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement shall tun from the date that the City Council
approves this Agreement which shall be referred to herein as the "Effective Date.”





2. Escrow. Within five (5} busincss days afier the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock Dircctor of Code Enforcement, a cashuer’s check. or the equivalent, for
$5200.00 ("Escrow™). This amount does not execed the good farh estimate of the cost (o raze the
nuisance structures on the Subject Property  The escrow amount held by the City assures
performance by the Owner ol the rehab agreement. Upon the Owner's umely and proper
completion of all obligations under this Agreement, the City shall rewurn the Fscrow to the
Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner that relate to the Subject
Property. including without limitation. unpaid fees, adimimstrative penalties. fines, and count
costs. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete any obligation under this Agreement, the
City may liguidate the Escrow 1o offset any and all costs aunbutable to the razing and remosal of
nuisance structures. or other abatement. on the Subject Property *Cost of Abatement™). If the
Escrow exceeds the Cost of Abatement, all excess tunds shall be returned wo the Owner, less any
unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner which relate to the Subject Property, including
without limitation: unpaid fees, administrative penalties, fines. and coutt costs. If the Escrow is
insufficient to pay for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner shall remain personally liable for the
deficiency in addition to any other remedy for recovery which may be available to the City,

3. Issuance of Building Permit. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement and request of the
Owner. the City shall issue the Owner a building permit asthorizing work on the Subject
Property which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals of all other building
permits issued by the City. Neither the Building Permit. nor this Agreement, nor any pror ision
found within either the Building Permit or this Agreement shall be deemed te waive any
requirement to fully comply with Applicable Safety Regulations. The Owner is hereby advised
that the Applicable Safety Regulations are available for inspeciion at the Office of the North
Little Rock City Clerk. If the Owner appeals this Agreement ss provided i paragraph 11, the
Building Permit shall immediately he suspended pending judicial review

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determivation that the Subject Propenty
constitutes a continuing nuisance. the owner is required to proceed expeditiously and
continuousty with repairs and construction thar wiil abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the
Subject Property to conform with the Applicable Regulanons  The mandatery time benchmarks
that are described below indicate the minimum level of performance required by the Owner to
abate the nuisance  Any failure 1o meet any benchmark will result in the timmediate razing of the
nuisance structure without further notice or hearing.  The Owner agrees to camplete repair and
vonstruction as stated below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Ftfective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently procceded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized raffic. For purposes of this Agreement. “sealed from
the clements and unauthorized tratfic” means that: (1) all walls have been properly raised and
covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior af the structure and complics
with the Applicable Regulations; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered;
(3 all exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Regulations; and (4} the roof
s completely installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable
Regulations as a final roof covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline. the City is
authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property





b Rough-In. Within nincty (90) days of the Effectse Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently procceded with construction o pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement. “Rough-In™ mecans that all cquipment, fisxtures or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or clectnical system or service that is located,
or 10 be located. within the walls, beneath the floor. or above the cetling has been properly
installed in accordance with the Applicable Regulations, This deadline shall be extended one (1)
day for cach day after the Owner has submitied a written request for a Rough-In inspection and
the date the inspection acwally occurs  This deadline may also be extended by up to ten {10}
days if the Building Inspectos. in his sole discretion, detenmines that the Owner has made
reasonable cfforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection duc 10 4 minor discrepancy  [f the
Quner fails o meet this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City s
authorized 10 immediately liquidate the Fscrow and raze the Subject Propery.

¢. Exterior Covering and Windews. Within ane hundred thinty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have cavsed to be installed all exterior
covering and window s in accordance with the Applicable Regulanons. If the Owner fails 1o meet
this deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Fscrow and raze the Subject
Property.

d Certificate of (ccupancy. Within one hundred eighty (1%0) days of the Fffective
Date of this Agreement. the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline
shall be extended one (1) day for each day afier the Owner has submitted a written request for a
final inspection and the date the final inspection actuaily occurs, This deadline may also be
extended by up to 1en (10} days if the Building Inspector 1 his sole discretion, determines that
the Owner has made reasonable effurts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor
discrepancy. If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Faerow funds in aceordance
with Section 2 and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution dectaring that the Subject
Property is no longer a nuisance {thus “un-condemning™ the Subject Property). It the Owner fails
o meet this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authonized to
mmmediately liguidate the kscrow and raze the Subject Property

S Adverse Weather Delavs. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
deseribed in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due o adverse weather.
Such claim shall be: (a) in written form: (b) submitied to the Building Inspector within fise (5}
days of the end of the perind of adverse weather claimed: (¢) supported by data substantiating
that weather conditions were abnormal tor the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence
substantiating that the weather conditions had an xdverse effect on the scheduled construction er
repair of the nuisance structures on the Subject Property.  Fer purposes of this Agreement,
weather conditions may be considered abnormal fisr a period of bme when the precipitation 1s
twenty percent {20%;) greater than a ten (10) year histonc average for the same periad of time
turing previous years or when a catastraphic weather or environmental event has occurred, such
as a wmado, earthquake, or 100 year flood.  ‘The Buikling Inspecior shall render initial
determinations on claims for adserse weather delays which may he appealed in accordance with
Article 19 of the North Little Rock Zoning Ordinance.

The Building Inspector shall render witial deternminations on
claims for appeal delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Linle
Rock Zoning Ordinance,

7 Time is of the Essence. All times, deadiines, benchmarks, und permitted extensions
indicated herein form a malterial basis of this agreement and way only be waived in writng
signed by both partics. Any failure w timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be
construed (o warve that, or any other, deadline or benchmark

8. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Fffective Date
and continye in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a certificate of occupancy for the Subject Propenty and
ull Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City: or

b. The Subject Property has been razed and all debnis has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned w
the Owner by the City: or

{27 1t the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Fscrow. the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow

9. Waiver. By exccuting this Agreement, the Owner hereby enters his appearance before the
City Council in relation to all administrative or quasi-judicial proceedings pertaining tu the
Subject Properry waiving all form, content and method of service of ali notices and proceedings
concerning the Subject Property which have been. are now, or will be before the City Council
prior to or during the duration of this Agreement. The Owner acknow ledges and knowingh
accepts responsibility to be vigilant and aware of all City actions regarding the Subject Propeny
throughout the duration of this Agreement which are publicly available at the follow g City
offices: Code Enforcement, Community Planning. the Fire Depariment, and the City Clerk.

10. Hold Harmiess. The (Jwner affirmatively states that he or she is the true owner of the
Subject Property and all structures on the Subject Property where the work is to be performed, or
that he or she acts with properly delegated authonty from such true owner.

This document is nor an agreement with any
other govcmmental entity or waiser of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

13. Severability The scetions, subsections, sentences and words withim this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections. sentences or words found hercin arc
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional. the remainder ol the Agreement shall be unaffected

14, Worker Certification. The Owner heteby warranes that all persons pertforming work on the
Subject Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

13. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause w allow the Subject Property 1
be transferred through act or omission without priot notice to the City.

16.  Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, the
respective heirs, executors. administrators, successors and assignees,

17. Epforcement of Debt The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the Ciy
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the vollection of the same.

WHEREAS, Ozark Mission Project (“Ozark Mission”) is a non-profit mission of the

WHEREAS, the City entered into an agreement with Ozark Mission (authorized by Resolution
No. 10214 adopted February 14, 2022) and, pursuant to the 2022 agreement, Ozark Mission has
performed its duties and met reporting requirements; and

WHEREAS, Ozark Mission has requested funds from the City to continue with its project
to help residents who cannot afford much needed repairs and other work on their homes, and the
City desires to enter into an agreement with Ozark Mission for the benefit of such local residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an
agreement with Ozark Mission (substantially similar to Exhibit A attached hereto) for construction,
repair and clean-up work on homes of local residents who are in great need for such work, but
cannot financially afford to have it done.

This Agreement made and entered into this day of , 2023,
by and between the City of North Little Rock (City) and Ozark Mission Project (Ozark
Mission):

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, Ozark Mission is a non-profit mission of the Arkansas Area United
Methodist Church utilizing a community made up of church youth groups (volunteer adults
and youths) engaging in the surrounding communities to serve individuals and families who
are in need of minor construction (wheelchair ramps, replacing stairs, building porches for
easier in and out access and painting exteriors of the home) as well as clean-up yard work;
and

WHEREAS, Ozark Mission has had an on-going partnership with the City for more
than ten years helping over 400 families and completing 450 projects in the North Little Rock
community; and

WHEREAS, Ozark Mission has requested funding from the City for the 2023
calendar year and has properly submitted its application in accordance with North Little Rock
Department of Commerce (“NLR Commerce™) procedures and guidelines; and

WHEREAS, the City believes that Ozark Mission will benefit city communities
through its work in helping individuals and families feel secure, safe and proud of their homes
and.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises set
forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between the
parties as follows:

1. Provision of services. Ozark Mission will use the funds provided by the City for
the benefit of North Little Rock individuals and families in need of minor construction and
yard work as provided by their project.

2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be for a period beginning February 28,
2023 and ending December 31, 2023.

3. Consideration by the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas. As consideration
for the services provided by Ozark Mission, the City will make a lump sum annual payment
in the amount of One Hundred Fifteen Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($115,000.00). Ozark
Mission will utilize the annual payment for the purchase of supplies used for repairs to local
homes, which is approximately equal to the cost of the services provided to or for the benefit
of the City by Ozark Mission. In the event that Ozark Mission or the City gives a notice of
termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9 below, the parties agree to negotiate in
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good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with adjustments to the amount of the annual
payment and/or the services provided by Ozark Mission to equalize such cost and benefit.

4. Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by any of
the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the non-

assigning party.

5. Authority. The City represents and warrants to Ozark Mission that it has the
authority to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly
authorized. Ozark Mission represents and warrants to the City that it has the authority to
enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for Ozark Mission has been duly authorized.
This Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official public action of the North
Little Rock City Council.

6. Ozark Mission agrees:

(a) To comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to
accomplish its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed in this
Agreement.

(b) That it will not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color,
religion, natural origin, age, gender or any other constitutionally-protected
basis.

(¢) That it will not mingle City funds with funds obtained from other sources and
shall document the expenditure of all City funds in a manner consistent with
generally accepted accounting principles and provide the same to the City
upon request.

(d) Acknowledges that certain procedural restrictions apply to the expenditure of
City funds in excess of $35,000 and the employment of professionals, as that
term has been defined by the City. (For procedural guidance in the
expenditure of City funds, Ozark Mission may contact a city purchasing
officer at (501) 975-8881.)

(e) Acknowledges that the expenditure of government funds for a governmental
purpose is a matter of public interest and subject to disclosure under the
Arkansas Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA”).

(f) That it will submit an annual report to NLR Commerce that accurately reflects
all performance under this Agreement, said report to be submitted no later
than January 15, 2023. A representative of Ozark Mission will be available,
at the request of the City, to appear before a specified City Council meeting
to answer any questions concerning the report.

(g) To attach to this agreement a document identifying each member of the
governing board of the nonprofit entity.

(h) To attach to this agreement evidence of nonprofit status, and if designated a
nontaxable entity, attach a copy of an IRS opinion letter affirming the
designation. If tax returns have been submitted, Ozark Mission will also
attach a copy of the most recent tax return.

(i) To submit a budget to demonstrate the projected use of City funds.

7. Governing Law. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be construed

under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and venue for any
cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state courts of Arkansas.

On October 13%, 2022, North Litle Rock Code Enforcement Officer Timothy McEuen
began an investigation into 4302 Dick Jeter Road after receiving complaints regarding a
property, which appeared to be abandoned, due to observed conditions of the property.
Officer McEuen verified the property was vacant so he performed an exterior inspection
of the property. Officer McEuen observed major damage to the roofing, siding, soffit, and
fascia. The property is littered with trash, and scattered junk items and an inoperable
vehicle.

On October 27*, 2022, Officer McEuen posted a Notice of City Councit hearing on the
property, and mailed notification fo all known owners and heirs. Ms. Duckworth contacted
our office and stated that she would try to have the structure demolished before the
hearing date .She also stated that the interior conditions are hazardous, Code
Enforcement officers met with Ms. Duckworth at the property and conducted an interior
inspection. Inspection showed the structure to be uninhabitable.

The condemnation procedures were started due to the condition of the house and
property. Owners and/or heirs and all interested parties were given notice of City Council
for the February 27", 2023 hearing date. Notices were mailed by certified and regular
mail, legal notice ran in the newspaper, and were also posted on the property. This
structure is considered to be unfit for human habitation.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little
