The regular meeting of the North Little Rock City Council scheduled for Monday, June 12, 2023, was
called to order at 6:00 p.m. by the Honorable Mayor Terry C. Hartwick.

Council members had the option of attending the council meeting in person or participate virtually.
The Council Chambers were open to the public.

The roll having been called and the following Council Members answered to their names: DEBI
ROSS, NATHAN HAMILTON, MAURICE TAYLOR, LINDA ROBINSON, STEVE BAXTER,
RON HARRIS, VINCE INSALACO, 111, and CHARLIE HIGHT (8/0). Chief Deputy City
Clerk/Treasurer Katelyn Thomas, Deputy City Clerk Talor Shinn, Deputy City Clerk/Revenue
Enforcement Officer Jim Scott, and City Attorney Amy Fields were also present.

The prayer and pledge of allegiance were led by Council Member Baxter.

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Insalaco, and by consent
of all members present, the minutes from the North Little Rock City Council meeting held Monday,
May 22, 2023, were approved, accepted and filed as prepared by City Clerk Diane Whitbey (8/0).

On the motion of Council Member Hamilton and seconded by Council Member Baxter, and by consent

of all members present, communications #1, 2, and 4, was accepted and filed (8/0).

1. Ember Strange, Chief Financial Officer — Chair Energy Risk Management Committee —
memorandum re: Power Cost Adjustment (PCA) Rate for June, 2023 — $0.0158 kWh (positive).

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PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Hartwick invited Economic Development Director Robert Birch to come forward. Mr. Birch
shared a PowerPoint presentation which illustrated economic growth and development in the city. In
2018, the city began a study of the East Broadway portion of the city to see what was needed to revive
that area. A new Health Clinic is now under construction, along with a central commerce center and
several distribution centers. Koppers, Inc. has been in the city since 1907 and is expanding. Mr. Birch
referenced diversity in business types in our city and community. Two new projects will be announced
in the future.

Mayor Hartwick asked Chief of Staff Mike Davis, Chief Financial Officer Ember Strange and
Emergency Services Director Kim Francisco to come forward and provide a FEMA (Federal
Emergency Management Agency) update related to the March 31, 2023 tornado. Chief Davis
referenced information in a PowerPoint which included the following: 1,690 houses were damaged
(destroyed, major, minor or otherwise affected); over 15,000 North Little Rock Electric Department
customers were affected by power outages; 1,051 people were impacted by temporary school closure,
732 people were impacted when the Amboy Food Pantry was damaged (temporarily relocated to Levy
Baptist Church); and 3,070 individuals were assisted at the emergency location.

Debris removal: total loads — 5,275; total cubic yards — 310,679. Right-of-way loads — 1,791; total
cubic yards — 107,625. Debris removed from Parks: total loads — 3,484; total cubic yards 203,054.
Chief Davis said June 21, 2023, the contractor will make another pass through the city for vegetation
debris removal. Private contractors are responsible for removing construction debris where they are
working,

Burns Parks damage update: 11 pavilions and 6 restrooms, 3 baseball fields (Sr. Baseball, DeJanis
Field/DeSalvo Stadium and Wildcat Softball). Also damaged: BMX Track, Disc Golf, Tennis Center
fencing, Soldier Memorial (comer of MacArthur and Military) and Soccer fields. Other areas with
damage include: North Little Rock Woman’s Club Building, Parks and Maintenance Building,
Superintendent’s Office, RV Park Office, Funland Concession, Funland Office and Storage, Funland
Ticket Booth, BMX Concession and Amboy Food Pantry. Funland: 12 rides, train track, fencing and
other equipment. Roads: Burns Park and city streets due to heavy equipment used for debris removal,
storage and processing.

Also damaged/destroyed: 2 tornado sirens; Electric — 226 poles, 98 transformers and over 10,000 feet
of wire. Fiber Network — City and Hydro damage. Chief Davis said some of the damage to the Electric
grid was the large transmission poles owned by Entergy. Other damage included drainage issues
caused by debris. Street signs were also lost and had to be replaced.

Estimated Costs listed by category below:

Category A — Debris Removal $8.75 million
Category B — Emergency Protective Measures $3 million
Category C — Roads and Bridges $10 million
Category E — Buildings and Equipment $750,000
Category F — Utilities $5 million

Category G — Parks, Recreational Facilities & Other $11 million

Total Estimated Costs: $35 million

Mrs. Strange referenced the 2019 Flood and how FEMA categorizes items as referenced in the
PowerPoint. Emergency Protective Measures began immediately which included police and fire and
other city staff response, overtime, etc. Roads and Bridges includes all areas where (Crowder Gulf)
heavy equipment was operating. The Buildings and Equipment number is lower because property
located within the parks is referenced under parks (Category G). Utilities (expenses) includes 9
outside agencies which came in and helped with restoration. This includes their costs (labor, poles,
line, etc.) The city continues to have meetings (weekly) with FEMA. Safety Director Kenny Stephens
is working on insurance reimbursements for (covered) city property. Site inspections continue.
Currently consulting with FEMA EHP (Environmental Historic Preservation). Continue to gather
quotes/cost estimates and put out bids. Continue working on mitigation strategies. Mrs. Strange also
went over a list of event dates/timelines. Mayor Hartwick commended all city staff for their efforts.

Mayor Hartwick invited Ms. Eve Jorgenson to come forward. Ms. Jorgenson is a volunteer leader with
the Greater Little Rock Group of Moms Demand Action for Gun Sense in America which is a National
organization. Mayor Hartwick provided a Proclamation proclaiming June 2, 2023, as National Gun
Violence Awareness Day in North Little Rock. Events were held across the nation.

Mayor Hartwick asked Mr. Randy Sandefur to come forward and introduced him as the new North
Little Rock Parks and Recreation Director. Mr. Sandfurs wife Leslie was also present.

During the
pandemic he had to keep tenants that could not pay rent which caused problems with Code
Enforcement and Courts. He has now resolved that issue. Mr. Mays said he made a down-payment to
a contractor for work. He referenced previous plumbing work which is not accepted by the City of
North Little Rock. He will have to have new lines run. Code Enforcement Director Felicia McHenry
said she is not aware of progress at this time as Mr. Mays has not contacted Code Enforcement for an
inspection. She said the property has never been occupied to her knowledge. City Attorney Fields
said the city entered into a rehabilitation agreement in August, 2022, which has expired. Mr. Mays is
seeking a 45 day extension. Ms. Belinda Sykes-Burney moved back in the neighborhood for 15 years.
There has been no one living in the house and there are no utilities on. However, there is steady traffic
in and out of the house. The property is a nuisance. Mr. Mays said the pandemic did not effect this
particular property, but other units that support (financially) all of his properties. Mr. Mays said the
property was remodeled in 1990. Council Member Ross said she has been on the city council for 17
years. She has had more calls about vagrants and sanitation issues at this location than any other. Mr.
Mays said he ran out of funds due to his wife’s illness and was unable to rehabilitate the property.
Council Member Ross said properties like this have a negative effect on a neighborhood. On the
previous motion and all members present having voted no, the resolution failed (0/8) (owner: Mays
Property Management Inc. c/o George Mays)

They
have requested the rezone of the location they now own. When they went to Pulaski County to get
permits, they were told the only permit they needed was for the perk (test). They have since spoken
with North Little Rock Assistant Planning Director Donna James and Vicky Laspina with Pulaski
County. They have put in a septic system and an FHA approved permanent foundation has been
poured. The house has been delivered and set up. Mr. Lee said they were given misinformation
regarding the jurisdiction of the property (county/city). North Little Rock Planning Director Shawn
Spencer said there is a difference between Pulaski County Planning and North Little Rock Planning.
The property is within the city’s planning jurisdiction and is currently zoned R-2 for a single family
residence. The city found out about the intent (manufactured home) when Pulaski County called
because they were about to assign an address to the location. At that point, the city put a stop work
order on the site. Council Member Taylor referenced another area where the property was not within
the city limits at the time of development and had substandard construction which was later annexed
into the city. Mr. Lee said there is a manufactured home across the road. He said they followed the
guidance they were given. Mr. Lee restated this is a manufactured home on an FHA approved
foundation. Council Member Baxter said he went by today and the home is on cinder blocks. Mr. Lee
said the foundation is 32 feet long, 11 feet across and 12 inches deep with rebar. Mr. McClanahan said
the area is beautiful. If this (rezone) is allowed, everyone else would be able to do what they want. He
is next to Craig Avenue and said if you drive to the end it is a mess. Mr. Squires referenced an Agreed
Order and Judgement which included “there will be no manufactured housing of any type allowed on
the purchased property.” Mr. Donald Chapman said he owned the land or was involved with it in the
past. He developed it going west and said there is a Bill of Assurance (since the beginning). The
homes in the area are $300,000.00 homes. Mr. Lee encouraged the council to visit the site. There is a
junk yard before you reach the location. Next door a metal building is being used as a home. Council
Member Harris said he needs to see the site. Council Member Hamilton said people move to the
county for a reason. He supports housing of all types but also understands opposition of residents in
the area. One photo of the structure was shown. Council Member said there are some mobile homes
in the city, however, when they are destroyed they are not allowed to be replaced. Council Member
Hamilton said he will defer to the council members from Ward 2. Council Member Ross referenced a
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situation where a manufactured home was allowed temporarily, but then renovated to a more
permanent structure. Council Member Taylor asked how this reached this point. Council Member
Baxter referenced a similar situation on MacArthur which was in the territorial jurisdiction which was
denied. Mr. Steve Knight lives next to Mr. Lee and met him a few times during the spring. He said he
told him a few specifics about the property and what had happened in the past along with restrictions.
He said Mr. Lee told him what he planned to put on the property. Mr. Knight said he suggested he talk
to Mr. Squires. Council Member Taylor asked if the applicants were moving from Conway to this
location. The response was inaudible as the speaker was not at the microphone. There being no one
else wishing to be heard, the public hearing was adjourned. On the motion of Council Member Taylor
and seconded by Council Member Ross, and the roll having been called, and all members present
having voted no, the ordinance failed (0/8).

She is taking the place of Officer Jhailhan Rathey
who was promoted to Sergeant. Mayor Hartwick said North Little Rock will celebrate Juneteenth next
week. Garbage, trash and recycling routes will be delayed one-day all week.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council Member
Ross and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent of all members present, the meeting
was adjourned at 7:26 p.m. (8/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting to be held on Monday,
June 26, 2023, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in City Hall, located at 300 Main
Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas.

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 10276 (adopted by the City Council on May 9,
2022), the Mayor and City Clerk entered into an Agreement to Rehabilitate Property
(“Agreement”) with Arkansas Homes and Rentals (“Owner”) for certain real property located at
4209 Coral Street; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has made substantial improvements to the property; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement has expired, and the Owner seeks additional time to complete
rehabilitation; and

WHEREAS, it is the belief of the Owner that the property, through rehabilitation, can
become a viable contributor to the City’s economy and will improve the overall aesthetic
appearance of the area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an
Amended Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (substantially similar to Exhibit A) with Arkansas
Homes and Rentals (“Owner”) to allow additional time to rehabilitate certain property located at
4209 Coral Street, more particularly described as follows:

AMENDED AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

AMENDED AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

On this _ day of , 2023, the City of North Little Rock (hereinafter the
“City”), and Arkansas Homes and Rentals, (hereinafter “Owners”) enter into this Amended
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (hereinafter the “Amended Agreement”). The Original
AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY was signed by the Mayor on May 9, 2022,
[Exhibit A], regarding real property located at the address commonly known as 4209 Coral
Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas (hereinafter the “Subject Property”) subject to the terms and
conditions stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock City Council (“City Council) considered the buildings,
houses and other structures located at or on the Subject Property to constitute a public nuisance
and declared that said structures must be repaired in strict accordance with this Agreement or
completely razed or removed within the timeframe provided in this Agreement in order to abate
the nuisance; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Subject Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any
and all structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has been unable to cause repairs to the nuisance structures on the
Subject Property within the allotted timeframe given under the AGREEMENT TO
REHABILITATE PROPERTY signed by the Mayor on May 9, 2022 [Exhibit A]. The Owners
wish to enter into an AMENDED AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY in licu
of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a nuisance and will
otherwise conform to all requirements of the current Arkansas Fire Prevention Code and the North
Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (hereinafter “Applicable Safety Regulations™); and

WHEREAS, the Owners presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached hereto
as Exhibit B to repair the nuisance structures on the Subject Property according to a strict timeline,
and the willingness to immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures should
timely repair prove to be impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur; and

WHEREAS, the City has relied on representations by the Owner to forego the immediate
razing of the nuisance structures and demands adequate assurances on the part of the Owner that
the nuisance structures shall be repaired to become fully compliant with the law.

WHEREAS, the OWNERS have made significant progress on the Structure to warrant
additional time to complete the project. The Owners hereby request additional time until May 15,
2023 to complete the project and obtain a Certificate of Occupancy.





NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Amended Agreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Amended
Agreement is contingent upon the approval or adoption of this Amended Agreement by Resolution
of the City Council. It shall not be presented to City Council for approval until signed by the
Owner. All dates in this Agreement shall run from the date that the City Council approves this
Amended Agreement which shall be referred to herein as the “Effective Date.”

2. Escrow. The Owners have previously deposited an escrow check with the City Clerk for
$4,475.00 (“Escrow”) [Exhibit C], such amount not exceeding a good faith estimate of the cost to
raze the nuisance structures on the Subject Property, to be held by the City to assure performance
by the Owner. Upon the Owner’s timely and proper completion of all obligations under this
Agreement, the City shall return the Escrow to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the
City by the Owner which relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees,
administrative penalties, fines, and court costs. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete
any obligation under this Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs
attributable to the razing and removal of nuisance structures, or other abatement, on the Subject
Property (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of Abatement, all excess funds
shall be returned to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner which
relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees, administrative penalties,
fines, and court costs. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner
shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition to any other remedy for recovery which
may be available to the City.

a. Certificate of Occupancy. On or before May 15, 2023, the structure must qualify for a
certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner
has submitted a written request for a final inspection and the date the final inspection actually
occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his
sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and
failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall
return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2 and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a
resolution declaring that the Subject Property is no longer a nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the
Subject Property). If the Owner fails to meet this deadline after all permitted extensions have
expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

3. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions
indicated herein form a material basis of this amended agreement and may only be waived in
writing signed by both parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be
construed to waive that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

4. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective
Date and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:






a. The City has issued the Owner a certificate of occupancy for the Subject Property and
all Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Subject Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the
Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner has paid
the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.

5. Waiver. By executing this Agreement, the Owner hereby enters his appearance before
the City Council in relation to all administrative or quasi-judicial proceedings pertaining to the
Subject Property waiving all form, content and method of service of all notices and proceedings
concerning the Subject Property which have been, are now, or will be before the City Council prior
to or during the duration of this Amended Agreement. The Owner acknowledges and knowingly
accepts responsibility to be vigilant and aware of all City actions regarding the Subject Property
throughout the duration of this Agreement which are publicly available at the following City
offices: Code Enforcement, Community Planning, the Fire Department, and the City Clerk.

6. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the true owner of the
Subject Property and all structures on the Subject Property where the work is to be performed, or
that he or she acts with properly delegated authority from such true owner. The Owner agrees to
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to
be the true owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject
as this Amended Agreement.

7. Conditional Approval and Appeal. The approval of this Agreement by the City
Council of North Little Rock constitutes a quasi-judicial determination to grant conditional
approval and partial relief to the owner of a public nuisance. The Owner acknowledges that by
entering this Agreement, certain facts and findings are established relating to the nature of the
Subject Property as a public nuisance and that those facts and findings may be detrimental to the
Owner. If the Owner contests any fact or finding established by this Agreement, or all of them,
the Owner is authorized by law to appeal this Agreement to a court of law in accordance with the
Arkansas rules governing appeals from District Courts.

8. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and
incorporates all prior discussions and agreements. This document is not an agreement with any
other governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

9. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Amended
Agreement are declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found
herein are declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be
unaffected.





10. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work
on the Subject Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

11. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Subject
Property to be transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

13. Binding Agreement. This Amended Agreement as well as the AGREEMENT TO
REHABILITATE PROPERTY shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their respective heirs,
executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

14. Enforcement of Debt. The Owners shall be and remain liable for any amounts due
the City under this Amended Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection
of the same.

15. Authority. The parties executing this Amended Agreement below represent and
warrant that they have the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and the
Owners and that the provisions herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

16. Amendment. This AMENDED AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE
PROPERTY is an Amendment to the Existing AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE
PROPERTY signed by the Mayor on May 9, 2022. All other terms of the original agreement
remain in effect and enforceable. Only the completion date and issuance of the certificate of
occupancy are extended to May 15, 2023.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement and request of the
Owner, the City shall issue the Owner a building permit authorizing work on the Subject Property
which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals of all other building permits
issued by the City. Neither the Building Permit, nor this Agreement, nor any provision found
within either the Building Permit or this Agreement shall be deemed to waive any requirement to
fully comply with Applicable Safety Regulations. The Owner is hereby advised that the Applicable
Safety Regulations are available for inspection at the Office of the North Little Rock City Clerk.
If the Owner appeals this Agreement as provided in paragraph 11, the Building Permit shall
immediately be suspended pending judicial review.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Subject Property constitutes
a continuing nuisance, the owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with
repairs and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Subject Property to
conform with the Applicable Regulations. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described
below indicate the minimum level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance.
Any failure to meet any benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure
without further notice or hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated

below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all walls have been properly raised and
covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies with
the Applicable Regulations; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Regulations; and (4) the roof is
completely installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Regulations
as a final roof covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to
immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.





b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling has been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for
each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date
the inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately
liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

¢. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering
and windows in accordance with the Applicable Regulations, If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Subject Property is no
longer a nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Subject Property). If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate

the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100
year flood. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for adverse
weather delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock

Zoning Ordinance.

6. Delays for Appeals. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines described in
paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to administrative or quasi-judicial






appeal. Such claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five
(5) days of the end of the period of appeal claimed; (c) supported by evidence substantiating that
the appeal had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance structures
on the Subject Property. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for
appeal delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock

Zoning Ordinance.

7. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive
that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

8. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a certificate of occupancy for the Subject Property and
all Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Subject Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.

9. Waiver. By executing this Agreement, the Owner hereby enters his appearance before the City
Council in relation to all administrative or quasi-judicial proceedings pertaining to the Subject
Property waiving all form, content and method of service of all notices and proceedings concerning
the Subject Property which have been, are now, or will be before the City Council prior to or during
the duration of this Agreement. The Owner acknowledges and knowingly accepts responsibility
to be vigilant and aware of all City actions regarding the Subject Property throughout the duration
of this Agreement which are publicly available at the following City offices: Code Enforcement,
Community Planning, the Fire Department, and the City Clerk.

10. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the true owner of the Subject
Property and all structures on the Subject Property where the work is to be performed, or that he
or she acts with properly delegated authority from such true owner. The Owner agrees to
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to
be the true owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject

as this Agreement.

11. Conditional Approval and Appeal. The approval of this Agreement by the City Council of
North Little Rock constitutes a quasi-judicial determination to grant conditional approval and
partial relief to the owner of a public nuisance. The Owner acknowledges that by entering this
Agreement, certain facts and findings are established relating to the nature of the Subject Property






as a public nuisance and that those facts and findings may be detrimental to the Owner. If the
Owner contests any fact or finding established by this Agreement, or all of them, the Owner is
authorized by law to appeal this Agreement to a court of law in accordance with the Arkansas rules

governing appeals from District Courts.

12. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is not an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

13. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

14. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Subject Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

15. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Subject Property to
be transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

16. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

17. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

18. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constifute valid, enforceable obligations of each.
