As part of the company's business strategy to operate more efficiently, Tyson
Foods has determined that it must permanently eliminate all jobs at its North Little Rock plant
located at 3800 Progress St North Little Rock, AR 72114 and permanently close the entire plant.
Tyson Foods regrets that its team members must be displaced, yet hopes to accomplish this plant
closing with the least possible disruption to team members, their families, and the community.

The last day of production at the North Little Rock plant is anticipated to occur on or about October
7,2023. As production is expected to cease at that time, the employment of approximately 339
affected team members will be permanently terminated at least sixty (60) days after the date of this
notice, or on or about October 7, 2023.

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A SPECIAL USE TO ALLOW A TYPE 1 SHORT TERM RENTAL
(STR) IN AN R2 ZONE FOR CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 309 WEST 7™
STREET IN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK. ARKANSAS: DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY':; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was called and the readings were suspended July
10, 2023. The legislation was again read on this date. A motion to adopt was made by Council
Member Taylor and seconded by Council Member Robinson. Council Member Ross said the property
is a duplex and the owner lives on one side and rents the other as a Short Term Rental (STR). She
asked if future applicants would be able to request the same consideration (under the same
circumstances). City Attorney Fields said this would be inconsistent with the existing (STR) ordinance
(9559) as it is owner-occupied and a new STR would not be allowed in an R2. Council Member
Taylor asked if it would be allowed with a Special Use. Ms. Fields advised it would not and her
opinion was this is a single (real estate) parcel. Council Member Ross said situations would come up
that might require the initial ordinance to be amended and suggested amending it to allow a duplex and
STR (in an R2). Council Member Taylor asked Planning Director Shawn Spencer why Planning
recommended a Special Use. Mr. Spencer said the ordinance did not directly address a duplex. Under
planning zoning the two units are on one parcel which if the ordinance was amended it would help. If
Council Member Ross amends the STR ordinance at the next meeting, this item (0-23-48) could be
called after and adopted. Council Member Ross said she will vote against this ordinance as STRs are
not allowed in an R2. City Attorney Fields reminded the council if this item is called to a vote and
fails to receive a majority vote, the applicant will have to wait one (1) year to reapply. The applicant,
Mr. Britt Tucker Stroth asked if he no longer lives in the duplex, would the Special Use stay in effect.
City Attorney Fields said if he did not live at the location he could not have a STR as the property is in

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an R2 zone. If he moved he would be able to rent both sides as long-term rentals. Council Member
Hamilton asked if this was because there was a blanket ban on STRs in R2 (and R1) zones. City
Attorney Fields said there is an exception for those that already existed. Mr. Stroth asked if the STR
legislation is amended would he still be able to retain the Special Use. Council Member Hamilton
suggested amending the (STR) ordinance to a certain (or restricted) number of STR locations. Council
Member Taylor asked Mr. Spencer to clarify the difference between a Special Use and a Conditional
Use in R1 and R2 zones. Mr. Spencer said (a Special Use is) to allow a suitable use not listed in the
zoning ordinance. Council Member Hamilton asked Mr. Stroth if he would prefer an amendment that
would allow him to operate his STR if the property is not owner-occupied. At the request of the
sponsor, Council Member Taylor the legislation was held.

A motion to adopt was made
by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Hamilton. Mrs. Jessica Stephens,
North Little Rock Electric Department Director of Power Supply, advised the city has a 25 year Public
Power Agreement (PPA) with Today’s Power Inc. for five (5) megawatts of solar power. She said
most solar agreements are 25 years with an option to purchase at increments along the way. North
Little Rock asked for an energy price to provide the city with electricity that will be generated and a
service fee ($100 [$1,200 per month] for the first five (5) years). The fee will increase by
approximately 2% each year during the 25 year term. Council Member Ross said the (initial) amount
for Operations and Management is $1,800 per month. Mrs. Stephens said the city would have the
option to purchase the (solar) array after six (6) years or continue with the PPA. This would be
analyzed by the Risk Department. Council Member Hamilton said he was glad the electric department
was moving towards solar (power). Mrs. Stephens said current pricing fits within the department’s
portfolio. Mayor Hartwick asked about avoided cost which Mrs. Stephens said fluctuates. He said
North Little Rock is the only city in the state that will have hydro, regular energy, and solar power. On
the previous motion, and by consent of all members present, with the exception of Council Member
Hamilton who passed, the resolution was adopted (6/1).

Ms. Martha Capps is a resident of
the Delta Lawn Edition and a member of the Rose City Neighborhood Association. Ms. Capps said
she has recycled glass for years and encourages others to do the same. She referenced a packet she
shared with Council Members. Residents in the area want to make sure this business does no harm to
their community. Mr. Robert Birch, Economic Development Director had received several questions
regarding the business. The property is currently zoned 12 (Industrial) which is appropriate in this
case. There were concerns regarding noise, air quality, and appearance. The facility will be indoors
and quiet. The facility is currently in the design phase. The only things visible from outside will be
the parking lot. Mr. Birch said there is also a 100 foot setback where there are trees. Any outdoor
storage would be minimal and not in public view. ADEQ (Arkansas Department of Environmental
Quality) has signed off on the air quality. Mr. Birch and others will be speaking on the topic at the
Rose City Neighborhood Association meeting in August. Ms. Capps said she researched glass
recycling facilities across the United States. She spoke with an employee of a company in
Pennsylvania who said their only issue was dust. Mr. Courtney Little — Ace Glass said they have
partnered with a group from Austria regarding dust solutions. He said they would also have a tree
buffer. Mr. Little said their product is an ultra-light foam glass aggregate. It can be used for road base
or filler in poor soil. The product is seven (7) times the volume per ton than regular gravel which
reduces transportation costs. This product was used on the Interstate 30 crossing where there was a
utility crossing that would have required a structural casing to protect lines. This product was put in
and the top layer was compacted. The highway paving material was installed over it. This saved the
Arkansas Department of Transportation money. Mr. Little said the aggregate costs more, but the final
road costs less. This product is used in Europe to protect membrane roofs. The product is also used in
greenhouses instead of styrofoam for insulation. Council Member Robinson said this item will go
before the Planning Commission on August 8. There being no one else wishing to be heard, Mayor
Hartwick adjourned the public hearing. On the motion of Council Member Ross and seconded by
Council Member Taylor, and the roll having been called, and all members present having voted in the
affirmative, with the exception of Council Member Robinson who passed, the ordinance was adopted
(6/1). Emergency clause adopted (7/0).

AN ORDINANCE REINSTATING AND AMENDING THE RETIREMENT
BENEFIT PLAN FOR MEMBERS OF THE NORTH LITTLE ROCK CITY
COUNCIL; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER
PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Act 437 of 2023, the Arkansas General Assembly has authorized
cities of the first class to amend, repeal, or reinstate any retirement benefit system or plan for

members of the governing body of a city that had established such a system or plan on or before
July 3, 1989; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 4845, as amended by Ordinance No. 6047, the
City of North Little Rock had a retirement plan in place for City Council members before July 3,
1989, by which City Council members were eligible to receive retirement benefits from the City’s
non-uniformed retirement plan upon meeting certain service and age requirements; and

WHEREAS, the previous retirement plan for City Council members should be reinstated;
and

WHEREAS, the provisions of the previous retirement plan for City: Council members
should be amended as set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the previous retirement plan for City Council members established by
Ordinance No. 4845, as amended by Ordinance No. 6047, is hereby reinstated subject to the
amendment to the plan as set forth in Section 2 of this Ordinance.

SECTION 2: That to the extent any provisions of the plan apply to City Council members,
the retirement plan established by Ordinance No. 4845, as amended by Ordinance No. 6047, is
hereby amended to provide:

That any person who shall serve as an appointed or elected City Council member of the
City of North Little Rock for a period of not less than sixteen (16) years, upon reaching
age sixty-five (65), shall be entitled to retire at an annual retirement benefit during the
remainder of his or her natural life, payable at the rate of one-half (1/2) of the salary payable
to the City Council member at the time of his or her retirement, said payments to be made
from the City’s General Fund.

SECTION 3: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.





SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that provision of retirement benefits to
City Council members is of immediate importance to the operation of the City and the immediate
passage of this ordinance is necessary for the preservation of the public health, safety and welfare,
THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in full force
and effect from and after its passage and approval.

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE COLLECTION OF A
FRANCHISE FEE FROM HYPERFIBER, LLC ON SERVICES
PROVIDED WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL BOUNDARIES OF THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS; PROVIDING FOR THE
METHOD OF PAYMENT THEREOF; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Hyperfiber, LLC (“Hyperfiber”), is duly authorized to have custody,
operation and maintenance of its fiber optic cable telecommunications network and provide
services for users located in the City of North Little Rock (“the City”), collecting revenues therefor;
and

WHEREAS, Hyperfiber will be providing services to the City and its inhabitants and
occupying the streets, alleys, airways and other public rights-of-way within the City; and

WHEREAS, the City is legally authorized to impose, and Hyperfiber has agreed to pay, a
just and reasonable franchise fee in connection with its operations in the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That upon approval by City Council, Hyperfiber shall pay to the City of
North Little Rock a fee equal to 4.25% of its gross revenue collection as paid to it by industrial,
commercial, and residential users located within the corporate limits of the City of North Little
Rock for communication services that are charged to a service address within the City.

SECTION 2: That said franchise fee payments to the City by Hyperfiber in the amounts
as provided for in Section 1 hereof shall be made monthly on or before the 15" of the following
month.

SECTION 3: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: 1t is hereby found and determined that the fair and equal treatment of
telecommunication providers is important to the connectivity of all City residents and the
immediate passage of this ordinance is necessary in order to insure the proper and orderly growth
of this land and the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public health, safety and welfare, THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby





declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and
approval.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 9559, WHICH
ESTABLISHED A COMPREHENSIVE CODE TO REGULATE
ISSUANCE OF, AND CONDITIONS ASSOCIATED WITH, SHORT-
TERM RESIDENTIAL RENTAL BUSINESS LICENSES; DECLARING
AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, on April 10, 2023, the North Little Rock City Council adopted Ordinance No.
9559, which established a comprehensive code to regulate the issuance of, and conditions
associated with, short-term residential rental business licenses in the City of North Little Rock;

and

WHEREAS, in order to provide clarity and avoid confusion, the provisions in the ordinance
regarding the six-month start-up period should be amended.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Section 2, Subsection B of Ordinance No. 9559 is hereby amended as

follows:

B.
1.

Allowed Use.

Transient use of residential property for remuneration is allowed as provided

herein. Short- term residential rentals are intended for sleeping

accommodations.

Each transient use must continually meet all the requirements set forth

herein.

There shall be a six-month start-up period after the enactment of the Short-term

Rental Ordinance.

a. Existing short-term rental operators with an active City of North Little
Rock business license shall have three months to submit the required
documentation to maintain a business license for a short-term rental and
be considered in compliance. If the process is not started within three
months, the revocation process for the existing business license will be
initiated because there is not a valid business license for operation of a
short-term rental. Existing short-term rental operators that submit the
required documentation shall be considered to be a non-conforming use
and permitted to continue operation, subject to compliance with the
remaining terms of this Ordinance.

b. Existing short-term rental properties,

y . without a City of North L1ttle Rock business license,

shall have three months to start the process for a Special Use to allow the

short-term rental. To qualify as a pre-existing short-term rental
satisfactory proof of operation prior to the date of adoption of this






ordinance must be provided to city staff. Documentation shall include
that the unit was utilized as a short-term rental prior to the enactment date
including a copy of a back dated advertisement listing the unit and a copy
of a transaction prior to the adoption date documenting the unit was
utilized as a short-term rental. After the six month start-up period, all
short-term rental units must request and be approved a Special Use to
secure a business license to be considered in compliance. After the six-
month start-up period. no Special Uses shall be granted for Short-Term
Rental Type 2 rentals within R1 and R2 Zoning Districts.

4, License Required — No dwelling unit in the City shall be used as a short-term
rental unless:
a. The owner of the dwelling unit or operator of the short-term rental

possesses a valid and current business license for the dwelling unit, and
fully complies with all legal requirements and duties imposed herein with
respect to each and every short-term rental; and

b. The owner has designated an agent, where said agent fully complies with
all legal requirements and duties imposed herein with respect to every
short-term rental. The owner may serve as their own agent; and

C. The owner of the dwelling unit or operator of the short-term rental
provides proof of a valid and current homeowner’s insurance rider policy,
which fully covers each unit when operated as short-term rental unit.

SECTION 2: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such 1nva11d1ty shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that amendment of the short-term rental

LICENSE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT by and between the City of North Little Rock, hereinafter referred
to as “Licensor,” and Hyperfiber, LLC, hereinafter referred to “Licensee,” is effective on the date
signed by the Licensor (the “Effective Date™).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Licensee wishes to construct, operate and maintain fiber optic cable
telecommunications facilities underneath Licensor streets and rights-of-way and attached to
existing poles owned and maintained by the Licensor on and around property owned by Licensee
in the City of North Little Rock; and

WHEREAS, Licensee and the Licensor agree that $20.00 per year per pole is reasonable
compensation to the Licensor for use of the Licensor’s streets and poles, subject to an annual
adjustment.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein,
the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. That the Licensor hereby grants to Licensee a license to construct, operate and
maintain its fiber optic cable telecommunications facilities underneath city streets and rights-of-
way and attached to Licensor’s poles in rights-of-way on and around property owned by
Licensor.

2. Licensee hereby agrees to perform the installation of the network at its own expense

3. Licensee hereby agrees to abide at all times by the National Electric Safety Code
(NESC)

4. Licensee agrees to reimburse the North Little Rock Electric Department, and other
companies, if any that own facilities attached as of the date of this Agreement to the Licensor’s
poles, for all costs incurred in making any adjustments required to accommodate attachment of
Licensee’s facilities to Licensor’s poles.

5. Licensee agrees to pay the sum of Twenty & 00/100 Dollars ($20.00) per pole per
year, payable in advance, for the use of Licensor streets, rights-of-way and poles.

6. This Agreement shall become effective upon its approval by the North Little Rock City
Council and its execution by the Licensor and shall continue in effect from year to year until
terminated by Licensee or Licensor. Licensee or Licensor may terminate this Agreement for
convenience upon 90 days’ notice to other party. In the event this Agreement is terminated, and
no new Agreement is reached, Licensee shall remove within thirty (30) days, or transfer to a
third party, acceptable to Licensee and Licensor, its attachment and facilities under this
Agreement at Licensee’s sole cost and expense without any liability thereof.





7. During the Term of this Agreement, Licensee shall procure and maintain, at Licensee’s
sole cost and expense, commercial general liability insurance with coverage amounts of not less
than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 in the aggregate for bodily injury and property
damage; workers’ compensation insurance per Arkansas law and employers’ liability insurance
with coverage amounts not less than (i) One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) for bodily injury per
accident, (ii) One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) for bodily injury by disease per policy and (iii)
One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) for bodily injury by disease per employee. The Certificates of
Insurance required including, without limitation, all renewals, shall include Licensor as an
additional insured, and provide for at least thirty (30) days advance notice to Licensor by the
insurer prior to any non-renewal or cancellation. Licensee shall provide Licensor with a copy of
certificates of insurance stating that the coverage as required herein is in full force and effect no
later than the seven days prior to this Agreement being presented to the North Little Rock City
Council for approval.

8. If Licensee does not have a current business license in North Little Rock or another
city in Arkansas, Contractor must obtain a North Little Rock Business License from the North
Little Rock City Clerk prior to executing this Agreement. If Contractor does have a current
business license from another city in Arkansas, Contractor shall provide a copy of such license at
the time Contractor submits the executed Agreement.

9. Licensee shall indemnify and save the Licensor harmless against any loss that may
result to the equipment or any property owned or used by the Licensor and against any and all
claims and demands for payments attributable to injury or death to persons (including payments
made under any Workers’ Compensation Law or under any plan for employer’s liability and
benefits) arising out of or in connection with the erection, construction, maintenance, repair, use
or removal of Licensee’s network hereunder, except to the extent that any such loss or claim is
caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of the Licensor or any person acting on behalf of
the Licensor.

10. Licensee may at any time remove its attachments from any pole or poles of the
Licensor, and in connection therewith, shall give notice immediately of such removal to the
Licensor. No refund of any rental shall be due on account of such removal.

11. Licensee’s excavation and repair of Licensor’s streets and poles thereon shall comply
with the Licensor’s rules and standards and specifications, with all municipal, state, and federal
laws and regulations and with the National Electric Safety Code and be made and maintained in
such a manner as will not conflict with the use of said facilities.

12. The Licensor may use, change, operate, and maintain its poles in facilities in
connection with its business as it sees fits and in such a manner as will best enable it to fill its
own service requirements and shall not be liable to Licensee for any damage to or interference
with the operation of facilities and appurtenances of Licensee, excepting acts of gross negligence
or willful misconduct.

13. Nothing herein contained shall be construed to confer upon Licensee any right of
property in the poles, streets and rights-of-way of Licensor or to require Licensor to maintain





said poles and facilities or any part of them longer than in Licensor’s judgment its own business
requires.

14. Licensee shall not assign, transfer or sublet any of the rights herein granted without
prior written consent of the Licensor, except that no consent shall be required for a transfer or
assignment to any entity controlled by or under common control with, or which acquires or
succeeds to ownership to substantially all of the assets of, Licensee. Subject to said provision,
this Agreement shall extend to and bind the successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

15. Licensor and Licensee hereto agree that this Agreement shall be construed under
Arkansas law, excluding its conflict of laws rules. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction
and venue for any cause of action arising from this Contract shall be vested in either the U.S.
District Court for the Eastern District of Arkansas or the Circuit Court of Pulaski County,
Arkansas.

16. No delay or failure to exercise any right under this Agreement shall impair any such
right or be construed to be a waiver thereof. No waiver shall be effective unless in writing signed
by the party waiving. A waiver of a right on one occasion shall not be deemed to be waiver of such
right on any other occasion. A waiver of a right on one occasion shall not be deemed to be a waiver
of any other right on that occasion.

17. Any provision or part of this Agreement held to be void or unenforceable under any
Law or Regulation shall be deemed stricken, and all remaining provisions shall continue to be
valid and binding upon Licensor and Licensee, who agree that this Agreement shall be reformed
to replace such stricken provision or part thereof with a valid and enforceable provision that comes
as close as possible to expressing the intention of the stricken provision.

18. All representations and indemnifications made in, required by, or given in accordance
with the Agreement, as well as all continuing obligations indicated in the Agreement, will survive
termination of the Agreement for period of five years.

19. Any notice, request, instruction, demand, consent, or other communication required or
permitted to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered either by
hand or by certified mail, postage prepaid, and certified return receipt requested to the following
address or such other address as the Parties may provide to each other in writing:

enforce rules and regulations with respect to all common areas including but not limited to
limitations on use.

8. INSURANCE BY LESSEE. Lessee, a governmental entity, has tort immunity
pursuant to Arkansas law, and is not required to maintain general liability insurance under this
Lease.

9. COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL, STATE & LOCAL LAWS. Lessee agrees that its

use of the property will conform to all federal laws and regulations, state laws, local ordinances,
and operational rules and regulations of the North Little Rock Airport Commission. This
provision specifically includes but is not limited to federal air spacing requirements.

10, CONSTRUCTION OR IMPROVEMENTS/BUILDINGS BY LESSEES. Lessee
shail have the right at any time during the term of this Lease to erect, maintain, alter, remodel,
reconstruct, rebuild and replace buildings and other improvements on the leased premises and
to alter the contour of the leased premises, subject to the covenants and Agreements contained
herein and subject to the following general conditions:

(a) All costs of such construction, reconstruction, demolition, repair, remodel or
reconstruction or any change alteration or improvements shall be the responsibility
of and shall be paid by the Lessee. Lessee shall hold Lessor harmless from any such
lien or claim of lien.

(b) Any and all improvements and construction shall be generally consistent with the
purposes hereinafier provided in this Agreement and shall be diligently pursued to
completion and performed in a good, clean workmanlike manner.

(c) No construction, improvements, material additions to or alterations or removal of
any existing improvements, shall be commenced or constructed until the plans,
specifications, and proposed location or such improvements have been submitted to
and approved by Lessor. Lessor shall not unreasonably withhold such approval.
Any plans or specifications submitted by Lessee for Lessor's approval shall be
submitted no later than thirty (30) days prior to the Commission meeting at which
Lessee requests that such items be placed on the agenda. Such consent by Lessor
shall not be unreasonably withheld. Lessor's approval or disapproval shall occur
within 30 days following the referenced Commission meeting.

(d) The following items do not require submission for approval by Lessor (For
purposes of this subsection, minor repairs and alterations shall be considered those
less than $10,000, and minor repairs and alterations):

1. Minor repairs and alterations to existing structures and improvements and
signage as shown on Exhibit B

2. Minor repairs and alterations required by an authorized public official
having authority or jurisdiction over such structure(s) and/or improvements(s).

(e) It is acknowledged and agreed that Lessor assumnes no, nor shall it have liability or,
responsibility for any defect in any improvement constructed pursuant o plans or
specifications which it has approved.

() ALL BUILDINGS AND IMPROVEMENTS PLACED UPON THE LEASED
PREMISES BY THE LESSEE SHALL BE THE PROPERTY OF THE LESSEE
DURING THE TERM OR ANY OPTION OR EXTENSION OF THIS LEASE.
AT THE TERMINATION OF THIS LEASE, ALL BUILDINGS AND
IMPROVEMENTS SHALL BECOME THE PROPERTY OF THE LESSOR.

(g) Lessee shall be responsible for the direct and prompt payment of all charges for water,
heat, gas electricity, sewer, telephone, and any and all other utilities on the leased
premises throughout the term of this Lease.

(h) Lessee shall be responsible for direct and prompt payment of all fees, costs, and
expenses associated with providing utility services 1o the leased premises. Lessee shall
obtain the prior. written approval of Lessor with respect to the placement of any utility
lines, which may be necessary; such approval shall not be unreasonably withheld. All
utility lines shall be underground and shall comply with all laws, ordinances, and
regulations governing installation and maintenance of such utility lines. It is
acknowledged and agreed that the Lessor shall have no liability resulting from
Lessee's installation of such utility lines.

(i) Lessee shall at all times during the term of this Lease and any option or extension
thereof at Lessee's cost and expense, keep and maintain in a good state of
appearance and repair or cause to be kept and maintained in a good state of
appearance and repair, all buildings and improvements which may be erected on the
leased premises. Lessor shall have the right to enter and inspect any premises at any
time during normal business hours.

(j) Lessee shall have the right, from time to time, to assign or encumber Lessee's
leasehold interest, by deed of trust, mortgage, or other security instrument. No such
assignment or encumbrance shall constitute a lien on the fee title of Lessor.

(k) Lessee shall obtain all necessary approvals and building permits required from the
City of North Little Rock and any other govemmental entity before undertaking any

construction on the premises.

1. EMINENT DOMAIN-CONDEMNATION. In the event that all or any part of the

premises, or any leasehold or other interest in the premises shall be taken or damaged by the
exercise by any governmental authority of the power of eminent domain, then (whether or not
this lease shall terminate by operation of law upon such exercise of the power of eminent
domain) the amount of damages resulting to l.essor and Lessee, respectively, and to their
respective interests in and 1o the premises, if applicable, and in, to and in connection with this
lease, by reason of the exercise of the power of eminent domain, shall be separately determined
(Lessee may also pursue its own award separately) and computed by the court having

12. CONDUCT OF BUSINESS BY TENANT. Lessee agrees to store garbage, trash, and
other refuse in rat-proof and insect-proof containers inside the premises, and remove the same
from the premises frequently and regularly.

15. AD VALOREM TAXES-IMPROVEMENTS. Lessee shall be responsible for the

prompt timely payment of all ad valorem taxes of any nature or kind relating to any of the
improvements or personality located on the leased premises. Lessee agrees to promptly pay all
of such assessed taxes and to indemnify and hold Lessor harmless with respect to the
assessment and/or penalties relating thereto.

Lessor
reserves the right to further develop or improve the landing areas of the airport as Lessor sees
fit, regardless of the desires or views of the Lessee, and without interference or hindrance to the
operations of the Lessee.

20. MAINTENANCE OF RUNWAYS AND PUBLIC FACILITIES. Lessor reserves the
right, but shall not be obligated to Lessee, to maintain and keep in repair the landing area of the
airport and all publicly owned facilities of the airport.

21 WAR OR NATIONAL EMERGENCY. Lessee acknowledges that during the time of

war or national emergency that the Lessor retains and has the right to lease its landing areas, or
any part thereof, to the United States Government for military, air, or naval use, and if such
lease is executed, any and all provisions of this Agreement are suspended, to the extent that
such provisions are inconsistent with the provisions of the lease to the United States
Govermment.

22. PROTECTION OF AERIAL APPROACHES/USEFULNESS OF AIRPORT. The
Lessee agrees that the Lessor reserves the right to take any action it considers necessary to
protect the aerial approaches of the airport against obstruction, together with the right to prevent
Lessee from erecting, or permitting to be erected, or require the removal of any building or
other structure on or adjacent to the airport which, in the opinion of the Lessor, would limit the
usefulness of the airport or constitute a hazard to the aircraft.

23. SUBORDINATION OR AGREEMENT TO LESSOR'S FUTURE AGREEMENTS
WITH THE UNITED STATES. Lessee agrees that all of its rights under this Lease are, and
shall be subordinate and subject to any and all existing or future agreements between the Lessor
and the United States, or its officers or agencies, relative to the operation or maintenance of the
airport, the execution of which are required as a condition for the expenditure or receipt of
federal funds for the development of the airport or any related aeronautic project.

24, ACCESS BY LANDLORD. Lessor, its agents and employees shall have the right to

enter the premises from time to time at reasonable times during normal Lessee business hours to
examine the same, show them to prospective purchasers and other persons. During the last six
(6) months of the lease term, Lessor may exhibil the premises to prospective tenants and
maintain upon the premises notices deemed advisable by Lessor. Nothing herein contained,
however, shall be deemed to impose upon Lessor any obligations, responsibility or liability
whatsoever, for any care, maintenance or repair except as otherwise herein expressly provided
by actions of Lessor.

At the sole cost and
expense of the Lessee and pursuant to the proper building permits and in compliance and
conformity with the plans and specifications, the Lessee shall construct to completion the
proposed structures to the premises within 365 days of the "Effective Date" of this lease,

“City””) and Paul Minton, (hereinafter “Owner”) enter into this Agreement to Rehabilitate Property
(hereinafter the “Agreement”) regarding real property located at the address commonly known as
1724 Maple Street— Paul Minton, North Little Rock, Arkansas (hereinafter the “Subject
Property”) subject to the terms and conditions stated herein.

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock City Council considers the buildings, houses and other
structures located at or on the Subject Property to constitute a public nuisance and declares that
said structures must be repaired in strict accordance with this Agreement or completely razed or
removed within the timeframe provided in this Agreement in order to abate the nuisance; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has proven to the City that he holds legal ownership of the Subject
Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any and all
structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to cause repairs to the nuisance structures on the Subject
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and will otherwise conform to all requirements of the current Arkansas Fire Prevention
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (hereinafter “Applicable Safety
Regulations™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A) to repair the nuisance structures on the Subject Property according to a strict
timeline, and the willingness to immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures
should timely repair prove to be impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur; and

WHEREAS, the City has relied on representations by the Owner to forego the immediate
razing of the nuisance structures and demands adequate assurances on the part of the Owner that
the nuisance structures shall be repaired to become fully compliant with the law.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement Contingent on City Council Appreval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval or adoption of this Agreement by Resolution of the North Little Rock City Council
(hereinafter the “City Council). It shall not be presented to City Council for approval until signed
by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement shall run from the date that the City Council approves
this Agreement which shall be referred to herein as the “Effective Date.”






2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock Director of Code Enforcement, a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, for
$8,275.00 (“Escrow™). This amount is a good faith estimate of the cost to raze the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property, which is held by the City to ensure performance by the Owner.
Upon the Owner’s timely and proper completion of all obligations under this Agreement, the City
shall return the Escrow to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner
which relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees, administrative
penalties, fines, and court costs. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete any obligation
under this Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs attributable to
the razing and removal of nuisance structures, or other abatement, on the Subject Property (“Cost
of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of Abatement, all excess funds shall be returned
to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the Owner which relate to the Subject
Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees, administrative penalties, fines, and court costs.
If the Escrow is insufficient to pay for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner shall remain personally
liable for the deficiency in addition to any other remedy for recovery which may be available to
the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement and request of the
Owner, the City shall issue the Owner a building permit authorizing work on the Subject Property
which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals of all other building permits
issued by the City. Neither the Building Permit, nor this Agreement, nor any provision found
within either the Building Permit or this Agreement shall be deemed to waive any requirement to
fully comply with Applicable Safety Regulations. The Owner is hereby advised that the Applicable
Safety Regulations are available for inspection at the Office of the North Little Rock City Clerk.
If the Owner appeals this Agreement as provided in paragraph 11, the Building Permit shall
immediately be suspended pending judicial review.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Subject Property constitutes
a continuing nuisance, the owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with
repairs and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Subject Property to
conform with the Applicable Regulations. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described
below indicate the minimum level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance.
Any failure to meet any benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure
without further notice or hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated
below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all walls have been properly raised and
covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies with
the Applicable Regulations; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Regulations; and (4) the roof is
completely installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Regulations
as a final roof covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to
immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.





b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling has been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for
each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date
the inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately
liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

c. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering
and windows in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Subject Property is no
longer a nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Subject Property). If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate
the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delavs. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tomado, earthquake, or 100
year flood. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for adverse
weather delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.






6. Delays for Appeals. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines described in
paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to administrative or quasi-judicial
appeal. Such claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five
(5) days of the end of the period of appeal claimed; (c) supported by evidence substantiating that
the appeal had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance structures
on the Subject Property. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for
appeal delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.

7. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive
that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

8. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a certificate of occupancy for the Subject Property and
all Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Subject Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.

9. Waiver. By executing this Agreement, the Owner hereby enters his appearance before the City
Coungil in relation to all administrative or quasi-judicial proceedings pertaining to the Subject
Property waiving all form, content and method of service of all notices and proceedings concerning
the Subject Property which have been, are now, or will be before the City Council prior to or during
the duration of this Agreement. The Owner acknowledges and knowingly accepts responsibility
to be vigilant and aware of all City actions regarding the Subject Property throughout the duration
of this Agreement which are publicly available at the following City offices: Code Enforcement,
Community Planning, the Fire Department, and the City Clerk.

10. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the true owner of the Subject
Property and all structures on the Subject Property where the work is to be performed, or that he
or she acts with properly delegated authority from such true owner. The Owner agrees to
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to
be the true owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject
as this Agreement.

11. Conditional Approval and Appeal. The approval of this Agreement by the City Council of
North Little Rock constitutes a quasi-judicial determination to grant conditional approval and






partial relief to the owner of a public nuisance. The Owner acknowledges that by entering this
Agreement, certain facts and findings are established relating to the nature of the Subject Property
as a public nuisance and that those facts and findings may be detrimental to the Owner. If the
Owner contests any fact or finding established by this Agreement, or all of them, the Owner is
authorized by law to appeal this Agreement to a court of law in accordance with the Arkansas rules
governing appeals from District Courts.

12. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is not an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

13. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

14. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Subject Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

15. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Subject Property to
be transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

16. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

17. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

18. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

LICENSE AGREEMENT

This Community Garden License Agreement (“License”) is made by and between

Amarican Fallowship of Churches - Veterans' Trall Garden {“Licensor”) and the City of
North Little Rock, Arkansas, a municipal corporation organized as a City of the First Class
under the laws of the State of Arkansas (“City”), for the establishment of a publicly-accessible
Community Garden for use by citizens of North Little Rock.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Licensor has been approved to receive program funds from the City
to establish a Community Garden; and

WHEREAS, the Licensor lawfully possesses property that is suitable for a Community
Garden and has agreed to allow citizens to access the property for a
Community Garden; and

WHEREAS, in keeping with legal requirements, the City mandates that funds may
only be expended on property where citizens may lawfully enter according to
the purposes of the garden funding.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained
herein and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of
which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. LICENSE. Licensor hereby licenses City, and citizens of the City, to enter upon the
property that is graphically depicted in Exhibit A (“Licensed Area”) for the purpose of
establishing and maintaining a Community Garden, and related uses. The City, or the duly
appointed agent of the City, may restrict or approve such restrictions to this License as
may be deemed necessary or advisable, in the sole discretion of the City or the City's
agent, to properly regulate use of the Community Garden; including, without limiting the
same, restriction governing the hours of operation, number of gardeners, tools used, and
any other relevant matter.

2. TERM. This License shall be effective from and after the date approved by the City
Council of North Little Rock, Arkansas and shall terminate three-hundred-sixty-four days
(364) thereafter, unless extended by the North Little Rock Public Community Garden Advisory
Committee ("Committee"). The Committee may vote to renew this License for up to two (2)
one-year terms, with the approval of the property owner.

3. CONSIDERATION. Licensor expressly agrees that the funding amount of $5.000
provided by the City to establish a Community Garden includes full and adequate
compensation for this License, including the two optional one-year renewals.

4. BENEFIT TO CITIZENS. This License shall inure to the benefit of the public in general, and
particularly to the citizens of North Little Rock, Arkansas. The Licensor or the Community
Garden Manager ("Manager"), if different, must cultivate the area with edible plants at least
six (6} months out of the year.

5. MAINTENANCE. Licensor agrees that the City has no duty to maintain the Licensed Area.





The Licensor or Manager must maintain the property according to city code for a residential
area. Grass may grow no higher than eight (8) inches. The Licensor or Manager must ensure
that growing areas are weeded and maintained weekly, in such a way that the garden presents
a positive visual asset to the neighborhood. Tools and debris must be stored or moved away
from common areas. The City will provide a garden sign, the design and placement of which
will be coordinated with the Manager. The sign shall remain property of the City and may be
removed by the City at any time.

6. RESTORATION. Licensor agrees that upon termination of this License the City has no
duty to restore the Licensed Area to its previous condition.

7. CONFLICTS. This License shall be interpreted by the laws of the State of Arkansas
with jurisdiction vested in the courts of Pulaski County, Arkansas. The maximum amount
of damages that may be obtained by either party shall not exceed the amount of
Community Garden Program funding associated with the Licensed Area. Should any
conflict result under this License, each party shall bear their own costs of litigation or
conflict resolution. The parties specifically waive any claim to attorney fees.

8. IMMUNITY. To the maximum extent provided by law, the parties intend to preserve
the protections of immunity that are statutorily afforded to those who provide
recreational facilities to the public without profit, as well as the statutory immunity of the
City.

9. NO JOINT VENTURE. This License is not intended to constitute, and shall not be
interpreted to be, a joint venture between the parties.

10. TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE. All times and deadlines and permitted extensions
indicated herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in
writing signed by both parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline shall not be
construed to waive that, or any other, deadline.

11. RECORDATION. This document shall be recorded in the office of the North Little
Rock City Clerk. it shall not be recorded in the property records of Pulaski County,
Arkansas unless mandated by law.

12. COUNTERPART EXECUTION. This Agreement may be signed in one or more
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original and all of which together shall
constitute one and the same agreement. Signature pages may be transmitted by facsimile
and any signature transmitted by facsimile will be given the same force and effect as an
original signature.

13. AUTHORITY. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant
that they have the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of City and Licensor
and that the provisions herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
August 14, 2023, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
on August 14, 2023, for the purpose of determining the amount of liens, if any, to be filed against





certain real properties as the result of grass cutting and abatement of other nuisances by the City
of North Little Rock.

SECTION 2: That after said public hearing, and upon the verification of the Director of
the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department, the amounts listed on Exhibit A are hereby
certified as an obligation that is owed to the City and proper to be filed with the Pulaski County
Treasurer and Assessor as a lien against the real properties associated therewith.

SECTION 3: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is hereby ordered to file liens as
provided in this resolution; except that, prior to submission, she will update the list to remove any
lien amounts that have been paid in full prior to forwarding the list to the County.

SECTION 4: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is authorized to execute and file
such documents as are necessary to release any liens that are paid in full.

SECTION 5: That this Resolution shall be in full force and cffect from and after its passage
and approval.
