The regular meeting of the North Little Rock City Council scheduled for Monday, August 14, 2023,
was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by the Honorable Mayor Terry C. Hartwick.

Council members had the option of attending the council meeting in person or participate virtually.
The Council Chambers were open to the public.

The roll having been called and the following Council Members answered to their names: DEBI
ROSS, NATHAN HAMILTON, MAURICE TAYLOR, LINDA ROBINSON, STEVE BAXTER,
RON HARRIS, VINCE INSALACO, III, and CHARLIE HIGHT (8/0). City Clerk/Treasurer Diane
Whitbey, Deputy City Clerk Talor Shinn, Deputy City Clerk/Revenue Enforcement Officer Jim Scott,
and City Attorney Amy Fields were also present.

The prayer and pledge of allegiance were led by Information Technology Director John Barber.

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Ross, and by consent of
all members present, the minutes from the North Little Rock City Council meeting held Monday, July
24, 2023, were approved, accepted, and filed as prepared by City Clerk Diane Whitbey (8/0).

On the motion of Council Member Baxter and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent

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On the motion of Council Member Hamilton and seconded by Council Member Taylor, and by consent
of all members present, with the exception of Council Member Hight who voted no, communication #3
was read, accepted, and filed (7/1).

Council Member Hight asked if salons and barber shops were granted liquor permits. City Attorney

Fields said permits are granted by the state Alcohol Beverage Control Board (ABC). Council Member

Hight asked if the council had approved a liquor permit for barber shops or salons in the past. City

Clerk Whitbey said many salons do not have a (ABC permit) license but do offer complimentary beer

or wine to their clients. In the past, Ms. Vickie Nguyen, Posh Salon on John F. Kennedy held an ABC

permit until it was sold. Ms. Nguyen is the applicant on the request for the location at 3200 John F.

Kennedy Boulevard. Council Member Hight requested a list of all salons on John F. Kennedy

Boulevard within the boundaries of Wards 1 and 4 earlier in the day. Ms. Whitbey said the City

Council would have accepted (and filed) a communication in the past regarding similar requests as

referenced above. Council Member Hight said there are 13 nail salons from “A” Street to North Hills

Boulevard. There are a total of 35 salons in the city. None of them have a liquor permit. Council

Member Hight said approving this request could open the gate for other applications. City Attorney

Fields said ABC allows elected officials the opportunity to present comments in support of or

opposition to alcohol permits. She said a council member could complete the public comment form

and provide the same to ABC. Council Member Hight then asked how close the location was to Park

Hill Baptist Church. He then asked if the city had a restriction on the distance a liquor or convenience

store can be located to a church or school. Council Member Hight said he is opposed to a nail salon

holding a liquor permit. Council Member Ross asked if the permit is for customers or would this be
similar to an open bar for anyone. City Attorney Fields said she will research the questions asked by

Council Members Hight and Ross.

On the motion of Council Member Hight and seconded by Council Member Taylor, and by consent of
all members present, communication #6 was read, accepted, and filed.
6. Email from Cas Rifkin re: VRBO/Air BNB suggestions for restrictions.

PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Hartwick asked Chief of Staff Mike Davis to come forward. Chief Davis referenced an update
he provided to Council Members which included the condition of Burns Park. He said the City
Council voted to retain Crowder Gulf several years ago in the event of a natural disaster. The current
contract was renewed on March 6, 2023. On March 31, 2023, a tornado passed through the city
causing extensive damage. Crowder Gulf contacted the city immediately and offered support and
assistance. By Sunday, April 2, 2023, Crowder Gulf was on site. Chief Davis introduced Mr. Howard
Turner with Crowder Gulf and Mr. John Tilley who has been on site the entire time. Mr, Tommy
Webster with Tetra Tech, which is a monitoring firm has been on site following the equipment, taking
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measurements, weight, photos, etc. required by FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency).
Heavy equipment is being removed at this time. Mr. Turner thanked the Mayor, City Council, and city
staff for their confidence in Crowder Gulf. Streets and right of ways were cleared in a little over a
month. Burns Park took a lot longer. Representatives said North Little Rock employees were a
cohesive group and great to work with. The initial estimate on debris was below 100,000 cubic yards.
Actual debris removed is over .5 million cubic yards.

He said they tore the plaster down and
put it in boxes for pickup. He said he received a letter advising the property was condemned due to a
hole in the roof which he fixed. Someone stopped by this week and told him the house was not
condemned. He said there is a structure in the back that has asbestos and is falling down. His tools
were stolen and his house was broken into 50 times. He didn’t want to hear about extensions and
reiterated he had secured his house. He said his lawyer is in Africa with his wife and referenced a
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dowry. Mr. Gray said he lives in Oklahoma City now. He referenced flattening the site and asked the
Mayor what the city was going to do about his situation. Mr. Gray continued to be argumentative. Mr.
Reese said Mr. Gray needs to sign a rehabilitation agreement. City Attorney Fields reviewed the
process to enter into a rehab agreement.

LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into this day of August, 2023, by and
between RCCG Restoration Empowerment House (“Lessor”), and the City of North Little Rock
(“City” or “Lessee”).

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

1. Leased Premises. For and in consideration of the rents, covenants and agreements
herein entered into and agreed upon by the Lessee, the Lessor hereby lets, leases and demises unto
Lessee, subject to the terms and conditions contained herein, the following described property
(“Leased Premises” and outlined in Exhibit A) in North Little Rock, Arkansas, and more
particularly described as follows:

In Block 21 of the John L Atkins School Subdivision in North Little Rock,
Arkansas: Beginning at the intersection of the western edge of the paved drive off
of School street and the northern edge of the sidewalk parallel to school street
following the western edge of the paved drive northeast for 305 feet where it ends.
Then follow the centerline of the extending asphalt sidewalk for 63 feet where it
connects to the east/west sidewalk and follow its centerline going east for 6 feet
where it crosses a ditch. Follow the centerline of the ditch going northeast for 265
feet where it connects with a sidewalk that parallels Haywood Street. Follow the
southern edges of the sidewalk east for 164 feet then follow the western edge of
the sidewalk which parallels Middle Street going south for 454 feet then follow the
western edge of the sidewalk which parallels School Street going northwest for 540
feet to the beginning.

To have and to hold said premises unto the said Lessee for and during the term herein stated,
subject to the covenants, terms, conditions and liens herein contained.

2. Use of Leased Premises. The City shall only use the property for public recreational
purposes, and such other purposes as are reasonably associated with recreation. If, at any time,
the Leased Premises should cease to be used for the purposes described herein without express
approval of Lessor, this Lease shall terminate.

3. Term. This lease shall commence on the 1st day of September, 2023, and shall extend
for a period of one (1) year ending at midnight on the 31st day of September, 2024. At the end of
this period, the lease may be renewed for one (1) year periods each year. At the end of any lease
period, either party may end the lease by providing notice within 60 days of the expiration of the
Lease.

4. Rent. The City agrecs to pay to Lessor as rental the sum of $187.50 per month, payable
by the 5th of each month.
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5. Repairs and Improvements. All repairs to any improvements on the premises,
including but not limited to playground equipment, backstops, benches, paths, roads or the like,
which may be required during the term of the Lease shall be made at the expense of the City. The
City shall also maintain the premises at least in the same condition as exists as of the making of
this Lease, normal wear and tear excluded. The City shall, at the termination or surrender or
forfeiture of this lease, return said Leased Premises to Lessor in as good and satisfactory condition
as existed at the inception of the lease.

6. Covenant Not To Commit Waste. The City covenants that it shall keep the Leased
Premises in good order, that it will not commit waste nor permit waste to occur to the demised
premises that it will not permit or cause any nuisance to exist on said premises, and that the
premises shall be used solely for public parking.

7. Assignment. The City shall not assign this lease or sublet the leased premises without
prior written consent of Lessor. Any such assignment or subletting shall in no way relieve the City
from liability for the obligation imposed by this lease, unless and until a written release is executed
by Lessor. If the leased property is sold by Lessor, the Lease will transfer with the sale of the

property.

8. Non-Waiver. It is agreed that the failure of the Lessor to invoke any of the available
remedies under this lease or under law in the event of one or more breaches or defaults by the City
under the lease shall not be construed as a waiver of such provisions and conditions and shall not
prevent the Lessor from invoking such remedies in the event of any future breach or default.

9. Holdover. The City hereby agrees that upon the termination of this lease for whatever
reason, the City will peaceably deliver possession of the leased premises to Lessor. The Lessor
agrees to let the City remove any playground equipment, backstops, or other equipment erected
for the purpose of public recreation. In the event the City shall be permitted by Lessor to hold
over after the expiration or termination of this lease, or any extension thereof, said holding over in
the absence of a written agreement otherwise shall be construed as a tenancy from year to year at
a rental equal to that due for the last year paid under this lease. Such tenancy may be terminated
by written notice from either party to the other party on thirty (30) days’ notice.

10. Title and Quiet Enjoyment. Lessor covenants and warrants that it is the owner in fee
simple absolute of the leased property and may lease said property as herein provided. Upon
payment by the City of the rents herein provided and upon the observance and performance of all
the covenants, terms and conditions upon the City’s part to be observed and performed, the City
shall peaceably and quietly hold and enjoy the demised premises for the term hereby demised
without hindrance or interruption by Lessor or any other person or persons lawfully or equitably
claiming by, through or under Lessor, subject to the terms and conditions of this lease.

11. Failure to Pay Rentals or Keep Covenants. The failure or refusal by the City to pay
the rentals at the times and in the manner provided by this Lease, and the failure to the City to keep
and perform its covenants hereunder, shall in either of these events, permit Lessor at its option and
without any liability on its part to terminate this lease, re-enter and repossess said property.
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12. Termination. Either party may terminate this Lease with a sixty (60) day written
notice. Upon termination of this Lease, the City may remove any playground equipment,
backstops, or other recreational equipment for continued use elsewhere in the City.

13. Severability. Each paragraph of this Lease Agreement is severable from all other
paragraphs. In the event any court of competent jurisdiction determines that any paragraph or
subparagraph is invalid or unenforceable for any reason, all remaining paragraphs and
subparagraphs will remain in full force and effect.

14. Interpretation. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be construed under
Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and venue for any cause of action
arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the Circuit Court of Pulaski County, Arkansas.

15. Entire Agreement. This Lease Agreement contains the entire agreement of both
parties hereto, and no other oral or written agreement shall be binding on the parties hereto. This
agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an
original, but all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

16. Notice. All notices, requests, demands and other communications required by or
permitted hereunder shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been duly given when received
by the party to whom directed; provided, however, that notice shall be conclusively deemed given
at the time of its deposit in the United States Mail when sent by certified mail, postage prepaid, to
the other party at the following addresses or at such other addresses as shall be given in writing by
either party to the other:

REAL PROPERTY PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT

This REAL PROPERTY PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is
made and entered into on this _ day of _A«fas/ , 2023 (the “Effective Date™) by and
between the CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS, (the “Seller”) and the LITTLE
ROCK AMBULANCE AUTHORITY (“Buyer™).

1. Sale and Purchase of Property. Seller agrees to grant, bargain, sell, and convey and Buyer
agrees to purchase on the terms hereafter stated, all of Seller’s rights, titles, and interests in and to
the following described property (the “Property™):

Lot 16, Block 26, Military Heights Renewal Additional to the City of North Little
Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas (701 West 29th Street, Parcel No.
33N2150009800)

2. Purchase Price. Buyer shall pay the sum of One Hundred Seventy-Five Thousand & 00/100
Dollars ($175,000.00) for the Property (the “Purchase Price™). The Purchase Price shall be paid
in full at the Closing by certified check, wire transfer, or other delivery of immediately available
funds. The Earnest Money shall be credited to the Purchase Price at Closing. Unless an earlier
date and time has been mutually agreed to in writing by Buyer and Seller, the closing (the
“Closing™) shall occur as soon as possible at the offices of the Title Company but in any event, no
later than (the “Closing Date™).

3. Title Insurance. Within fourteen (14) days of the Effective Date, Seller, at its sole cost, shall

Where the Title Commitment shows special exceptions to title other than those standard
exceptions contained in the ALTA commitment form, and where such special exceptions relate to
restrictions, conditions, defects or other matters which would interfere with Buyer’s use or
adversely affect the value of the Property, then within ten (10) days of delivery of the Title
Commitment and Boundary Survey described hereafter, Buyer shall deliver written notice of
objections to Seller. Such notice shall state specifically those exceptions to which Buyer objects.

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas (the “City”) is authorized under the
provisions of Amendment 65 to the Arkansas Constitution and the Municipalities and Counties
Industrial Development Revenue Bond Law, Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-164-201 et seq. (the “Act”),
to own, acquire, construct, equip, and lease facilities to secure and develop industry and to assist
in the financing thereof by the issuance of bonds payable from the revenues derived from such
facilities; and

WHEREAS, FedMet Arkansas LLC, Trickling Creek Properties, LLC or an affiliate of
either (collectively, the “Company”) have evidenced their interest in financing the acquisition of
land and/or leasehold rights, construction of infrastructure and improvements, and acquisition and
installation of equipment related to a facility that will recycle post-consumer aluminum copper
radiators (the ‘“Project”) through the issuance of bonds under the authority of the Act; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to assist the Company in order to secure and develop industry
within the City, and to aid in the financing thereof under the provisions of the Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the City and the Company desire to cooperate in the acquisition,
constructing, and equipping of the Project and to have the costs of the Project financed from the
proceeds of revenue bonds of the City (the “Bonds™) to be issued pursuant to the Act in an
aggregate principal amount now estimated not to exceed $50,000,000.00. The Bonds may be
issued in different series to reflect the underlying business arrangements between FedMet
Arkansas LLC and Trickling Creek Properties, LLC, including, but not limited to, the lease of the
real estate and building to Trickling Creek Properties, LLC with a sub-lease to FedMet Arkansas
LLC and the lease of personal property to FedMet Arkansas LLC; however, FedMet Arkansas
LLC shall be the on-site user and operator of the Project. The City confirms ‘its intent to issue
Bonds for the purposes stated in this Resolution. The City shall hold a public hearing on the
question of the issuance of the Bonds on September 11, 2023 in conjunction with the regularly
scheduled City Council meeting. The publication of the notice of public hearing is hereby ratified
and confirmed.

SECTION 2. That the City and the Company recognize that under the Arkansas
Constitution and decisions of the Supreme Court of Arkansas and in accordance with Ark. Code
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Ann. §§ 14-164-701 et seq., the Project may be exempt from ad valorem taxation. The City
confirms its intent to enter into one or more Agreements for Payments in Lieu of Taxes (“PILOT
Agreements”) with FedMet Arkansas LLC and Trickling Creek Properties, LLC, providing for
payments in lieu of a portion of the ad valorem taxes that would otherwise be levied by local public
bodies with taxing authority. Based on the information available to the City and the Company as
of the date of adoption of this Resolution, each intend that the PILOT Agreements will provide for
an abatement of 65% percent of the ad valorem taxes that would otherwise be due with respect to
the Project. Further, the City and Company intend that the term of the PILOT Agreements will
not exceed 30 years.

SECTION 3: The final form of and terms of the PILOT Agreements shall be considered
for approval by the City Council after the holding of a public hearing and compliance with the
statutory notice requirements of Ark.

On or around June 30, 2023, North Little Rock Code Enforcement Officer Cedric Williams
began an investigation into 1602 W. 16%. Street due to the structure being damaged by
fire. Officer Williams posted a “red tag” on the property due it being damaged to the point
it was no longer fit for human habitation. Officer Williams sent out notification regarding
the incident, but was not contacted by an owner(s).

On July 21%t, 2023, North Little Rock Code Enforcement Officer Timothy McEuen was
assigned the investigation to initiate condemnation proceedings. Research revealed the
registered owner as deceased, and there were no other legal owners. An administrative
search warrant was acquired, and an interior inspection was performed.

On April 15", 2022, North Little Rock Code Enforcement Officer Timothy McEuen began
an investigation into 424 W 23" St. due to observed conditions of the property. Officer
McEuen verified the property was vacant, according to the North Little Rock electric
department the structure has been vacant since June of 2019.

Officer McEuen performed an exterior inspection of the property and observed damage
to the roofing, siding, soffit, and fascia associated with a fire. With the observed damage,
this property is considered to be unfit for human habitation.

On April 22M, 2022, Officer McEuen posted a Notice of City Council hearing on the
property, and mailed them out to all known owners and heirs. To date, the property is still
in the same condition it was when the investigation began.

The condemnation procedures were started due to the condition of the house. Owners
and/or heirs and all interested parties were given notice of City Council for the September
26, 2022 hearing date. Notices were mailed by certified and regular mail, legal notice
ran in the newspaper, and were also posted on the property. This structure is considered
to be unfit for human habitation.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Littie
Rock Code Enforcement Department that this structure be considered for condemnation.
