On the motion of
Council Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent of all members
present, the readings were suspended (7/0). A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Taylor
and seconded by Council Member Hamilton. Mayor Hartwick convened a public hearing. Mr. John
Pflasterer lives on West 7% Street. He spoke against the proposed Short Term Rental (STR) at 605
Orange Street. He referenced studies that indicated STR’s reduce the supply of affordable housing and
contribute to the housing crisis. Argenta came back from a depressed state in the 1990’s because of
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home ownership. Anything other than homeowner occupied takes away from neighborhood
cohesiveness. Mr. Pflasterer added a limit on the number of STRs in Argenta needs to be set as there
are already enough in the small area which contains about 200 (R-1 and R-2) residential family homes.
He said there are 12 STR’s in the area now. Mr. Don Chambers lives on West 5% Street and serves on
the North Little Rock Planning Commission. He said STRs do not contribute to the social fabric of a
neighborhood. He said the applicant hasn’t said which unit will be a STR but he would support the
applicant offering his loft unit as an STR, similar to the south half of his duplex (PUD). Mrs. Becky
Ragsdale has lived on 6" Street for 17 years and her property is behind an STR. She has witnessed
every type of crime imaginable including attempted murder. She and her husband are opposed to the
legislation, but are willing to compromise for one unit. She said this property is a four-plex with three
rental units. She said she heard the Argenta Square property (across the street) sold and the intent is to
set up STR units in the apartments. She is concerned her property will be surrounded by hotels. STRs
in other states have devastated the supply of residential properties. Mr, Patrick Stair lives on 5™ Street
and is opposed to the ordinance which would allow a Type 2 non-owner occupied STR at 605 Orange
Street. He said he has no problem with Type 1 — owner occupied STR’s. Under Type 1, the owner
lives in the building and is a neighbor. Mr. Stair referenced long-term detriments to neighborhoods
and said STRs are a substitute for a standard rental. Mr. Stair added that STR renters do not support
local businesses in the same way as long-term. The applicants, Ms. Stacy Pendergrast and Mr. Paul
Kreth asked the council to represent all of the neighbors. They moved into the property three (3) years
ago and are good neighbors. They will take care of their home and form relationships with the people
they host. Ms. Pendergrast referenced a couple who purchased an abandoned home in the community
after staying at a STR in the Argenta area. She said STRs provide a different travel experience, which
the next generation seem to prefer over hotels. STR renters also reduce the amount of wear and tear on
a property as vacationers treat properties with a different respect than long-term renters. Any issue
with a STR tenant can be quickly remedied. Mr. Kreth said they paid a premium price for the property
assuming they could do what they wanted in a Planned Unit Development (PUD) zone. Council
Member Harris asked how many units they plan to rent. Mr. Kreth said they would like to have one
STR but don’t want to have to decide which unit (upstairs loft or downstairs). They have on-site
parking for the downstairs unit. Mr. Kreth said according to regulations they have to provide off-street
parking for the STR. The loft unit is around the corner and upstairs with a long-time term tenant at this
time. Council Member Ross asked which unit would be the STR. Mr. Kreth said they are leaning
towards the downstairs unit and possibly flip the units if the upstairs tenant leaves. Mr. Kreth added
their property has one address. City Attorney Fields said there are two separate dwellings (605 and
605 ¥4). Council Member Hamilton asked if the applicants would qualify for owner-occupied. Ms.
Fields said the legislation was not presented as owner occupied. Council Member Hamilton asked if
the applicant could apply for an owner-occupied STR. Council Member Hamilton asked what
percentage of a ban would be enough. City Attorney Fields said the legislation could be amended to
indicate the ground floor unit only. Mr. Charlie Hart lives across the alley and is opposed to the
downstairs being an STR. It will take away from residents in the neighborhood and those staying will
be travelers. Council Member Taylor asked why there was opposition to the downstairs unit being an
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STR (instead of the upstairs unit). Mr. Hart said the upstairs unit is a one bedroom apartment with one
tenant who parks on the street. The downstairs unit is a family residence with multiple bedrooms and
off street parking for three to four vehicles. Mr. Bob Ragsdale referenced the one-percent of the city
rule in the STR ordinance adopted a few months ago. He said this is their neighborhood and asked the
council to consider that. He said he is fine with this legislation, but there should be a limit to the
number in the neighborhood. Mr. George Collins lives on 6% Street. He is opposed to the downstairs
unit being used as an STR as there could be 6 to § people staying at any time. Council Member Taylor
asked Planning Director Shawn Spencer about the PUD zone. Mr. Spencer said the application was for
two units on the north half of one property. The PUD doesn’t really relate to the STR. Council
Member Hamilton said he would vote for this legislation. He also said the percentage should be by
neighborhood. He said long-term rentals cause many problems. Council Member Ross said these are
brought up as Special Use requests so residents in the neighborhoods have an opportunity to speak.
Council Member Harris said he would like to see the item held so Council Members would have more
time to visit the site. Mayor Hartwick held the legislation. Council Member Ross said when the
ordinance was being developed it was discussed there would be more located in the Argenta area. A
Short Term Rental Overlay District could be considered which would restrict the number of units in an
area. (applicants: Paul Kreth and Stacy Pendergrast Family Trust)

PUBLIC COMMENT

Ms. Hattie Temple said someone from Code Enforcement called her. She said she gave him five (5)
places to check regarding previous concerns (Cedar Heights) but has not heard back from anyone. She
referenced a handout that was distributed to Council Members before the meeting. Council Member
Taylor said Mayor Hartwick has been looking into the concerns. Mayor Hartwick has visited the site
several times. Mrs. McHenry said Code Enforcement Officer (Cedric) Williams went out and met
with some of the tenants and the manager of the complex. The Housing Authority was also there at the
time. Some of the issues in the handout have been addressed. Mr. Williams notified the property
management and gave them a set amount of time to make repairs to the apartments. Mrs. McHenry
and Mr. Williams visited with additional residents while on site. Additional complaints were presented
and referred to management. Ms. Erica McPhearson is the care-giver to Donna McPhearson who lives
at the complex. She has concerns about the mold issue. She said the management company had
someone on site last week painting over the mold and stains. Mayor Hartwick reminded everyone the
property is privately owned. Ms. Temple said every six (6) months management is changed. Council
Member Ross is aware of the management changes as well. Ms. McPhearson said each time
management changes, the tenants are required to go through recertification. They have also had issues
with their payment history. Her mother received a statement saying she past due $465.00. Ms.
McPhearson took receipts showing her mother was current on her rent. Mr. Rowney Torrence — East
Argenta Neighborhood Association said they have contacted a variety of departments with code
concerns. He said they have issues with a car lots at 1500 East Broadway and 1222 East Broadway.
The first location has construction equipment, broken down 18 wheelers, car parts, etc. Trees are
growing up through these items. Between Cypress and Elm there is a lot of trash and overgrown lots.
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When they call in to report issues either no one shows up or there is a delay. Mayor Hartwick said he
will look into these concerns. Mr. Torrence said he has talked with Mrs. McHenry several times. He
also referenced a property belonging to Mr. Mayes (no address provided). He said there is an issue
with homeless people in the area of the interstate. Mayor Hartwick said the Street Department and
North Little Rock Police Officer Shay Cobbs continue to work on these issues. Council Member
Taylor said he brought 1222 East Broadway efore the council with the intent of revoking the
Conditional Use, however, it failed by a vote of the council. Ms. Vernastine Hymes is a resident of
Cedar Heights Apartments she said they (the tenants) have concerns beyond the mold. There are loose
dogs, children at-risk, fighting, children playing in the driveway (because there is no play area for
them), and no security. There was a fight last night where someone was stabbed that left blood in her
hallway. These issues have been going on for a while. She went door-to-door to get signatures on a
petition. The conditions have gotten worse. She has provided information to the owners about on-
going illegal activities. Mr. Yosef Kramer said he is a Rabbi and works with the community at large.
He had a property manager who assisted him when he purchased property on Crocket Street that
contains 211, 213, 219 and 315 Crockett, one of which was condemned. When the work was over he
contacted Assistant City Attorney Rick Hogan and advised the work was done and wanted to get his
rehab bond money back. He was told no permits were pulled for the work. He now has a new
property manager and requested the council extend a rehabilitation agreement to allow him time to get
permits and required inspections. City Attorney Fields did not have information on the agreement
mentioned. She said the City Attorney’s Office does not do extensions on rehabilitation agreements
anymore. Ms. Fields added a property cannot be rehabilitated without permits as there would be no
way to get a certificate of occupancy. Mrs. McHenry referenced the agreement Mr. Kramer spoke of
which was entered into in February of this year. Council Member Taylor said he would sponsor
legislation to allow an extension. Ms. Fields said either she or Mr. Hogan would reach out to Mr.
Kramer regarding the length of time needed. Council Member Ross asked if the work was completed.
Mr. Kramer said it was to his knowledge and he is open to having the property inspected. City
Attorney Fields said if there was electrical or plumbing work done there may be an issue with
inspection. Mayor Hartwick made several announcements for upcoming events. Mayor Hartwick said
garbage routes will be delayed one-day Monday, September 4 due to the Labor Day holiday. Council
Member Ross shared the telephone number for the Arkansas State Highway Maintenance Department
(501-569-2266) and encouraged people to call and report litter and other issues.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council Member and
seconded by Council Member, and by consent of all members present, the meeting was adjourned at
7:28 p.m. (7/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting to be held on Monday, September 11, 2023,
at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in City Hall, located at 300 Main Street, North Little
Rock, Arkansas.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE
(ORDINANCE NO. 9263) TO INCLUDE DEFINITIONS, USES,
RESTRICTIONS REGARDING TOBACCO AND VAPE STORES AND
PRODUCTS; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER
PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, on July 13, 2020, the City Council passed Ordinance No. 9263, adopting a
new City of North Little Rock Zoning Ordinance (“Zoning Ordinance”)(amended by Ordinance
9391, adopted September 13, 2021; Ordinance No. 9311, adopted December 14, 2020; and
Ordinance No. 9522, adopted November 28, 2022); and

WHEREAS, there is a need to clarify language and include use types and restrictions
regarding tobacco and vape stores and products; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City and its citizens to amend the Zoning
Ordinance (Ordinance No. 9263) to include the subject regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Article 2 of the Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance No. 9263) is hereby
amended to add the following definitions:

Section 2.2 - Definitions

Alternative Nicotine Product: A product that consists of or contains nicotine that can be
ingested into the body by chewing, smoking, absorbing, dissolving, inhaling, snorting,
sniffing or by any other means. It does not include tobacco products or vapor products.

Retail Tobacco Store: A retail store used primarily for the sale of tobacco products, other
than vapor products, alternative nicotine products, and accessories, and whose primary
business is selling tobacco products and tobacco smoking accessories, as evidenced by 50%
or more of completed sales transactions.

Retail Vapor Product or Alternative Nicotine Product Store: A retail store used primarily for
the sale of alternative nicotine products or vapor products, and whose primary business is
selling alternative nicotine products, vapor products and vapor smoking accessories, as
evidenced by 50% or more of completed sales transactions.

Tobacco Products: All products containing tobacco for consumption, including without
limitation cigarettes, cigars, little cigars, cigarillos, chewing tobacco, smokeless tobacco,
snuff, smoking tobacco, including pipe tobacco, and smoking tobacco substitutes.





Vapor Product. An electronic oral device of any size or shape that contains a vapor of
nicotine, e-liquid, or any other substance that when used or inhaled simulates smoking,
regardless of whether a visible vapor is produced.

SECTION 2: That Article 5 of the Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance No. 9263) is hereby
amended to include the following section:

Section 5.25 — Tobacco and/or Vape Stores

Tobacco and/or Vape Stores shall be subject to the following conditions:

A. Tobacco and/or Vape Stores shall be permitted in 12 and I3 Zoning Districts.

B. Requests for Tobacco and/or Vape Stores outside of the permitted Zoning Districts shall
require a rezoning or a Special Use.

C. Tobacco and/or Vape Stores are not permitted in Residential Districts, C1, C2, C6
Commercial Districts, Public Institutional Districts and Conservation Districts.

D. Requests for Tobacco and/or Vape Stores located in a C3, C4, C5, 11 Zoning Districts
shall require a Special Use.

SECTION 3: That Article 11.3 of the Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance No. 9263) is hereby
amended as shown in Exhibit A.

SECTION 4: That Appendix A, Section 3.0 of the Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance No. 9263)
is hereby amended to show that vape stores are not permitted in Commercial Park Hill (C-PH),
included as follows:

Table 3-1: C-PH ALLOWABLE USES TABLE
*NEW USE* / X = allowed / C = conditional

Vape Store

SECTION 5: That Appendix B, Section 3.0 of the Zoning Ordinance (Ordinance No. 9263)
is hereby amended to show that vape stores are not permitted in Commercial Levy (C-L), included
as follows:

 Table 3-1: C-L ALLOWABLE USES TABLE
*NEW USE* / X = allowed / C = conditional

Vape Store

SECTION 6: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed
to the extent of the conflict.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 9559, WHICH
ESTABLISHED A COMPREHENSIVE CODE TO REGULATE

WHEREAS, on April 10, 2023, the North Little Rock City Council adopted Ordinance No.
9559, which established a comprehensive code to regulate the issuance of, and conditions

associated with, short term residential rental business licenses in the City of North Little Rock (as
amended by Ordinance No. 9588, adopted August 14, 2023); and

WHEREAS, in order to provide clarity and avoid confusion, there is a need to amend
Ordinance No. 9559 to limit the number of Short Term Rentals per property and limit Type 1 Short
Term Rentals to single family homes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Section 2, Subsection F of Ordinance No. 9559 is hereby amended as

follows:

Section 2: Short Term Rental Regulations

F. Separate Properties.

A separate Short-Term Residential Rental Business License shall be obtained
for each separate transient use site/unit, including each and every separate
transient use site/unit that is advertised for transient use. Such Short-Term
Residential Rental Business License shall authorize the licensed owner to
transact and carry on transient use of residential property only at the
location/site/unit and in the manner and subject to the limits designated in such
License.

On _properties with multiple dwelling units, the number of Short Term
Residential Rental (Tvpe 1 or Type 2) business licenses shall be limited to
one license per property.

A distance restriction between a new Short Term Rental (Type 1 or Type
2) and any existing Short Term Rental shall be required by maintaining a
minimum_distance of 1,500 feet between the two properties, with the
distance to be measured from the respective propertv lines of the

properties.

A copy of the homestead tax credit for the property is
required to be classified as a Type 1 Short-term Rental. A City business license is
required to operate a Short-term Rental Type 1.

Sidewalks shall be a minimum of 5 feet wide and shall be installed within the
dedicated right-of-way adjacent to the property line.

Both sides of local, collector, and arterial streets in commercial and residential
areas.

Sidewalks are required on designated collector and arterial streets through industrial
zoned areas.

Internalized pedestrian circulation system in the form of paved pathways may be
substituted for sidewalks along collector and arterial streets upon the request of the
applicant, the recommendations of the Planning Director and the approval of the
Planning Commission. Said pathways shall be dimensioned at no lesser standard than
ordinary street-side sidewalks.

On local streets, a developer may propose locating 6 foot wide sidewalks at the curb.
The Planning Commission may, at its option, require wider sidewalks in conjunction
with commercial subdivision approvals or in other places of public assembly, or
anticipated heavy pedestrian traffic volumes.

Sidewalks are not required to be constructed at the same grade of the curb of the
street nor are they required to be constructed in a straight line if such straight line
construction would damage trees. Sidewalks shall be constructed to permit
wheelchair access at street intersections.

Sidewalks may be waived on estate residential lots having widths equal or greater
than 150 feet.

Zoning Ordinance”) is hereby waived for 7901 Highway 70:

Section 6.2.4 - Parking Desien and Surface Standards

E. Parking Surface: The minimum pavement requirements shall be designed for intense

traffic use with asphaltic concrete hot mix surface, a double surface treatment, or concrete
surface. Any off-street parking area, driveway, or vehicle maneuvering area shall be
paved as specified above and shall be so graded and drained as to dispose of all surface
water accumulated within the area, and shall be so arranged and marked as to provide for
orderly and safe loading or unloading and parking and storage of vehicles.

I'am asking for your assistance in helping me with a new development | am planning in Rose City.

The location is 7901 Hwy. 70. 1 have attached a proposed site plan to be approved by Planning Commission and Board
of Adjustment previously. The Board of Adjustment, case# 2018-2, was for the fence to remain. The renewed fence
waiver request is because of replatting and giving a 10’ dedicated right of way to Rodgers Road. The ordinance requires
the fence not to be set on the ROW. | am asking for the waiver to leave the existing fence which would be moved if the
ROW was ever needed. This provision was provided for at 2201 Rodgers Road on the previous development you helped
us with.

This fence was approved by Board of Adjustment, Case #2018-2 and the property is being replatted is the reason we
are asking for another fence variance.

This new project replaces an old dilapidated house and a junk yard full of trees, trash, and assorted junk that |
purchased in 2017 and cleaned up and refurbished the existing house on the property, to the approval of the existing
neighbors.

As the City Council has the only authority to waive any sidewalks, landscaping requirements, and other waivers | am
seeking your approval and help in the new project.

1. To waive the sidewalk requirement of section 9.11 as this is in an industrial area and other projects East
& West of this property the sidewalks have been waived. The nearest sidewalk to our proposed
development is approximately 1.5 miles to the West along Hwy. 70 and is zoned I-3 and is a heavy
industrial area with minimal pedestrian traffic.

2. We are requesting the waiver of section 7.2.3 of the street tree regulation and 7.2.1 of the parking lot
shade tree regulations to be waived for the reasons as follows:

a. As this property is within a heavy industrial area with little or no street trees or parking lot trees at
the surrounding properties, and as planting would require street and parking lot shade trees would
require a removal of portion of the gravel surface that is already in place. We request that the
Council grant us a variance and allow us to construct our development without the addition of any
parking lot or street trees.

b. _Also parking lot shade trees would impede the maneuverability of the delivery trucks to back up to
the doors of the warehouse building. B

C. Streettrees planted would not be in conformity with other projects that waivers have been
approved on Hwy. 70 and Rodgers Road, such as Seahawk Transportation, Arkansas Custom,
Metro Scrap Metals, and The Clifton Family previous projects at 8013 and 8105 Hwy. 70.

3. We are asking for a waiver of zoning 624F being a parking surface. The site plan includes concrete paving
including the entrance driveway and parking area in front of the building. In those areas within the site fencing
the owner wishes to use gravel surfacing in lieu of concrete or asphalt paving, Using the gravel in lieu of hard

_bavement in this area, which is low and flat and prone to drainage issues so using gravel surfacing will help

Section 15.3 — Street Paving

Street paving shall conform to the following:

A. Street paving widths shall be in conformance with the requirements set forth in this
regulation, however, no developer shall be required to install a street width of more
than 48 feet.

B. Street pavements shall be installed according to standards adopted by this regulation
and by the City Engineer.

Section 15.4 — Curbs and Gutters

Curbs and gutters shall conform to the following;:

A. Curbs and gutters shall be installed on all streets except as this regulation may direct.
B. Installations shall be in accordance with standards adopted by the City Council.

Section 15.5 — Sidewalks

Sidewalks shall conform to the following:

A. Sidewalks shall be installed per the requirements of this regulation and the Master Street
Plan.

B. Installation shall be in accordance with ADA standards and approved by the City
Engineer.

Section 15.8 — Storm Drainage

Storm drainage shall conform to the following:

A. Every subdivision shall be served by storm drainage facilities including drains, sewers,
catch basins, culverts and other facilities.

B. All drainage facilities shall be so designed to serve the entire drainage area.

C. All surface water drainage shall be transported to existing storm sewers or to drainage
facilities approved by the City Engineer.

D. Inlet spacing shall be at a maximum spacing of 500 feet.





Section 15.11 — Street Lichts

A.

Residential Streets and Subdivisions - Street lights shall be installed at every
intersection and spaced approximately at 200 foot intervals within the block. Street
lights shall be installed within the street right-of-ways. Street lights within the block
should be near the common, side yard lot lines.

Commercial and Industrial Subdivisions - Street lights shall be installed at every
intersection and spaced approximately at 200 foot intervals within the block. Street
lights shall be installed within the street right-of-way.

Payment - Street lights shall be at the cost of the developer with a plan designed by the
NLR Electric Department. Developers are responsible for a set fee per street light
installed. A bond may be provided allowing the delay of installation to expedite a
building permit or the issuance of a final plat.

Relocation — Any relocation of street lights shall be at the cost of the developer.

SECTION 2: That the following requirement of Section 7.2 of the Ordinance No. 9263 (“the
Zoning Ordinance”™) is hereby waived for 5720 MacArthur Drive:

Section 7.2.1 — Parking Lot Shading

Trees from Table B or C shall be included in all new and expanded parking areas, and
trees from Table D shall be used if beneath overhead power lines.

Trees shall be planted at one (1) tree per six (6) parking spaces.

Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Trees ten (10) feet from the edge of parking area may serve for the parking lot shading
requirements, but may not satisfy more than fifty (50) percent of the overall requirement
for the parking lot or area.

Trees shall be two and one-half (2.5) inch caliper or greater at time of planting. Caliper
shall be measured at three (3) feet above the ground surface.

Only trees from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements unless
approved by the Planning Commission.

All trees located within the parking area shall be planted in curbed landscape islands. The
minimum size of a curbed landscape island, per tree, shall be at least eight (8) feet wide
and at least eighteen (18) feet deep.

Section 7.2.2 — Landscaping Strips

A.

B.

Landscape strips shall be required along all front, side, and rear yards adjacent to parking

areas, driveways, or vehicle maneuvering areas.

1. Front yard landscape strips shall be at least four (4) feet in width unless facing a
street, in which case, the strip shall be at least six (6) feet in width.

2. Side and rear yard landscape strips shall be at least four (4) feet in width unless facing
a street, in which case, the strip shall be at least six (6) feet in width.

A continuous screen of shrubs shall be required for any landscape strip adjacent to any





parking area. Only shrubs from the approved planting list will count toward this
requirement, unless approved by the Planning Commission. Shrubs shall be eighteen (18)
inches in height at planting and be planted a maximum three (3) feet apart and shall be
irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Ground covers from Table J, grass, or mulch of shredded bark or stone shall be applied
in all landscaped areas to reduce moisture loss and to improve the appearance of plantings
near streets.

Section 7.2.3 — Street Trees

A.

Trees from Table B shall be every (30) feet to achieve the required number of trees; trees
from Table C shall be spaced every twenty-five (25) feet; or trees from Table D shall be
used if beneath overhead power lines and spaced every fifteen (15) feet.

Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Trees shall be two and one-half (2.5) inch caliper or greater at time of planting. Caliper
shall be measured at three (3) feet above the ground surface.

Only trees from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements, unless
approved by the Planning Commission.

Section 7.2.4 — Buffers Between Dissimilar Uses

Buffers shall be established with new development activity to reduce the impact on existing
neighborhoods and uses. The buffer provisions apply: (a) when different land uses or Zoning
Districts abut each other, or (b) when different land uses or Zoning Districts are separated by
rights-of-way of twenty (20) feet or less. Buffer area dimensional requirements shall be:

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Trees two (2) inches or greater caliper, measured three (3) feet from the ground, shall not
be removed from arequired buffer. These trees shall be protected, and if damaged during
development shall be replaced with a Class A — Full Screen type tree.

A required buffer shall not be used for accessory structures, garbage or trash collection,
parking, or any other functional use.

The required buffer area depth shall not include any easements.

Each side and rear yard buffer areas shall be five (5) percent of the lot width and
depth. Buffer areas shall not be less than six (6) feet or greater than forty (40) feet.
Under certain conditions the Planning Commission shall require, up to a one hundred
(100) foot buffer when a new development or expansion of regional shopping center,
major activity center or industrial district abuts an existing single-family, residential
neighborhood.

A larger buffer area shall be required by the Planning Commission, between residential
areas and commercial areas when the commercial development abuts a major roadway
to reduce ambient noise levels.

SECTION 3: That the following requirement of Section 7.3.1 of the Ordinance No. 9263
(“the Zoning Ordinance™) is hereby waived for 5720 MacArthur Drive:





Section 7.3.1 — Class A — Full Screens

A. Trees from Table B or C shall be spaced every twenty (20) feet; or trees from Table E
shall be spaced with no visual breaks; or trees from Table D shall be used if beneath

overhead power lines and spaced every twenty (20) feet.

B. Only trees and shrubs from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements

unless approved by the Planning Commission.

C. An eight (8) foot tall, continuous opaque screen shall be provided. An opaque screen
may include one (1) of the following: wall, fence, site grading, or plantings. No fence,
wall and/or site grading is required with evergreen trees from Table E. The opaque

screen must be opaque within 4 seasons.

D. Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

SECTION 4: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed

to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 5: That the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect

the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 6: That it is hereby found and determined that the waiver of the above-described
improvements as provided for herein is to be in the best interests of the City, and is immediately
necessary in order to insure the proper and orderly growth of this land and of the City of North Little
Rock, Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and
welfare; THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full

force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

Code
Ann. §§ 14-164-701 et seq., each as amended from time to time (collectively, the “Act”), to own,
acquire, construct, equip, and lease facilities to secure and develop industry and to assist in the
financing thereof by the issuance of bonds payable from the revenues derived from such facilities;

WHEREAS, FedMet Arkansas LLC or its affiliate (“FedMet”) and Trickling Creek
Properties, LLC or its affiliate (“Trickling Creek”, and collectively with FedMet, the
“Companies”) have evidenced their interest in acquiring, constructing, and equipping an industrial
facility in the City if permanent financing can be provided through the issuance of bonds under the
authority of the Act; and

WHEREAS, the City has agreed to cooperate with the Companies in the acquisition,
construction, and equipping of an industrial facility in the City and to finance the acquisition of
leasehold rights and/or real estate, construction of buildings, infrastructure and improvements, and
acquisition and installation of equipment for the warehousing, processing and recycling of post-
consumer aluminum copper radiators located on an approximately 7 acre site located at 1200 Pike
Avenue, North Little Rock, Arkansas (the “Project”) related to the operations of FedMet; and

WHEREAS, to provide permanent financing of the Project costs, necessary costs and
expenditures incidental thereto, and the cost of the issuance of bonds, the City will issue multiple
series of its taxable industrial development revenue bonds under the provisions of the Act
designated “City of North Little Rock, Arkansas Taxable Industrial Development Revenue Bonds
(FedMet Project), Series 20__ (the “FedMet Bonds”) and “City of North Little Rock, Arkansas
Taxable Industrial Development Revenue Bonds (Trickling Creek Project), Series 20 ,” in the
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aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $50,000,000.00 (the “Trickling Creek Bonds,” and
collectively with the FedMet Bonds, the “Bonds”); and

WHEREAS, the Bonds will be issued pursuant to the provisions of a Trust Indenture (the
“Trust Indenture”) to be entered into between the City and a trustee to be selected upon the mutual
agreement of the City and the Companies (the “Trustee”); and

WHEREAS, the City and FedMet intend to enter into a Lease Agreement (the “FedMet
Lease Agreement”) relating to the personal property, equipment, leasehold improvements,
infrastructure, and fixtures constituting a portion of the Project, which contemplates that a portion
of the Project will be leased to FedMet, with an option to purchase for a nominal price, and the
rental payments therefor together with other moneys available shall be sufficient to pay debt
service on the FedMet Bonds and all related costs; and

WHEREAS, the City and Trickling Creek intend to enter into a Lease Agreement (the
“Trickling Creek Lease Agreement”) relating to the real property, fixtures, infrastructure, personal
property, equipment and improvements constituting a portion of the Project, which contemplates
that a portion of the Project will be leased to Trickling Creek, with an option to purchase for a
nominal price, and the rental payments therefor together with other moneys available shall be
sufficient to pay debt service on the Trickling Creek Bonds and all related costs; and

WHEREAS, to induce the City to proceed with the issuance of the FedMet Bonds for the
purpose indicated, which will inure to the benefit of FedMet, the City and FedMet will enter into
a Payment in Lieu of Taxes Agreement (“FedMet PILOT Agreement”) in substantially the form
presented at this meeting which provides 65% ad valorem tax abatement for a period of 30 years;
and

WHEREAS, to induce the City to proceed with the issuance of the Trickling Creek Bonds
for the purpose indicated, which will inure to the benefit of Trickling Creek, the City and Trickling
Creck will enter into a Payment in Lieu of Taxes Agreement (“Trickling Creek PILOT
Agreement”) in substantially the form presented at this meeting which provides 65% ad valorem
tax abatement for a period of 30 years; and

WHEREAS, the City and the Companies caused a form of a notice of public hearing to be
published on August 27, 2023 in the Arkansas Democrat-Gazette, and the City hereby ratifies the
publication and form of notice published; and

WHEREAS, an open public hearing on the question of the issuance of the Bonds was held
before the City Council on September 11, 2023 and having heard all persons desiring to be heard
in the matter, the City has taken under advisement the comments and statements of such persons,
and declared the public hearing duly closed; and

WHEREAS, the City proposes to sell the Trickling Creek Bonds and the FedMet Bonds to

affiliates of the respective Companies (collectively, the “Purchasers”) pursuant to Bond Purchase
Agreements by and between the City and the Purchasers; and
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WHEREAS, FedMet and Trickling Creek, respectively, may obtain independent loans
from one or more lenders secured by liens on, or security interests in, title to all or part of the
Project granted pursuant to various agreements, instruments and documents; and

WHEREAS, the City acknowledges and consents to all liens and encumbrances on,
security interests in and rights to, the title to the Project granted by FedMet or Trickling Creek,
respectively, and acknowledges that FedMet’s and Trickling Creek’s respective interests in the
Project may be transferred to the City subject to such liens, encumbrances and security interests,
if any, and such acknowledgement and consent may be evidenced through the execution of a
Recognition of Prior Interests, Nondisturbance and Attornment Agreement between the City,
FedMet, and the lenders of FedMet (or such lenders’ agents) benefitting from such lien,
encumbrance or security interest (the “FedMet RNA Agreement”) and a Recognition of Prior
Interests, Nondisturbance and Attornment Agreement between the City, Trickling Creek, and the
lenders of Trickling Creek (or such lenders’ agents) benefitting from such lien, encumbrance or
security interest (the “Trickling Creek RNA Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the City acknowledges and consents to all leasehold rights to the Project
granted by Trickling Creek to FedMet and such acknowledgement and consent may be evidenced
through the execution of a Recognition of Prior Interests, Nondisturbance and Attornment
Agreement between the City, FedMet, and Trickling Creek, as landlord (the “Landlord RNA
Agreement”) and a sub-lease in a form acceptable to FedMet and Trickling Creek;

WHEREAS, copies of the herein described Bond Purchase Agreements, Trust Indenture,
FedMet Lease Agreement, Trickling Creek Lease Agreement, FedMet RNA Agreement, Trickling
Creck RNA Agreement, Landlord RNA Agreement, FedMet PILOT Agreement, and Trickling
Creek PILOT Agreement have been presented to and are before this meeting and a copy of each
are on file with the City Clerk and available for inspection by any interested person; and

WHEREAS, the City believes the completion of the Project may be useful in providing
additional employment opportunities and will provide other benefits to and be in the best interest
of the City and its residents.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That there be, and there is hereby, authorized and directed the following:

(a) The Bonds shall be issued in one or more series in an aggregate principal amount
of not to exceed $50,000,000.00, and the Bonds shall be sold to the Purchasers for
a price of par plus the costs of issuance upon the terms and conditions set forth in
the Bond Purchase Agreements.

(b) The execution and delivery of the FedMet PILOT Agreement and the Trickling
Creek PILOT Agreement by the Mayor and City Clerk on behalf of the City, in
substantially the form submitted to this meeting, with such changes as shall be
approved by such persons executing the documents, their execution to constitute
conclusive evidence of such approval, is hereby authorized and directed. Executed
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copies of the FedMet PILOT Agreement and the Trickling Creek PILOT
Agreement shall be filed in the City Clerk’s office.

(c) The acquisition, construction, and equipping of the Project, and, in connection
therewith, to the extent convenient or necessary, the execution of any necessary
architectural, engineering, or construction contracts or the acceptance of an
assignment of any such contracts previously executed by the Companies for the
construction and equipping of the Project on behalf of the City is hereby authorized
and directed.

SECTION 2: That the issuance of the Bonds in the total principal amount of not to exceed
$50,000,000.00 is hereby authorized. The Bonds shall be issued in the forms and denominations,
shall be dated, shall be numbered, shall mature, shall bear interest (at a rate or rates) and shall be
subject to redemption prior to maturity, all upon the terms and conditions to be set forth in the
Trust Indenture.

SECTION 3: That there be, and there is hereby, authorized and directed the execution and
delivery of the FedMet Lease Agreement and the Trickling Creck Lease Agreement, and the Mayor
and City Clerk are hereby authorized to execute, acknowledge, and deliver the FedMet Lease
Agreement and the Trickling Creek Lease Agreement for and on behalf of the City. The FedMet
