Mr. Davis said it had not. He referred to photos they took earlier in the day. Council Member
Baxter restated the agreements were the same. He added the previous agreement expired in
September, 2023, which gave the owner an additional four (4) months to finish rehabilitation.
He said he would consider approving an extension, but not for 180 days. Mr. Davis said Mr.
Perez could finish in between 60 and 90 days. Council Member Ross said the owner needs to
understand the terms of the agreement. It has been ten (10) months since the initial agreement
was signed. Mr. Davis said he is not involved in the construction work. Mr. Perez has
contractors doing it. Council Member Taylor said Mr. Davis is the Real Estate Broker. Council
Member Hamilton said $20,000 - $30,000 had been spent on the property. He said there are
some communication issues (Mr. Perez does not speak English). He showed pictures to Mrs.
McHenry showing the progress made. Council Member Hamilton asked about the length of
extensions granted to other rehabilitation agreements. City Attorney Fields said the length of an
extension was up to the city council. Council Member Hamilton asked if the house would be
torn down if he withdrew the pending legislation. City Attorney Fields said the house had been
condemned and could be torn down. Council Member Hamilton withdrew the legislation. Mr.
Davis reiterated the owner has spent a lot of money on the property. He asked for 90 additional
days. Council Member Taylor asked Mr. Davis if he spoke Spanish. He said he did not. Mayor
Hartwick asked a city employee who was present and spoke Spanish to come forward and
communicate with Mr. Perez. Mr. Edgar Rameriz (IT Department) communicated with Mr.
Perez and relayed an electrician had just started work. Council Member Ross asked if the
Electric Permit was ready. Mr. Perez advised he had permits for Electric and AC, but not for
Plumbing. Council Member Baxter asked Mrs. McHenry if the rough-in inspection had been
completed. Mrs. McHenry said the owner would need to contact the Planning Department for
inspections. She said a previous remodeling permit shown may be inactive. Council Member
Baxter said the owner has had twice the time normally allowed for a rehab. Mrs. McHenry said
the property has been condemned for 15 months. Mayor Hartwick asked Council Member
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Hamilton if he would consider reversing his withdrawal and hold the legislation for two weeks.
Council Member Hamilton said he would hold the legislation. He understood the frustration
with rehabilitation agreements which were not completed within the allotted time and the city
had to follow up with its resources. City Attorney Fields had communication with Code
Enforcement regarding these agreements. In some cases, the owner had made a significant
improvement in the property. She asked her staff to send a letter to all persons holding a
rehabilitation agreement to advise and extension can only be made by a council member from the
Ward where the property is located or the Mayor. Council Member Ross said extensions cost the
city additional resources and additional escrow funds should be required. City Attorney Fields
said (current) escrow funds are to cover the cost to demolish the property if it is not rehabilitated.
Mr. Davis said the property was owned by MidArk when Mr. Perez purchased it and he was not
made aware it had been condemned. After additional discussion, Council Member Hamilton
withdrew his previous withdrawal of the legislation and held it until the next meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Bruce Tate advised he entered into a rehab agreement with the city through Deputy City
Attorney Rick Hogan in October, 2023. Mr. Tate asked if the item had been brought before the
council. Mayor Hartwick said an item had been on the agenda for the previous six (6) council
meetings and withdrawn. Mr. Tate said he has invested approximately $35,000.00 in the house
which he has rewired and installed a new furnace. He also put a new roof on it. Mrs. McHenry
said no permits had been pulled and funds were not placed into escrow. Code Enforcement had
not performed any inspections since condemnation. Any work done had been without a permit.
Mr. Tate said it is possible there was a misunderstanding between Mr. Tate and Mr. Hogan. Mr.
Tate said he never heard back from Mr. Hogan. Council Member Ross said she had responded to
a message from Mr. Tate. Mr. Tate said he had a permit and added a new unit to the structure.
He just needs some extra time. Mayor Hartwick suggested Mr. Tate contact his council
members. Council Member Taylor said he wants to make sure the council does the right thing.
There needs to a be a process or procedure (on rehabilitation agreements) on what happens if the
property is not rehabbed within 180 days. Council Member Hamilton told Mr. Perez the City
Council might extend his agreement by 90 days. He will visit the site within the next week and
take photos of the current condition. There needs to be some sort of penalty for failure to
complete a rehab if an extension is requestion. Council Member Taylor agreed. Council
Member Harris said there needs to be a timeline checked by the city to ensure progress is being
made.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 2.2.1 AND 8.3.2 OF THE NORTH
LITTLE ROCK MUNICIPAL CODE CHAPTER 8, NUISANCE
ABATEMENT AND PROPERTY MAINTENANCE; DECLARING AN
EMEGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, on October 22, 2007, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 8001 and the
North Little Rock Municipal Code (*NLRMC™) Chapter 8, Nuisance Abatement and Property
Maintenance (as amended by Ordinance No. 8065, adopted March 24, 2008; Ordinance No. 8187,
adopted July 27, 2009; Ordinance No. 8668, adopted August 25, 2014; Ordinance No. 8684,
adopted October 13, 2014; Ordinance No. 8720, adopted March 23, 2015; and Ordinance No.
9403, adopted October 25, 2021); and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City of North Little Rock and its residents to
amend the NLRMC Chapter 8 provisions regarding inoperable or wrecked motor vehicles in order
to clarify language and to provide the opportunity for public hearing and the process of removal.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Chapter 8 of the North Little Rock Municipal Code is hereby revised
as showed in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated by reference.

SECTION 2: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 4: 1t is hereby found and determined that amending the North Little Rock
Municipal Code Chapter 8 is appropriate, thereby insuring the proper and orderly growth and
economic development of this land and of the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, and being
necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and welfare; THEREFORE,
an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from
and after its passage and approval.

2.2.1 Definitions.

APPROVED. Consented or agreed to in writing by the Senior Code Enforcement Officer, or his
proper designee.

BASEMENT. That portion of a building which is partly or completely below grade.
BATHROOM. A room containing plumbing fixtures including a bathtub or shower.
BEDROOM. Any room or space used or intended to be used for sleeping purposes.

BOAT. Any vessel initially designed for the carrying of passengers or cargo upon the water, whether
currently seaworthy or not, and regardless of size or design, including, without limitation, barges,
motorboats whether inboard or outboard, canoes, rowboats, rafts and sailboats.

CARPORT. A roofed structure providing space for the parking of motor vehicles and enclosed on
not more than two sides.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER. Any city employee who has been duly swom and
authorized to uphold the ordinances of the City and laws of the State of Arkansas related to
property uses, maintenance, nuisances, inspections, issuances of building permits, certifications
and licensing etc., within the municipal boundaries of the City. All duly sworn law enforcement
officers of the North Little Rock Police Department are authorized to exercise authority as Code
Enforcement Officers.

CONDEMN. To adjudge unfit for human occupancy.

DWELLING UNIT. Any room or group of rooms located within a structure forming a single
habitable unit with facilities that are used or intended to be used for living, sleeping, cooking,
eating, and sanitation by a household or family.

EASEMENT. That portion of land or property reserved for present or future use by a person or
agency other than the legal fee owner(s) of the property. The easement shall be permitted to be for
use under, on or above a said lot or lots.





EXTERIOR PROPERTY. The open space on the premises and on adjoining property under the
control of owners or operators of such premises.

EXTERMINATION. The control and elimination of insects, rats or other pests by eliminating
their harborage places; by removing or making inaccessible materials that serve as their food; by
poison spraying, fumigating, trapping or by any other approved pest elimination methods.

GARBAGE. The animal or vegetable waste resulting from the handling, preparation, cooking and
consumption of food.

GRAFFITI. Any inscription, word, figure, or design that is marked, etched, scratched, drawn,
painted, pasted or otherwise affixed to or on any structural component of any building, structure,
or other permanent facility regardless of the nature of the material of that structural component, or
the nature of the inscription, to the extent that the same was not authorized in advance by the
owner, or otherwise deemed to be a public nuisance.

GUARD. A building component or a system of building components located at or near the open
sides of elevated walking surfaces that minimizes the possibility of a fall from the walking surface
to a lower level.

HABITABLE SPACE. Space in a structure for living, sleeping, eating or cooking. Bathrooms,
toilet rooms, closets, halls, storage or utility spaces, and similar areas are not considered habitable
spaces.

HISTORIC. Any existing buildings or structures designated by the City of North Little Rock, the
State of Arkansas, or the United States government to be historic or located within a North Little
Rock historic district.

HOUSEKEEPING UNIT. A room or group of rooms forming a single habitable space equipped
and intended to be used for living, sleeping, cooking and eating which does not contain, within
such a unit, a toilet, lavatory and bathtub or shower.

IMMINENT DANGER. A condition which could cause serious or life-threatening injury or death
at any time.

INFESTATION. The presence, within or contiguous to, a structure or premises of insects, rats,
vermin or other pests.





INOPERABLE VEHICLE.

LABELED. Devices, equipment, appliances, or materials to which has been affixed a label, seal,
symbol or other identifying mark of a nationally recognized testing laboratory, inspection agency
or other organization concerned with product evaluation that maintains periodic inspection of the
production of the above-labeled items and by whose label the manufacturer attests to compliance
with applicable nationally recognized standards.

LET FOR OCCUPANCY OR LET. To permit, provide or offer possession or occupancy of a
dwelling, dwelling unit, rooming unit, building, premise or structure by a person who is or is not
the legal owner of record thereof, pursuant to a written or unwritten lease, agreement or license,
or pursuant to a recorded or unrecorded agreement of contract for the sale of land.

NUISANCE. This term is defined in Section 8 of this Code.
OCCUPANCY. The purpose for which a building or portion thereof is utilized or occupied.

OCCUPANT. Any individual living or sleeping in a building, or having possession of a space
within a building,

OPENABLE AREA. That part of a window, skylight or door which is available for unobstructed
ventilation and which opens directly to the outdoors.

OPERATOR. Any person who has charge, care or control of a structure or premises which is let
or offered for occupancy.

OUTDOOR STORAGE. The keeping of items that are not fully enclosed within a structure
allowed by other city ordinance or code. This definition does not include furniture or other items
manufactured for outdoor use kept on a covered front porch, or a deck, patio or porch at the rear
of the structure.

OWNER. Any person, agent, operator, firm or corporation having a legal or equitable interest in
the property; or recorded in the official records of the state, county or municipality as holding title
to the property; or otherwise having control of the property, including the guardian of the estate of
any such person, and the executor or administrator of the estate of such person if ordered to take
possession of real property by a court.





PERSON. An individual, corporation, partnership or any other group acting as a unit.

PREMISES. A lot, plot or parcel of land, easement or public way, including any structures
thereon.

PRIVATE PROPERTY. Means any real property within the city which is privately owned and
which is not defined as public property in this section.

PUBLIC PROPERTY. Means any real property in the city which is owned by a governmental
body and includes buildings, parking lots, parks, streets, sidewalks, rights-of-way, easements and
other similar property.

PUBLIC WAY. Any street, alley or similar parcel of land essentially unobstructed from the ground
to the sky, which is deeded, dedicated or otherwise permanently appropriated to the public for
public use.

REMOVAL. The act of clearing all material and debris whenever it becomes necessary to
demolish any building that has been condemned and found to be a nuisance by resolution of the
city council.

RESIDENCE. A structure serving as a dwelling or home. For the purposes of this Code, the
term residence includes dwelling units and rooming houses.

ROOMING HOUSE. A building arranged or occupied for lodging, with or without meals, for
compensation. Bed-and-breakfasts, boarding houses, half-way houses, and hotels, as those terms
are defined under the North Little Rock Zoning Ordinance, are included within the definition of a
Rooming House.

ROOMING UNIT. Any room or group of rooms forming a single habitable unit occupied or
intended to be occupied for sleeping or living, but not for cooking purposes.

RUBBISH. Combustible and noncombustible waste materials, except garbage; the term shall
include the residue from the burning of wood, coal, coke and other combustible materials, paper,
rags, cartons, boxes, wood, excelsior, rubber, leather, tree branches, yard trimmings, tin cans,
metals, mineral matter, glass, crockery and dust and other similar materials.

SCRAP OR WASTE TIRE. A tire or any portion thereof that can no longer be used for its original
intended purpose or is being held, transported, or processed for disposal or recycling.

SENIOR CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER. The Head of the Code Enforcement Department
or, in his or her absence, the person who is directed or appointed to temporarily assume the duties
of the Head of the Code Enforcement Department.

STRUCTURE. That which is built or constructed or a portion thereof.

TENANT. A person, corporation, partnership or group, whether or not the legal owner of record,
occupying a building or portion thereof as a unit.





TOILET ROOM. A room containing a water closet or urinal but not a bathtub or shower.

TRAILER. Means any freewheeling object designed or intended to be pulled or towed behind a
motor vehicle, regardless of whether wrecked or inoperable, and regardless of whether currently
inspected and/or registered, including without limitation the following: Boat trailers, camper
trailers, cargo trailers, special trailers for items such as golf carts or motorcycles, utility trailers,
and farm implements.

UNCUT WEEDS AND GRASS. See Section 3.2.4 for definition.

USED TIRE. A tire, including a recapped or retreaded tire, suitable for continued use for its
original intended purpose.

VENTILATION. The natural or mechanical process of supplying conditioned or unconditioned
air to, or removing such air from, any space.

WORKMANLIKE. Executed in a skilled manner; e.g., generally plumb, level, square, in line,
undamaged and without marring adjacent work.

WRECKED MOTOR VEHICLE. Any motor vehicle which does not have lawfully affixed
thereto an unexpired license plate and the condition of which is wrecked, dismantled, partially
dismantled, incapable of operation by its own power on a public street, or from which the wheels,
engine, transmission or any substantial part thereof has been removed.

YARD. An open space on the same lot with a structure.










8.3.2 Inoperable or junk vehicles, and any parts thereof. The accumulation of inoperable or
junk vehicles in the City is degrading to the environment. property values. and the aesthetic beautv
of the City. Thus. the parking. keeping. or storing of inoperable or junk vehicles, or any parts
thereof, at any location in the City not permitted by this subsection is declared to be a nuisance
and may be cited for violation of subsection 3.2.8 and. if necessary. abated as provided in
subsections 8.3.2.1 through 8.3.2.4 below.

8.3.2.1 Prohibition.
(A) It shall be unlawful for anv person to place, or cause to be placed, any
inoperable vehicle. any junk vehicle. or any part thereof. upon any private property
except in an approved storage area on property that is properly zoned and permitted
for that purpose.
(B) The location or presence of any inoperable or junked vehicle on any lot. tract.
parcel of land or portion thereof, occupied or unoccupied. improved or unimproved.
except as excluded in subsection (A) of this subsection 8.2.3.1 above shall be
deemed a public nuisance and it shall be unlawful for any person or persons to cause
or maintain such public nuisance by wrecking. dismantling. rendering inoperable,
abandoning or discarding a vehicle or vehicles on the property of another or to
suffer. permit or allow the same to be placed, located. maintained or exist upon his
or her own real property.
(C) This section shall not apply to:
(i) A vehicle or part thereof which is completely enclosed within a building
or fence in a lawful manner where it is not visible from the street or other
public or private property;
(11) Any motor vehicle which can be started and moved under its own power:
(ii1) Any motor vehicle which is being expeditiously repaired: and
(iv) Any automobile that is considered a historic or special interest vehicle
as defined by Ark. Code Ann. § 27-15-2201 and is stored pursuant the
regulation set forth in Ark. Code Ann. § 27-15-2207.

8.3.2.2 Violations; notice and opportunity for hearing,

(A) When the city believes that a vehicle is being maintained in violation of this
Subsection 8.3.2, a Code Enforcement Officer may give the private property owner
and the owner of the motor vehicle, if ascertainable, 30 days’ notice that the vehicle
shall be towed at the owner’s expense unless the vehicle is restored to a functional
use. disposed of by the owner in a manner not prohibited by this Chapter. or placed
in an enclosed building. Notice shall be sent by regular mail and by certified mail.
return receipt requested. Notice to the real property owner is sufficient if sent to
the owner’s address of record on file with the county treasurer. county collector. or
county assessor. Notice to the owner of the vehicle is sufficient if sent to the
owner’s address of record on file with the Arkansas Office of Motor Vehicles or
motor vehicle records of any other statc where the vehicle’s registration indicates
the name and address of the last registered owner of the vehicle.

(B) The notice shall contain a description of the inoperable vehicle. the license
number of the inoperable vehicle (if known) and the address where the inoperable
vehicle is being improperly stored.






(C) The notice shall inform the recipient that he or she may request a hearing within
20 days of the date of the letter in front of the Board of Adjustment to determine if
there is a violation.

(D) The notice shall include the name, address. phone number and email address
that the recipient mayv contact to set up the hearing.

(E) The notice shall contain a copy of this subsection.

8.3.2.3 Hearing and post-hearing.
(A) The Board of Adjustment shall conduct all hearings pertaining to inoperable
vehicles or junk vehicles. At the hearing before the Board of Adjustment. the
recipients of the notice shall be provided with a copy of this subsection. and be
presented with the basis of the belief that the vehicle is being maintained in
violation of this subsection.
(B) At the hearing. the recipients of the notice shall be given an opportunity to
prove that the vehicle in question is not being maintained in violation of this section.
or is being expeditiously repaired.
(C) The Board of Adjustment shall inform the parties present of its decision at the
conclusion of the hearing.
(D) Within three days of the hearing, a Code Enforcement Officer shall send to the
private property owner and the owner of the motor vehicle a written notice
informing them of the outcome of the hearing and the opportunity to appeal the
decision to the appropriate state circuit court. including the address and phone
number of the court.
(E) The post-hearing notice shall inform the recipients that the inoperable vehicle
in question will be towed at their expense within ten days of the date of the hearing,
or the expiration of the original 30 days’ notice, whichever is longer.

8.3.2.4 Removal of inoperable or junk vehicles.
(A) At the conclusion of the post-hearing notice period (as provided for in Section
8.2.3.3 above). Code Enforcement shall provide a copy of the post-hearing notice
and shall instruct and authorize the North Little Rock Police Department to have
the inoperable or junk vehicle towed in compliance with the provisions of Arkansas
law and the police department’s policy establishing procedures for impounding and
towing vehicles adopted pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 27-50-1207.
(B) This authorization shall not be given if the violation of this section has been
corrected and the vehicle has been removed. or is no long inoperable. or has been
completely enclosed within a building or fence in a lawful manner where it is not
visible from the street or other public or private property.
(C) The North Little Rock Police Department shall be required to obtain and serve
a warrant authorizing the seizure and removal of any inoperable or junk vehicle
located within the curtilage of a residence.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 4.3.1 AND SECTION 14.1 OF
THE NORTH LITTLE ROCK MUNICIPAL CODE CHAPTER 9,
PARKING REGULATIONS; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, with the adoption of Ordinance No. 8128 on December 22, 2008, the North
Little Rock City Council adopted North Little Rock Municipal Code (“NLRMC”) Chapter 9,
Parking Regulations (amended by Ordinance Nos. 8195 and 8196, adopted on September 28, 2009;
Ordinance No. 8212, on November 9, 2009; Ordinance No. 8260, on May 24, 2010; Ordinance
No. 8383, on October 24, 2011; Ordinance No. 8462, on July 23, 2012; Ordinance Nos. 8551 and
8552, on July 22, 2013; Ordinance No. 8621, on March 24, 2014; Ordinance No. 8894 and 8895,
on March 27, 2017; Ordinance No. 9290, on September 28, 2020; Ordinance No. 9297, on October
26, 2020; Ordinance No. 9374 on July 12, 2021; and Ordinance No. 9524 on December 12, 2022);
and

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 8195 omitted some language from the original language in
Chapter 9 with reference to rules for parking on front or side lawns in restricted parking districts;
and

WHEREAS, the definition of “Parking Surface” in Section 1.4.1 should be amended to
clarify that property installation of a parking surface requires that the surface be solid and
continuous; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City and its residents to restore the original
language in Section 4.3.1 and to clarify the definition of “parking surface” in North Little Rock
Municipal Code Chapter 9, Parking Regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That Section 4.3.1 of North Little Rock Municipal Code Chapter 9, Parking
Regulations, is hereby amended as follows:

4.3.1 Restrictions. Restricted Parking Districts may be governed by one or more of the
following rules:

(A) NOPARKING ON FRONT OR SIDE LAWNS. In districts implementing this
rule, it shall be unlawful for any person to park, store, or keep any Vehlcle on a Front or
Side Lawn within the district D ) p





(B) NO PARKING COMMERCIAL VEHICLES. In districts implementing this rule,
it shall be unlawful for any person to park, store, or keep any Commercial Vehicle within

the district, except for loading, unloading, and conducting business as provided in Section
2.1.9 and Section 2.2.5(B).

(C) RESTRICTED PARKING DISTRICT. In districts implementing this rule, it shall
be unlawful for any person to park, store, or keep any vehicle in or along a right-of-way
within the district unless a lawfully issued parking permit or visitor placard is properly
displayed on the vehicle.

SECTION 2: That the definition of “Parking Surface” in Section 1.4.1 is hereby
amended as follows:

Parking Surface is any improved surface that is stabilized and provides appropriate dust
control and limited permeability including surfaces such as pavers, concrete, asphalt or
other similar parking material. P \ . asp P

- e When applylng this Regu]atlon gravel
or similar aggregate is not considered a proper parking surface; except that, until
December 22, 2018, gravel or similar aggregate shall be deemed a proper parking surface
for those property owners located in a restricted parking district (established under
Article Four, Section 5 below) when the property owner demonstrates that the said gravel
or similar aggregate:

(1) was installed prior to the formation of the restricted parking district; and

(2) is no more than twenty (20) feet in width and used for the limited purpose of a
driveway.

SECTION 3: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: 1t is hereby found and determined that there is an immediate need for the
aforementioned amendments to the North Little Rock Municipal Code Chapter 9, Parking
Regulations; THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be
necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and welfare, and shall be in
full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

Approval of the Special Use does not ensure approval of a Business License. The
applicant must comply with all other applicable requirements within the
Comprehensive Code to Regulate Issuance of, and Conditions Associated with,
Short-Term Residential Rental Business Licenses (Ordinance No. 9559, adopted
by the NLR City Council on April 10, 2023)

Per §8.2.3(d), Revocation and Limitations, Time Limitations, a Business License
must be obtained within one (1) year of Special Use approval.

. The owner or owner representative for all short-term residential rentals shall post

in a prominent common area or near the front door within the short-term rental:
the physical street address assigned by the City;

owner or owner representative name and telephone number;

local contact person name and telephone number;

telephone numbers for the North Little Rock Police Department, the North
Little Rock Fire Department, and North Little Rock Code Enforcement;

the phone number to report a safety complaint;

solid waste (trash) pick-up day;

the maximum occupancy limits as approved by the business license;

the maximum number of parking spaces available on-site;

S
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i. acopy of the Good Neighbor Brochure; and
j. notification that a guest, local contact person, responsible person, or owner
may be cited and/or fined by the City in accordance with this Ordinance.

4. The number of occupants is limited to a maximum of two (2) people per bedroom,
plus two (2), for the entire unit when the property is operated as a Short-Term
Rental.

5. Commercial functions and other similar events are prohibited at the transient use
site.

6. Special events including, but not limited to, weddings, receptions, anniversaries,
private parties, fundraisers and business seminars are prohibited from occurring at
the transient use site.

7. No recreational vehicle, trailer, other vehicle or structure not classified as a
permanent residential dwelling may be used as a Short-Term Rental.

8. The minimum number of off-street parking spaces required for motor vehicles of
overnight guests at the transient use site shall comply with the applicable residential
requirements set forth in the NLR Zoning Ordinance.

. Signage advertising the unit as a Short-Term Rental is not permitted

10. The addition of any outdoor recreational activities must be reviewed by staff prior

to installing,

SECTION 3: That all ordinances or parts of ordinance in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that the special use as described herein is
compatible with other businesses in the area and is immediately necessary in order to insure the
proper and orderly growth and development of this land and of the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and
welfare, THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in
full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

PULASKI AREA GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEM
INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
(Sixth Restatement & Amendment)

This Pulaski Area Geogtaphic Information System Intetlocal Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and
entered into by and among the City of Little Rock, Arkansas (“Litde Rock™), the City of North Little Rock,
Askansas (“North Little Rock™), Pulaski County, Atkansas (“County”), for the benefit of its Public Works
department, Central Askansas Water (“CAW?”), Little Rock Water Reclamation Authority (“LRWRA”), North
Little Rock Wastewater Utility (“NLR Wastewater”), the City of Jacksonville, Atkansas (“Jacksonville), the City
of Sherwood, Adkansas (“Sherwood”), and the City of Maumelle, Arkansas (“Maumelle”), and it is an
amendment and restatement of prior Interlocal Agreements entered by the fitst eight of the aforementioned
parties.

WHEREAS, the Pulaski Area Geographic Information System (“PAgis”) was initiated in 1990 as a
cooperative venture among Little Rock, Little Rock Municipal Water Works (predecessor of CAW), and
ILRWRA; and

WHEREAS, the County, NLR Wastewater, Notth Little Rock, Jacksonville, and Sherwood later
joined the cooperative ventute as finandally contributing members; and

WHEREAS, PAgis was previously govemed by a Memorandum of Understanding that was entered
into on October 31, 1990, and subsequently amended on December 30, 1992, December 4, 1998, January 1,
2005, June 16, 2009, and June 30, 2015; and

WHEREAS, benefits to the members of PAgis include: (1) delivering setvices efficiently in every
department of govemment; (2) increasing the accuracy of information provided to the public while decreasing
the time necessary to provide the information; (3) eliminating the duplication of effort within govemment; (4)
enhancing information for resource allocation, which will result in better use of public funds; (5) improving
public health, welfare and safety; (6) advancing citizen access to public information; (7) sttengthening citizen
patticipation in government, (8) gaining increased benefits from existing information; (9) providing
information not otherwise available; and (10) developing information sharing within public and private sectors;
and

WHEREAS, PAgis has been successful as a project organization in that its committees have defined,
scheduled, and implemented tasks necessary to assemble an information database; and

WHEREAS, PAgis has developed a Strategic Plan to provide system maintenance for the
information that has been developed since 1990 and is curtently being developed, improved, and maintained at
substantial cost; and

WHEREAS, the Strategic Plan recommended the formation of a permanent PAgis organization that
will provide for the hardware, software, additional data, data distribution, training, and staff to manage the
current investrment in PAgis; and

WHEREAS, Maumelle desires to join PAgis.

NOW, THEREFORE, Little Rock, North Little Rock, Jacksonville, Sherwood, CAW, the County,
LRWRA, NLR Wastewater, in consideration of the mutual covenants and the terms and conditions set forth
herein, agree as follows:





PARTIES. This Agreement is heteby entered into by and between Littfle Rock, North Little
Rock, Jacksonville, Sherwood, and Maumelle acting by and thtough their respective Mayors
and Boards of Directors or City Councils, the County acting by and through its Quorum
Court and County Judge, CAW, acting by and through its Boatd of Commissioners, LRWRA
acting by and through its Little Rock Water Reclamation Authotity Commission, and NLR
Wastewater acting by and through its Wastewater Treatment Commission.

NAME. The name of the organization shall be “Pulaski Arez Geographic Information
System,” hereinafter teferred to as PAgis.

TERM. The term of this Agreement and the dutation of PAgis shall be indefinite. However,
any of the signatory parties may withdraw from said otganization at the close of any fiscal
yeat; provided, however, that notice thereof shall have been given to all other signatory
parties, in writing, at least one year in advance of the proposed date of withdrawal.

TERMINATION AND WITHDRAWAL. In the event that the Board of Directors of
PAgis ("Boatd of Directors”) intends to dissolve PAgis, the Board of Ditectors will adopt 2

reasonable plan to discharge all outstanding liabilities to third parties, and the temaining assets
of PAgis shall be distributed to the then-cuttent members of PAgis who have been members
of PAgis for at least three (3) years. In no event shall any asset tevert to any person who is
not a governmental agency or instrumentality. A withdrawing member shall not be entitled to
the assets of PAgis. The parties hereto agree that Little Rock, North Little Rock, Jacksonville,
CAW, LRWRA, NLR Wastewater, the County, and Sherwood have been membets of PAgis
for at least three (3) yeats as of the effective date of this Agreement; Maumelle is new to the
Agteement.

PURPOSE. The putpose of PAgis is to be a leader in providing high quahty geographic
information setvices that meet customer and management needs. PAgis is a parmership
owned and controlled by the government entities that are its members, open to public and
private information shating, dedicated to effective delivery of geographically based
information products and services using a shared database.

The stated goals of PAgis ate as follows: (1) operate a shated database; (2) establish defined
responsibilities for quality database maintenance; (3) secute adequate funding for system
operation and maintenance; (4) secure additional governmental partners; (5) conform to and
maintain the database according to established standards; (6) maintain competent and
professional staff; and (7) provide fot the satisfaction of its customers.

PAgis will serve as a management tool for capital assets of the signatory parties. In addition,
PAgis will connect existing data into a complete functioning information system and allow
the signatory patties to: (1) track customer complaints and inquities geographically and take
mote effective remedial action; (2) create more efficient service routes; (3) provide better
information to field personnel; and (4) tazget mailings to customets.

PAgis will be responsible for: (1) the core data on which the signatory parties’ systems depend
in the areas of ground control, planimetrics, addtesses, patcels, city limits, and metadata; (2)
responding to requests for information from the public; and (3) otganizing ongoing training
for its own staff and the staffs of the signatory parties’ organizations.

ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE. PAgis will be supetvised, administered, and directed

by a Board of Directors whose members will represent the signatoty parties.

A Geographic Information System Manager will teport directly to the Board of Directors,
and will be charged with implementing the PAgis wotk program and goals.

Title to fixed assets held by each signatory party and used for geographic information system
purposes at the time of the establishment of PAgis shall remain unchanged. Each item of
petsonal property of a value greater than Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollats ($50,000.00)
and real property that PAgis intends to putchase may only be acquited, held, and disposed of
with the approval of the Board of Directots for the benefit of PAgis in the name of PAgis.
Other personal property may be acquired and held by staff of PAgis for the benefit of PAgis
in the name of PAgis, and staff of PAgis may dispose of such other personal propetty for
which there is no future purpose of PAgis in a commercially reasonable manner.

Additional governmental agencies or instrumentalities may become members of PAgis with
the consent of all the existing members, who shall determine the conditions of their
association including but not limited to financing and reptesentation on the Board of
Directors.

The operation and management of PAgis will be governed by bylaws adopted by the Board
of Directors.

FINANCING. The signatory parties shall finance the operations of PAgis through
conttibutions made to PAgis by the signatory parties, the amounts of which the signatory
parties shall determine in cooperative fashion. The Board of Directors shall budget and
disburse all funds received by it from the appropriate designated authorities of the signatory
patties participating in this Agreement as well as any funds received from future members.
Each of the signatory parties will share the costs incurred for the operation and maintenance
of PAgis in accordance with the bylaws ot as otherwise established by the Directors.

GEOGRAPHIC AREA. PAgis services area consists of the incorporated and unincorporated
area of Pulaski County; this area may be expanded with the inclusion of additional
governmental members into the otganization.

NONDTISCRIMINATION. The signatory parties agree that they will oversee and supervise
the governance and operations of PAgis to ensure that benefits and privileges of PAgis are

provided and available on a nondiscriminatory basis.

SEVERABILITY. The provisions of the Agreement ate declared to be severable. If any
provision hereof shall be held to be invalid or to be inapplicable to any patty or drcumstance,
such holding shall not affect the validity or applicability of the remainder hereof.

EFFECTIVENESS. This Agreement, as amended, shall become effective upon the approval
of the Attorney General and notification of such approval by the Attorney General of PAgis.

PROGRAM AGREEMENT
Between
CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS
And
POLICE ATHLETIC LEAGUE

This Program Agreement (“Agreement”) made and entered into this day of
, 2024, by and between the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas (“the City”)
and the North Little Rock Police Athletic League (“PAL”).

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, PAL is a non-profit organization whose mission is to work with at-risk youth
in the local community by providing a positive influence through sports and other activities at no
cost to the participants; and

WHEREAS, operating under a facilities agreement with the North Little Rock Parks and
Recreation Department, PAL has the use of clubhouse facilities and sports fields for its programs
(football, baseball, softball, etc.), including ATA Martial Arts (Taekwondo classes), and is able
to increase availability of its programs to children throughout the community; and

WHEREAS, PAL operates its organization and runs programs entirely with volunteer staff,
devoting all revenues for sports and other activities for City youths; and

WHEREAS, PAL has the expertise, knowledge and ability to provide the administration
and management of sports and other activities in its programs.

WHEREAS, PAL has properly submitted its application in accordance with the North
Little Rock Finance Department (“NLR Finance”) procedures and guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises set forth
herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between the parties as
follows:

1. PAL agrees to offer programs, classes and other authorized and approved activities
(football, baseball, softball, tennis, Taekwondo, etc.) designed for the benefit of at-risk youth in
local City communities at no cost to participants. All sports and activities will be under the
supervision and control of PAL and its volunteers.

2. The term of this Agreement shall be for a period beginning February 1, 2024 and ending
December 31, 2024.

3. The City will make a lump sum annual payment to PAL in the amount of Seventy
Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($70,000.00) to PAL, said funds to be used for programs (sports and





other class activities) benefitting North Little Rock youth. In the event that either PAL or the City
gives a notice of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9 below, the parties agree to
negotiate in good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with adjustments to the amount of the
annual contribution and/or the services provided by PAL to equalize such cost and benefit.

4. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by any of the parties to this
Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the non-assigning party.

5. The City represents and warrants to PAL that it has the authority to enter into this
Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly authorized. PAL represents and
warrants to the City that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for
PAL has been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official
public action of the North Little Rock City Council.

6. PAL agrees:

(a) To comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to accomplish
its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed in this Agreement.

(b) That it will not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color, religion,
natural origin, age, gender or any other constitutionally-protected basis.

(c) Acknowledges that certain procedural restrictions apply to the expenditure of City
funds in excess of $35,000 and the employment of professionals, as that term has been
defined by the City. (For procedural guidance in the expenditure of City funds, PAL
may contact a city purchasing officer at (501) 975-8881.)

(d) Acknowledges that the expenditure of government funds for a governmental purpose
is a matter of public interest and subject to disclosure under the Arkansas Freedom of
Information Act (“FOIA™).

(e) Maintain and control equipment purchased for public use. If PAL ceases to exist, any
property in its possession purchased with City funds will revert to the City.

(f) That it will submit an annual report to City Council that accurately reflects all
performance under this Agreement, said report to be submitted no later than January 1,
2025. A representative of PAL will be available, at the request of the City, to appear
before a specified City Council meeting to answer any questions concerning the report.

(g) To attach to this agreement a document identifying each member of the governing
board of the nonprofit entity.

(h) To attach to this agreement evidence of nonprofit status, and if designated a nontaxable
entity, attach a copy of an IRS opinion letter affirming the designation.





7. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be construed under Arkansas law,
and further agree that proper jurisdiction and venue for any cause of action arising from this
Agreement shall be bested in the state courts of Arkansas.

8. This Agreement shall be binding on and for the benefit of each party’s successors and

assigns.

9. This Agreement may be terminated by either party without cause upon ninety (90) days’
written notice. The fee described in Section 3 shall be prorated based upon the date of termination.

WHEREAS, the Foodbank is the largest provider of emergency food in central Arkansas
serving the largest portion of North Little Rock food pantries, and its membership requirements
ensure food safety, nondiscrimination and usage reporting; and

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by law to furnish food and clothing for residents unable
to provide for themselves and has allocated funding for this purpose; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to assist North Little Rock residents who are food insecure,
and the Foodbank has an established infrastructure that will allow assistance to easily be used by
North Little Rock food pantries for the purposes of purchasing food for the needy.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter a Prepurchased
Food Agreement between the City of North Little Rock and Arkansas Foodbank (substantially
similar to Exhibit A attached hereto) whereby the Foodbank, through its infrastructure, will
provide food assistance to those North Little Rock food pantries listed in the agreement.

SECTION 2: That the City will make a lump sum payment to the Arkansas Foodbank in
the amount of Forty Five Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($45,000.00) for the pre-purchased food to
be made available for distribution by approved North Little Rock food pantries to needy residents,
said amount having been included in the 2024 Budget.

SECTION 3: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

This Pre-purchased Food Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into this

day of , 2024, by and between the CITY OF NORTH
LITTLE ROCK (hereinafter referred to as the City) and the ARKANSAS
FOODBANK (hercinafter referred to as the Foodbank):

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, the Foodbank is a non-profit organization committed to acquiring
and distributing food and other resources to hungry people; and

WHEREAS, the Foodbank is the largest provider of emergency food in central
Arkansas, and serves the largest portion of North Little Rock food pantries; and

WHEREAS, the Foodbank has membership requirements that ensure food safety,
nondiscrimination, and usage reporting; and

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by law to furnish food and clothing for
residents unable to buy the same, and has allocated funding for this purpose; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to assist North Little Rock residents who are food
insecure, and the Foodbank has an established infrastructure that will allow assistance to
easily be used by North Little Rock food pantries for the purposes of purchasing food for
the needy.

WHEREAS, the Foodbank has properly submitted its application in accordance
with the North Little Rock Finance Department (“NLR Finance”) procedures and guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises
set forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between
the parties as follows:

1. THE CITY AGREES to make a lump sum payment to the Foodbank in the
amount of Forty Five Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($45,000.00). The City also agrees to
inform individual food pantries operating in North Little Rock of the availability of food
that has been pre-purchased by the City and is available for distribution to needy
residents.
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2. THE FOODBANK AGREES to provide a minimum $45,000 of food without
charge (“Pre-purchased Food”) to the food pantries identified by the City and the
Foodbank as servicing needy residents of North Little Rock. The Foodbank also agrees
to immediately notify the North Little Rock Mayor’s Office if the Foodbank learns that
any food pantry shown on the attached funding list:

a. Uses Pre-purchased Food outside of North Little Rock;

b. Operates in violation of Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act; or

c. Operates in violation of the Foodbank’s member guidelines regarding food
safety, financial and usage reporting.

3. AMENDMENTS. The City and Foodbank may, by written agreement between
the North Little Rock Mayor and Foodbank Director, amend the list of food pantries
shown on funding list and/or amend the Pre-purchased Food amounts allocated among
food pantries in order to ensure that food pantries adhere to the intent of this Agreement
and to ensure that needy residents are provided food in the best and most efficient way
possible.

4. REPORTING. The Foodbank shall submit quarterly reports to the City detailing
the amount of Pre-purchased Food available to each food pantry listed on the 2024
Emergency Food Funding list. No later than January 1, 2025, the Foodbank shall also
submit an annual report containing summarized information about the Foodbank and all
food pantries shown on the funding list, including: client usage, total food expenditures,
remaining credit balances, and any other matter deemed relevant by the Foodbank. A
representative of the Foodbank will be available, at the request of the City, to appear
before a specified City Council meeting to answer any questions concerning the report.

5. TERM. The term of this Agreement shall begin February 1, 2024 and end
December 31, 2024, provided that, the Foodbank shall continue to make any unused Pre-
purchased Foods available to the food pantries shown on the funding list until December
31, 2024.

6. ASSIGNMENT. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by
any of the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the
non-assigning party.

7. AUTHORITY. The Foodbank represents and warrants to the City that it has the
authority to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for the Foodbank has been
duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official public
action of the North Little Rock City Council.

8. VOLUNTEERS. The Foodbank agrees to comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-
13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to accomplish its contractual obligations of a public
nature, as expressed in this Agreement.
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9. GOVERNING LAW. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be
construed under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and
venue for any cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state
courts of Arkansas.

10. INTERPRETATION. The headings in this Agreement are inserted for
convenience or reference only and are not intended to define, limit or affect the
interpretation of any term or provision hereof.

11. EARLY TERMINATION. This Agreement may be terminated by cither party
without cause upon ninety (90) days’ written notice.

12. COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be executed in two or more
counterparts, each of which is deemed as original but all constitute one and the same
instrument.

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EXHIBIT A

AMFA provides programs and services in the visual and performing arts, arts education,
and studio art instruction for residents of and visitors to Central Arkansas, including
North Little Rock. Many of our programs and services are free while some, such as studio
classes and theatre performances, are offered at affordable rates. Residents of North Little
Rock participate in or attend all facets of our offerings, from membership and theatre
performances to studio art classes, artist talks, performing arts programs, and more. In
2024, North Little Rock residents can expect the following (note that this narrative
outlines only publicly announced programs and services for the first six months of 2024):

CURATORIAL PROGRAMS AND EXHIBITIONS:

Path to Abstraction: Picasso, Braque, and Cubism's Impact on Modern Art. December 9,
2023 -April 14, 2024. AMF A will showcase two paintings by the creators of Cubism.
On loan from the Cleveland Musecum of Art, Pablo Picasso's Fan, Salt Box, Melon (1909)
and Georges Braque's Guitar and Bottle of Marc on a Table (1930) will be displayed with
rarely seen gems from the AMF A Foundation Collection. Examples include line
drawings by Spanish painter Juan Gris; a buoyant blue landscape by Jean Metzinger;
Georges Valmier's colorful collage; a bold charcoal drawing by Jeanne Rij-Rousseau; and
works by American artists Blanche Lazzell and Abraham Walkowitz.

Risa Hricovsky: Then Is Now. December 19, 2023 -April 28, 2024. Hricovsky will
transform the Robyn and John Hom Gallery with a site-specific sculpture and wall-
painting installation combining joyful colors, abstract patterns, and materials that fool the
eye. The artist creates her intricately patterned "shag rug" sculptures, from which her
Fringe series derives its name, using colored porcelain. Associated with mid-century
domestic decor, these rugs evoke 1960s counterculture and the call for "peace, love and
progressive change.”" Rather than soft carpet, however, Hricovsky's hard porcelain is a
nod to how fossilized and unchanged many of those 1960s cultural issues turned out to

be.

Lillian Schwartz: Pixillation. January 16, 2024-May 5, 2024. Trained in painting,
drawing, and sculpture, Schwartz began creating digital art in the late 1960s after joining
AT&T Bell Laboratories as one of its first resident artists. At Bell Labs, engineers,
scientists, and artists collaborated on experiments with computer-generated music and
visuals. To create Pixillation, Schwartz wrote lines of code to create a black and white
texture, which she overlaid with hand-colored animation. The soundtrack increases in
tempo as the film cuts from digital to analog imagery at a faster pace, building a sense of
urgency. The saturated colors, complex rhythm, and geometric shapes of Pixillation
define the look and feel of 1970s computer art.

Action/Abstraction Redefined: Modern Native Art, 1940s to 1970s. February 16, 2024 -
May 12, 2024. Action/Abstraction Redefined is the first major traveling exhibition to
analyze modem Native American art in relation to Abstract Expressionism, Color Field,
and Hard-Edge Painting. Based on the Institute of American Indian Arts (IAIA) in Santa
Fe, where revolutionary approaches encouraged experimentation and risk taking,
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Action/Abstraction Redefined explores how IAIA's artists combined New York School
art influences with Native art traditions and challenged stereotypical expectations of
American Indian art at mid-century.

Delta Triennial. June 14, 2024-August 25, 2024. For more than 60 years, the Delta
exhibition has heightened the visibility of artists from or working in Arkansas and its
surrounding states. Founded as a juried exhibition, the Delta is named after the
floodplains surrounding the Mississippi River and seeks to amplify artistic voices in the
region as they reflect complex histories and shifts in the cultural landscape. In recent
years, the Delta exhibition has evolved from its original form as an annual juried
exhibition into a collaborative series, Delta Voices: Artists of the Mid-South-made in
partnership with museums in the region. The Delta will continue to change in 2024,
debuting as a triennial exhibition.

CHILDREN'S THEATRE AND PERFORMING ARTS:

Dragons Love Tacos. Spring 2024. When Boy grows frustrated and overwhelmed with
his math homework, his mom suggests that Boy takes a break while she leaves to pick up
dinner. His day becomes grayer when it begins to storm. Leroy, Boy's pet dog, tries to
cheer him up by bringing him the remote to watch some TV. After skipping around, Boy
and Leroy come across a sharp-suited spokesperson offering mind-blowing, earth
shattering, titillating dragon secrets. When the Dragonology documentary comes to life
in their house, Boy and Leroy find themselves in for more than they bargained for: they
come face to face with a bunch of dragons, curious creatures that enjoy tacos, parties, and
taco parties! But when Boy accidentally serves the one topping Dragons cannot stand,
their Dragon Taco Party gets a little out of hand.

Poli POP. Spring 2024. Seoul, South Korea's Brush Theatre returns to AMFA with POLI
POP, a dreamlike adventure for young audiences. Mischievous twins Poli and Pola do
not want to go to bed! Not just yet! When grandpa falls sound asleep, the empty wall of
the twins' bedroom turns into a playground for their restless imaginations. After wild
games and dancing between the two, Poli and Pola encounter Mong, a monster who pops
out from a painting on their wall. Is Mong friendly? Can the twins trust this newcomer?
Brush Theatre invites young audiences to join Poli and Pola on their overnight adventure
with Mong, complete with live music, projections, and so much more.

Flurffy +Friends. Weekly. Meet Flurfty, the lovable pink dog and puppet-in-residence at
AMFA who loves to explore new areas of the Museum grounds with a friend or two in
tow. Designed by award-winning puppet artists and puppeteered by professional
performers, Flurffy + Friends is a pop-up performance that leads our youngest guests
through an immersive and interactive experience of puppetry, music, storytelling, and art
to create memorable moments at the Museum for the whole family.

Concert Series. 2023 - 2024. AMFA will continue hosting an eclectic and exciting
inaugural concert series presenting acclaimed performers and spanning multiple musical
genres-from jazz, soul, and R&B to indie folk, Americana, and more. The Concert Series





takes place in AMF A's Performing Arts Theater with the following shows scheduled for
2024:

Brian Blade & The Fellowship Band, February 1, 2024

The Rumble featuring Chief Joseph Boudreaux, Jr., March 7, 2024
Sunny War, March 28, 2024

The Brother Brothers, April 25, 2024

Sparking Dialogue Through Drama. Bi-annually. This program uses the performing arts
to start family conversations about socially relevant topics. Designed for adults and
children to attend together, it can begin with a reading of a short play, poem, or
performance piece and is followed by a discussion with a panel of artists and experts.
2023 's program featured award-winning playwright Candrice Jones and her I0-minute
play, Cynthia's Place, about two kids on a grand time-traveling adventure to meet Althea
Gibson. Althea Gibson was a multi-talented American tennis player and professional
golfer best known for being the first Black person to win a Grand Slam tennis title.

Partner Companies-in-Residence. Ongoing. Arkansas Cinema Society and Ballet
Arkansas have joined forces to create dynamic programming for the community at AMF
A. Arkansas Cinema Society offers opportunities to see films by emerging filmmakers
and timeless classics, while learming about the filmmaking process and meeting
professionals at events such as Filmland, a curated annual celebration of cinema. Ballet
Arkansas is presenting vibrant repertories of the classics, masterworks of American
dance, and premieres by the world's most daring dance-makers.

WINDGATE ART SCHOOL:

Studio Classes. Ongoing. AMF A will continue to offer 5-week and 10-week classes in
drawing, painting, ceramics, glass, metals, woodworking, printmaking, and more for
students of all ages and skillsets.

Studio Workshops. Ongoing. AMFA will continue to offer workshops like Art for Two,
anew series of single-evening workshops for adults and one guest, and specialty offerings
by rotating Artists-in-Residence and visiting artists.

Art Camps. AMFA will continue to offer a wide range of visual and performing arts
classes for rising 1st - 12th graders throughout the 2023-24 academic year and in the
summer.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT:

ArtStart. Weekly. This early reader program pairs children's books with art activities,
inviting toddlers and preschool students to learn through reading, imaginative play, and
artmaking. This program welcomes parents, grandparents, caregivers, and our youngest
patrons to drop in and explore art together.





Artist Talks. Ongoing. AMFA will continue to bring in visiting artists and art and museum
professionals for conversations and presentations of their extraordinary work.

Art Together. Ongoing. Art Together serves groups with special needs, conditions, and
abilities. At regularly scheduled intervals year-round, Art Together offers free, specially
tailored gallery tours for individuals with dementia illness, hearing and visual
impairments, and neurodiversity and sensory sensitivities. It also serves as a connecting
resource for individuals, families, and friends within these communities.

Creative Saturdays. Weekly. AMFA hosts free, hands-on art-making activities perfect
for both kids and adults. Each week, the art making activity is different, so guests can
always find new inspiration as they create in the Windgate Art School, tour of Harriet and
Warren Stephens Galleries, or have fun playing with Flurffy, AMFA's puppet-in-
residence.

63rd Young Arkansas Artists Exhibition and Awards Program. Annually. This exhibition
highlights the remarkable talent, creativity and perspective of Arkansas students. Each
year, art teachers and instructors throughout Arkansas submit their students' work, and a
panel of art professionals selects works to be included in the exhibition. From
kindergarten through high school, students of all ages are represented in a wide range of
mediums and techniques - from crayon and pastel to collage and sculpture. The
awardsprogram kicks off the exhibition's run, and it includes family-focused museum
tours, Flurffy + Friends, artmaking activities and more to celebrate the talent of the
students and the dedication of their educators.

Docent Tours. Weekly. Drop-in tours of the museum occur on Wednesdays and
weekends, guiding visitors through the new architecture, exhibitions, and grounds-with
the connections between them highlighted in unexpected and inspiring ways. Tours can
also be scheduled in advance.

Specially designed School Tours are booked up by schools throughout the region during
the academic year. In fact, we have a goal to serve every 4th grader in Little Rock School
District this school year, and we are seeking greater engagement with North Little Rock
School District to accomplish the same.

Educators Advisory Board. Ongoing. The volunteer board provides participating
educators the opportunity for professional development within the Museum and local art
community while working to create experiences for other educators in coordination with
AMFA staff. The Back-to-School Event for Educators each August is a night of enriching
programming and speakers to support teachers and their curriculum. Educators who
attend this event are eligible to receive two hours of ADE credited professional
development.

Teen Advisory Board. Ongoing. This volunteer board offers local students opportunities
to play a pivotal role in developing teen programming, providing cross-generational
mentorship, and contributing to the vibrant arts community in Central Arkansas. The
Teen Takeover Event each June is organized by the Teen Advisory Board, which is a
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dynamic evening of programming that includes workshops in both the visual and
performing arts for teens across Arkansas.

CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS
And

ARGENTA COMMUNITY THEATER

This Agreement made and entered into this  day of
2024, by and between the CITY OF NORTH LITTLE TLE ROCK (City) and ARGENTA
COMMUNITY THEATER (ACT):

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, ACT is a non-profit organization committed to serving the
community through education and advancement of the performing arts; and

WHEREAS, ACT is the first of its kind in Arkansas with a strategic building
design that can accommodate up to 300 for any type of event, and the black-box theater
allows flexible staging techniques for smaller theater companies; and

WHEREAS, ACT will feature local, regional, and national productions, book
readings, private and business events; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to promote the development of its downtown area
with a variety of activities, including the arts, that would benefit its citizens and residents,
and ACT has designed and constructed a forum intended to serve the City of North Little
Rock as both a self-sustaining art facility and a multipurpose venue accessible for use by
the public; and

WHEREAS, ACT has properly submitted its application in accordance with
North Little Rock Finance Department (“NLR Finance”) procedures and guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises
set forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between
the parties as follows:

1. Provision of services. ACT shall operate its theater as a forum for artistic
expression and a multipurpose venue that is available for use by the public in accordance
with the nondiscrimination requirements of Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act. ACT
shall establish internal policies governing the prioritization of conflicting uses and apply
such policies fairly and uniformly.

Any programs and events administered by ACT may be made available to the
general public, to specific age groups within the general public, or to targeted groups
representing economically disadvantaged segments of society. It is further agreed that
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program personnel will adhere to all provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) that may apply to a particular program.

ACT shall prominently display appropriate signage indicating the City’s support
for the theater. ACT shall reasonably inform the City about performances and events to
be held at the theater.

The City will not be held liable for any injuries suffered by individuals who are
participating in activities on or in ACT facilities.

2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall begin February 1, 2024 and end
December 31, 2024.

3. Consideration by the Cityv. As consideration for the services as provided for
in Paragraph 1 above, the City will make a lump sum annual payment to ACT in the
amount of Two Hundred Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($200,000.00). ACT intends for,
and estimates that, the amount of the payment approximately equals the cost of the
services provided to or for the benefit of the City by ACT. In the event that either ACT
or the City gives a notice of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9 below,
the parties agree to negotiate in good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with
adjustments to the amount of the annual payment and/or the services provided by ACT
to equalize such cost and benefit.

4. Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by any
of the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the non-

assigning party.

5. Authority. The City represents and warrants that it has the authority to enter
into this Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly authorized. ACT
represents and warrants to the City that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement,
and the party signing ACT has been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be
effective until approved by official public action of the North Little Rock City Council.

6. ACT agrees:
(a) That it will secure and maintain appropriate and adequate insurance

coverage for the programs it will be operating and conducting. ACT
agrees and understands fully that participants in its program(s) are not
covered by any insurance of the City and will provide its Proof of
Insurance to the City. Failure to do so will result in immediate cancellation
of this Agreement. ACT shall indemnify and hold harmless the City and
all of its employees, agents, and officers against losses, claims, causes of
action and liabilities on account of damage to property, or injury or death
of individuals arising out of negligent acts by ACT, its agents, employees
or program participants.

(b) To comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers
to accomplish its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed
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in this Agreement.

(c) That is will not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color,
religion, natural origin, age, gender or any other constitutionally-protected
basis.

(d) That it will not mingle City funds with funds obtained from other sources
and shall document the expenditure of all City funds in a manner
consistent with generally accepted accounting principles and provide the
same to the City upon request.

(¢) Acknowledges that certain procedural restrictions apply to the expenditure
of City funds in excess of $35,000 and the employment of professionals,
as that term has been defined by the City. (For procedural guidance in the
expenditure of City funds, ACT may contact a city purchasing officer at
(501) 975-8881.)

(f) Acknowledges that the expenditure of government funds for a
governmental purpose is a matter of public interest and subject to
disclosure under the Arkansas Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA™).

(g) That it will submit an annual report to NLR Finance that accurately reflects
all performance under this Agreement, said report to be submitted no later
than January 1, 2025. A representative of ACT will be available, at the
request of the City, to appear before a specified City Council meeting to
answer any questions concerning the report.

(h) To attach to this agreement a document identifying each member of the
governing board of the nonprofit entity.

(1) To attach to this agreement evidence of nonprofit status, and if designated
a nontaxable entity, attach a copy of an IRS opinion letter affirming the
designation.

() To submit a budget to demonstrate the projected use of City funds.

7. Governing Law. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be
construed under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and
venue for any cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state
courts of Arkansas.

8. The headings in this Agreement are inserted for convenience or reference only
and are not intended to define, limit or affect the interpretation of any term or provision

9. This Agreement may be terminated by either party without cause upon ninety
(90) days’ written notice. The fee described in Section 3 shall be prorated based upon the
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date of termination.

10. Time is of the essence in regard to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

River City Ministry of Pulaski County

City of North Little Rock, Arkansas

This Enhanced Community Services Agreement (“Agreement”) made and entered
into this __ day of , 2024 (“Effective Date”) by and between River City
Ministry of Pulaski County (“River City”), an Arkansas non-profit corporation, and the City
of North Little Rock, Arkansas (“the City”).

Commencing February 1, 2024 (the “Commencement
Date”), River City agrees to provide the breakfast and lunch Monday-Friday, food pantry
twice a week, shower services Monday-Friday, and access to charitable medical, dental,
vision and pharmacy services, and social services for housing, mental health treatment, and
other needs for the poor, homeless, and indigent in North Little Rock (“Services”) throughout
the term of this Agreement.

2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be for a period beginning February 1,
2024 and ending December 31, 2024.

In
the event that either River City or the City gives a notice of termination of this Agreement
pursuant to Section 9 below, the parties agree to negotiate in good faith a reinstatement of
this Agreement with adjustments to the amount of the annual contribution and/or the services
provided by River City to equalize such cost and benefit.

The One, Inc. d/b/a The Van
And

City of North Little Rock, Arkansas

This Enhanced Community Services Agreement (“Agreement’”’) made and entered
into this  day of ~, 2024 (“Effective Date”) by and between The One, Inc.
d/b/a The Van (“The Van”), an Arkansas non-profit corporation, and the City of North Little
Rock, Arkansas (“the City”).

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, The Van is a community organization whose purpose and function is
to build relationships with members of the unsheltered community to identify barriers to
obtaining income and housing; to help shelter individuals and families during extreme
weather events in cooperation with local churches and institutions; and to assist those at
severe health risk during such weather events; and

WHEREAS, The Van has requested funding from the City for the 2024 calendar
year; and

WHEREAS, in return for community services to or for the benefit of the City’s
property and surrounding areas, the City has entered into this Agreement to grant financial
support for the services provided by The Van; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises set
forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between the
parties as follows:

1. Provision of Services. Commencing February 1, 2024 (the “Commencement
Date™), The Van agrees to begin and continue to provide mobile outreach services as well as
emergency shelter during inclement weather for the homeless population in North Little Rock
(“Services”) throughout the term of this Agreement.

2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be for a period beginning February 1,
2024 and ending December 31, 2024.

3. Consideration by the City. As consideration for the services provided by The
Van pursuant to this Agreement, the City will make a lump sum annual payment to The Van
in the amount of Fifty Thousand & 00/100 Dollars (350,000.00). The Van and the City intend
for, and estimate that, the amount of the annual payment is approximately equal to the cost
of the services provided to or for the benefit of the City by The Van. In the event that either
The Van or the City gives a notice of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9
below, the parties agree to negotiate in good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with
adjustments to the amount of the annual contribution and/or the services provided by The
Van to equalize such cost and benefit.

4. Authority. The City represents and warrants to The Van that it has the authority





to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly authorized. The
Van represents and warrants to the City that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement,
and the party signing for The Van has been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be
effective until approved by official public action of the North Little Rock City Council.

5. The Van agrees:

(a) To comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to
accomplish its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed in this
Agreement.

(b) That is will not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color,
religion, natural origin, age, gender or any other constitutionally-protected
basis.

(c) That it will not mingle City funds with funds obtained from other sources and
shall document the expenditure of all City funds in a manner consistent with
generally accepted accounting principles and provide the same to the City
upon request.

(d) Acknowledges that certain procedural restrictions apply to the expenditure of
City funds in excess of $35,000 and the employment of professionals, as that
term has been defined by the City. (For procedural guidance in the
expenditure of City funds, ADC may contact a city purchasing officer at (501)
975-8881.)

(e) Acknowledges that the expenditure of government funds for a governmental
purpose is a matter of public interest and subject to disclosure under the
Arkansas Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA”).

(f) That it will submit an annual report to the North Little Rock Finance
Department that accurately reflects all performance under this Agreement,
said report to be submitted no later than January 1, 2025. A representative of
The Van will be available, at the request of the City, to appear before a
specified City Council meeting to answer any questions concerning the
report.

In the event that
either ADC or the City gives a notice of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9
below, the parties agree to negotiate in good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with
adjustments to the amount of the annual contribution and/or the services provided by ADC
to equalize such cost and benefit.

4. Authority. The City represents and warrants to ADC that it has the authority to
enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly authorized. ADC
represents and warrants to the City that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement, and
the party signing for ADC has been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be effective
until approved by official public action of the North Little Rock City Council.

5. ADC agrees:
(a) To comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to

accomplish its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed in this
Agreement.

(b) That is will not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color,
religion, natural origin, age, gender or any other constitutionally-protected
basis.

(¢) That it will not mingle City funds with funds obtained from other sources and
shall document the expenditure of all City funds in a manner consistent with
generally accepted accounting principles and provide the same to the City
upon request.

(d) Acknowledges that certain procedural restrictions apply to the expenditure of
City funds in excess of $35,000 and the employment of professionals, as that
term has been defined by the City. (For procedural guidance in the
expenditure of City funds, ADC may contact a city purchasing officer at (501)
975-8881.)

(e) Acknowledges that the expenditure of government funds for a governmental
purpose is a matter of public interest and subject to disclosure under the
Arkansas Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA™).

(f) That it will submit an annual report to NLR Finance that accurately reflects
all performance under this Agreement, said report to be submitted no later
than January 1, 2025. A representative of ADC will be available, at the
request of the City, to appear before a specified City Council meeting to
answer any questions concerning the report.

(g) To attach to this agreement a document identifying each member of the
governing board of the nonprofit entity.

(h) To attach to this agreement evidence of nonprofit status, and if designated a
nontaxable entity, attach a copy of an IRS opinion letter affirming the
designation. If tax returns have been submitted, ADC will also attach a copy
of the most recent tax return.

(i) To submit a budget to demonstrate the projected use of City funds.

6. Governing Law. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be construed
under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and venue for any
cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state courts of Arkansas.






7. The headings in this Agreement are inserted for convenience or reference only and
are not intended to define, limit or affect the interpretation of any term or provision hereof.

8. This Agreement shall be binding on and for the benefit of each party's successors
and assigns.

9. This Agreement may be terminated by either party without cause upon ninety (90)
days’ written notice. The fee described in Section 3 shall be prorated based upon the date of
termination.

10. Time is of the essence in regard to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

11. This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which is
deemed as original but all constitute one and the same instrument.

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

On this< ///day of 1/ © , 2023, the City of North Little Rock (hereinafter the
“City”) and Manuel Henriquez and Jorge Marquez (hereinafier “Owners”) enter into this
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (hereinafter the “Agreement”). This Agreement is regarding
real property located at the address commonly known as 1722 N. Magnoelia Street, North Little
Rock, Arkansas 72214 (hercinafter the “Subject Property™) subject to the terms and conditions
stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock City Council considers the buildings, houses and other
structures located at or on the Subject Property to constitute a public nuisance and declares that
said structures must be repaired in strict accordance with this Agreement or completely razed or
removed within the timeframe provided in this Agreement in order to abate the nuisance; and

WHEREAS, the Owner has proven to the City that he holds legal ownership of the Subject
Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any and all
structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to cause repairs to the nuisance structures on the Subject
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and will otherwise conform to all requirements of the current Arkansas Fire Prevention
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (hereinafter “Applicable Safety
Regulations™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A) to repair the nuisance structures on the Subject Property according to a strict
timeline, and the willingness to immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures
should timely repair prove to be impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur; and

WHEREAS, the City has relied on representations by the Owner to forego the immediate
razing of the nuisance structures and demands adequate assurances on the part of the Owner that
the nuisance structures shall be repaired to become fully compliant with the law.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval or adoption of this Agreement by Resolution of the North Little Rock City Council
(hereinafter the “City Council™). It shall not be presented to City Council for approval until signed
by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement shall run from the date that the City Council approves
this Agreement which shall be referred to herein as the “Effective Date.”






2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock Director of Code Enforcement, a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, for Four
thousand four hundred dollars, $ 4,400.00 (“Escrow”). This amount is a good faith estimate of the
cost to raze the nuisance structure on the Subject Property, which is held by the City to ensure
performance by the Owner. Upon the Owner’s timely and proper completion of all obligations
under this Agreement, the City shall return the Escrow to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations
owed to the City by the Owner which relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation:
unpaid fees, administrative penalties, fines, and court costs. If the Owner fails to timely or properly
complete any obligation under this Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any
and all costs attributable to the razing and removal of nuisance structures, or other abatement, on
the Subject Property (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of Abatement, all
excess funds shall be returned to the Owner, less any unpaid obligations owed to the City by the
Owner which relate to the Subject Property, including without limitation: unpaid fees,
administrative penalties, fines, and court costs. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay for the Cost of
Abatement, the Owner shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition to any other
remedy for recovery which may be available to the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement and request of the
Owner, the City shall issue the Owner a building permit authorizing work on the Subject Property
which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals of all other building permits
issued by the City. Neither the Building Permit, nor this Agreement, nor any provision found
within either the Building Permit or this Agreement shall be deemed to waive any requirement to
fully comply with Applicable Safety Regulations. The Owner is hereby advised that the Applicable
Safety Regulations are available for inspection at the Office of the North Little Rock City Clerk.
If the Owner appeals this Agreement as provided in paragraph 11, the Building Permit shall
immediately be suspended pending judicial review.

4, Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Subject Property constitutes
a continuing nuisance, the owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with
repairs and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Subject Property to’
conform with the Applicable Regulations. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described
below indicate the minimum level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance.
Any failure to meet any benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure
without further notice or hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated
below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all walls have been properly raised and
covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies with
the Applicable Regulations; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Regulations; and (4) the roof is
completely installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Regulations
as a final roof covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to
immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.





b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling has been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for
each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date
the inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately
liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

¢. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering
and windows in accordance with the Applicable Regulations. If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Subject Property is no
longer a nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Subject Property). If the Owner fails to meet this
deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate
the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100
year flood. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for adverse
weather delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.






6. Delays for Appeals. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines described in
paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to administrative or quasi-judicial
appeal. Such claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five
(5) days of the end of the period of appeal claimed; (c) supported by evidence substantiating that
the appeal had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance structures
on the Subject Property. The Building Inspector shall render initial determinations on claims for
appeal delays which may be appealed in accordance with Article 19 of the North Little Rock
Zoning Ordinance.

7. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive
that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

8. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a certificate of occupancy for the Subject Property and
all Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Subject Property has béen razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been retumed to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.

9. Waiver. By executing this Agreement, the Owner hereby enters his appearance before the City
Council in relation to all administrative or quasi-judicial proceedings pertaining to the Subject
Property waiving all form, content and method of service of all notices and proceedings concerning
the Subject Property which have been, are now, or will be before the City Council prior to or during
the duration of this Agreement. The Owner acknowledges and knowingly accepts responsibility
to be vigilant and aware of all City actions regarding the Subject Property throughout the duration
of this Agreement which are publicly available at the following City offices: Code Enforcement,
Community Planning, the Fire Department, and the City Clerk.

10. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the true owner of the Subject
Property and all structures on the Subject Property where the work is to be performed, or that he
or she acts with properly delegated authority from such true owner. The Owner agrees to
indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to
be the true owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject
as this Agreement.

11. Conditional Approval and Appeal. The approval of this Agreement by the City Council of
North Little Rock constitutes a quasi-judicial determination to grant conditional approval and






partial relief to the owner of a public nuisance. The Owner acknowledges that by entering this
Agreement, certain facts and findings are established relating to the nature of the Subject Property
as a public nuisance and that those facts and findings may be detrimental to the Owner. If the
Owner contests any fact or finding established by this Agreement, or all of them, the Owner is
authorized by law to appeal this Agreement to a court of law in accordance with the Arkansas rules
governing appeals from District Courts.

12. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is nof an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

13. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

14. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Subject Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

15. Transfer of Subject Properiv. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Subject Property to
be transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

16. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

17. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

18. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.
