costs less than building a stick structure. He added a shipping container bolted into a concrete
slab could withstand an EF5 tornado. This structure would provide the opportunity to be a
securable storage/accessory structure and safe and sound tornado shelter. He added going
through a tornado can cause PTSD (Post Traumatic Stress Disorder) does exist. Council
Member Baxter also said it would be difficult to put such a structure within an existing house.
He referenced the cost of putting in an in-ground concrete storm shelter. The proposed ordinance
which would amend the zoning ordinance would allow one container that would have to comply
with setback requirements for any other type of accessory structure. The structure would not be
able to have any external markings. The size referenced in the proposed legislation was 10 (feet)
by 40 (feet). Screening requirements included landscaping or an opaque fencing. Ms. Melinda
Stanley lives on Wilson and was affected by the March 2023 tornado that went through the
Amboy area. She was at home at the time and heard the wind ravage the neighborhood. As a
result of the storm she has anxiety. She has started to rebuild her home and outbuildings and did
some research where she found shipping containers served needs in two ways. One as a secure
shelter for tools/storage and qualified as an EF5 storm shelter if properly bolted down. Shipping
containers are repurposed and have been used for lots of different things. They are weather-tight
and strong. To build a building the same size (10° x 40*) would cost between $13,000.00 -
$15,000.00. A shipping container costs between $4,000.00 - $7,000.00 and can be painted and
doors/windows can be added. Council Member Ross referenced the legislation would allow the
container in the back or side yard and added there are a lot of areas where a side yard faces the
street. Planning Director Shawn Spencer said the setback distance required would be five feet
from a sidewalk and screening would be required. Council Member Ross asked who would
ensure they are properly anchored. Mr. Spencer said this ordinance is to use the container as a
shed/accessory structure and did not include anchoring. Mr. Spencer said this is not a storm
shelter ordinance. He said the containers are designed to be stacked. The structural integrity will
change if a window or door opening is added. If altered, a structural engineer would have to say
the structure was (structurally) safe. Council Member Ross said the proposed ordinance
referenced ventilation and asked if that would require a structural engineer. Mr. Spencer said
there are a lot of variables. Council Member Taylor said this would allow residents to put a large
container (metal) in a side or back yard. Council Member Baxter said Christopher Homes on
Donovan Briley Boulevard has a container on their property and bolted to a slab. It is currently
being used as a tornado shelter. Council Member Ross asked if a permit was required to use a
container. Mr. Spencer referenced a POD container which is temporary and does require a
permit. The container at Christopher Homes is considered commercial use and the container is
used as a shelter only. Council Member Taylor said he had concerns about allowing the
containers in (residential) neighborhoods. Council Member Baxter said this (shipping container)
would not be an option for a lot or residences as there would be no way to get the container in a
back yard. Mr. Spencer reiterated this ordinance does not relate to a storm shelter. It is only to
allow a container to be used as an accessory building like a shed. Mr. Spencer referenced 18
years ago when a resident turned a Morgan Building into a home. At that time, legislation was
adopted requiring any building that was not “stick-built” to come through the City Council for
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approval. An additional concern would be if someone turned a shipping container into a Short
Term Rental (STR) due to fumes etc. Additional comments and questions were made regarding
containers, size, placement, and uses. Council Member Hamilton said he agreed with innovation
and deregulation as it applies to zoning, code, housing, etc. More housing is needed. He said
this is a step in the right direction and supported the legislation. Mayor Hartwick asked how a
container would go in. Ms. Stanley said it would come in on a trailer that would back it in. The
container would then slide off. Council Member Ross had concerns as to which department will
oversee these structures and if there would be adequate staff. Council Member Baxter proposed
the following amendment: structure would be placed on a concrete pad and secured. City
Attorney Fields asked Mr. Spencer if inspections are required after a permit has been issued. M.
Spencer said a structure built from scratch would be inspected. A structure dropped off would
include a drive-by inspection. He also said specifics need to be considered to bolt a container to
concrete. Council Member Baxter will hold the legislation to allow time to consider
amendment(s).

OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK. ARKANSAS: DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES, was read. On the motion of Council Member Taylor and seconded by
Council Member Hamilton, and by consent of all members present, the readings were suspended
(7/0). Mr. Harlan Hunter said members of the Baring Cross Community have concerns about
event centers. A lot of them become party places which include drugs and other things. Mr.
Hunter also referenced the hours of operation. The applicant, Mr. Alvino Gutierrez said this
would not be a nightclub. The intent is a place for conventions, concerts, teaching and more. He
said they would sell beer during concerts only and would have people working with him. There
would be rules and concert attendees would be over 21. These events would bring people into
the city to spend money on food, hotels and more. He said when an event was over, people
would need to leave/go home. Mr. Gutierrez referenced garbage behind the shopping center
(Dollar Store) and said there was a building in the shopping center that is open where everything
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has been stolen. He then referenced lighting in the parking lot. Mr. Gutierrez has a statewide
Spanish AM/FM radio station. Council Member Robinson asked about the capacity for concerts.
Mr. Gutierrez said it would depend on the type of event. The Fire Department would allow up to
1,964 occupants. Events would be only at night. Concerts might be held once or twice a month.
Council Member Ross asked if there would be other events besides concerts. Mr. Gutierrez said
the Latino community needs a place to go. Council Member Hamilton said a 1,000 person event
center is big. Places that sell alcohol have to have security. Council Member Baxter said the
location is in Ward 2. He has received comments in the past from residents of Scenic Hill (Ward
3) regarding noise from the area. 1,000 people leaving an event will make noise. He cannot
support the legislation with the hours of operation and noise concerns. Council Member
Hamilton recalled that businesses located in the shopping center in the past were (mostly) retail.
City Attorney Fields advised the applicant if the legislation does not pass, they will have to wait
one-year to reapply for a Special Use at this location. Council Member Ross asked North Little
Rock Police Chief Patrick Thessing how many officers would be needed to work an event with
2,000 people. Chief Thessing said it would require a lot and referenced the Noa Noa Club that
used to be in the same Shopping Center. During that time, officers had to be there due to the
volume of fights in the parking lot, screeching tires, racing cars, etc. On the motion of Council
Member Hamilton and seconded by Council Member Taylor, and the roll having been called, and
all members present having voted no, the legislation failed (0/7). (applicant: Albert Gutierrez)

PUBLIC COMMENT

Ms. Kendall Daniels lives on Waterside Drive. Ms. Daniels said she attends the Lakewood
Property Owners Association meetings. When the LPOA was created, there was a petition which
included the duties and responsibilities of those appointed to serve which she read. Ms. Daniels
said the current vacancy was not formally announced to members of the district. Actions need to
match what is written. She referenced Arkansas Law and said reports provided by LPOA do not
reflect what they should. She said she did not have a problem with any person, but asked if the
council is supposed to oversee the district based on what she previously read. Ms. Daniels said
the Director Evan Blake is doing a great job. Mr. Hunter returned to the podium and announced
he is running for JP (Justice of the Peace) for District 10 which includes parts of the city. He
asked for support and advised the seat had been vacant for a year and a half. He has experience
as President of the Baring Cross Neighborhood Association and served on the Argenta CDC for 9
years. He is part of the North Little Rock Leadership Counsel and served as North Little Rock
Food Desert Chair. Mr. Hunter said he is also involved in a non-profit PAC (Positive Attitude
Control). He thanked Council Member Robinson for helping him get four new students into a
welding school. He said he provides scholarships to people learning a trade like welding,
electrician, carpentry, etc. The Primary Election will be held March 5, 2024. Mr. Robert Post
said his concern was about an RV Park being built between North Little Rock and Scott. He
doesn’t see the draw to bring in RVs. The owner is in Colorado. Mr. Post wanted to ensure that
an RV Park is what it should be. Mr. Post said he will reach out to the owner and update the city
on the response. Mayor Hartwick said City Offices will be closed Monday, February 19, 2024,
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in observance of George Washington’s Birthday and Daisy Gaston Bates Day. Council Member
Robinson said early voting for the primary election will begins February 20, 2024,

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council
Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent of all member
present, the meeting adjourned at 7:34 p.m. (7/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting to
be held on Monday, February 26, 2024, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in City
Hall, located at 300 Main Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas.

ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. 7697) TO REPLACE A SIGN LOCATED
ON CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY AT 1 SIMMONS BANK ARENA DRIVE
INTHE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS; DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, application was duly made by Michael Marion on behalf of Simmons Bank
Arena, 1 Simmons Bank Arena Drive, North Little Rock, Arkansas 72114, seeking the waiver of
Section 14.19.D.2 of Ordinance No. 7697 to replace the sign with an increase in height and size
located on certain real property at 1 Simmons Bank Arena Drive (see letter from Mr. Marion
attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, the applicant is seeking approval from the North Little Rock City Council;

WHEREAS, notice has been given to surrounding neighbors, a sign has been placed on the
property, and a legal advertisement of notice of a public hearing to be held February 26, 2023 at
6:00 p.m. has been placed in the newspaper.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the following Section 14.19.D.2 of Ordinance No. 7697 (“the Sign
Ordinance”) is hereby waived for 1 Simmons Bank Arena Drive, more particularly described as:

LOT 1 OF THE ARENA SUBDIVISION TO THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK,
PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS. (see maps attached hereto as Exhibit B):

Section 14.19 — Electronic Changeable Copy Signs

2. Physical Characteristics. Electronic changeable copy signs shall have the
following physical characteristics in addition to all construction specifications and
location restrictions applicable to other signs (See Sections 14.20 through 14.25):

d. Electronic changeable copy signs that are located on interstates and access
roads to interstates.
i.  Height. Freestanding signs are permitted to a maximum height of 18-
feet.
ii.  Square footage. Signs shall be limited to a maximum of 84-square feet.
iii.  Square footage. Signs shall be limited to a maximum of 32-square feet
of sign area. The area of the electronic changeable copy portion of the
sign shall not exceed 75-percent of the total square footage.





iv.  Location. Signs shall be located a minimum of 5-feet and maximum of
10-feet from a property line along a vehicular traffic lane. No electronic
changeable copy sign may be located closer than 300-feet to any
residence.

v.  Number of signs. Electronic changeable copy signs shall be limited to
one (1) per property.

vi.  Rate of Change. No electronic changeable copy signs shall change copy
more frequently than once during any 30-second interval.

SECTION 3: That the proposed sign, as shown on Exhibit C attached hereto, is hereby
permitted on the herein described property located at 1 Simmons Bank Area Drive.

SECTION 4: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 5: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 6: It is hereby found and determined that the herein-described sign at 6150
Remount Road will not detract from the aesthetic appearance of the neighborhood or interfere with
other development in the area, and that the immediate passage of this Ordinance is necessary in
order to insure the proper and orderly growth and development of this land and the City of North
Little Rock, Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health,
safety and welfare, THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance
shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

This Amendment to Real Estate Development and Purchase Agreement by and between
City of North Little Rock, Arkansas and Kal Makan (collectively, the “Parties”) is made and

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas and Kal Makan entered into a Real
Estate Development and Purchase Agreement (“Agreement”) on November 14, 2023; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement contains an incorrect legal description for the property that is
the subject of the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Parties wish to amend the contract to reflect the correct legal description.

THIS MASTER AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES is made by and between
the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas hercinafter referred to as “CITY,” and GARVER, LLC,
hereinafter referred to as “GARVER,” the Effective Date being the date signed by the City.

GARVER will provide professional services to North Little Rock Electric Department as described
herein.

The CITY and GARVER in consideration of the mutual covenants in this Agreement agree in
respect of the performance of professional services by GARVER and the payment for those
services by the CITY as set forth below. Execution of the Agreement by GARVER and the CITY
constitutes the CITY’s written authorization to GARVER to proceed on the date signed by the
CITY with the services described herein. This Agreement supersedes all prior written or oral
understandings associated with services to be rendered, including any teaming agreements.

SECTION 1 - EMPLOYMENT OF GARVER AND TERM

The CITY agrees to engage GARVER, and GARVER agrees to perform professional services in
connection with the proposed improvements as stated in the sections to follow for an Initial Term
of three (3) years from the Effective Date, upon approval by the North Little Rock City Council.
The Agreement may be renewed for not more than two (2) one (1) year periods (each, a “Renewal
Term,” may be referred to as “Term™) upon written notice by the City sixty (60) days prior to the
expiration of the applicable Term. GARVER shall notify CITY at least sixty (60) days prior to the
expiration of the Initial Term, and any Renewal Terms. If GARVER does not give CITY such
notice within the time provided, the Agreement shall expire at the end of the term. These services
will conform to the requirements and standards of the CITY and conform to the standards of
practice ordinarily used by members of GARVER’s profession practicing under similar conditions.
For having rendered such services, the CITY agrees to pay GARVER compensation as stated in
the sections to follow.

SECTION 2 - SCOPE OF SERVICES
GARVER will perform professional services as requested by the CITY not to exceed Thirty Five

Thousand and 00/100 DOLLARS ($35,000.00) per work assignment. Any work assignment
exceeding $35,000 shall require a separate agreement. The terms of each work assignment or
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project will be defined and agreed upon by the CITY and GARVER and represented in the form
of a written Work Order.

SECTION 3 - PAYMENT

For the work described under SECTION 2 - SCOPE OF SERVICES, the CITY will pay GARVER
on either a lump sum or hourly basis as described in each Work Order. The CITY represents that
funding sources are in place with the available funds necessary to pay GARVER.

If any payment due GARVER under this Agreement is not received within 60 days from date of
invoice, GARVER may elect to suspend services under this Agreement without penalty or
liquidated damages assessed from the CITY.

The CITY will pay GARVER, for time spent on the project, at the rates shown in Appendix B for
each classification of GARVER’s personnel (may include contract staff classified at GARVER’s
discretion) plus reimbursable expenses, as defined herein.

Reimbursable expenses are as follows:

(1) direct cost for postage and delivery expenses (including overnight or priority shipping, and
courier service when directly related to performance of the Scope of Services;

(2) the amount allowed by the federal government for mileage including an additional $ 0.05 for
survey trucks/vans;

(3) out of state travel expenses when authorized by the City;

(4) outside commercial printing or reproductions when service cannot be rendered in-house;

(5) direct cost for subcontract/subconsultant fees;

(6) charges similar to commercial rates for reports, plan sheets, presentation materials, etc.

(7) Additional items, if applicable to performance of Scope of Services, and approved in writing
by the City.

Reimbursable expenses do not include:

(1) mileage to and from a project site at any time;

(2) any other connected travel expenses such as meals, lodging, and parking (except for out-of-
state travel when specifically requested by the City;

(3) facsimile communications;

(4) long distance and wireless communications;

(5) in-house computer, CADD or other digital format time or equipment expense;

(6) in-house printing or reproductions.

These expenses are considered normal overhead costs covered in the contract agreement, and are
not reimbursable expenses. The rates shown in Appendix B may be increased annually, upon prior
approval of the City.

The CITY will pay GARVER on a monthly basis, based upon statements submitted by GARVER

to the CITY for the scope of services described in this Agreement. Payments not received within
60 days of invoice date will be subject to a one percent monthly simple interest charge.
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Additional Services (Extra Work). For work not described or included in Section 2 — Scope of
Services but requested by the CITY in writing, the CITY will pay GARVER, for time spent on the
project, at the rates shown in Appendix B for each classification of GARVER’s personnel (may
include contract staff classified at GARVER’s discretion) plus reimbursable expenses, as defined
herein. The rates shown in Appendix B may be increased annually, upon prior approval of the
City.

SECTION 4 - CITY'S RESPONSIBILITIES

In connection with the project, the CITY's responsibilities shall include, but not be limited to, the
following:

1. Giving thorough consideration to all documents presented by GARVER and informing
GARVER of all decisions within a reasonable time so as not to delay the work of GARVER.

2. Making provision for the employees of GARVER to enter public and private lands as required
for GARVER to perform necessary preliminary surveys and other investigations.

3. Obtaining the necessary lands, easements and right-of-way for the construction of the work. All
costs associated with securing the necessary land interests, including property acquisition and/or
easement document preparation, surveys, appraisals, and abstract work, shall be borne by the CITY
outside of this Agreement, except as otherwise described in Section 2 — Scope of Services.

4. Furnishing GARVER such plans and records of construction and operation of existing facilities,
available aerial photography, reports, surveys, or copies of the same, related to or bearing on the
proposed work as may be in the possession of the CITY. Such documents or data will be returned
upon completion of the work or at the request of the CITY.

5. Furnishing GARVER a current boundary survey with easements of record plotted for the project
property.

6. Paying all plan review and advertising costs in connection with the project.

7. Providing legal, accounting, and insurance counseling services necessary for the project and
such auditing services as the CITY may require.

8. Furnishing permits, permit fees, and approvals from all governmental authorities having
jurisdiction over the project and others as may be necessary for completion of the project.

9. Giving prompt written notice to GARVER whenever the CITY observes or otherwise becomes
aware of any defect in the project or other events which may substantially alter GARVER’s

performance under this Agreement.

10. CITY will not hire any of GARVER’s employees during performance of this Agreement and
for a period of one year beyond completion of this Agreement.
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11. Furnishing GARVER a current geotechnical report for the proposed site of construction.
GARVER will coordinate with the geotechnical consultant, the CITY has contracted with, on the
CITY’s behalf for the information that is needed for this project.

SECTION 5 - MISCELLANEOUS
5.1 Instruments of Service

GARVER's instruments of service provided by this Agreement consist of the printed hard copy
reports, drawings, and specifications issued for the Assignment or Project; whereas electronic
media, including CADD files, are tools for their preparation. As a convenience to the CITY,
GARVER will furnish to the CITY both printed hard copies and electronic media. In the event of
a conflict in their content, however, the printed hard copies shall take precedence over the
electronic media.

GARVER's electronic media are furnished without guarantee of compatibility with the CITY's
software or hardware, and GARVER's sole responsibility for the electronic media is to furnish a
replacement for defective disks within thirty (30) days after delivery to the CITY.

GARVER retains ownership of the printed hard copy drawings and specifications and the
clectronic media. The CITY is granted a license for their use, but only in the operation and
maintenance of the Project or Assignment for which they were provided. Use of these materials
for modification, extension, or expansion of this Project or on any other project, unless under the
direction of GARVER, shall be without liability to GARVER and GARVER's consultants. The
CITY shall indemnify, defend, save harmless GARVER, GARVER's consultants, and the officers
and employees of any of them from and against any and all claims, liabilities, damages, losses,
and costs, including but not limited to costs of defense, arising out of the CITY’s use of these
materials for modification, extension, or expansion of this Project or on any other project not under
the direction of GARVER.

Because data stored in electronic media form can be altered, either intentionally or unintentionally,
by transcription, machine error, environmental factors, or by operators, it is agreed that the CITY
shall release GARVER, GARVER's consultants, and the officers and employees of any of them
from and against any and all claims, liabilities, damages, losses, and costs arising out of changes
or modifications to the data in electronic media form in the CITY's possession and will not provide
to third parties for use absent such third parties agreeing in writing to release GARVER,
GARVER's consultants, and the officers and employees of any of them for use of the electronic
media and printed hard copy drawings and specifications outside the license granted by this 5.1.

5.2 Opinions of Cost
Since GARVER has no control over the cost of labor, materials, equipment, or services furnished
by others, or over the Contractor(s)' methods of determining prices, or over competitive bidding

or market conditions, GARVER’s Estimates of Project Costs and Construction Costs provided for
herein are to be made on the basis of GARVER’s experience and qualifications and represent
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GARVER’s best judgment as an experienced and qualified professional engineer, familiar with
the construction industry; but GARVER cannot and does not guarantee that proposals, bids or
actual Total Project or Construction Costs will not vary from estimates prepared by GARVER.
The CITY understands that the Estimates of Project Costs and Construction Costs developed by
GARVER do not establish a limit for the construction contract amount. GARVER, however,
understands that the CITY expects GARVER to make a good faith effort to estimate costs in
accordance with industry practices. If the actual amount of the low construction bid exceeds the
construction budget established by the CITY (consistent with GARVER’s recommendations),
GARVER, upon request by the City, and at the City’s cost, shall make appropriate
recommendations to the CITY of more cost-effective ways to construct the Project and of any
related compromises to quality of construction.

5.3 Underground Utilities

GARVER will not, unless defined within a Work Order, provide research regarding utilities and
survey utilities located and marked by their CITYs as provided for in this Agreement. The parties
agree that in no event is GARVER responsible for damage to underground utilities that are
unmarked or improperly marked by Arkonecall.com, caused by the negligence of geotechnical,
potholing, construction, or other subconsultants hired by GARVER working under a subcontract
to this Agreement.

5.4 Insurance

GARVER currently has in force and agrees to maintain in force for the life of this Agreement, the
following minimum schedule of insurance:

Workers Compensation Statutory Limit

(Combined Property Damage and Bodily Injury) $500,000
General Liability

(Combined Property Damage and Bodily Injury) $1,000,000.00
Per Occurrence
Professional Liability $2,000,000.00

5.5 Records

GARVER will retain all pertinent records for a period of two years beyond completion of the
project. CITY may have access to such records during normal business hours.

5.6 Indemnity Provision
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Subject to the limitation on liability set forth in Section 5.8, GARVER agrees to indemnify the
CITY for damages, liabilities, or costs (including reasonable attorneys’ fees recoverable under
applicable law) to the extent the damages and costs are found to be caused by the negligent acts,
errors, or omissions of GARVER, its subconsultants, or any other party for whom GARVER is
legally liable, in the performance of their professional services under this Agreement.

The CITY agrees to release GARVER from damages, liabilities, or costs (including reasonable
attorneys’ fees recoverable under applicable law) to the extent the damages and costs are found to
be caused by the negligent acts, errors, or omissions of the CITY, its agents, or any other party for
whom the CITY is legally liable, in the performance of their professional services under this
Agreement.

CITY agrees that any claim or suit for damages made or filed against GARVER by CITY will be
made or filed solely against GARVER or its successors or assigns and that no member or employee
of GARVER shall be personally liable to CITY for damages under any circumstances.

5.7 Design without Construction Phase Services

Unless otherwise stipulated in Work Orders, it is understood and agreed that GARVER’s Scope
of Services under this Agreement does not include project observation or review of the Contractor's
performance or any other construction phase services, and that such services will be provided by
the CITY. Where GARVER does not provide construction phase services, the CITY assumes all
responsibility for interpretation of the Construction Contract Documents and for construction
observation and supervision and waives any claims against GARVER that may be in any way
connected thereto.

In addition, the CITY agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to release GARVER from any
loss, claim or cost, including reasonable attorneys' fees and costs of defense, arising or resulting
from the performance of such services by other persons or entities and from any and all claims
arising from modifications, clarifications, interpretations, adjustments or changes made to the
Construction Contract Documents to reflect changed field or other conditions, except for claims
arising from GARVER’s negligence, in whole or in part, or willful misconduct of GARVER.

If the CITY requests in writing that GARVER provide any specific construction phase services
and if GARVER agrees in writing to provide such services, then they shall be compensated for the
work as Additional Services.

5.8 Limitation of Liability

In recognition of the relative risks and benefits of the project to both the CITY and GARVER, the
risks have been allocated such that the CITY agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to limit
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the liability of GARVER and its subconsultants to the CITY on the project for any and all claims,
losses, costs, damages of any nature whatsoever or claims for expenses from any cause or causes,
to the limits of its commercial liability and professional liability insurance proceeds under policies
provided, pursuant to paragraph 5.4. Such claims and causes include, but are not limited to
negligence, professional errors or omissions, strict liability, breach of contractor warranty, and
indemnity obligations.

Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary in this Agreement or a Work Authorization
and to the fullest extent permitted by law, neither CITY nor GARVER will be liable for
consequential, incidental, special, punitive or any similar damages of any kind whether arising in
contract, in tort, or by operation of law

5.8.1 Hazardous Materials

Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed or interpreted as requiring GARVER to assume any
role in the identification, evaluation, treatment, storage, disposal, or transportation of any
hazardous substance or waste. GARVER’s Work does not include any services related to unknown
or undisclosed Constituents of Concern, as defined herein, and the City releases GARVER from
liability in regards to identification, evaluation, treatment, storage, disposal, or transportation of
any hazardous substance or waste in performing the Work. If GARVER or any subcontractor or
subconsultant hired by GARVER encounters, uncovers, or reveals an unknown or undisclosed
Constituent of Concern, then GARVER shall suspend performance of Work on the portion of the
Project affected thereby until the City retains appropriate specialist consultants or contractors to
identify, abate and/or remove the Constituent of Concern and warrant that the portion of the Project
affected is in full compliance with applicable laws and regulations, or terminate this Agreement
for cause if it is not practical to continue providing Services.

Constituent of Concern is defined as, any substance, product, waste, or other material of any
nature whatsoever (including, but not limited to, Asbestos, Petroleum, Radioactive Material, and
PCBs) which is or becomes listed, regulated, or addressed pursuant to (a) the Comprehensive
Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act, 42 U.S.C. §§9601 et seq.
(“CERCLA"); (b) the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act, 49 U.S.C. §§1801 et seq.; (c) the
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C. §§6901 et seq. (“RCRA”); (d) the Toxic
Substances Control Act, 15 U.S.C. §§2601 et seq.; (e) the Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C. §§1251 et
seq.; (f) the Clean Air Act, 42 U.S.C. §§7401 et seq.; and (g) any other federal, state, or local
statute, law, rule, regulation, ordinance, resolution, code, order, or decree regulating, relating to,
or imposing liability or standards of conduct concerning, any hazardous, toxic, or dangerous
waste, substance, or material.

5.9 Mediation

The CITY and GARVER agree that all oral discussions resulting from this clause are confidential.
As they may apply to the presiding rules of evidence, negotiations pursuant to this clause shall not

imply admission of responsibility or guilt for the aggravating action, but shall be regarded as
compromise, resolution attempts, and settlement negotiations.

The CITY and GARVER agree to, through good faith efforts, first attempt to resolve all conflicts
that arise out of or related to this Agreement, through direct discussions involving senior and/or
executive management representatives from their respective organizations. It is a requirement of
this clause for this condition to be attempted prior to the use of other dispute resolution processes.

5.10 Litigation Assistance

This Agreement does not include costs of GARVER for required or requested assistance to
support, prepare, document, bring, defend, or assist in litigation undertaken or defended by the
CITY, unless Litigation Assistance has been expressly included as part of the work defined in
Section 2 - Scope of Services. In the event the CITY requests such services of GARVER, this
Agreement shall be amended in writing by both the CITY and GARVER or a separate written
agreement will be negotiated between the parties.

The CITY and GARVER each bind themselves and their successors, executors, administrators,
and assigns of such other party, in respect to all covenants of this Agreement; neither the CITY
nor GARVER shall assign, sublet, or transfer their interest in this Agreement without the written
consent of the other. Nothing herein shall be construed as creating any personal liability on the
part of any officer or agent of any public body which may be a party hereto.

SECTION 8 - MISCELLANEOUS TERMS
8.1 Choice of Law and Venue.

The parties hereto agree that this Contract shall be construed under Arkansas law, excluding its
conflict of laws rules The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and venue for any cause of
action arising from this Contract shall be vested in either the U.S. District Court for the Eastern
District of Arkansas or the Circuit Court of Pulaski County, Arkansas.

8.2 Non-Waiver

No delay or failure to exercise any right under this Agreement shall impair any such right or be
construed to be a waiver thereof.

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8.6 Modification

No conditions, usage of trade, course of dealing or performance, understanding or agreement

A RESOLUTION WAIVING FORMAL BIDDING REQUIREMENTS FOR
COMPREHENSIVE LOSS AND BUSINESS INTERRUPTION INSURANCE
FOR THE MURRAY HYDROELECTRIC PLANT; AUTHORIZING THE
MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN INSURANCE AGREEMENT; AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-58-303 requires City purchases exceeding the amount
of $35,000 to follow statutory procedures of local advertisement and opening of sealed bids which
may only be waived in exceptional situations where bidding is deemed not feasible or practical;
and

WHEREAS, insurance coverage for the Murray Hydroelectric Plant (“Hydro Plant™) is
specialized coverage, and the City Council has determined through experience that the statutory
bidding process does not produce economically advantageous prices for insurance on the Murray
Hydroelectric Plant; and

WHEREAS, City Council thus defined “insurance consultant” to be a professional service
under Ark. Code Ann. § 19-11-801, et seq. through the adoption of Ord. No. 8405 on January 9,
2012; and

WHEREAS, the City selected Mr. Eric Herget to serve as insurance consultant, and as
required by Ord. No. 8405, Mr. Herget has disclosed that he is currently employed by Hub
International; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Herget has solicited providers of hydroelectric insurance to find the rates
most favorable to the City and recommends insurance provided by Lloyds at a maximum cost of
$390,000.00, which may be reduced in negotiations (see Proposal attached hereto as Exhibit A);
and

WHEREAS, Mr. Herget recommended the proposal of Lloyds because its proposal was
the lowest bid submitted that included sufficient flood coverage for the Hydro Plant; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City to accept the proposal of Lloyds to insure
the City’s interests in the Murray Hydroelectric Plant.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 10740 (adopted by the City Council on J anuary
22, 2024), certain residential property located at 1801 West 16th Street (also known as 1607 Flora
Street) and owned by Meyer Rentals LLC c/o Albert Meyer was condemned; and

WHEREAS, Meyer Rentals, LLC has agreed to enter into a rehabilitation agreement (see
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

SECTION 2: That an escrow in the amount of $2,797.00 or an equivalent bond issued by
a local financial institution, shall be tendered to the City of North Little Rock by the Owners,
representing the estimated costs to raze the nuisance structures on the property in the event of
default on the Agreement herein.

SECTION 3: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

As of the Effective Date as defined in this Agreement, the City of North Little Rock (the
“City”) and Meyer Rentals, LLC (“Owner”) enter into this Agreement to Rehabilitate Property
(“Agreement”) regarding real property located at 1801 West 16th Street (also known as 1607
Flora Street. North Little Rock, Arkansas (the “Property”) subject to the terms and conditions
stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, on January 22, 2024, the North Little Rock City Council (“City Council™)
declared certain buildings, houses and other structures located at the Property to constitute a public
nuisance and condemned said structures (Resolution No. 10740); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any and all
structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to repair and rehabilitate the nuisance structures on the
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and come into compliance with all requirements of the current North Little Rock Building
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (“Applicable Codes™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A), has provided proof that a contractor licensed in the State of Arkansas has
been retained to repair the nuisance structures on the Property, and has expressed willingness to
immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures should timely repair prove to be
impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval of the North Little Rock City Council (hereinafter the “City Council”). It shall not be
presented to City Council for approval until signed by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement
shall run from the date that the City Council approves this Agreement which shall be referred to
herein as the “Effective Date.”

2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock City Clerk’s Office a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, in the amount of
$2.797.00 (“Escrow”), such amount being equivalent to a good faith estimate of the cost to raze
the nuisance structures on the Property, to be held by the City to assure performance by the Owner.
All provisions contained within this Agreement are contingent upon Owner’s timely payment of
the Escrow. In the event the Escrow is not paid as provided for in this Agreement, the City may
immediately raze and remove the structures that are the subject of the condemnation resolution.

Upon the Owner’s completion of all obligations under this Agreement, the City shall return the
Escrow to the Owner. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete any obligation under this
Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs attributable to the razing
and removal of nuisance structures (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of
Abatement, all excess funds shall be returned to the Owner. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay
for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition
to any other remedy for recovery which may be available to the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. After the Effective Date of this Agreement, and upon the Owner’s
application for a Building Permit, the City shall issue the Owner a Building Permit authorizing
work on the Subject Property which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals
of all other Building Permits issued by the City.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Property constitutes a
continuing nuisance, the Owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with repairs
and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Property to conform with the
Applicable Codes. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described below indicate the minimum
level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance. Any failure to meet any
benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure without further notice or
hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all exterior walls have been properly raised
and covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies
with the Applicable Codes; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Codes; and (4) the roof is completely
installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Codes as a final roof
covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate
the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling have been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Codes. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for each
day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date the
inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately
liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.





c. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering
and windows in accordance with the Applicable Codes. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline,
the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Property is no longer a
nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Property). If the Owner fails to meet this deadline after all
permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and
raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (¢) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100
year flood.

6. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive
that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

7. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a Certificate of Occupancy for the Property and all
Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or '





(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.

8. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the owner of the Property and
all structures on the Property where the work is to be performed. The Owner agrees to indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to be the true
owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject as this
Agreement.

9. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is not an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

10. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

11. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

12. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Property to be
transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

13. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

14. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

15. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

The condemnation proceedings were started due to the condition of the property. Owners
and/or heirs and all interested parties were given notice for the City Council hearing for
February 26, 2024. Notices were mailed by ceriified and regular mail, legal notice ran
in the newspaper, and were also posted on the property.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little
Rock Code Enforcement Depariment that this structure be considered for condemnation.
