Dear Colleagues,
This situation (previous rehab agreement 4807 Massie) highlights a potential issue with our current
condemnation rehabilitation agreement process. While the City Attorney's office has been instrumental in
establishing accountability, I believe the council should consider a review of the agreement itself.
Here are some areas we might explore for improvement:
o Distinguishing genuine effort from neglect: The current process may not adequately differentiate
between owners who are actively working and those making no progress.
» Redrafting the agreement: A clearer agreement might provide more flexibility for situations like this,

where progress is evident but deadlines are missed.

The role of the City Attorney's office in enforcement also merits discussion. Should they remain the primary
enforcer, or should we explore alternative approaches?

Moving forward, it's crucial to strike a balance. While we can't tolerate condemned properties stagnating
indefinitely, we also don't want to demolish structures where progress is demonstrably being made.

Demolishing this property with the current work underway would be wasteful and potentially discourage the
owner from further investment.

PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Hartwick asked North Little Rock Tourism Director Karen Trevino to come forward and
recognized her for recently being inducted into the Arkansas Tourism Hall of Fame at the
Governor’s Conference on Tourism.

Mayor Hartwick asked Chief of Staff Mike Davis and Office of Emergency Services/911
(OES/911) Director Kim Francisco to come forward to provide information regarding the

North Little Rock City Council Meeting, Monday, March 11, 2024
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upcoming 2024 Total Eclipse. Mr. Davis advised April 8 is the date of the eclipse which is
estimated to last 2 minutes and 37 seconds in our city. A partial eclipse will begin at 12:34 p.m.
and end at 3:12 p.m. and will take place during a 3-hour time-frame. A lot of people are
expected to visit North Little Rock on the days leading up to and during the eclipse. The city
reviewed “after-action” reports from the 2017 eclipse which were useful. City Communications
Director Shara Hutchcraft has been sharing information with the public through social media.
The next Eclipse meeting will be Monday, March 18, 2024 at 10:30 a.m. City Department
Heads, MEMS representatives, Arkansas State Police representatives and Arkansas Game and
Fish Officials will attend. All agencies have collaborated together to come up with the best way
to be ready for the event. There will be a lot of traffic in the area, with an expected additional
250,000 visitors in the state on April 8. Weather will determine where people stop along the
path of totality during the viewing. Ifit is cloudy in our area, people will move to another area.
Our city’s Emergency Operation Center (EOC) will be ready to go by Thursday, April 4 and
operational Monday, April 8, 2024. City officials will be able to view traffic cameras. Police,
fire and other city personnel will be present in the EOC and ready to respond if needed, which
will ensure the city is able to get the best (current) information out to the public. North Little
Rock Animal Services will have their Mobile Unit available in the City Services Building
parking lot in case of an emergency. An employee from North Little Rock OES/911 will be at
the Pulaski County EOC. ADEM (Arkansas Department of Emergency Management) will have
their EOC at Camp Robinson operational. Schools (city and county) will be out and some
businesses will close. North Little Rock city offices will be open. There are a lot of Eclipse
related events going on leading up to the event. A few are: Saturday, Sunday and Monday —
events at Argenta Plaza including a Moon Block Party, Dickey Stephens Ball Park will open that
weekend with games Friday, Saturday and Sunday — the Ball Park will open Monday for people
to come in and view the event, USS Razorback, Eclipse Escape at Faulkner Lake, and Eclipse on
the Water at Rockwater to name a few. Chief Davis said Arkansas State Police will have every
Trooper working on the 8" to keep the state highway traffic moving. There could be
communication issues with internet, telephones and radio equipment. The North Little Rock
Sanitation Department will begin their Monday route at 6:00 a.m. so they will be off the
roadways when the influx of traffic begins. OES/911 Director Francisco said the city has backup
plans in place for police and fire in the event the AWIN System goes down. City employees
(with city cell phones) have been signed up through a wireless service which will help with
making calls if the system is congested. IT has been working on the data flow as well. Council
Member Baxter asked about the City Council Meeting scheduled for Monday, April 8, 2024.
Mayor Hartwick said the meeting will be moved to Tuesday, April 9, 2024.

Council Member Hamilton said he had been working with the
applicant for a couple of months to make sure the owner is putting in a good-faith effort. Mr.
Hamilton referenced pictures filed with the legislation and current photos. Reframing has been
done, plumbing, electric and HVAC have been installed. He visited with Code Enforcement
Director Felicia McHenry and Planning Director Shawn Spencer and verified permits had been
retained for the work. The owner is a first time remodeler but he has put in the work. The owner
Mr. Perez was present with an interpreter. Council Member Ross said this would give the owner
an additional six (6) months. She said the additional time would make it one (1) year. Mayor
Hartwick said the condemnation was in June, 2022. Council Member Hamilton said the
rehabilitation agreement was signed in April, 2023. On the previous motion, and the all
members present having voted in the affirmative, with the exception of Council Members Ross
and Baxter, the resolution was adopted (6/2). City Attorney Fields advised her office will keep
up with the timeline within the agreement. (owners: Pablo Perez Andres and Juan Reyes Perez)

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. 9263) TO
INCLUDE DEFINITIONS. USES. AND RESTRICTIONS REGARDING METAL SHIPPING
CONTAINERS: DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, the
readings were suspended on Monday, February 12, 2024. The ordinance was read again this
date. Council Member Baxter said there have been concerns regarding the proposed use. Any
accessory structure can be used for storage. The city cannot legislate beauty. There are houses
in neighborhoods that are purple, pink which could affect property value. A residence with
accessory structure like this could extend the value of a property as the unit would not require the
same maintenance as a stick-framed structure would. Currently, an accessory structure could be
in disrepair without any screening requirement. Regarding placement or proliferation of these
type accessory structures, neighborhood design will preclude a lot of areas from placing
containers in a back or side yard. Many homes are too close together or there are trees blocking
access to a back or side yard. The intent of this legislation was for a replacement structure,
although a new set up would be allowed. Council Member Baxter said a structure could be made
out of concrete blocks, wood, etc. and be the same size as a metal shipping container. On the
motion of Council Member Baxter and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent
of all members present, the ordinance was amended as follows:: Section 4.1.10 — D. strike
through 400 square feet and insert 200 SQUARE FEET (8/0). A motion to adopt as amended
was made by Council Member Baxter and seconded by Council Member Hamilton. Council
Member Ross asked who will check to make sure the containers are vented. She said several
have exploded in the past because the container had an air-tight seal. If a fuel tank or lawn
mower is stored inside it could be a safety hazard. Mr. Spencer said there would need to be a
standard of what a vent is and the size. A city inspector would have to go look at the vent. If the
vent is too big it would change the structure of the container which might require an engineer to
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look at it. The owner would have to call the city when they get a permit and request an
inspection. Council Member Hight said his neighborhood (Overbrook) has a Property Owners
Association and a Bill of Assurance which prohibit these types of buildings. On the previous
motion, and the following members having voted in the affirmative: Hamilton, Baxter and
Harris; and the following members having voted no: Ross, Taylor, Robinson, Insalaco and Hight,
the motion to adopt as amended failed (3/5).

Addendum to 2024 Spring Grant Proposal - Idlewild Community Garden v

1. What is the need for a community garden in your community? What kind of community
garden are you proposing? What is your vision for the garden? Will you be planting
seasonally or year-round?

The Idlewild Park Community Garden includes a vegetable garden that utilizes Integrated Pest
Management Practices. We've created herb beds and installed a native plant and pollinator
garden around the NLR community garden sign. By creating a space filled with edible
landscaping and not using harmful chemicals, the park will continue to be a safe and inviting
place for all visitors and their pets.

Our vision is to create a demonstration garden that is an accessible and welcoming space for
those with mobility issues and for those who may have other physical challenges and
disabilities. In practical terms, that means our garden rows will be 30-inch tall raised containers
so that those in wheelchairs and walkers can reach the soil to work with the plants.

We will teach people how to grow food at their own homes and emphasize the importance of
edible landscaping. Berries, vegetables and herbs will be planted seasonally and a native plant
demonstration garden will be maintained year-round.

Idiewild Park Community Garden has great potential as a space to share educational and
informational opportunities that will benefit all of the citizens of North Little Rock.

2. How will your garden use the awarded funding? In your description, please list three

measurable goals for the upcoming year.

Funding will be used to add more raised containers that are accessible to people with mobility
issues.

We plan to broaden the outreach of the garden and end the season with at least ten active
volunteers.

We will provide informational resources for plants in the garden.





3. How do you plan to recruit members/volunteers? How many expected volunteer hours
a week will volunteers work? Please list all current volunteers.

We plan to host an event for potential volunteers and current gardeners at the park this winter.

We plan to develop & distribute flyers throughout the neighborhood to promote the garden.
Permission has already been granted by the owners of The Filling Station to post information at
their store. Other businesses in Park Hill will be contacted as well.

We keep our neighbors updated by posting about the garden on local North Little Rock
Facebook pages and other social media sites, such as Instagram and Nextdoor.

One of the most effective recruiting tools is our presence in the garden. We have visited with
many individuals during our time watering and working in the garden. At present, our most
active volunteers are Marcie Finney, Shelby Cutrer, Madison Srebalus, Zachary Srebalus, and
David Singleton. Two families who volunteered last year have moved away from the
neighborhood.

Collectively, volunteers are expected to contribute an average of two hours each person, per
month. For example, someone could spend 20 minutes watering once per week, and 15
minutes a different day weeding and helping harvest produce.

4. Detail your watering plan. How will you irrigate the space? What is your water source?
How often will you water your garden? Who will pay for the water? The City of NLR is not
responsible for paying water bills for any community garden.

Parks and Recreation has a water spigot on site that was turned on approximately June 15,
2020. Water hoses are on site. Watering responsibilities will be assigned to those involved in
the gardens (vegetable, herb, berry and pollinator gardens).

The garden managers will delegate duties for each space to the volunteer gardeners. Duties
include watering, weeding, turning compost and trash pickup. The common areas surrounding
the garden are maintained by the City of North Little Rock.

In order to promote nutritional education, we would like to host events such as once per season
demonstrations on cooking and canning of fresh fruits and vegetables. One of our volunteers is
a certified nutritionist who has offered to host seminars explaining the benefits of eating fresh
produce.

Promotional and educational methods will include hosting events at Idlewild Park, providing
printed pamphlets and using social media.

We will collaborate with other community garden managers and volunteers throughout the city

to promote a sense of inclusiveness among all the gardens. This may include each community
garden hosting a visit throughout the year.

LICENSE AGREEMENT

This Community Garden License Agreement (“License”) is made by and between

idiewild Community Garden (“Licensor”) and the City of

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained
herein and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of
which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. LICENSE. Licensor hereby licenses City, and citizens of the City, to enter upon the
property that is graphically depicted in Exhibit A (“Licensed Area”) for the purpose of
establishing and maintaining a Community Garden, and related uses. The City, or the duly
appointed agent of the City, may restrict or approve such restrictions to this License as
may be deemed necessary or advisable, in the sole discretion of the City or the City's
agent, to properly regulate use of the Community Garden; including, without limiting the
same, restriction governing the hours of operation, number of gardeners, tools used, and
any other relevant matter.

2. TERM. This License shall be effective from and after the date approved by the City
Council of North Little Rock, Arkansas and shall terminate three-hundred-sixty-four days
(364) thereafter, unless extended by the North Little Rock Public Community Garden Advisory
Committee {("Committee"). The Committee may vote to renew this License for up to two (2)
one-year terms, with the approval of the property owner.

3. CONSIDERATION. Licensor expressly agrees that the funding amount of $5000
provided by the City to establish a Community Garden includes full and adequate
compensation for this License, including the two optional one-year renewals.

4, BENEFIT TO CITIZENS. This License shall inure to the benefit of the public in general, and
particularly to the citizens of North Little Rock, Arkansas. The Licensor or the Community
Garden Manager ("Manager"), if different, must cultivate the area with edible plants at least
six (6) months out of the year.

5. MAINTENANCE. Licensor agrees that the City has no duty to maintain the Licensed Area.





The Licensor or Manager must maintain the property according to city code for a residential
area. Grass may grow no higher than eight (8) inches. The Licensor or Manager must ensure
that growing areas are weeded and maintained weekly, in such a way that the garden presents
a positive visual asset to the neighborhood. Tools and debris must be stored or moved away
from common areas. The City will provide a garden sign, the design and placement of which
will be coordinated with the Manager. The sign shall remain property of the City and may be
removed by the City at any time.

6. RESTORATION. Licensor agrees that upon termination of this License the City has no
duty to restore the Licensed Area to its previous condition.

7. CONFLICTS. This License shall be interpreted by the laws of the State of Arkansas
with jurisdiction vested in the courts of Pulaski County, Arkansas. The maximum amount
of damages that may be obtained by either party shall not exceed the amount of
Community Garden Program funding associated with the Licensed Area. Should any
conflict result under this License, each party shall bear their own costs of litigation or
conflict resolution. The parties specifically waive any claim to attorney fees.

3. IMMUNITY. To the maximum extent provided by law, the parties intend to preserve
the protections of immunity that are statutorily afforded to those who provide
recreational facilities to the public without profit, as well as the statutory immunity of the
City.

9. NO JOINT VENTURE. This License is not intended to constitute, and shall not be
interpreted to be, a joint venture between the parties.

10. TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE. All times and deadlines and permitted extensions
indicated herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in
writing signed by both parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline shall not be
construed to waive that, or any other, deadline.

11. RECORDATION. This document shall be recorded in the office of the North Little
Rock City Clerk. It shall not be recorded in the property records of Pulaski County,
Arkansas unless mandated by law.

12. COUNTERPART EXECUTION. This Agreement may be signed in one or more
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original and all of which together shall
constitute one and the same agreement. Signature pages may be transmitted by facsimile
and any signature transmitted by facsimile will be given the same force and effect as an
original signature.

13. AUTHORITY. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant
that they have the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of City and Licensor
and that the provisions herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

1. What is the need for a community garden in your community? What kind of community
garden are you proposing? What is your vision for the garden? Will you be planting
seasonally or year-round?

We aim to engage the greater Boone Park community in urban beekeeping. The site
is well-prepared for additional hives and a flourishing garden but we need to engage
the surrounding neighbors to increase garden use and strengthen the collaboration
started with Boone Park Elementary. We are proposing a learning apiary with 4 total
hives, on-site harvesting opportunities, and informal/formal apprenticing programs
managed year-round. Monthly demonstrations and hands-on experiences will be
provided for students and the greater community. All honey produced will be given
away.

2. How will your garden use the awarded funding? In your description, please list three
measurable goals for the upcoming year.

Funds will be used to add 3 hives (with one alreaedy placed) to the Baring Cross
Community Garden, invest in learning opportunities for all ages, and provide shelter
for on-site honey harvests open to the public.

- Students at Boone Park Elementary will communicate their understanding of bees by

leading 3 demonstrations for the public

- At least 10 members of the neighborhood will formally/informally apprentice as a
beekeeper using the learning apiary

- Over 100 jars of honey will be given away to the community

3. How do you plan to recruit members/volunteers? How many expected volunteer hours a

week will volunteers work? Please list all current volunteers.

Mrs. Bran-Vasquez, our contact at Boone Park, is heavily involved in the parent
community of Boone Park Elementary. We have also developed a relationship with
Baring Cross representatives. Through these pathways and signage, we plan to
recruit visitors and apprenticies to join us for hive inspections and honey harvesting.

We will spend at least 6 hours per month monitoring the hive and hosting educational
opportunties.

4. Detail your watering plan. How will you irrigate the space? What is your water source? How
often will you water your garden? Who will pay for the water?

No water access is needed for beekeeping. The Arkansas River will provide water for
the bees.

For harvests, we can bring water or us taps in the garden.

Consider
weeding, watering, planting, harvesting, mowing, trash pick-up, compost turning, etc.
When and how often will the garden be maintained?

Lauren and a team of beekeepers will plan monthly hive maintenance where students
get to learn during the weekdays and youth/adults will assist in evenings/weekends.

In the spring, the hives need to be visited every 2 weeks. In the winter, every 6 weeks.
When school is not in session, Lauren will be fully responsible for monitoring the hive,
and public engagement can continue.

Apprentices from the neighborhood can take on maintenence as their experience
grows leading to more localized leadership overtime.

6. Detail your outreach plan. How have you engaged with your community thus far? How will
you let surrounding community members know about the gardens’ availability, group
workdays, and garden rules? Will you be looking for grant funding from other organizations?
Please include any/all planned garden events.

Yes, we have a strong relationship with the neigborhood already. We plan to increase
annoucements via school and NLR Garden Program social media. Signage on the
fence will provide inspection details as well as educational literature. A consistant
schedule will be shared allowing for clear communication (i.e., every 1st and 3rd
Thursday at 4pm). Inspections, harvests, build days, and classes are planned.

We have applied for a grant to fund the On-Site Honey Harvest through Whole Foods
Foundation but have not recieved notice at the time of this application. No other grants
are being sought. If extra funds are available, a lockable storage area will be bought.

7. Detail your educational plan. How will you educate members of the community about the

garden, planting seasons, what you’re growing, how to harvest, how to prepare the produce,
etc.? How will you work with other gardens in the Community Garden Program? Who (if any)
will you collaborate with?

The community will be encouraged to sign up for monthly emails sharing events and
learning opportunities in beekeeping. Students from Boone Park will recieve in-class
and outdoor education and their families and neighbors will join for after-hours events.
Other community members, such as volunteers from Baring Cross Community Garden,
will be invited to scheduled experiences as well.

Informational signage on beekeeping and promotion of pollinator awareness will
educate and engage the neighborhood as well as apprenticing opportunties that can
lead to job training/employment. We have a structured apprenticing program
throughout the city already which can be utilized at this site.

We will collaborate consistantly with Boone Park Elem, Baring Cross Church, and NLR
Gardens.

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LICENSE AGREEMENT

This Community Garden License Agreement (“License”) is made by and between

Urban Patchwork o - ___("Licensor”) and the City of
North Little Rock, Arkansas, a municipal corporation organized as a City of the First Class
under the laws of the State of Arkansas {“City”), for the establishment of a publicly-accessible
Community Garden for use by citizens of North Little Rock.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Licensor has been approved to receive program funds from the City
to establish a Community Garden; and

WHEREAS, the Licensor lawfully possesses property that is suitable for a Community
Garden and has agreed to allow citizens to access the property for a
Community Garden; and

WHEREAS, in keeping with legal requirements, the City mandates that funds may
only be expended on property where citizens may lawfully enter according to
the purposes of the garden funding.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained
herein and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of
which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. LICENSE. Licensor hereby licenses City, and citizens of the City, to enter upon the
property that is graphically depicted in Exhibit A (“Licensed Area”) for the purpose of
establishing and maintaining a Community Garden, and related uses. The City, or the duly
appointed agent of the City, may restrict or approve such restrictions to this License as
may be deemed necessary or advisable, in the sole discretion of the City or the City's
agent, to properly regulate use of the Community Garden; including, without limiting the
same, restriction governing the hours of operation, number of gardeners, tools used, and
any other relevant matter.

2. TERM. This License shall be effective from and after the date approved by the City
Council of North Little Rock, Arkansas and shall terminate three-hundred-sixty-four days
(364) thereafter, unless extended by the North Little Rock Public Community Garden Advisory
Committee ("Committee"). The Committee may vote to renew this License for up to two (2)
one-year terms, with the approval of the property owner.

3. CONSIDERATION. Licensor expressly agrees that the funding amount of $5.000
provided by the City to establish a Community Garden includes full and adequate
compensation for this License, including the two optional one-year renewals.

4. BENEFIT TO CITIZENS. This License shall inure to the benefit of the public in general, and
particularly to the citizens of North Little Rock, Arkansas. The Licensor or the Community
Garden Manager ("Manager"), if different, must cultivate the area with edible plants at least
six (6) months out of the year.

5. MAINTENANCE. Licensor agrees that the City has no duty to maintain the Licensed Area.





The Licensor or Manager must maintain the property according to city code for a residential
area. Grass may grow no higher than eight (8) inches. The Licensor or Manager must ensure
that growing areas are weeded and maintained weekly, in such a way that the garden presents
a positive visual asset to the neighborhood. Tools and debris must be stored or moved away
from common areas. The City will provide a garden sign, the design and placement of which
will be coordinated with the Manager. The sign shall remain property of the City and may be
removed by the City at any time.

6. RESTORATION. Licensor agrees that upon termination of this License the City has no
duty to restore the Licensed Area to its previous condition.

7. CONFLICTS. This License shall be interpreted by the laws of the State of Arkansas
wiath jurisdiction vested in the courts of Pulaski County, Arkansas. The maximum amount
of damages that may be obtained by either party shall not exceed the amount of
Community Garden Program funding associated with the Licensed Area. Should any
conflict result under this License, each party shall bear their own costs of litigation or
conflict resolution, The parties specifically waive any claim to attorney fees.

8. IMMUNITY. To the maximum extent provided by law, the parties intend to preserve
the protections of immunity that are statutorily afforded to those who provide
recreational facilities to the public without profit, as well as the statutory immunity of the
City.

9. NO JOINT VENTURE. This License is not intended to constitute, and shall not be
interpreted to be, a joint venture between the parties.

10. TIME 1S OF THE ESSENCE, All times and deadlines and permitted extensions
indicated herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in
writing signed by both parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline shall not be
construed to waive that, or any other, deadline. .

11. RECORDATION. This document shall be recorded in the office of the North Little
Rock City Clerk. It shall not be recorded in the property records of Pulaski County,
Arkansas unless mandated by law.

12. COUNTERPART EXECUTION. This Agreement may be signed in one or more
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original and all of which together shall
constitute one and the same agreement. Signature pages may be transmitted by facsimile
and any signature transmitted by facsimile will be given the same force and effect as an
original signature.

This Agreement is made and entered in to this __ day of , 2022, by and
between the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas (“City””) and North Little Rock Chamber of
Commerce (“Consultant”), the foregoing being collectively referred to as “the parties,” said
Agreement to become effective upon the execution of this Agreement by the persons duly
authorized by his or her respective organization to bind the same, and upon approval and
concurrence by the North Little Rock City Council (“Council”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the voters of the State of Arkansas have approved Amendment 97 to the Arkansas
Constitution, expressly authorizing local governments to use public funds for economic
development purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Arkansas General Assembly has adopted Act 685 of 2017, effective August 1,
2017, codified at Ark. Code Ann. § 14-176-101, et. seq., establishing the process that cities must
follow in order to fund economic development; and

WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 8956, the Council has defined economic development services to
be professional services under Arkansas law; and

WHEREAS, the City issued RFP #22-3755 to solicit bids for economic development services;
and

WHEREAS, the City has determined that the North Little Rock Chamber of Commerce is the
most qualified applicant and should be engaged as a Consultant to provide economic development
services to the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY AGREED BY THE PARTIES HERETO THAT:

1. Purpose. The purposes of this Agreement are: (1) to create and/or retain quality
employment opportunities for citizens of North Little Rock; and (2) to expand the City’s base of
revenues for public services and utilities.

2. Services. In exchange for the consideration provided herein, the Consultant will
collaborate with City leaders and City staff in implementing the City’s marketing and engagement
plan to retain existing businesses, to foster expansion of existing businesses, and to achieve the






City’s economic development goals. Consultant shall provide the following services to the City in
accordance with the terms and conditions of this agreement:

BUSINESS RETENTION AND EXPANSION PROGRAM:

Meet individually with a minimum of eight (8) North Little Rock business owners
or manufacturers (collectively “businesses™) per month (96 per year) in order to
discuss their specific needs to remain in North Little Rock and expand.

Meet and coordinate with the Mayor, the City’s Director of Development, and other
City staff on an as-needed basis to discuss and develop specific plans to address the
needs of North Little Rock businesses.

Assist the City in creating new opportunities for North Little Rock businesses.
Create and host a minimum of three industry specific events such as Commercial
Real Estate Luncheon, Taste of Business, Manufacturers Luncheon, Summer Youth
Job Fair, etc.

WORKFORCE EDUCATION AND DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM:

Maintain and supervise an Education Committee made up of qualified members
within the North Little Rock business community.

Meet, coordinate and assist the North Little Rock School District in engaging local
businesses as to the programs within the North Little Rock High School’s “Center
of Excellence”.

Participate with and assist the North Little Rock School District on an as-needed
basis in the hiring of its key employees.

Assist and participate on an as-needed basis in the strategic planning process of the
North Little Rock School District.

Create and maintain a leadership program for the student of the North Little Rock
School District.

Create, maintain and manage an academic recognition program for the students of
the North Little Rock School District.

Develop and assist with the implementation of a workforce development program
with the University of Arkansas — Pulaski Technical College.

Assist City in Development of a Small Business Fast Track Plan

One stop shop for obtaining permitting and licensing
Create a clear and easily understandable method of navigating process
Help with counselling and answering questions

OFFICE SPACE: Consultant shall provide office space for two North Little Rock

* Participate in Fam Tours with Site Consultants

* Participate on market visits with potential new employers

3. Term. This Agreement will commence on Janvary 1, 2022, and will terminate on
December 31, 2022, provided that the term of this Agreement may be extended for two additional
one-year terms upon approval of the North Little Rock City Council.

4, Quarterly Reports. The parties acknowledge and agree that fulfillment of the services as
set forth in this Agreement articulate the specific criteria that the City has determined are necessary
to measure the achievement of the purpose of this Agreement. Consultant shall submit quarterly
economic development activity reports to City Council that include a statement of the specific
services contained in this Agreement and an articulation of compliance as to each of those items.
These reports will be submitted at the second regularly meeting of March, June, September, and
December. Consultant will not include information in a report that is excluded from disclosure
under the Arkansas Freedom of Information Act.

5. Fee. Throughout the term of this Agreement, City will pay Consultant a flat annual fee of
$100,000.00, payable in equal quarterly installments of $25,000, with the first quarterly
installment to be payable by the 15th day of January, 2022. The fee shall represent full
compensation to Consultant of all labor and costs of performance.

6.

7. Early termination. Fither party may terminate this Agreement without cause upon 60
days’ written notice. In the event Consultant terminates the contract prior to the expiration of any

year for which payment in advance has been made, Consultant will be responsible for repayment
of a pro rata portion of the pre-paid fee.

8. Record-keeping. Consultant shall maintain records that reflect the economic development
services performed for City which, upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, shall be
promptly delivered to the City’s Commerce Department.

9. Intermingling of Funds. Consultant shall not intermingle fees paid as compensation for
services under this Agreement with any funds provided by the City for an economic development
project.

10.  Choice of Law and Venue. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be construed
under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and venue for any cause of






action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the Circuit Court of Pulaski County,
Arkansas.

11.  Non-waiver. No delay or failure to exercise any right under this Agreement shall impair
any such right or be construed to be a waiver thereof. No waiver shall be effective unless in writing
signed by the party waiving. A waiver of a right on one occasion shall not be deemed to be waiver
of such right on any other occasion. A waiver of a right on one occasion shall not be deemed to be
a waiver of any other right on that occasion.

12. Merger. This Agreement constitutes the full understanding of the parties, a complete
allocation of risks between them and a complete and exclusive statement of the terms and
conditions of their agreement, related to the services provided hereunder. All prior agreements,
negotiations, dealings and understandings, whether written or oral, regarding the subject matter
hereof, are superseded by and merged into this Agreement.

13. Modification. No conditions, usage of trade, course of dealing or performance,
understanding or agreement purporting to modify, vary the terms or conditions of the Agreement
shall be binding unless hereafter made in writing and signed by the party to be bound, and no
modification shall be effected by the acknowledgment or acceptance of any forms containing terms
or conditions or variance with or in addition to those set forth in this Agreement.

14.  Authority. The persons executing this document each represent that he or she is duly
authorized by his or her respective organization to bind the same to the terms contained herein,
provided that, this Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official public action of the
North Little Rock City Council.

15. Counterpart Execution. This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts,
each of which is deemed as original but all constitute one and the same instrument.

16.  Filing. This Agreement shall be filed in the official records of the City Clerk of the City of
North Little Rock, Arkansas. Either party may additionally file this document in any other
governmental office deemed appropriate; however, the parties waive all claims and defenses in
law or equity based upon such additional filing.

THIS CONTRACT, by and between THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, (“City™),
acting herein through its Mayor Terry Hartwick, and Shiclds & Associates, Inc. Contractor”), is
effective on the date signed by the City.

In consideration of the mutual covenants herein, the parties agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1. SCOPE OF WORK

101 The Contractor shall complete all Work as specified or indicated in the Contract
Documents. The Work is generally described as follows:

reports and drawings of a Hazardous Environmental Condition, if any, at the Site which
has been identified in the General Conditions, if applicable, as provided in paragraph 5.06
of the EJCDC Standard General Conditions of the Construction Contract, as modified.

.5 Contractor has obtained and carefully studied (or assumes responsibility for having done
so) all additional or supplementary examinations, investigations, explorations, tests,
studies, and data concerning conditions (surface, subsurface, and Underground Facilities)
at or contiguous to the Site which may affect cost, progress, or performance of the Work
or which relate to any aspect of the means methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures
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of construction, if any, expressly required by the Contract Documents to be employed by
Contractor, and safety precautions and programs incident thereto.

.6 Contractor does not consider that any further examinations, investigations, explorations,
tests, studies, or data are necessary for the performance of the Work at the Contract Price,
within the Contract Times, and in accordance with the other terms and conditions of the
Contract Documents.

.7 Contractor is aware of the general nature of work to be performed by Owner and others
at the Site that relates to the Work as indicated in the Contract Documents.

.8 Contractor has corrélated the information known to Contractor, information and
observations obtained from visits to the Site, reports and drawings identified in the Contract
Documents, and all additional examinations, investigations, explorations, tests, studies,
and data with the Contract Documents.

.9 Contractor has given Engineer written notice of all conflicts, errors, ambiguities, or
discrepancies that Contractor has discovered in the Contract Documents, and the written
resolution thefeaf by Engineer is acceptable to Contractor.

.10 The Contract Documents are generally sufficient to indicate and convey understanding
of all terms and conditions for performance and fumishing of the Work.

.11 The Contractor further represents and warrants that:

a. Contractor has full power and authority te enter into this Contract and to carry
out thé Project contemplated by this Contract,

b. The Contractor represents and warrants that Contractor will comply with all laws
applicable to the performance of the Project under this Contract.

¢. The Contractorrepresents and warrants that Contractor’s execution, delivery, and
performance of this Contract will not constitute: (i) a violation of any judgment,
order, or decree binding on Contractor; (ii) a breach under any contract by which
Contractor is bound; or (iii) an event that would, with notice or lapse of time, or
both, constitute such a breach.

d. The Contractor represents and warrants that the Project will be performed with
the degree of skill and care that is required by current, good, and sound professional
procedures and practices, and in conformance with generally accepted professional
procedures and industry standards prevailing at the time the Project is performed,
and that all work on the Project meet the specifications set forth herein. Contractor
further represents and warrants that Contractor and all personnel used to perform
the Project, including permitted subcontractors, possess the knowledge, skill, and
experience necessary to perform the Project.

e. The Contractor represents and warrants that Contractor has, and shall maintain
in effect for the duration of this Contract, all licenses, permits qualifications, and
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approvals of whatsoever pature which are legally required for Contractor to
complete the Project. Contractor shali also ensure that all permitted subcontractors
are similarly licensed and qualified.

ARTICLE 8 CHANGE ORDERS

8.01 The Contractor and the Owner agree and acknowledge as a part of this Contract that no
change order, as defined in Section 1,01.A.8 of the General Conditions of the Construction
Conract, as modified, or other form or order or directive is authorized without written assurance
by the Owner that lawful appropriations to cover the costs of the additional work have been
made, and without the change order being signed by the Owner and the Contractor. It is the
Contractor's sole responsibility to know, determine, and ascertain the authority of the City
representative signing any change order under this Contract.

ARTICLE 9 SUSPENSION OF WORK AND TERMINATION

9.01 Suspension of Work and Termination of this Contract will be in accordance with Article 16
of the EJCDC Standard General Conditions of the Construction Contract, as modified.

9.02 Notwithstanding any other provision of this Contract, with respect to any financial obligation
of the City which mey arise under this Agreement in any fiscal year after the year of execution, in
the event the budget or other means of appropriation for any such year fails to provide funds in
sufficient amounts to discharge such obligation, such failure (i) shall act to terminate this Contract

at such time as the then-existing and available approp: iations are depleted, and (ii) neither such
fajlure nor termination shall constitute a default or breach of this Contract, including any sub-
agréement, attachment, schedule, or exhibit thereto, by the City. As used herein, the term
“appropriation” shall mean and include the due adoption of an appropriation ordinance and budget
and the approval of availability of sufficient funds for the performance of fiscal obligations arising
under this Contract.

ARTICLE 10 INSURANCE

10.01 Contractor shall, at Contractor’s sole cost and expense, procure and maintain for the duration
of this Contrict proper and complete liability insurance in the amount of $100,000, and Workers
Compensation Insurance in accordance with the laws of the State of Arkansas. The City shall not
be responsible in case of accident.
ARTICLE 11 INDEMNIFICA TION

11.01 The Contractor shall indemnify and hold the City its officers, employees, and agents
harmless from any loss, Jawsuit, liability, damage, cost and expense (including reasonable
attomeys' fees) which may arise out of or result from (i) claims by third persons against the City
that the Project has caused damage to property or bodily injury (including death); or (ii) the acts
or omissions of the Contractor, its agents or employees in connection with this Contract; or (iii)
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any defects in any equipment used by the Contractor; or (iv) any breach or default in the
performance of the obligations of the Contractor hereunder including any breach of warranties,
The Contractor's indemnification obligations hereunder shall not apply to the extent that any claim
is determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been caused by the gross negligence or
misconduct of The City.

11.02 The invalidity, in whole or in part, of any of the foregoing paragraph will not affect the
remainder of such paragraph.

11.03 The foregoing indemnification by the Contractor is not a waiver of the City's tort of
immunity.

ARTICLE 12 DISPUTE RESOLUTION

12.01 Dispute resolution shall be in accordance with the process set forth in the standard General
Conditions of the Construction Contract, as modified.

ARTICLE 13 MISCELLANEOUS

13.01 Terms. Terms used in this Agreement will have the meanings indicated in the standard
General Conditions of the Construction Contract, as modified.

13.02 Restrictions on Public Improvement Contracts

1 In accordance with the Bid Documents, all bid documents related to public
improvements exceeding $75,000 in value must include a statement that encourages
participation of small, minority, and women’s business enterprises.

2 Contractor, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. §§ 18-44-503 and 22-9-401, must
furnish a surety bond in an amount equal to the contract price.

3 In accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 22-9-601, et seq., Contractor is subject to the
retainage provisions which allows the City to retain five percent (5%) of payments until
final project completion.

4 Contractor acknowledges that a public right-of-way is an easement used for ingress and
egress to property. These easements are held by the City for the benefit of the public at
large. As part of any public improvement contract performed in or about public rights-of-
way, the City requires and Contractor agrees that such rights-of-way will be repaired, to
the extent possible, to the condition prior to the performance of work.

This Contract constitutes the full understanding of the parties, a complete allocation
of risks between them and a complete and exclusive statement of the terms and conditions of their
agreement, related to the services provided hereunder. All prior agreements, negotiations, dealings
and understandings, whether written or oral, regarding the subject matter hereof, are superseded
by and merged into this Contract.

13.07 Modification

No conditions, usage of trade, course of dealing or performance, understanding or agreement
purporting to modify, vary the terms or conditions of the Contract shall be binding unless hereafter
made in writing and signed by the party to be bound, and no modification shall be effected by the
acknowledgment or acceptance of any forms containing terms or conditions or variance with or in
addition to those set forth in this Contract.

13.08 Severability. Any provision or part of the Contract Documents held to be void or
unenforceable under any Law or Regulation shall be deemed stricken, and all remaining provisions
shall continue to be valid and binding upon Owner and Contractor, who agree that the Contract
Documents shall be reformed to replace such stricken provision or part thereof with a valid and
enforceable provision that comes as close as possible to expressing the intention of the stricken
provision.

13.11 Filing. This document shall be filed in the official records of the City Clerk of the City of
North Little Rock, Arkansas. Either party may additionally file this document in any other
govemmental office deemed appropriate; however, the parties waive all claims and defenses in
law or equity based upon such additional filing,

The condemnation proceedings were started due to the condition of the structure.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little
