The regular meeting of the North Little Rock City Council scheduled for Monday, April 22,
2024, was called to order at 5:59 p.m. by the Honorable Mayor Terry C. Hartwick.

Council members had the option to attend the council meeting in person or participate virtually.
The Council Chambers were open to the public.

The roll was called and the following Council Members answered to their names: DEBI ROSS,
NATHAN HAMILTON, MAURICE TAYLOR, LINDA ROBINSON, STEVE BAXTER, RON

RECYCLING AND WASTE REDUCTION DISTRICT: AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was
read. A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Baxter and seconded by Council
Member Hamilton. Mr. Bailey Maul said he is a consultant with Waste Management (WM).
Council Member Ross asked about $5,000.00 per month (used for recycling education). Mr.
Maul said a yearly recycling calendar is mailed to all customers annually at a cost of
approximately $30,000.00 (which included postage). Other (educational) projects included TV
commercials and other types of mailers. Mailers are sent to residents in North Little Rock,
Sherwood and Little Rock. Council Member Ross said residents continued to pay for pickup
following the (March 2023) tornado. She asked how WM would reimburse residents (since there
was no pickup in those areas during that time). Mr. Maul said the biggest challenges WM has
had are weather related (snow/ice days). If an event goes past two (2) or three (3) days the whole
week is lost. (When possible) the pickup will be the next day. Public safety has to be taken into
consideration. Council Member Ross said residents were allowed to put recyclable material in a
box beside their container following the last snow day which was a first. Mr. Maul said they
(WM) will do a better job communicating that in the future. He has been working with Stacia
Chastain in the Mayor’s Office to improve communications. An example would be if a truck
were down and would cause a route delay. Council Member Ross asked if WM set up a truck
where residents could take recyclables (following the tornado). The city had Sanitation trucks
located around the city where residents could take their household trash/waste. Mr. Maul said he
would look into the possibility. It had been done with their solid waste customers in the past.
Council Member Ross said when WM does not pick up a route, residents put their recyclables in
their garbage can which ends up costing the city money. City Attorney Fields said there is a
section in the contract that includes if WM misses a pick up and (N LR) Sanitation has to pick up
the materials a $50.00 fee - per container can be assessed to WM as the materials will go to the
landfill. Council Member Ross asked if this would apply following a snow event. City Attorney
Fields said there is a Force Majeure provision which would be considered an “act of God” in the
event of a tornado or snow storm. On the previous motion, and by consent of all members
present, the resolution was adopted (7/0).
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R-24-93 (RESOLUTION NO. 10814 — MAYOR HARTWICK)

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO EXECUTE A REAL

Council Member Taylor said it should be and the owner
understood if the rehabilitation is not completed this time, the city will move forward (with the
condemnation). Council Member Ross said the agreement began in December, 2022. Council
Member Baxter said this would make two (2) years the owner had to rehabilitate the property.
Situations do arise, however, the Council has not been made aware of any with regard to this
property. He referenced a letter Council Member Hamilton submitted recommending
reconsideration of the city’s rehabilitation agreement. He would agree to additional time, but not
six (6) months. Council Member Ross asked about the escrow amount which was $7,500.00 in
December 2022. The amount included in this amendment is $12,500.00. She asked if an
additional amount was paid. City Attorney Fields said there might be a typo on the amount
which she will look into and correct before this legislation is signed. Council Member Hamilton
referred the letter mentioned by Council Member Baxter. Many cities would not consider a
rehabilitation agreement unless the person had experience in rehabilitation (of property), not just
the homeowner. Certain qualifications must be met before an agreement is considered, including
being a licensed contractor. In this case, it is best to allow some (additional) time instead of
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tearing down work that had already been completed and create waste. City Attorney Fields
recently met with Code Enforcement and the City Building Inspector (regarding these
agreements). Only a licensed contractor can pull a permit to work on these properties. These
properties are not owner occupied. A feasible construction plan needed to include an estimate
from a licensed contractor. Council Member Ross said an extension does require extra work
from Legal, Code Enforcement and other departments. She recommended including an
additional cost if an extension is granted. City Attorney Fields said a reasonable administrative
fee could be included. On the previous motion, and by consent of all members present, with the
exception of Council Members Ross and Baxter who voted no, the resolution as adopted (5/2).
(owner: Elvin Williams, Jr. - $12,500.00).

ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. 9263) FOR CERTAIN REAL

WHEREAS, application was made by Brian Fason of Carson Construction, 13203
MacArthur Drive, North Little Rock, Arkansas 72118, seeking a waiver of off-street parking,
screening and landscaping requirements for certain real property located at 8504 MacArthur Drive
(see letter and maps attached hereto respectively as Exhibit A and B); and

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock Planning Commission voted to require the items (6
affirmative votes; 3 absent) at a regular meeting thereof held J uly 11, 2023,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the following provisions of Section 6.2.4 of the Ordinance No. 9263 (“the
Zoning Ordinance”) are hereby waived for 8504 MacArthur Drive, more particularly described as
Lot 4R of Sutton’s Addition to Pulaski County, Arkansas.

Section 6.2.4 — Parking Desien and Surface Standards

C. Wheel Stops: Wheel stops shall be required when parking areas abut sidewalks,
landscaped areas or pedestrian areas. No portion of a vehicle shall encroach onto a
sidewalk, landscaped area or pedestrian area.

D. Curbs: All parking areas shall utilize concrete curbs or other material approved by the
Planning Commission.

E. Parking Surface: The minimum pavement requirements shall be designed for intense
traffic use with asphaltic concrete hot mix surface, a double surface treatment, or concrete
surface. Any off- street parking area, driveway, or vehicle maneuvering area shall be
paved as specified above and shall be so graded and drained as to dispose of all surface
water accumulated within the area, and shall be so arranged and marked as to provide for
orderly and safe loading or unloading and parking and storage of vehicles. Where access
by a fire apparatus vehicle is necessary such surfaces shall meet the requirements of the
Arkansas Fire Prevention Code, Volume 1, Appendix D, Section D102 or the appropriate
amended provision,





SECTION 2: That Section 7.2.1 of the Zoning Ordinance is hereby waived for the subject

property:

Section 7.2.1 — Parking Lot Shading

A.

Trees from Table B or C shall be included in all new and expanded parking areas, and
trees from Table D shall be used if beneath overhead power lines.

Trees shall be planted at one (1) tree per six (6) parking spaces.

Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Trees ten (10) feet from the edge of parking area may serve for the parking lot shading
requirements, but may not satisfy more than fifty (50) percent of the overall requirement

for the parking lot or area.

Trees shall be two and one-half (2.5) inch caliper or greater at time of planting. Caliper
shall be measured at three (3) feet above the ground surface.

Only trees from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements unless
approved by the Planning Commission.

All trees located within the parking area shall be planted in curbed landscape islands. The
minimum size of a curbed landscape island, per tree, shall be at least eight (8) feet wide
and at least eighteen (18) feet deep.

SECTION 3: That the following provision of Section 7.2.2 of the Zoning Ordinance is hereby
waived for the subject property:

Section 7.2.2 — Landscaping Requirements

B.

Trees shall be planted at one (1) tree per six (6) parking spaces.

SECTION 4: That Section 7.2.3 of the Zoning Ordinance is hereby waived for the subject

property:

Section 7.2.3 — Street Trees

A.

Trees from Table B shall be spaced every thirty (30) feet to achieve the required number
of trees; trees from Table C shall be spaced every twenty-five (25) feet; or trees from
Table D shall be used if beneath overhead power lines and spaced every fifteen (15) feet.

Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Trees shall be two and one-half (2.5) inch caliper or greater at time of planting. Caliper
shall be measured at three (3) feet above the ground surface.

Only trees from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements, unless
approved by the Planning Commission.

SECTION 5: That Section 7.2.4 of the Zoning Ordinance is hereby waived for the subject

property:

Section 7.2.4 — Buffers Between Dissimilar Uses

Buffers shall be established with new development activity to reduce the impact on existing
neighborhoods and uses. The buffer provisions apply: (a) when different 1and uses or Zoning
Districts abut each other, or (b) when different land uses or Zoning Districts are separated by
rights-of-way of twenty (20) feet or less. Buffer area dimensional requirements shall be:

A.

Trees two (2) inches or greater caliper, measured three (3) feet from the ground, shall not
be removed from a required buffer. These trees shall be protected, and if damaged during
development shall be replaced with a Class A — Full Screen type tree.

A required buffer shall not be used for accessory structures, garbage or trash collection,
parking, or any other functional use.

The required buffer area depth shall not include any easements.

Each side and rear yard buffer areas shall be five (5) percent of the lot width and depth.
Buffer areas shall not be less than six (6) feet or greater than forty (40) feet.

Under certain conditions the Planning Commission shall require, up to a one hundred
(100) foot buffer when a new development or expansion of regional shopping center,
major activity center or industrial district abuts an existing single-family, residential
neighborhood.

A larger buffer area shall be required by the Planning Commission, between residential
areas and commercial areas when the commercial development abuts a major roadway
to reduce ambient noise levels.

SECTION 6: That Section 7.3.1 of the Zoning Ordinance is hereby waived for the subject

property:

Section 7.3.1 — Class A — Full Screens

A. Trees from Table B or C shall be spaced every twenty (20) feet; or trees from Table E

B.

shall be spaced with no visual breaks; or trees from Table D shall be used if beneath
overhead power lines and spaced every twenty (20) feet.

Only trees and shrubs from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements
unless approved by the Planning Commission.





C. Aneight (8) foot tall, continuous opaque screen shall be provided. An opaque screen may
include one (1) of the following: wall, fence, site grading, or plantings. No fence, wall
and/or site grading is required with evergreen trees from Table E. The opaque screen
must be opaque within 4 seasons.

SECTION 8: That the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

McKay Avenue, Conway, Arkansas 72034, seeking a waiver of Section 14.107.D.2 of Ordinance

On or around January 29, 2024, After receiving a fire report for the North Little Rock Fire
Department, North Little Rock Code Enforcement Officer Cedric Williams began an investigation
into 26 Pine Tree Loop due to the structure being damaged by fire. Officer Williams posted a “red
tag” on the structure due to it being damaged to the point it was no longer fit for human habitation.
Officer Williams sent notification to all know owners, but he was never contacted regarding this
incident,

On March 27%, 2024, North Little Rock Code Enforcement Officer Timothy McFuen was assi gned
the investigation for condemnation proceedings. The residence is still in an uninhabitable state,
and there have been no permits acquired to rehabilitate the structure. Officer McEuen posted a
Notice of City Council Hearing on the property.

The condemnation proceedings were initiated due to the condition of the structure. Owners and/or
heirs and all interested parties were given notice of City Council for the May 13%, 2024 hearing
date. Notices were mailed by certified and regular mail, legal notice ran in the newspaper, and
were also posted on the property. .

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little Rock
Code Enforcement Department that this structure be considered for condemnation.

(Nuisance Abatement and Property Maintenance), requires all property owners and occupants
within the municipal boundaries of the City of North Little Rock (the City) to cut weeds, grass and
abate other nuisances and unsanitary conditions on their property; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
May 13, 2024, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed property
owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
on May 13, 2024, for the purpose of determining the amount of liens, if any, to be filed against





certain real properties as the result of grass cutting and abatement of other nuisances by the City
of North Little Rock.

SECTION 2: That after said public hearing, and upon the verification of the Director of
the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department, the amounts listed on Exhibit A are hereby
certified as an obligation that is owed to the City and proper to be filed with the Pulaski County
Treasurer and Assessor as a lien against the real properties associated therewith.

SECTION 3: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is hereby ordered to file liens as
provided in this resolution; except that, prior to submission, she will update the list to remove any
lien amounts that have been paid in full prior to forwarding the list to the County.

SECTION 4: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is authorized to execute and file
such documents as are necessary to release any liens that are paid in full.

SECTION 5: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.
