SCHEDULED PUBLIC HEARING

Mayor Hartwick convened a public hearing re: 0-24-50 — an Ordinance establishing the Heritage
Park Circle Urban Service District No. 2 of North Little Rock, Arkansas. Mr, Bob Hardin,
Attomey at Law, advised he was retained to represent the residents of Heritage Park with the
statutory requirements to form an Urban Service District. He referenced petitions signed by 42
individuals who purported to be (qualified) electors within the boundaries of the district. The
properties lie on Heritage Park Circle and consist of 42 lots and 41 households. The petitions
were filed, notification was published of this hearing date, and notices were sent to all of the
property owners, all in accordance with the statute. The purpose of the hearing was to determine
if the city wanted to approve an ordinance to form the district. The statute requires 25% of the
electors within the property area sign the petition. Mr. Hardin said the Pulaski County Register
of Voters provided a list of all current property owners (within the area) who were shown in the
records to be current voters (at an address within the area). The list included 81 individuals. 52
signatures were obtained. 42 matched those provided by Mr. Michael Razor, (Pulaski County)
Voter Registration Mapping Technician. The number of qualified voters was 50% which
exceeded the 25% requirement. Mr. Brooksher Banks lives at 40 Heritage Park Circle. He and
his wife moved there in 1986. Heritage Park has a long-standing record of taking care of the
public areas which included the entrances at McCain and from North Hills Boulevard, irrigation
and plants, and the surrounding wall. The (Heritage Park) Urban Service District began
approximately 15 years ago. State law included a 10 year Sunset clause. Due to the pandemic
(COVID 19) the renewal was missed. They (the residents) have continued to take care of the
neighborhood. Mrs. Wendy McCloud asked if signatures were collected from residents who
opposed the petition. Mr. Banks said every resident was either emailed a copy of the petition or
hand-delivered a petition. There were no objections. Council Member Taylor asked if there was
a requirement to collect signatures in opposition of the proposal. Mr. Bank said there was not.
There being no one present wishing to be heard, the public hearing was adjourned.

WHEREAS, application was duly made by Anthony Lynch of LFG Recovery LLC, 23
Bradbury Drive, Little Rock, Arkansas 72212, seeking a conditional use for property located at
4900 Northshore Drive to allow out-patient rehabilitation in an 12 zone, which application was
duly considered and approved (8 affirmative votes; 1 absent) by the North Little Rock Planning
Commission at a regularly scheduled meeting held on July 9, 2024.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That a Conditional Use is approved for out-patient rehabilitation in an 12
zone for the subject real property located at 4900 Northshore Lane in the City of North Little Rock,
Pulaski County, Arkansas, being more particularly described as follows:

LOT 6R, BLOCK 8 OF THE NORTHSHORE BUSINESS PARK ADDITION TO
THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS
(See map and drawing attached collectively hereto as Exhibit A.)

SECTION 2: That this Conditional Use shall be subject to the following:

No overnight stay will be provided.

The hours of operation hours 6 am — 8 pm Monday — Saturday.

The Fire Marshal must approve the use of the facility as proposed. The applicant
must provide written approval from the Fire Marshall's office along with an
inspection report prior to the issuance of a zoning certificate for a business
license.

All structures on the site shall meet all applicable Federal, State, County and City
requirements and codes.

A business license is to be issued after Planning Staff confirmation of
requirements.

Business license holder understands the failure to comply with these conditions
may result in loss of the Special Use approval and/or loss of Business license
and/or removal of electric power meter.

SECTION 3: That all ordinances or parts of ordinance in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.





SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that the conditional use as described herein
is compatible with other businesses in the area and is immediately necessary in order to insure the
proper and orderly growth and development of this land and of the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and
welfare, THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in
full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

AN ORDINANCE WAIVING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF ARTICLE 7 OF
THE ZONING ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. 9263) FOR CERTAIN
REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 2625 WEST 58TH STREET IN THE
CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS, TO WAIVE
LANDSCAPING REQUIREMENTS; WAIVING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF
ARTICLE 15 OF THE SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO.
7946) FOR THE SUBJECT PROPERTY TO WAIVE HALF-STREET
IMPROVEMENT REQUIREMENTS; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, application was made by James A. Penney of Penney Construction, 29415
Penney Lane, Roland, Arkansas 72135, seeking a waiver of landscaping and half-street
requirements for certain real property located at 2625 West 58th Street (see letter and maps

attached hereto respectively as Exhibit A and B); and

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock Planning Commission duly considered and required the
items as part of the Site Plan Review to allow construction of a fourplex (9 affirmative votes) at a

regular meeting thereof held July 11, 2023.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the following sections of Article 7 of the Ordinance No. 9263 (“Zoning
Ordinance™) are hereby waived for certain real property located at 2625 West 58th Street, more

particularly described as follows:

LOT 38 OF THE SKYWAY SUBDIVISION IN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE
ROCK, PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS.

Section 7.2.1 - Parking Lot Shading

Trees from Table B or C shall be included in all new and expanded parking
areas, and trees from Table D shall be used if beneath overhead power lines.
Trees shall be planted at one (1) tree per six (6) parking spaces.

Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Trees ten (10) feet from the edge of parking area may serve for the parking lot
shading requirements, but may not satisfy more than fifty (50) percent of the
overall requirement for the parking lot or area.

Trees shall be two and one-half (2.5) inch caliper or greater at time of planting.
Caliper shall be measured at three (3) feet above the ground surface.

Only trees from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements
unless approved by the Planning Commission.

All trees located within the parking area shall be planted in curbed landscape

islands. The minimum size of a curbed landscape island, per tree, shall be at
least eight (8) feet wide and at least eighteen (18) feet deep.

Section 7.2.3 - Street Trees

Trees from Table B shall be every (30) feet to achieve the required number of
trees; trees from Table C shall be spaced every twenty-five (25) feet; or trees
from Table D shall be used if beneath overhead power lines and spaced every
fifteen (15) feet.

Trees shall be irrigated by an automatic underground irrigation system.

Trees shall be two and one-half (2.5) inch caliper or greater at time of planting.
Caliper shall be measured at three (3) feet above the ground surface.

Only trees from the approved planting list will count toward any requirements,
unless approved by the Planning Commission.

SECTION 2: That the following sections of Article 15 of the Ordinance No. 7946
(“Subdivision Ordinance”) is hereby waived for the subject property:

Section 15.1 - Required Improvements

Every developer engaging in the subdividing and development of land as identified in this
regulation shall be required to install, at his own expense, or to have installed by the
appropriate public utility the following improvements

Section 15.2 - Street Grading

Street grading shall conform to the following:

A

All streets shall be cleared and graded as approved by the City Engineer. On streets
with a right-of-way greater than 100 feet the extent of grading shall be as specified by
the Planning Commission and approved by the City Engineer. On such streets, the
Planning Commission may consult with the appropriate agency, regarding
specifications for grading.

Finished grades shall be at levels approved by the City Engineer or the appropriate
agency.

Section 15.3 - Street Paving

Street paving shall conform to the following:

A.

Street paving widths shall be in conformance with the requirements set forth in this
regulation, however, no developer shall be required to install a street width of more

than 48 feet.
Street pavements shall be installed according to standards adopted by this regulation

and by the City Engineer.





Section 15.4 - Curbs and Gutters

Curbs and gutters shall conform to the following:

Curbs and gutters shall be installed on all streets except as this regulation may direct.
Installations shall be in accordance with standards adopted by the City Council.

Section 15.5 — Sidewalks

Sidewalks shall conform to the following:

Sidewalks shall be installed per the requirements of this regulation and the Master

Street Plan.
Installation shall be in accordance with ADA standards and approved by the City

Engineer.

Section 15.8 - Storm Drainage

Storm drainage shall conform to the following:

Every subdivision shall be served by storm drainage facilities including drains, sewers,
catch basins, culverts and other facilities.

All drainage facilities shall be so designed to serve the entire drainage area.

All surface water drainage shall be transported to existing storm sewers or to drainage
facilities approved by the City Engineer.

Inlet spacing shall be at a maximum spacing of 500 feet.

Section 15.11- Street Lights

Residential Streets and Subdivisions - Street lights shall be installed at every
intersection and spaced approximately at 200 foot intervals within the block. Street
lights shall be installed within the street right-of-ways. Street lights within the block
should be near the common, side yard lot lines.

Commercial and Industrial Subdivisions - Street lights shall be installed at every
intersection and spaced approximately at 200 foot intervals within the block. Street
lights shall be installed within the street right-of-way.

Payment - Street lights shall be at the cost of the developer with a plan designed by the
NLR Electric Department. Developers are responsible for a set fee per street light
installed. A bond may be provided allowing the delay of installation to expedite a
building permit or the issuance of a final plat.

Relocation - Any relocation of street lights shall be at the cost of the developer.

SECTION 3: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed
to the extent of the conflict.





SECTION 4: That the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: That it is hereby found and determined that the waiver of the above-described
sections as provided for herein is to be in the best interests of the City, and is immediately necessary
in order to insure the proper and orderly growth of this land and of the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and
welfare; THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full
force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

June 2019 Officer C. Williams started an investigation into the above listed address after
receiving complaints from neighbors regarding the possible deterioration of the structure.
Officer Williams met with the owners and conducted an interior inspection which showed
the house was full of debris, officer Williams advised the owner he needed to remove
some of the debris in order to conduct an inspection of the entire house and inspection
was only able to be made in one room.

On February 13, 2024, North Little Rock Code Enforcement Officer Timothy McEuen
began an investigation into 215 W. D Avenue. North Little Rock Code Enforcement was
familiar with the interior and exterior condition of the residence due to earlier housing
inspections. Officer McEuen verified the structure was vacant so he performed an
exterior inspection. Officer McEuen observed damage to the siding, soffit, and fascia. On
February 26, 2024, Officer McEuen met with family members of the owner, and an
interior inspection was performed. The status of the structure was unchanged. The
interior has significant damage Ceilings collapsed, flooring issues through- out the
structure making it uninhabitable.

The condemnation proceedings were started due to the condition of the structure.
Owners and/or heirs and all interested parties were given notice for the City Council
hearing for July 22™, 2024. Notices were mailed by certified and regular mail, legal notice
ran in the newspaper, and were also posted on the property.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little
Rock Code Enforcement Department that this structure be considered for condemnation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
on July 22, 2024, for the purpose of determining the amount of liens, if any, to be filed against





certain real properties as the result of grass cutting and abatement of other nuisances by the City
of North Little Rock.

SECTION 2: That after said public hearing, and upon the verification of the Director of
the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department, the amounts listed on Exhibit A are hereby
certified as an obligation that is owed to the City and proper to be filed with the Pulaski County
Treasurer and Assessor as a lien against the real properties associated therewith.

SECTION 3: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is hereby ordered to file liens as
provided in this resolution; except that, prior to submission, she will update the list to remove any
lien amounts that have been paid in full prior to forwarding the list to the County.
