MUNICIPALITY SOLID WASTE FACILITY FINANCIAL ASSURANCE
AGREEMENT --
§8-6-1603(d)(4) (CONTRACT OF OBLIGATION)

1. The CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK (MUNICIPALITY), a Municipality

government of the State of Arkansas, is owner or operator of a solid waste management facility
permitted by Arkansas Department of Energy and Environment, Division of Environmental
Quality (DEQ) Permit No. 0138-S4-R3 (Permit). Pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 8-6-1603,
MUNICIPALITY is required to provide financial assurance to ensure that sufficient funds are
available to meet the costs of corrective action, closure and post-closure care of the permitted solid
waste facility.

2. The current required amount of financial assurance for corrective action, closure and post-

closure care as provided by Ark. Code Ann. § 8-6-1603(a), (b), and (¢) for the MUNICIPALITYs

permitted solid waste management facility is FIVE-THOUSAND NINE HUNDRED-

SIXTEEN DOLLARS AND .08 CENTS ($5.916.08).

3. To satisfy its statutory obligations, MUNICIPALITY hereby elects to execute this binding
agreement (AGREEMENT) described in Ark. Code Ann. § 8-6-1603(d)(4) as a “Contract of
Obligation” in accord with the provisions of that statute and with Arkansas Pollution Control and
Ecology Commission (APC&EC) Rule 22.1405(n) as codified in the Code of Arkansas Rules, 8
CAR §60-1405(0).

4. By this AGREEMENT, pursuant to the provisions of Ark. Code Ann. § 8-6-1603(d)(4) and
Rule 22.1405(n) as codified in 8 CAR §60-1405(0), MUNICIPALITY pledges general revenues
equal to the amount of the required financial assurance in Paragraph 2 of this AGREEMENT, and
authorizes the Director of DEQ to collect any general revenues being disbursed or to be disbursed

from the State to MUNICIPALITY pursuant to Rule 22.1406(b) as codified in 8 CAR §60-1406(b)

should MUNICIPALITY fail to properly perform corrective action, closure or post-closure of the
permitted solid waste management facility as required by state law, agency rule, or the Permit.
5. This AGREEMENT is for one fiscal year of MUNICIPALITY and shall automatically
renew for each subsequent fiscal year. MUNICIPALITY agrees that the amount of financial
assurance required at the time of each annual renewal shall be based upon the latest available
annual reporting mechanisms submitted for the permitted facility and reviewed and approved by
DEQ. This amount may be increased or decreased upon each annual renewal as required to reflect
estimated costs for corrective action, closure, and post-closure care.
6. MUNICIPALITY acknowledges that this AGREEMENT is legally valid, binding, and enforceable
and is irrevocable unless terminated upon written approval from the DEQ Director that:
a. The solid waste management facility has closed in compliance with the law; and
b. MUNICIPALITY has completed post-closure care in compliance with the law; or
C. MUNICIPALITY provides an alternate financial assurance mechanism acceptable
to DEQ and in compliance with applicable law.
7. MUNICIPALITY shall file a copy of this AGREEMENT with the Commissioner of
Revenues, Department of Finance and Administration and the Local Government Services
Division, Arkansas State Treasury, no later than the tenth (10th) calendar day following the
effective date of this AGREEMENT. MUNICIPALITY shall provide the DEQ Director with file-
marked copies of this AGREEMENT no later than the fifteenth (15th) calendar day following the
effective date of this AGREEMENT.
8. MUNICIPALITY represents and affirms that it has sufficient funds on-hand, appropriated

B. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Based on our understanding of the project, we propose to provide the following scope of testing
and observation services:

Earthwork related services could include:
Observing proof rolling operations of subgrade soils before construction of floor slabs,

pavement subgrade, or new fill;

Performing laboratory moisture-density relationship, grain size analysis and Atterberg Limits
on native or proposed fill soils; and base material, and

RESOLUTION NO.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 11042 (adopted by the City Council on February
24, 2025), certain residential property located at 4509 Haywood Street and owned by Newman
Capital Ventures LLC (“Newman”) was condemned; and

WHEREAS, Newman has agreed to enter into a rehabilitation agreement (see Agreement
to Rehabilitate Property attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, it has been the policy of the City of North Little Rock (the “City”) to require
an escrow payment equal to the costs of demolition from the property owner to cover demolition
and other costs incurred by the City in the event the requirements of the rehabilitation agreement

are not met; and

WHEREAS, it is the belief of Newman that the property, through rehabilitation, can
become a viable contributor to the City’s economy and will improve the overall aesthetic
appearance of the area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (substantially similar to Exhibit A) with Newman Capital
Ventures LLC to rehabilitate certain property located at 4509 Haywood Street, more particularly
described as follows:

LOT A, BLOCK 32 OF THE JOHN L. ATKINS SCHOOL SUBDIVISION,
BEING A REPLAT OF THE EAST 70 FEET OF THE SOUTH HALF OF BLOCK
32 OF THE JOHN L. ATKINS SCHOOL SUBDIVISION IN THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS (PARCEL NO.
23N0610009700).

SECTION 2: That an escrow in the amount of $6,501.95, or an equivalent bond issued by
a local financial institution, shall be tendered to the City of North Little Rock by Newman Capital
Venture LLC, representing the estimated costs to raze the nuisance structures on the property in
the event of default on the Agreement herein.

SECTION 3: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

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AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

As of the Effective Date as defined in this Agreement, the City of North Little Rock (the
“City"”) and Newman Capital Ventures, LLC (“Owner”) enter into this Agreement to Rehabilitate
Property (“Agreement”) regarding real property located at 4509 Haywood Street, North Little
Rock. Arkansas (the “Property”) subject to the terms and conditions stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, on February 26, 2025, the North Little Rock City Council (“City Council”)
declared certain buildings, houses and other structures located at the Property to constitute a public
nuisance and condemned said structures (Resolution No. 11042); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any and all
structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to repair and rehabilitate the nuisance structures on the
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and come into compliance with all requirements of the current North Little Rock Building
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (“Applicable Codes™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A), has provided proof that a contractor licensed in the State of Arkansas has
been retained to repair the nuisance structures on the Property, and has expressed willingness to
jmmediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures should timely repair prove to be

impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby

acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Agreement Contingent on Citv Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval of the North Little Rock City Council (hereinafter the “City Council”). It shall not be
presented to City Council for approval until signed by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement
shall run from the date that the City Council approves this Agreement which shall be referred to

herein as the “Effective Date.”

2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock City Clerk’s Office a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, in the amount of
$6.501.95 (“Escrow™), such amount being equivalent to a good faith estimate of the cost to raze
the nuisance structures on the Property, to be held by the City to assure performance by the Owner.
All provisions contained within this Agreement are contingent upon Owner’s timely payment of
the Escrow. In the event the Escrow is not paid as provided for in this Agreement, the City may
immediately raze and remove the structures that are the subject of the condemnation resolution.
Upon the Owner’s completion of all obligations under this Agreement, the City shall return the
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Escrow to the Owner. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete any obligation under this
Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs attributable to the razing
and removal of nuisance structures (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of
Abatement, all excess funds shall be returned to the Owner. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay
for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition
to any other remedy for recovery which may be available to the City.’

3, Issuance of Building Permit. After the Effective Date of this Agreement, and upon the Owner’s
application for a Building Permit, the City shall issue the Owner a Building Permit authorizing
work on the Subject Property which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals

of all other Building Permits issued by the City.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Property constitutes a
continuing nuisance, the Owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with repairs
and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Property to conform with the
Applicable Codes. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described below indicate the MINIMUM
level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance. Any failure to meet any
benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure without further notice or
hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic”” means that: (1) all exterior walls have been properly raised
and covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies
with the Applicable Codes; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all

exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Codes; and (4) the roof is completely

installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Codes as a final roof

covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate
the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling have been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Codes. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for each
day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date the

inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the

Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
If the Owner fails to meet

to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately

liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

c. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering





and windows in accordance with the Applicable Codes. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline,
the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must gualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Property is no longer a
nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Property). If the Owner fails to meet this deadline after all
permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and

raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such

claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a

catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100

year flood.

6. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive

that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

7. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events OCCurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a Certificate of Occupancy for the Property and all
Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, AND

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.





3. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the owner of the Property and
all structures on the Property where the work is to be performed. The Owner agrees to indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to be the true
owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject as this

Agreement.

9. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is NOT an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

10. Severability.

11. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

12. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Property to be
transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

13. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

14. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

15. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions

herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO
ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY FOR
CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 4503 HAYWOOD STREET
IN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK; AND FOR OTHER

PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 11043 (adopted by the City Council on February
24, 2025), certain residential property located at 4503 Haywood Street and owned by Newman
Capital Ventures LLC (“Newman”) was condemned; and

WHEREAS, Newman has agreed to enter into a rehabilitation agreement (see Agreement
to Rehabilitate Property attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, it has been the policy of the City of North Little Rock (the “City”) to require
an escrow payment equal to the costs of demolition from the property owner to cover demolition
and other costs incurred by the City in the event the requirements of the rehabilitation agreement

are not met; and

WHEREAS, it is the belief of Newman that the property, through rehabilitation, can
become a viable contributor to the City’s economy and will improve the overall aesthetic
appearance of the area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (substantially similar to Exhibit A) with Newman Capital
Ventures LLC to rehabilitate certain property located at 4503 Haywood Street, more particularly
described as follows:

LOT B, BLOCK 32 OF THE JOHN L. ATKINS SCHOOL SUBDIVISION IN
THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS,
AND BEING SHOWN ON PLAT RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 15, PAGE 81,
RECORDS OF PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS; AND

PART OF BLOCK 31, BEGINNING AT THE INTERSECTION OF THE
NORTHERLY LINE OF HAYWOOD STREET WITH THE LINE COMMON
TO BLOCKS 31 & 32 WITH A SUB DIV, THENCE NORTHERLY ALONG
SAID COMMON LINE 140’; THENCE NORTHWESTERLY PARALLEL TO

SECTION 2: That an escrow in the amount of $4,801.95, or an equivalent bond issued by
a local financial institution, shall be tendered to the City of North Little Rock by Newman Capital
Venture LLC, representing the estimated costs to raze the nuisance structures on the property in
the event of default on the Agreement herein.

SECTION 3: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

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AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

As of the Effective Date as defined in this Agreement, the City of North Little Rock (the
“City”) and Newman Capital Ventures, LLC (“Owner”) enter into this Agreement to Rehabilitate
Property (“Agreement”) regarding real property located at 4503 Haywood Street. North Little
Rock, Arkansas (the “Property”) subject to the terms and conditions stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, on February 26, 2025, the North Little Rock City Council (“City Council™)
declared certain buildings, houses and other structures located at the Property to constitute a public
nuisance and condemned said structures (Resolution No. 11043); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any and all
structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to repair and rehabilitate the nuisance structures on the
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and come into compliance with all requirements of the current North Little Rock Building
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (“Applicable Codes™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A), has provided proof that a contractor licensed in the State of Arkansas has
been retained to repair the nuisance structures on the Property, and has expressed willingness to
immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures should timely repair prove to be

impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby

acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Aereement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval of the North Little Rock City Council (hereinafter the “City Council™). It shall not be
presented to City Council for approval until signed by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement
shall run from the date that the City Council approves this Agreement which shall be referred to

herein as the “Effective Date.”

2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock City Clerk’s Office a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, in the amount of
$4.801.95 (“Escrow”), such amount being equivalent to a good faith estimate of the cost to raze
the nuisance structures on the Property, to be held by the City to assure performance by the Owner.
All provisions contained within this Agreement are contingent upon Owner’s timely payment of
the Escrow. In the event the Escrow is not paid as provided for in this Agreement, the City may
immediately raze and remove the structures that are the subject of the condemnation resolution.
Upon the Owner’s completion of all obligations under this Agreement, the City shall return the
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Escrow to the Owner. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete any obligation under this

Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs attributable to the razing

and removal of nuisance structures (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of

Abatement, all excess funds shall be returned to the Owner. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay
for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition
to any other remedy for recovery which may be available to the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. After the E
application for a Building Permit, the City shall issue the Owner a Building Permit authorizing

work on the Subject Property which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals
of all other Building Permits issued by the City.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Property constitutes a
ed to proceed expeditiously and continuously with repairs

continuing nuisance, the Owner is requir
and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Property to conform with the

Applicable Codes. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described below indicate the MINIMUM
level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance. Any failure to meet any
benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure without further notice or

hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of .this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all exterior walls have been properly raised
and covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies
with the Applicable Codes; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Codes; and (4) the roof is completely
installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Codes as a final roof
covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate

the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling have been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Codes. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for each
day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date the
inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up 1o ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to 2 minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is anthorized to immediately
liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

c. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering

and windows in accordance with the Applicable Codes. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline,
the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner

has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Property is no longer a
nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Property). If the Owner fails to meet this deadline after all

permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and
raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
n any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such

described in paragraph 4 based upo
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100

year flood.

6. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indi(;ated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive

that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

7. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a Certificate of Occupancy for the Property and all
Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, AND

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.





8. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the owner of the Property and
all structures on the Property where the work is to be performed. The Owner agrees to indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to be the true
owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject as this

Agreement.

9. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is NoT an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

10. Severability. The sections,

11. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

12. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Property to be
transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

13. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

14. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

15. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions

herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE MAYOR TO
IMPLEMENT A SIX-MONTH PILOT PROGRAM TO PROVIDE IN-
PERSON SPANISH LANGUAGE INTERPRETATION AND
SIMULTANEOUS NON-AI SPANISH CLOSED CAPTIONING FOR
NORTH LITTLE ROCK CITY COUNCIL MEETINGS; AND FOR OTHER
PURPOSES

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock recognizes the importance of language
accessibility in government proceedings to ensure inclusivity and equitable participation for all
residents; and

WHEREAS, City Council meetings are critical to the function of our community, where
decisions impacting residents, businesses, and public policy are made, and where legal topics often
arise that, while not part of direct judicial rulings, would benefit from a professionally qualified
interpreter for such business as rezonings, applications, permits, condemnations, and other
municipal decisions; and

WHEREAS, more than 7% of North Little Rock's population identifies as Hispanic or
Latino, equating to nearly 5,000 residents who may face language barriers in accessing and
participating in City Council proceedings; and

WHEREAS, providing in-person Spanish language interpretation at all regular City
Council meetings will allow non-English-speaking residents to fully engage in civic discourse and
understand municipal decision-making processes; and

WHEREAS, the implementation of simultaneous, non-Al-generated Spanish closed
captioning for live-streamed and recorded video broadcasts of City Council meetings will further

improve language accessibility and transparency; and

WHEREAS, a six-month pilot program will allow the City to assess the feasibility,
effectiveness, and costs associated with offering these services on a permanent basis; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost for the pilot program, including a professionally qualified
Spanish interpreter with certifications from accredited interpreting organizations and experience
in legal or government settings, and human-generated simultaneous Spanish closed captioning for
all City Council meeting broadcasts, is projected to range from $7,700 to $11,800 for the six-

month period; and

WHEREAS, funding for this initiative shall be allocated from available city resources and
reviewed at the conclusion of the pilot program to determine the long-term viability and budgetary
impact of continuing these services; and





WHEREAS, the City may need to acquire additional equipment or software to facilitate
simultaneous Spanish closed captioning during video broadcasts of City Council meetings, and
such purchases shall be authorized as necessary to implement this program effectively.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor or his designee shall implement a six-month pilot program
to provide in-person Spanish interpretation for all regular City Council meetings, ensuring access
for Spanish-speaking residents.

SECTION 2: That the Mayor or his designee shall also provide simultaneous, non-Al-
generated Spanish closed captioning for the live-streamed and recorded video broadcasts of all

City Council meetings during the pilot period.

SECTION 3: That the in-person Spanish interpreter engaged for City Council meetings
shall be a professionally qualified interpreter with certifications from accredited interpreting
organizations and experience in legal or government settings.

SECTION 4: That the total estimated cost for the pilot program shall not exceed $15,000,
to account for any unanticipated but possible hardware or equipment purchases, with funds
appropriated from the City's available budget. If a budget amendment is required to fund this six-
month pilot program, it will be presented to the City Council at its next regularly scheduled

meeting.

SECTION 5: That the Mayor or his designee is hereby authorized and directed to acquire
and implement any necessary equipment or software to facilitate simultaneous Spanish closed
captioning for the video broadcasts of City Council meetings.

SECTION 6: That upon completion of the six-month pilot period, the Mayor’s Office, in
conjunction with the City Clerk’s Office, shall compile a report evaluating usage, effectiveness,
costs, and recommendations for the potential continuation or expansion of the program and provide

said report to the City Council.

SECTION 7: That the Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to take all necessary actions
to implement this resolution.

SECTION 8: That this resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and
approval.
