On motion of Council Member Hamilton
and seconded by Council Member Hart, and by consent of all members present, the readings
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were suspended (7/0). A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Hamilton and seconded
by Council Member Hart. Council Member Ross advised the City Council reviewed and
considered Electronic Changeable Copy (ECC) signs, held public hearings and discussions in the
past. The current ordinance is a result of those meetings. Council Member Ross said this
legislation is for % a block on one side and 2 a block on the other side of the (Main) street.
There is a lot of (development) going on along Main including the Fire Station and remodeled
buildings. Aesthetics of the area are important. She referenced the large businesses along East
McCain. If this request is approved, future requests will need to be considered. She said the Old
Main Building is a historic site. City Attorney said the area includes one (1) block. Council
Member Hart asked when the previous discussion was held regarding the signage. Council
Member Hamilton advised it was May, 2010. Planning Director Spencer said the area is from
20™ to 21% Street. Council Member Hart said some of these requests are in African American
communities trying to attract attention to their area. She said is seemed the opposition was
opposing those communities. Council Member Hamilton said he did not object to the intent of
the request. There are areas where laws are needed to regulate these signs. The existing sign
includes a marquee with lights on two (2) large posts. It does not have electronic changeable
copy but manual changes can be made. He said he asked why the applicant wanted to change the
sign and was advised the current sign was old and run-down and looks bad. It needed to be
updated. He asked the applicants if they were okay with the sign staying static for weeks at a
time. The new sign would be the same size as the existing sign. Aesthetics are not an issue for
this sign. A new sign would be better than the existing (old) sign. The new sign would be set on
bricks, not concrete poles; as a monument sign. Council Member Hamilton said this sign
location is a couple of blocks away from the High School. He referenced the Justice Center
lights. In 2016, the City Council approved a waiver for an ECC sign in front of the North Little
Rock Community Center, which is closer to the high school. Council Member Ross said that
location is on Government property. The sign at the Community Center could be used in the
event of an emergency to share public safety announcements. Council Member Fowler asked if
this legislation reduces the area of the sign regulation to one-block. City Attorney Fields said it
is within one-block and within the ECC ordinance. The (existing) districts range in size.
Council Member Ross said this will set a precedence and referenced several businesses on the
same street as an example. Council Member Baxter provided other areas as an example of
deciding where these types of districts go. Council Member Hamilton mentioned flashing lights
and driver safety and recommended an amendment. He then referenced the new Event Center.
Council Member Hart said she wanted the record to include she was not saying there were any
biases. She asked everyone to recognize unconscious bias and used the African American
community as an example and said assumptions should not be made. A motion to amend was
made by Council Member Hamilton and seconded by Council Member Harris to amend as

My name is Trey Rosenbaum and | am the owner of Natural State Land Consulting. For y'all’s
consideration 1 am requesting a special use permit to construct wholesale greenhouses at 4801
Northshore Drive. | wanted to answer a few questions and give some clarity on what all will be

built and happening with my business.

What is a wholesale ornamental greenhouse? Wholesale ornamental greenhouses are used to
grow a variety of plants like annual flowers, veggie plants, herbs, perennials, and shrubs. These
plants are commonly used in landscapes and small homestead and backyard veggie gardens.
Wholesale means there are no public sales at the greenhouse location. All sales are taken over
the phone or via email and are loaded into a truck and delivered to the customers. Customers

will be primarily large landscapers and local garden centers.

When will greenhouses be built and how long will it take? I’'m planning on building them as
soon as possible. My timeframe will be entirely dependent on when | get a permit. | would like
to start construction in December. It will take 60-90 days to construct all the greenhouses
depending on availability. This process could be delayed due to an extreme shortage of

greenhouses and labor to build them.

What kind of vehicles will be coming and going? Vehicle traffic for my wholesale greenhouses
will be few and far between. Il have approximately one semi or box truck a month delivering
supplies. Most of my plugs and seed will be delivered by small vans like Ford transit vans or
Dodge Sprinters. | will be delivering all plants with my 1 ton truck and a cargo trailer.

How will material be grown, what will happen to it, and how it will be distributed? My wholesale
greenhouses will be mostly organic and all plants will be grown in plastic pots and trays.
Nothing will be grown in the ground. All plants will be either sold to wholesale customers or
used for cuttings and propagation of more plants for sale. All plants will be distributed by
Natural State Land Consulting to customers. A cornerstone of our business will be delivery to
customers. There will be no public sales at the wholesale greenhouses.

How many employees will there be and what will your hours be? For right now there will only
be myself and one other person helping me part time. We hope to grow to a couple of part time
employees and a couple of full time employees. Hours these employees will work will vary.
During the late winter and spring the greenhouses will be busy and manned during daylight
hours. During the summer the greenhouses will be slow and there will be days employees will
not even be up at the greenhouses. We do hope to start up an intern program for school aged
teenagers to teach horticulture and greenhouse management but that will come later down the

road.

How will the greenhouses be accessed? For right now the existing paved road and parking lot
to the back of the office building will be the primarily access for the wholesale greenhouses.
We hope to build an access road to Cooks Landing road behind where the wholesale
greenhouses will be built. Currently we do have permission to build an access road there but
we are waiting on that until a site visit is done by the excavation company to see how much
that will cost and how much gravel will be needed.





In closing | wanted to answer what | feel like is the biggest question looming; why build
wholesale greenhouses? Its been a passion of mine for over a decade to grow plants for sale.
I've had 7 years of experience growing wholesale and | finally feel confident to go out on my
own. Ive been able to secure the funding to make this dream a reality. Currently, in Arkansas,
we have less than 10 wholesale growers that I’m aware of. The demand for locally grown plants
is at the highest level its even been. The demand inside of the central Arkansas area is so great
that many local garden centers are struggling to meet customer demand. This lack of supply is
costing these small businesses thousands of dollars in lost sales. It's also costing landscapers
planting jobs. | feel, by opening some wholesale greenhouses, | can help meet some of that
demand. | also want to run greenhouses differently that what has been done in the past. I’'ve
been successful with a more organic and natural way of growing plants that is both effective
and more environmentally friendly. | believe being a good steward of the Earth God has given
us is, both the right thing to do, and kind towards our neighbors.

b. The 2 parcels indicated as Lots 6A and 6B on the site plan shall be developed into
parking with the maximum number of parking spaces possible and shall be in full
compliance with all city ordinances and requirements.

7 The business shall limit outdoor noise to promote a quiet setting. Use of outdoor

speaker systems or amplified sound is not permitted.

All illumination shall be shielded and directed away from adjacent property.

9. Any structures located on the lot shall meet all applicable Federal, State, County, and
City requirements and codes.

11. The Planning Department shall perform an inspection to confirm all requirements of
the approval have been met.

WHEREAS, on December 9, 2024, the North Little Rock City Council adopted Ordinance
No. 9730, which waived tree and landscaping requirements for certain real property located on Lot
5A of the property at 210 East Broadway in the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas; and

WHEREAS, the waivers requested were based on a Site Plan that included an additional
building in Lot 4A of the property located at 210 East Broadway, which the applicant now wishes
to use as a parking lot; and

WHEREAS, application was made, on behalf of Broadway Street LLC, by John Pownall
of Thomas Engineering, 3810 Lookout Road, North Little Rock, Arkansas 72116, seeking a
revision to waive the tree, landscaping, and enclosure requirements for certain real property located
on Lot 4A of the property at 210 East Broadway Street; and

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock Planning Commission duly considered and required the
items during the revised Site Plan Review (8 affirmative votes; 1 abstain) at a regular meeting
thereof held on December 9, 2025.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the following provision of Section 5.11 of the Ordinance No. 9263
(“Zoning Ordinance™) are hereby waived for certain real property located at 210 East Broadway
Street, more particularly described as Lot 4A, Block 19 of the Original City of Argenta, now the City
of North Little Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas:

5.11.5: Commercial Zoning Districts and Public/Institutional Zoning Districts
Requirements

C. Front yard fences are not allowed.

SECTION 2: That the following provisions of Section 7.2 of the Zoning Ordinance are
hereby waived for the subject property:





7.2.2 Landscaping Strips

A. Landscape strips shall be required along all front, side, and rear yards adjacent
to parking areas, driveways, or vehicle maneuvering areas.

1. Front yard landscape strips shall be at least four (4) feet in width
unless facing a street, in which case, the strip shall be at least six (6)
feet in width.

2. Side and rear yard landscape strips shall be at least four (4) feet in
width unless facing a street, in which case, the strip shall be at least
six (6) feet in width.

7.2.3 Street Trees

A. Trees from Table B shall be every (30) feet to achieve the required number
of trees; trees from Table C shall be spaced every twenty-five (25) feet; or
trees from Table D shall be used if beneath overhead power lines and
spaced every fifteen (15) feet.

SECTION 2: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed
to the extent of the conflict.

2. Per §8.2.3(d), Revocation and Limitations, Time Limitations, a Business License must
be obtained within (1) year of Special Use approval or the approval is void.

3. The owner or owner representative for all short-term residential rentals shall post in a
prominent common area or near the front door within the short-term rental:

telephone numbers for the North Little Rock Police Department, the North Little
Rock Fire Department, and North Little Rock Code Enforcement; the phone
number to report a safety complaint; solid waste (trash) pick-up day;

the maximum occupancy limits as approved by the business license;

the maximum number of parking spaces available on-site;

notification that a guest, local contact person, responsible person, or owner may be
cited and/or fined by the City.

4. The number of occupants is limited to a maximum of (2) people per bedroom, plus (2),
for the entire unit when the property is operated as a Short-Term Rental.





5. Commercial functions and other similar events are prohibited at the transient use site.

6. Special events including, but not limited to, weddings, receptions, anniversaries,
private parties, fundraisers and business seminars are prohibited from occurring at the
transient use site.

7. No recreational vehicle, trailer, other vehicle or structure not classified as a permanent
residential dwelling may be used as a Short-Term Rental.

8. The minimum number of off-street parking spaces required for motor vehicles of
overnight guests at the transient use site shall comply with the applicable residential
requirements set forth in the NLR Zoning Ordinance.

9. Signage advertising the unit as a Short-Term Rental is not permitted

10. The addition of any outdoor recreational activities must be reviewed by staff prior to
installing.

11. Any structures located on the lot shall meet all applicable Federal, State, County, and
City requirements and codes.

12. Applicant must meet all applicable Federal, State, County and City requirements.

13. The Planning Department shall perform an inspection to confirm all requirements of
the approval have been met.

14. Required permits and/or business license must be obtained within 12-months of the
date of approval of the Special Use by City Council. Failure to obtain required permits
and/or business license will result in notice of revocation of approval of the Special
Use.

15.By receipt of the City of North Little Rock business license, the holder shall
acknowledge that failure to comply with these conditions may result in loss of the
Special Use and/or removal of electric power meter.

This Agreement is made and entered in to this /™" "'&Elay of _Q'ﬁ pann—— , 2025, by and
between the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas (“City””) and North Little Rock Chamber of
Commerce (“Consultant”), the foregoing being collectively referred to as “the parties,” said
Agreement to become effective upon the execution of this Agreement by the persons duly
authorized by his or her respective organization to bind the same, and upon approval and

concurrence by the North Little Rock City Council (“Council”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the voters of the State of Arkansas have approved Amendment 97 to the Arkansas
Constitution, expressly authorizing local governments to use public funds for economic

development purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Arkansas General Assembly has adopted Act 685 of 2017, effective August 1,
2017, codified at Ark. Code Ann. § 14-176-101, et. seq., establishing the process that cities must

follow in order to fund economic development; and

WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 8956, the Council has defined economic development services to
be professional services under Arkansas law; and

WHEREAS, the City issued RFP #24-3881 to solicit bids for economic development services;
and

WHEREAS, the City has determined that the North Little Rock Chamber of Commerce is the
most qualified applicant and should be engaged as a Consultant to provide economic development

services to the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY AGREED BY THE PARTIES HERETO THAT:

1. Purpose. The purposes of this Agreement are: (1) to create and/or retain quality
employment opportunities for citizens of North Little Rock; and (2) to expand the City’s base of

revenues for public services and utilities.

2. Services. In exchange for the consideration provided herein, the Consultant will
collaborate with City leaders and City staff in implementing the City’s marketing and engagement
plan to retain existing businesses, to foster expansion of existing businesses, and to achieve the





City’s economic development goals. Consultant shall provide the following services to the City in
accordance with the terms and conditions of this agreement:

(@  BUSINESS RETENTION AND EXPANSION PROGRAM:

Meet individually with a minimum of eight (8) North Little Rock business owners
or manufacturers (collectively “businesses”) per month (96 per year) in order to
discuss their specific needs to remain in North Little Rock and expand.

Meet and coordinate with the Mayor, the City’s Director of Development, and other
City staff on an as-needed basis to discuss and develop specific plans to address the
needs of North Little Rock businesses.

Assist the City in creating new opportunities for North Little Rock businesses.
Create and host a minimum of three industry specific events such as Commercial
Real Estate Luncheon, Taste of Business, Manufacturers Luncheon, Summer Youth

Job Fair, etc.

(b) ~WORKFORCE EDUCATION AND DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM:

Maintain and supervise an Education Committee made up of qualified members
within the North Little Rock business community.

Meet, coordinate and assist the North Little Rock School District in engaging local
businesses as to the programs within the North Little Rock High School’s “Center
of Excellence™.

Participate with and assist the North Little Rock School District on an as-needed
basis in the hiring of its key employees.

3. Term. This Agreement will commence on January 1, 2025, and will terminate on
December 31, 2025, provided that the term of this Agreement may be extended for two additional

one-year terms upon approval of the North Little Rock City Council.

4. Quarterly Reports. The parties acknowledge and agree that fulfillment of the services as
set forth in this Agreement articulate the specific criteria that the City has determined are necessary
to measure the achievement of the purpose of this Agreement. Consultant shall submit quarterly
economic development activity reports to City Council that include a statement of the specific
services contained in this Agreement and an articulation of compliance as to each of those items.
These reports will be submitted at the second regularly meeting of March, June, September, and
December. Consultant will not include information in a report that is excluded from disclosure

under the Arkansas Freedom of Information Act.

5. Fee. Throughout the term of this Agreement, City will pay Consultant a flat annual fee of
$100,000.00, payable in equal quarterly installments of $25,000, with the first quarterly installment
to be payable by the 15th day of January, 2025. The fee shall represent full compensation to

Consultant of all labor and costs of performance.

6. Early termination. Either party may terminate this Agreement without cause upon 60
days’ written notice. In the event Consultant terminates the contract prior to the expiration of any
year for which payment in advance has been made, Consultant will be responsible for repayment

of a pro rata portion of the pre-paid fee.

7. Record-keeping. Consultant shall maintain records that reflect the economic development
services performed for City which, upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, shall be
prompily delivered to the City’s Commerce Department.

8. Intermingling of Funds. Consultant shall not intermingle fees paid as compensation for
services under this Agreement with any funds provided by the City for an economic development

project.

5. Choice of Law and Venue. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be construed
under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and venue for any cause of





action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the Circuit Court of Pulaski County,

Arkansas.

10.  Non-waiver. No delay or failure to exercise any right under this Agreement shall impair
any such right or be construed to be a waiver thereof. No waiver shall be effective unless in writing
signed by the party waiving. A waiver of a right on one occasion shall not be deemed to be waiver
of such right on any other occasion. A waiver of a right on one occasion shall not be deemed to be

a waiver of any other right on that occasion.

11.  Merger. This Agreement constitutes the full understanding of the parties, a complete
allocation of risks between them and a complete and exclusive statement of the terms and
conditions of their agreement, related to the services provided hereunder. All prior agreements,
negotiations, dealings and understandings, whether written or oral, regarding the subject matter

hereof, are superseded by and merged into this Agreement.

12. Modification. No conditions, usage of trade, course of dealing or performance,
understanding or agreement purporting to modify, vary the terms or conditions of the Agreement
shall be binding unless hereafter made in writing and signed by the party to be bound, and no
modification shall be effected by the acknowledgment or acceptance of any forms containing terms
or conditions or variance with or in addition to those set forth in this Agreement.

13.  Authority. The persons executing this document each represent that he or she is duly
authorized by his or her respective organization to bind the same to the terms contained herein,
provided that, this Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official public action of the

North Little Rock City Council.

14, Counterpart Execution. This Agreement may be executed in two ot more counterparts,
each of which is deemed as original but all constitute one and the same instrument,

15.  Filing. This Agreement shall be filed in the official records of the City Clerk of the City of
North Little Rock, Arkansas. Either party may additionally file this document in any other
governmental office deemed appropriate; however, the parties waive all claims and defenses in

law or equity based upon such additional filing.

A RESOLUTION WAIVING FORMAL BIDDING REQUIREMENTS AND
AUTHORIZING PAYMENT TO DUVAL FORD FOR THE PURCHASE OF

A RESOLUTION DECLARING CERTAIN BUILDINGS, HOUSES AND
OTHER STRUCTURES LOCATED AT 610 PROTHRO STREET IN THE
CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS, TO CONSTITUTE A
PUBLIC NUISANCE AND CONDEMNING SAID STRUCTURES;
PROVIDING A PERIOD OF TIME FOR PROPERTY OWNER TO ABATE
SAID NUISANCE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the buildings and structures whose location is set forth herein are vacant and
have become run down, dilapidated, unsightly, dangerous, noxious, unsafe, not fit for human
habitation and detrimental to the public welfare of North Little Rock citizens and residents; and

WHEREAS, the condition of such property constitutes a serious fire and health hazard to
the City of North Little Rock, and unless immediate actions are taken to remedy this situation by
removing, razing and abating said nuisance, there is a great likelihood that the surrounding
property may be destroyed by fire originating from such unsafe and hazardous structures, and also
that since structures are without proper sanitary facilities and as such are unsafe and hazardous and
a breeding place for rats, rodents and other dangerous germ carriers of diseases, such buildings
constitute a serious hazard to the health and safety of the citizens of North Little Rock, and they
should be moved or razed for the purpose of eliminating such hazards.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Council hereby declares the buildings, houses and other
structures located at the property identified in Section 2 below to be vacant and run down,
dilapidated, unsafe, unsightly, dangerous, noxious, unsanitary, a fire hazard, a menace to abutting
properties, with the current condition of said structures not being fit for human habitation; and
because of such conditions, the City Council declares the same to be condemned as a public
nuisance and is ordered abated, removed or razed by the owner thereof.

SECTION 2: That the owners of record of the following described property are hereby
directed to raze the same or otherwise abate the said nuisance within thirty (30) days after the
posting of a true copy of this Resolution at a conspicuous place upon the structure constituting the
nuisance described herein, to-wit:

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not

affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

On or around September 21%t, 2023, North Litle Rock Code Enforcement Officer Timothy
McEuen began an investigation into 610 Prothro Street due to the structure being
damaged by fire. This property was sold by the previous owner, and the new owners
acquired permits for repairs. The new owners were performing repairs at a slow pace, but
the structure caught fire again and the repairs were halted. Officer McEuen re-initiated
the condemnation process, and the property was sold again to the now current owner
William Ivory. Mr. lvory acquired permits for repairs and began working on the structure.
Since the purchase, this structure has caught fire again for the third time, and the majority

of the structure was destroyed.

Officer McEuen posted a Notice of City Council hearing on the property, and mailed them
out to all known owners and heirs. To date, the property is still in the same condition it
was when the condemnation process was re-initiated.

The condemnation proceedings were initiated due to the uninhabitable condition of the
structure. Owners and/or heirs and all interested parties were given a notice for the City
Council hearing for January 12", 2026. Notices were mailed by certified and regular mail,
legal notice ran in the newspaper, and were also posted on the property. .

This property constitutes a public nuisance; it is the recommendation of the North Little
Rock Code Enforcement Department that this structure be considered for condemnation.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND CERTIFYING AMOUNTS OF
LIENS TO BE FILED WITH THE PULASKI COUNTY TAX
COLLECTOR AGAINST CERTAIN REAL PROPERTIES IN THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS, AS A RESULT OF GRASS
CUTTING EXPENSES AND ABATEMENT OF OTHER NUISANCES;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Section 8.3.1 of North Little Rock Municipal Code (NLRMC) Chapter 8
(Nuisance Abatement and Property Maintenance), requires all property owners and occupants
within the municipal boundaries of the City of North Little Rock (the City) to cut weeds, grass and
abate other nuisances and unsanitary conditions on their property; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice.to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
January 12, 2026, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
on January 12, 2026, for the purpose of determining the amount of liens, if any, to be filed against





certain real properties as the result of grass cutting and abatement of other nuisances by the City
of North Little Rock.

SECTION 2: That after said public hearing, and upon the verification of the Director of
the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department, the amounts listed on Exhibit A are hereby
certified as an obligation that is owed to the City and proper to be filed with the Pulaski County
Treasurer and Assessor as a lien against the real properties associated therewith.

SECTION 3: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is hereby ordered to file liens as
provided in this resolution; except that, prior to submission, she will update the list to remove any
lien amounts that have been paid in full prior to forwarding the list to the County.

SECTION 4: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is authorized to execute and file
such documents as are necessary to release any liens that are paid in full.

SECTION 5: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.
