PRESENTATIONS

Mr. Henry Shepard with Diamond Baseball Holdings came forward to speak regarding Dickey-
Stephens Park (Travelers). Their company is in negotiations with Mayor Hartwick for a twenty
year or less contract to collaborate with the City in order to bring events and tourism to North
Little Rock. It would bring events such as concerts, winter festivals, proms, Halloween
celebrations, high school baseball games and other events the City might want to host. Mr.
Shepard believes the partnership with the City and the Park would be successful in making it a
valuable, affordable, family friendly venue. The company maintains a non-profit section ran by
Lance Rustrum and strives to give back to the community as well. He explained that Dickey-
Stephens Park could bring an economic impact of ten to $20,000,000 just by the City bringing in
new businesses, new businessmen, and conventions to North Little Rock in collaboration with
the stadium. He thanked the Council for their time and offered to answer any questions. Council
Member Hart asked for clarification regarding the $20,000,000 economic impact to the City per
year. Mr. Shepard said the revenue he referred to would be in regards to the people in general
that would travel to North Little Rock, visiting baseball teams, sponsorships and filling hotels
with guests. He believes it would make the convention center more valuable because the team
could also host an event. That is how they determine the economic impact to the community.
Council Member Hart asked if there was any data on the economic impact to the community
from the start of their journey in North Little Rock to current day. Mr. Shepard advised it was
the end of their first year running the team so there was no data available yet, however he feels
there should be growth to show in future reports. Council Member Harris stated he has seen
growth and a bright future is ahead. He advised the residents of the Rockwater subdivision enjoy
the drone shows. Mr. Shepard said his organization was putting considerable time and money
into the growth of the community and their commitment to the City was to continue that plan
each year. Council Member Ross asked whom would a person contact if they wanted to hold an
event at Dickey-Stephens Park. He advised that all interested parties should contact their
General Manager, Sophie Ozier or himself. They are working towards bringing brands such as
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Savannah Bananas and feel the ballpark has been underutilized. Council Member Baxter stated
that the organization owned several franchises at different minor leagues levels and asked how
many of those played in city-owned properties. Mr. Shepard advised they owned 45 teams and
42 were planned to play on publicly owned property. Council Member Baxter asked what the
average contract length with those cities were. Mr. Shepard said it was typically between five to
ten years with renegotiations because the facilities are already worn and old, however a contract
with a new ballpark would be 20 to 30 years. Their organization is proposing a long term
contract with North Little Rock because the believe in the municipality and feel they’ve have a
great partnership with the City at this time. Council Member Hart asked if their organization or
franchises had any passion projects that would work with underdeveloped communities to help
grow those areas. Mr. Shepard said the organization prides themselves on being family friendly
and average ticket prices range from fifteen dollars to seventy dollars in order to serve everyone.
The non-profit sector of their organization may engage the communities by offering baseball
equipment, meet and greets with players, or making sure they have access to great seats at a
game. They have almost forty five non-profits engaging in underprivileged areas and
communities. It is a focus of their organization and plans to offer more to the North Little Rock
communities in years to come. Council Member Hamilton commended the ball park on their
efforts and supported the idea of a long-term partnership between the City and Diamond Baseball
Holdings. He asked what it would take from the City to move forward. Mayor Hartwick
advised they were in negotiation with the organization and would present a contract to the City
Council in order to pass. A bond may also be required. He expects it no later than this year. Mr.
Shepard said they consider themselves to be in the live entertainment category, not just baseball.
Mayor Hartwick recognized Mr. Rusty Meeks in attendance.

Council Member Ross Mrs. Felecia McHenry, Code Enforcement Director to come forward and
explain the process for condemnation if the property sold. Ms. McHenry advised they would
need paperwork showing the property sold and would give the new owner the opportunity to fix
the structure or tear it down. She asked Mr. Flowers if the new owner planned to rehab the
property. He was unclear what the intention would be, however he leaned towards the property
being condemned. Mayor Hartwick reiterated the rehab process. Council Member Ross
clarified Mr. Flowers only had thirty days to start the rehab process.

Mayor Hartwick convened a public hearing. Ms. Michele Allgood, Mitchell Williams Law Firm
came forward to speak as the bond counsel for the transaction. Their company went before City
Council on November 27%, 2023, to approve a tax abatement for the project (Lowe’s
Warehouse). There was a change in ownership for the landlord of the property since that time.
Ms. Allgood felt they should identify the current owner of the property as they would be the one
to be granted the tax abatement, which is an ElIm Tree entity, ET the LaRoc LLC. Lowes is the
operator of the project and maintains a lease on the facility. There is no financial obligation to
the City. There being no one else present wishing to be heard, the public hearing was adjourned.
On the motion of Council Member Baxter and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by
consent of all members present, the readings were suspended (8/0). Council Member Ross asked
if the City Council would know what the estimated tax amount would be that they vote on each
time. Ms. Allgood said the maximum amount the City would authorize for the assets that would
be eligible for abatement would be a maximum of $120,000,000. The way it is calculated would
the same way property taxes are calculated on homes, cars or any commercial property. The
County Assessor provides the evaluation and then it would be abated by 65%. The data was not
available for the above-mentioned project, however the information could be included into future
projects. Council Member Ross felt like that would be a good idea. Council Member Hamilton
sought clarification that if the City had not supported the legislation than the company would not
have possibly built in North Little Rock. Ms. Allgood confirmed that would be the correct way
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to view the situation. Companies may be scouting several areas and States before committing to
a project. North Little Rock holds a reputation for being business friendly. The City will receive
35% of taxes based off a multi-million dollar lot being used for a business versus an empty lot
worth one-thousand dollars. By year 31, the City would receive 100% of the tax abatement.
Council Member Ross clarified her question was strictly in regards to City budgeting. Ms.
Allgood added that the pilot agreement that was included in the exhibit of the legislation would
be distributed the same as other taxes are otherwise distributed. The entity that would receive the
majority of the pilot payment would be the School District (Pulaski County). Mayor Hartwick
recalled a previous agreement the City approved with Caterpillar Inc. in North Little Rock. A
motion to adopt was made by Council Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Baxter.
On the previous motion, and the roll having been called, and all members present, having voted
in the affirmative, the ordinance was unanimously adopted (8/0). (amount 3120 million)

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A SPECIAL USE TO ALLOW AN EVENT CENTER IN A C6
ZONE FOR CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY LOCATED AT 717 MAIN STREET IN THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK. ARKANSAS: DECLARING AN EMERGENCY: AND FOR
OTHER PURPOSES, was read. On the motion of Council Member Robinson and seconded by
Council Member Insalaco III, and by consent of all members present, the readings were
suspended (8/0). A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Ross and seconded by
Council Member Hamilton. Council Member Ross questioned the request for a 30-person event
center. Ms. Kim Allen, applicant, advised the business was a co-working space during the day
and realized the business could bring in additional funds by hosting events during the night.
They would host events such as baby showers, wedding showers, birthday parties or concerts.
They are not in competition with larger event centers. She stated that they had been hosting
events, but did not realize they were not licensed to do so. Ms. Allen said they met with the
Planning Commission and Fire Mashal and they would approve up to 99, however the amount
was lowered due to limited parking (five (5) spaces). Council Member Ross asked Ms. Allen
what the ideal number for her business would be. Ms. Allen said 50. She felt confident they
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could host that amount for a great event. Council Member Hamilton said parking downtown was
not an issue for him and would be fine supporting up to 50 people. He mentioned he would
make an amendment if no other Council member did so. He also asked Ms. Allen how she
figured out that she needed a license for events. She stated that her son performed at her
establishment for Christmas (Kris Allen) and it became a public event that was reported to the
City. She felt there was a nearby business that may not be happy with her business operating
events. Council Member Hamilton felt the report may have been from City staff and thanked
them for being diligent. On the previous motion, and the roll having been called, and all
members present having voted in the affirmative, the ordinance was unanimously adopted (8/0).
Emergency clause unanimously adopted (8/0). Chief Deputy City Clerk/Treasurer Thomas
reminded the applicant that the North Little Rock business license would need to be updated with
the approval of the Ordinance. She encouraged Ms. Allen to visit the City Clerk/Treasurer’s
office anytime between 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Ms. Allen said she would be in the following
morning. (applicant: Lyndsey Pardue and Kim Allen)

0-25-69 (ORDINANCE NO. 9797 - COUNCIL MEMBER HART)

AN ORDINANCE WAIVING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF ARTICLES 5 AND 7 OF THE
ZONING ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. 9263) FOR CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY
LOCATED AT 207 STEED ROAD IN THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK. ARKANSAS.
TO WAIVE LANDSCAPING REQUIREMENTS: WAIVING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF
ARTICLES 9 AND 15 OF THE SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE (ORDINANCE NO. 7946) FOR
THE SUBJECT PROPERTY TO WAIVE HALF STREET REQUIREMENTS: DECLARING
AN EMERGENCY: AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read. On the motion of Council
Member Hart and seconded by Council Member Baxter, and by consent of all members present,
the readings were suspended (8/0). A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Hamilton
and seconded by Council Member Hart. Council Member Robinson noted that the business
(daycare) requested several waivers. She drove by the business to view the facility from the
outside. She did not want to waive the dumpster enclosure. Ms. Fields advised that she could
propose an amendment to the legislation to remove the waivers. Council Member Robinson also
stated she did not want to waive the trees and would like to see the in lieu of fee implemented.
The street improvement waiver would be okay. The streets are narrow so the sidewalks, curbs
and gutters would not be needed. Street lights were present, however the bulbs may need to be
changed if the lights were dim. Council Member Robinson advised the City required the
enclosed dumpsters under our current code and the daycare seemed to be expanding for
additional children. Ms. Fields suggested presenting one amendment at a time since both
amendments being requested were two (2) different sections. The Council may vote for one, but
possibly not the other. On the motion of Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council
Member Ross, an amendment was proposed as follows:: strike through seetion within the body
of the ordinance (enclosed dumpster). Ms. Kristy Angyal, Kip A. Moore and Associates, P.A.
Architect, advised that an addition was being constructed at the back of the existing building.
The dumpster was located on the property before the current owners purchased the property. She
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does not understand why the dumpster would be required to be enclosed going forward. The
property is not unsightly. She feels that there would not be enough exira trash that it would
overflow the dumpster. Mr. Troy Carruth, applicant, said there had never been a complaint about
the dumpster in the past. He is seeking an explanation of the change in requirements. Council
Member Robison advised the City had the requirement for an enclosed dumpster for quite some
time and with the new addition being built onto the existing structure for extra children onsite,
the dumpster needs to be brought up to code. More people onsite meant more waste for food and
diapers. Mrs. Irene Carruth, applicant, said she did not understand why her neighbors across the
street did not have the same dumpster requirement. Mrs. Carruths dumpster sits behind the
building and cannot be seen from the front. Council Member Fowler asked if the dumpster was
being relocated from its current position. Mrs. Carruth said no. Council Member Hamilton
stated he supported voting against waivers. If the dumpster originally did not have an enclosure,
a remodel would be a good time to update it. He was sympathetic to the issue, but recognizes the
owners are making an improvement to their property and hopes the City Council enforces the
code currently in place. Council Member Hart said she had been to the property several times.
In looking at surrounding properties, she feels the City may need to evaluate their process in
implementing requirements. She did not see the enclosed dumpster as a necessity for the daycare
based on the location of the dumpster. Council Member Robinson advised that when the
neighbors of the property decide to renovate they would be held to the same requirements. On
the previous motion to amend and the roll having been called, and all members present, having
voted in the affirmative, with the exception of Council Members Hart, Baxter, Harris, Fowler,
and Insalaco IT who voted no, the amendment failed to pass (3/5). On the motion of Council
Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, an amendment was proposed as
follows:: strike through seetion-7-2-3 within the body of the ordinance (waiver of trees). Council
Member Robinson asked how many trees would be required on the property. Shawn Spencer,
Planning Director, advised it would be one (1) tree every 30 feet along Steed Road and would be
proportional to what they would be adding for a total of four (4). Council Member Baxter
requested clarification that an in lieu of waiver payment would be collected if the tree waiver
was granted. Ms. Fields explained that in lieu agreements would be a separate piece of
legislation at a different council meeting. Mr. Carruth said they were unaware of the tree issue
and implied that there would be visibility issues if trees were planted towards the front of the
business. He does not mind planting crepe myrtles or something similar to beautify the property
if needed. Council Member Hamilton advised the in lieu fees is $400.00 per tree. Ms. Angyal
stated a minimum of eight (8) trees were required during their plan review with the Planning
Commission. She advised that the property line they based it off of was paved and eight (8) trees
could not be planted. Council Member Robinson clarified it would only be four (4) trees. Ms.
Angyal insisted four (4) trees would not work either. Mr. Spencer said there would be room for
at least four (4) trees based off the map being shown at the meeting. Ms. Angyal said the back
portion of the map being shown does not belong to the daycare owners. It is an old map of the
property. The applicants stated the current map is incorrect and does not accurately represent
their property owned. Ms. Angyal said they could plant two (2) trees along Steed Road to meet
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requirements. The property is otherwise paved around the building. Council Member Hart said
she had previously been at the address due to complaints about flooding in that area. She asked
if the City could provide an answer on whether or not trees being planted on their property would
add to current flooding issues or create a liability on the City if a tree fell. Mr. Spencer said he
could not answer on the impact it may have on storm water. Mayor Hartwick said the City could
not answer that. Council Member Robinson stated it had always flooded in that area, but the city
could not make improvements until the State Highway Department rectified their portion. It
would cost the City extra money to make changes beforehand. The applicants were advised
again on the process of paying an in lieu fee and would be presented at a separate meeting with a
separate Ordinance. On the previous motion to amend and the roll having been called, and all
members present, having voted in the affirmative, with the exception of Council Member Hart,
Baxter, Harris, Fowler, and Insalaco 1l who voted no, the amendment failed to pass (3/5).
Council Member Hamilton expressed his feeling towards voting on waivers and enforcing laws
already in place, however he did understand the need for waivers if there was a hardship.
Council Member Baxter asked Mr. Spencer to allow the applicants to use the laser pointer to
show where their property line was located as a visual for the Council. Mayor Hartwick asked
Mr. Spencer why we were not using the most current map. Mr. Spencer said it was the only
visual he could find online. Council Member Hart said the City should help incentivize business
owners to help them grow. A motion to adopt was made by Council Member Hart and seconded
by Council Member Insalaco III. On the previous motion, and the roll having been called, and
all members present having voted in the affirmative, with the exception of Council Member Ross
and Hamilton, the ordinance was adopted (6/2). Emergency clause unanimously adopted (8/0).
(applicant: Kristy Angyal of Kip A. Moore & Associates, P.A. — request includes trees)

PROJECT); DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER
PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, there has been filed with the City Clerk of the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas, a Petition purporting to be signed by all the owners of record title of the real property
within the territory described on Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by
this reference (the "Property"), praying that a municipal property owners' multipurpose

SECTION 3: That the name of the Improvement District shall be North Little Rock
Municipal Property Owners’ Multipurpose Improvement District No. 41 (River Rock Estates

Project).

SECTION 4: Any ordinances or parts of ordinances that are in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent they conflict with this ordinance.

SECTION 5: In the event any portion of this ordinance is declared or adjudged to be invalid
or unconstitutional, such declaration or adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of this
ordinance, which shall remain in full force and effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged
invalid or unconstitutional was not originally a part of this ordinance.

REAL ESTATE SALE AND PURCHASE AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between THE WOODCREST
COMPANY, LLLP (“Seller”), and CITY OF NORTHLITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS for NORTH
LITTLE ROCK WASTEWATER UTILITY (“Buyer”). (Buyer and Seller are hereinafter
sometimes collectively referred to as the “Parties” and individually as a “Party”).

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

1. THE PROPERTY. On the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, Seller hereby
agrees to sell, convey and transfer to Buyer and Buyer hereby agrees to purchase, acquire and take
possession of the approximately ONE HUNDRED FIFTEEN (115) acres of real property in
Pulaski County, Arkansas owned by Seller and further identified in EXHIBIT “A” attached hereto,
together with any and all improvements located and erected thercon, together with all easements,
rights-of-way, common areas, privileges, appurtenances and rights belonging and inuring to the
benefit thereof (hereinafter sometimes collectively referred to as the “Real Property” or the

“Property”).

2. PURCHASE PRICE. Subject to the terms and provisions hereof, Buyer will pay to
Seller in U.S. currency at Closing the sum of ONE MILLION, SEVEN HUNDRED THOUSAND
DOLLARS AND ZERO CENTS ($1,700,000.00) as consideration for the Property (the “Purchase
Price”).

3. EARNEST MONEY. No Earnest Money is required.
4. CONVEYANCE. The conveyance of the Property shall be made to Buyer or as

directed by Buyer, by General Warranty Deed, fully executed and acknowledged by Seller, and all
other necessary parties conveying the Real Property subject only to the Permitted Exceptions
(hereinafter defined).

5. TITLE INSURANCE, SURVEY, AND CURING DEFECTS.

(a) Within twenty (20) calendar days from the Effective Date (hereinafter
defined), Seller shall procure, at its expense, a Commitment for an Owner’s Title Insurance Policy,
together with tax, judgment and lien searches on Seller (the “Title Commitment”) to be issued by
a national title insurance company approved by Buyer (the “Title Company”) through Beach
Abstract (the “Closing Agent”), dated on or after the date hereof, describing the Real Property
described on EXHIBIT “A” attached hereto, reflecting Buyer as the proposed insured, showing as
the policy amount thereon the amount of the Purchase Price, and attaching copies of all documents
referred to as exceptions therein. The Title Commitment shall assure to Buyer that, at Closing, the
Title Company will issue to Buyer an ALTA Owner’s Policy of Title Insurance, reflecting fee
simple absolute title in Buyer subject only to any exceptions to or conditions of title approved and
accepted by Buyer (hereinafter referred to as the “Permitted Exceptions”). The Title Company
shall confirm in writing to Buyer that the Owner’s Policy of Title Insurance to be issued pursuant
to the Title Commitment shall contain (i) extended coverage over all so-called general (or standard)

endorsement) or that no forfeiture of reversion of title will occur as a result thereof, (v) if the Real
Property is comprised of more than one (1) parcel, a contiguity endorsement insuring contiguity
of all parcels comprising the Real Property, (vi) a separate tax parcel endorsement, and (vii) such
other endorsements as Buyer may reasonably require. The Title Commitment shall be updated to
reflect the proper legal description and any other material matters reflected in the survey described

herein.

(b) Within ten (10) calendar days from the Effective Date, Seller shall deliver
to Buyer a copy of all existing surveys and plats of the Property and Seller shall order, at Seller’s
cost, a new ALTA survey of the Property by a surveyor acceptable to Buyer, to be certified to
Seller, Buyer, and the Title Company (collectively, the “Survey™).

() In the event that the Title Commitment or Survey discloses any claim, lien,
encumbrance, encroachment, matter, requirement, and/or exception to or condition of title which,
in Buyer’s opinion, does (or could in the future) interfere with the use, operation or financing of
the Real Property, or if the Title Company indicates to Buyer that it cannot provide the
endorsements required in Section 5 (a) above, such matter(s) shall be considered a “Title
Defect(s)” hereunder; Buyer shall then have ten (10) calendar days of Buyer’s receipt of the Title
Commitment or Survey, whichever is received later, evidencing said Title Defect(s) to notify Seller
in writing of the exact Title Defect(s) to which Buyer objects. Failure by Buyer to so notify Seller
in writing within such time period shall be conclusively deemed to be approval of and acceptance
by Buyer of all items, exceptions, conditions and matters shown in the Title Commitment. If Buyer
timely notifies Seller of any Title Defect(s), Seller may, but shall not be obligated to, prior to the
Closing Date, cause such Title Defects to be removed or insured over by the Title Company. If
any Title Defect(s) is (are) not so removed or insured over by the Title Company to the satisfaction
of Buyer prior to the Closing Date, Buyer may, at its sole option and discretion, either (i) terminate
this Agreement by written notice to Seller, and neither Party shall have further liability or
obligation hereunder or (ii) proceed to close and accept the title subject to the objectionable

Defects.

6. ADDITIONAL BUYER INSPECTIONS AND EXAMINATIONS. Buyer and its contractors
shall have the right to enter the property for inspections, including such soil analysis,
environmental assessments and other examinations as Buyer deems appropriate. Such
examinations and assessments shall be at Buyer’s sole cost and expense. Notwithstanding
anything to the contrary set forth herein, Buyer’s obligation to close shall be contingent upon its
approval, at its sole discretion, of the results of all such examinations and assessments prior to the

closing date.

7.1 In order to induce Buyer to enter into this Agreement Seller represents and
warrants to Buyer that as of the date of this Agreement and on the Closing Date:

If such assessments are made or such additional taxes
levied after Closing for the period of time prior to Closing, Seller shall pay such assessments and/or
such additional taxes;

(2) there are no attachments, executions or assignments for the benefit
of creditors, or voluntary or involuntary proceedings in bankruptcy or under any other debtor relief
laws contemplated by or pending or, to the best of Seller’s knowledge, threatened by or against
Seller;

(h) There is no fact known to Seller pertaining to the environmental
condition of, or environmental factors affecting, the Property, except as may be set forth in
EXHIBIT “B” hereto. To the best of Seller’s knowledge, (i) neither the Property nor the operation
thereof in accordance with the activities previously conducted thereon by Seller violates, or
violated, any applicable laws, ordinances, codes, directives or regulations (including, without
limitation, any zoning, building, fire, health code or environmental control laws, ordinances, codes
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or regulations) or any other restrictions affecting the use of the Property imposed by any
governmental or quasi-governmental authority having jurisdiction over the Property, and (ii) any
improvements on the Property have been constructed in accordance with building permits issued
by the appropriate authorities and final certificates of occupancy have been issued for such

improvements;

6)) To the best of Seller’s knowledge, no activity has been undertaken
on the Property which would cause (i) the Property or any portion thereof to become a hazardous
waste treatment, storage or disposal facility within the meaning of federal environmental statutes
including CERCLA and RCRA, (ii) a release or threaten release of hazardous material from the

The representations
and warranties of Seller in this Agreement, and the information contained in the Exhibits hereto,
are true, accurate and complete and do not contain any untrue statements of material fact or fail to
state a material fact necessary to make representations or warranties not misleading, to the best of
Seller's knowledge and belief.

8. OBLIGATIONS AT CLOSING. At or prior to the Closing, Seller shall deliver to
Buyer, or Buyer shall deliver to Seller, as appropriate, the following documents:

(a) A duly executed and acknowledged General Warranty Deed in recordable
form conveying good, insurable and marketable title to the Real Property to Buyer, or Buyer’s
designee, subject only to any permitted exceptions.

(b) To the extent accessible, as-built drawings, if any, of any and all
improvements to the Property and of underground utilities (including sewers, water, irrigation
systems and telephone and electric service cables) located under the Property.

(©) Such affidavits and instruments as may be required by the issuer of the Title
Commitment to issue an Owner’s Policy of Title Insurance to Buyer and otherwise required to

close.

9. CLOSING. The terms “Closing,” “Closing Date,” “Date of Closing” and/or day of
closing shall mean and be November 15, 2025 or such earlier or later date as mutually agreed upon
in writing by both Buyer and Seller; provided, however, that unless Closing occurs by November
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15, 2025, this Agreement shall automatically terminate unless extended in a writing signed by both
Seller and Buyer. The Closing shall be held at the offices of the Closing Agent or at such other
location mutually agreed to by Seller and Buyer.

All closing fees, expenses and costs herein mentioned (Closing Agent’s closing
fees, real estate transfer taxes and recording fees) shall be equally divided between the Buyer and
Seller. Each party shall pay its own attorneys’ fees, if any, and such other fees and expenses
incurred by or customarily charged to said party.

10. PRORATIONS, TAXES, ETC. On or at the Closing, taxes, special assessments, and
any other charges, accrued on or before the Closing Date shall be paid by Seller, even if not due
until after Closing. Current Taxes, Special Assessments and any other charges shall be prorated
as of the Closing Date based upon the last available tax statement.

Any adjustment of taxes, charges and assessments shall be upon the basis of one-
hundred (100%) of the rate for the preceding year applied to the latest assessed valuation; there
shall be a re-proration of such tax, charge or assessment immediately upon receipt of the actual
bill therefor; within ten (10) business days of the receipt of such bill, Seller shall pay Buyer, or
Buyer shall pay Seller, as the case may be, any amount due the other Party as a result of such re-
proration. Unless otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, all adjustments shall be made
on a per diem basis, as of midnight of the day preceding the Closing Date. In the event that, on
the Closing Date, precise figures necessary for any of the foregoing adjustments are not capable
of determination, the adjustment shall be made on the basis of the good faith estimates of the
Parties, and final adjustments shall be made promptly after precise figures are determined or
available. The covenants in this Agreement with respect to adjustment shall survive Closing,

where applicable.
11.  SPECIAL PROVISIONS. The parties hereto further agree that:

(a) All covenants, agreements, representations and warranties made hereunder
or pursuant hereto or in connection with the transactions contemplated hereby shall survive the
Closing and shall remain operative and shall not merge into any conveyancing instrument
delivered hereunder, regardless of any investigation by or on behalf of any party hereto.

(b) Seller will deliver possession of the Property at Closing.

() From the date of this Agreement until the Closing Date or earlier

to restore or repair any damaged or lost Property or in the case of an eminent domain proceeding
shall assign to Buyer all of Seller’s right, title and interest with respect to all awards, damages and
compensation arising from such proceeding.

13.  ASSIGNMENT. Buyer may assign this Agreement or any of Buyer’s interest in and
rights hereunder to anyone or any entity without the prior written consent of Seller.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, any such assignment shall not relieve Buyer of and from liability
to fully perform hereunder in the event such Assignee fails so to do.

14. BROKERAGE. All negotiations relative to this Agreement have been conducted by
and between Seller and Buyer without the intervention of any person as Agent or Broker

15. DEFAULT.

(a) In the event Seller shall be in default hereunder, Buyer may at its option (i)
cancel this Agreement, or (ii) pursue such other remedies as may be available to Buyer by law or
in equity, including but not limited to the right to have this Agreement specifically performed.

(b) In the event Buyer shall be in default hereunder, Seller may at its option (i)
cancel this Agreement, or (ii) pursue such other remedies as may be available to Buyer by law or

in equity, including but not limited to the right to have this Agreement specifically performed.

A RESOLUTION WAIVING FORMAL BIDDING REQUIREMENTS TO
UPGRADE TRANSMISSION FACILITIES AT FAULKNER LAKE
SUBSTATION; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO
EXECUTE A CONTRIBUTION FOR CONSTRUCTION COSTS
AGREEMENT WITH ENTERGY ARKANSAS, INC.; AND FOR OTHER
PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-58-303 requires City purchases exceeding the amount
of $42,921 to follow statutory procedures of local advertisement and opening of sealed bids which
may only be waived in exceptional situations where bidding is deemed not feasible or practical;

and

WHEREAS, the North Little Rock Electric Department (“NLRED”) anticipates load
growth in the area served by its Faulkner Lake Substation; and

WHEREAS, in order to meet the expected increased load, NLRED needs to add an
additional transformer to the substation; which will require construction of additional electric
transmission facilities to accommodate the new transformer; and

WHEREAS, Entergy Arkansas, Inc. (“EAI”’) has completed a cost estimate to upgrade its
transmission facilities at an estimated cost of $8,553,255 (see proposed Contribution for
Construction Costs Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A, which includes the cost estimate as

an exhibit to the agreement).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That formal bidding is hereby waived, and the Mayor and City Clerk are
hereby authorized to enter into a Contribution for Construction Costs Agreement with Entergy
Arkansas, Inc. (substantially similar to Exhibit A attached hereto).

SECTION 2: That the initial benchmark payment in the amount of $2,750,000 is included
in NLRED’s 2025 Budget; and future benchmark payments will be included in subsequent years’
budgets to be presented to the City Council.

SECTION 3: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.





SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that the adoption of this Ordinance is
immediately necessary to insure the proper and orderly growth of the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas and is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and welfare;
THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full force

and effect from and after its passage and approval.

This Agreement for Contribution For Construction Costs (this “Agreement”) is
2025 between Entergy Arkansas, LLC

made and entered this ___ day of
(“Company”) and North Little Rock Electric Department (the “Customer”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Company is an electric utility providing transmission and distribution

service in Arkansas;
WHEREAS, Customer wants to add a 50MVA transformer to address load growth
in the area (“Project”) and has requested that Company construct additional electric

facilities to accommodate the Project (“Transmission Facilities Upgrades™);

WHEREAS, Company has completed a Class 5 estimate (“Estimate”) (a copy of
which is incorporated herein and attached hereto as Exhibit “A”) outlining the scope and

estimated cost and construction duration of the Transmission Facilities Upgrades;

WHEREAS, Customer has agreed to fund all actual costs for the Transmission
Facilities Upgrades in the form of cash contributions, as described more fully herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth
herein, and other good and valuable consideration, receipt and sufficiency of which is

hereby acknowledged, Company and Customer hereby agree as follows:





1. Company agrees to conduct the engineering work, design work,
procurement of materials and construct the Transmission Facilities Upgrades as more
fully described in Exhibit A.

2. Customer shall pay Company for all costs associated with the Transmission
Facilities Upgrades, including but not limited to, materials costs, labor costs, labor costs
adders, costs associated with third party vendors and consultants, costs associated with
securing all necessary approvals, taxes, capital suspense charges, overheads and
associated tax gross up charges (“Construction Costs”). As of the date of this Agreement,
the Construction Costs are estimated at Eight Million Five-Hundred Fifty-Three Thousand,
Two-Hundred Fifty-Five Dollars ($8,553,255) (hereinafter referred to as “Transmission
Facilities Cost Estimate”). It is understood that many variables, known and unknown, may
impact this Transmission Facilities Cost Estimate significantly. However, irrespective of a
change in the Transmission Facilities Cost Estimate, Customer agrees that all such costs
expended by Company associated with the Transmission Facilities Upgrades shall be
considered Construction Costs.

3. Customer shall pay the Transmission Facilities Cost Estimate immediately
upon receipt of invoice per milestone payment schedule shown in Exhibit “B.” Company
shall have no obligation to begin the work contemplated under this Agreement until the
Transmission Facilities Cost Estimate payment is received by Customer. It is expressly
understood that Company may, from time to time, modify its Transmission Facilities Cost
Estimate, based upon its most current information regarding the Project.

4. If there is a change in the Construction Costs, Company shall notify Customer of
any additional payment amounts in writing and the modified payment amount shall be
invoiced to Customer and Customer shall remit payment to Company in accordance with
the instructions set forth on the invoice. If Customer fails to make payments in accordance
with the instructions set forth on the invoice, Company, in its sole discretion, may
immediately cease all activity on the Project. Company shall resume activity on the
Project within 30 days of the date that full payment of all outstanding invoices is received,
subject to the availability of Company crews and equipment. TO THE FULLEST EXTENT
ALLOWED BY LAW, CUSTOMER FULLY INDEMNIFIES, RELEASES AND HOLDS
HARMLESS COMPANY FOR ANY AND ALL DAMAGES, LOSSES, CLAIMS AND





CAUSE OF ACTION, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO DAMAGES ASSOCIATED
WITH LOSS OF REVENUES, LOSS OF PRODUCT AND SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL
AND INDIRECT DAMAGES, RESULTING FROM COMPANY’S CESSATION OF
ACTIVITY OR ANY DELAY IN RESUMING ACTIVITY CAUSED BY CUSTOMER'S
FAILURE TO PAY IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS
SECTION 5.

6. Unless otherwise indicated on any invoice, all payments shall be made via
wire transfer or check pursuant to Company’s instructions.

7. It is expressly understood that Customer shall be responsible for making
timely payments of invoices irrespective of the completion of the Project.

8. Company reserves the right to terminate this Agreement for any of the
following reasons: (1) the Arkansas Public Service Commission (APSC) takes any action
that, in the opinion of Company, adversely affects the approval of the Transmission
Facilities Upgrades , (2) the APSC or any other administrative agency or judicial body
takes any action that, in the opinion of Company, modifies, alters or amends any of the
terms and conditions of this Agreement or affects the intent of this Agreement that
Company fully recover the Construction Costs, or results in an adverse effect to
Company, (3) there is an occurrence that adversely affects Customer’s financing of the
Project, or (4) Customer fails to comply with any material terms of this Agreement.
Termination of this Agreement shall be effective upon receipt by Customer of twenty-four
(24) hours’ advance written notification from Company of Company'’s desire to terminate
the Agreement. In the event of termination, Customer shall remain responsible for all
Construction Costs incurred by Company through the effective date of termination. In
addition, Customer shall be responsible for any additional charges, including but not
limited to, cancellation charges, demobilization charges, charges associated with the
ordering and purchasing of materials incurred by Company, irrespective of termination.
To the fullest extent allowed by law, Customer fully indemnifies, releases and holds
harmless Company for any and all damages. losses, claims and causes of action,
including but not limited to damages associated with loss of revenues, loss of
product and special, consequential and indirect damages, resulting from

Company’s termination of this Agreement.






9. Customer shall have the right to cancel the Project and/or this Agreement
at any time. Cancellation shall be effective upon receipt by Company of twenty-four (24)
hours’ advance written notification from Customer of Customer’s desire to cancel. In the
event of cancellation, Customer shall remain responsible for all Construction Costs
incurred by Company through the effective date of cancellation. In addition, Customer
shall be responsible for any additional charges incurred following the effective date of
cancellation, including but not limited to, cancellation charges, demobilization charges,
charges associated with the ordering and purchasing of materials incurred by Company,
irrespective of cancellation.

10.  Itis expressly understood that this Agreement confers no ownership rights
or interest to Customer in the facilities to be constructed by Company pursuant to this
Agreement.

11.  All notices, requests, consents and other communications hereunder shall
be in writing and shall be dispatched by nationwide overnight courier service, such as
(without limitation) FedEx, or by United States Certified Mail, Return Receipt Requested,
postage prepaid, addressed to the parties as follows:

Notices under this Agreement shall be deemed given upon the earlier of the date
of delivery or the date upon which delivery is refused. Any changes in the names or
addresses set out in this provision shall be through notice in conformity with the
requirements of this provision.

12.  Except as expressly allowed above, no waiver, addition, deletion, or
modification of any provision contained in this Agreement shall be binding unless in
writing and signed by duly-authorized representatives of both parties. Once an
Amendment to this Agreement is made, it shall be deemed incorporated as of its effective
date, unless expressly stated to the contrary in the Amendment.

13.  Customer shall not assign this Agreement in whole or in part without the
prior written consent of Company which consent may be withheld for any reason and any
such purported assignment shall be null and void and, at Company’s option, will constitute
a material breach of this Agreement. No assignment of this Agreement, even if consented
to by Company, shall relieve Customer of its responsibilities under this Agreement. Any
assignee of Customer must agree in writing to all terms and conditions of this Agreement.

14.  The failure of either party to insist upon or enforce, in any instance, strict
performance by the other of any of the terms of this Agreement or to exercise any rights
herein or therein conferred shall not be construed as a waiver or relinquishment to any
extent of its rights to assert or rely upon any such terms or rights on any future occasion.

15. It is agreed that if any clause or provision of this Agreement is by the courts
held to be illegal or void, the validity of the remaining portions and provisions shall not be
affected, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be enforced as if this
Agreement did not contain such illegal or void clauses or provisions.

16.  The provisions of this Agreement that by their nature continue shall survive
any termination or cancellation of this Agreement, including all obligations or rights that
exist as a result of an event or the failure of an event prior to or at the time of expiration
or termination of this Agreement.

17.  If this Agreement fully executed by Customer is not returned by September

24, 2025, this offer for engineering, design, procurement and construction of transmission

facilities is invalid.





18. By its execution of this Agreement, Customer represents and warrants that
it has secured all necessary approvals to enter this Agreement.
19. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed under the laws of the

State of Arkansas.

Dear Mayor Hartwick:

This letter (“Letter of Intent”) constitutes a non-binding Letter of Intent between City of North Little

Rock (“Company”) and Champion Health, Inc. (“CHI"), regarding Company’s intent to contract with CHI to
implement the CHAMP Plan offered by CHI (the “Project’).

1.

Proposed Transaction. The following is a brief summary of the key terms of the proposed Project.
CHI is a service provider for self-funded employer-sponsored group pians under the Employee
Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (“‘ERISA”). One of the key products CHI makes available
to Plan Sponsors is called the CHAMP Plan. The Company intends to implement the CHAMP
Plan, and the Company wants to ensure that the CHAMP Plan’s provisions comply with

applicable law.

Intent of Letter. This nonbinding Letter of Intent is intended to establish the basic terms of the
parties’ collaboration on the Project and to facilitate commercial negotiations going forward. As
such, this Letter of Intent may be amended by a joint, signed writing by the parties, and no term
or provision of this Letter of Intent (other than those designated as Binding Provisions) shall be
binding on either party unless and until agreed upon in a Definitive Agreement. Neither this Letter
of Intent, nor any actions taken by either party pursuant hereto, shall be deemed to create an
agency or joint venture relationship between the parties, or any relationship other than that of two
independent entities engaging in general commercial discussions.

Definitive Agreement. The parties shall negotiate in good faith one or more binding agreements
for the pursuit of the Project upon the terms contained in this Letter of Intent, as it may be
amended from time to time, or as otherwise determined in subsequent commercial negotiations
relating to the Project (each a “Definitive Agreement’). The Definitive Agreement will contain
terms and covenants customary for a transaction of this nature. Both parties will use good faith
efforts to promptly negotiate, finalize, and execute a Definitive Agreement upon a material
consensus of the parties as to the general commercial terms of the Project.

Financing. Company's obligations to commence its obligations pursuant to the Project shall be
contingent upon CHI’s receipt of an IRS Private Letter Ruling, or similar certification from the IRS

or DOL.

Confidentiality. No party will disclose or use, and will direct their respective representatives not to
disclose or use any confidential information with respect to the other party obtained (whether
past, present, or future) in connection with the Project. The parties acknowledge that Company is
subject to the Arkansas Freedom of Information Act (“‘FOIA"). Customer may disclose
confidential information as required to comply with FOIA.

6. No Liability. Except for the matters specifically agreed to herein, the parties agree that unless
and until a Definitive Agreement between the parties regarding the Project has been executed
and delivered, neither party shall have any liability or obligation whatsoever regarding the Project,
including, without limitation, any obligation to: (a) enter into a Definitive Agreement; or (b)
consummate the Project.

WHEREAS, Section 8.3.1 of North Little Rock Municipal Code (NLRMC) Chapter 8
(Nuisance Abatement and Property Maintenance), requires all property owners and occupants
within the municipal boundaries of the City of North Little Rock (the City) to cut weeds, grass and
abate other nuisances and unsanitary conditions on their property; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a

lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
September 8, 2025, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
