The regular meeting of the North Little Rock City Council scheduled for Monday, October 13,
2025, was called to order at 6:02 p.m. by the Honorable Mayor Terry C. Hartwick.

The roll was called and the following Council Members answered to their names: DEBI ROSS,
NATHAN HAMILTON, NICOLE HART, LINDA ROBINSON, STEVE BAXTER, RON
HARRIS, SCOTT FOWLER and VINCE INSALACO, III (8/0). City Clerk/Treasurer Diane
Whitbey, Deputy City Clerk/Enforcement Officer David Pettit, and Deputy City Attorney Marie
Miller were also present.

The prayer and pledge of allegiance were led by IT Director John Barber.

On the motion of Council Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Fowler, and by
consent of all members present, the minutes from the North Little Rock City Council meeting
held on Monday, September 22, 2025, were approved, accepted, and filed as prepared by City
Clerk Diane Whitbey (8/0).

On the motion of Council Member Baxter and seconded by Council Member Harris, and by
consent of all members present communications #3 and 4 were accepted and filed (8/0).
3. Anita Paul, Mayor’s Office memorandum re: New Large Attendance Facility Permit for
North Little Rock Chamber of Commerce, 120 Main Street by Derrell Hartwick.
4. Council Member Nicole Hart — email from Allen Engstrom re: support for relocation of
St. Joseph Farm to Burns Park.

On the motion of Council Member Hamilton and seconded by Council Member Ross, and by
consent of all members present, communication #1 was read by title only, accepted and filed
(8/0).
1. Council Member Hamilton memorandum to City Council Members re: Introduction of
WCAG 2.1 for discussion (ADA compliance).
Council Member Hamilton advised the intent of the communication was to start a discussion
about an upcoming Federal requirement in 2026. He recognized the Mayor and
Communications Department for their work on the redesign of the city’s website. He
advised he had contacted several cities, which were unaware of the requirement. He said he
worked on the website redesign team several years ago and had been interested in digital
accessibility. Currently, if someone is using a screen reader they cannot read any of the
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PDF’s on the (North Little Rock) website since they are scanned images. PDF’s need to be
converted to text. He introduced North Little Rock resident Mr. Wesley Hillman, President
of the Central Arkansas Chapter of the National Federation of the Blind and Ms. Melanie
Thornton. Mr. Hillman introduced himself and said he was thankful to the city council and
mayor for allowing him the opportunity to speak. Web accessibility is important for
everyone, including those who are blind. He encouraged the city to address the proposal,
which would lead to greater accessibility in North Little Rock and encourage other cities to
follow suit. Ms. Thornton advised she is the Digital Accessibility Consultant with Partners
for Inclusive Communities with the University of Arkansas. When she began the work, the
focus was on ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act) in the built (infrastructure)
environment. She said in the past businesses indicated they did not have people in wheel
chairs visiting their sites and questioned why they had to make their buildings accessible.
The web is the new “built” environment where accessibility is needed. Everyone should
have equal access to information provided on the web. The law requires accessibility. The
proposed resolution will make a commitment, which will set the city apart from others.
Council Member Ross said she served on website design committee in 2023. North Little
Rock IT Director Barber advised when IT took over the website design; addressing ADA
accessibility was a priority. North Little Rock is a proactive city and ahead of others in the
requirements. He said the city would be in compliance before the legislation deadline.
Council Member Hamilton asked if the public was required to download legislation to be
able to see it. Mr. Barber said you can click on the item and it will open. PDFs can be read
by website readers. Council Member Baxter said the city has a hyperlink for ADA resources
on our website.

Mayor Hartwick invited Ms. Clara Taylor and several others to join him at the podium for the
presentation of a Proclamation proclaiming National Disability Employment Awareness Month.
Ms. Taylor said this is the third year Mayor Hartwick has presented Arkansas Rehabilitation
Services a proclamation. She thanked Mayor Hartwick and Mrs. Anita (Paul) for their help. Ms.
Taylor and others were present to showcase those who help people with disabilities find work.
Mr. Ludwik J. “Lud” Kozlowski, Jr. works part-time as a concession worker Funland and other
parks events and tournaments in Burns Park, North Little Rock. He said it is pleasure to be
employed by the city. He also serves on the Governor’s Counsel for Persons with
Developmental Disabilities. Everyone rises up when they have employment as they are able to
have food, a home, independence and more. He thanked Mayor Hartwick and the city for being
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a model employer. Ms. Gretchen Newton is Arkansas Rehabilitation Services Business
Engagement Director. She commended Ms. Taylor for her work and thanked the city for the
opportunity to be present. North Little Rock Animal Services Director Adam Tindall said he
received a call from Mayor Hartwick asking if there might be an opportunity for Mr. Alec
Layland to work at the shelter. He said Mr. Layland has been a great employee and encouraged
others to hire people with disabilities. Mrs. Layland, Alec’s mother said the city gave Alec an
opportunity and they were grateful. Ms. Jada Washington, Region 7 Manager for Arkansas
Rehabilitation Services went over the services they provide by helping persons with eligible
disabilities find employment, provide education through vocational schools, job placement and
supportive employment. Ms. Pamela Cross has a business in North Little Rock. Central
Arkansas Disabilities Services, which provides education and training. They work in homes
with individuals who are home-based. She provides assessments to determine if an individual in
a facility can live independently.

On the motion
of Council Member Insalaco, III and seconded by Council Member Fowler, and by consent of all
members present, the readings were suspended (8/0). Mayor Hartwick convened a public
hearing. Attorney Stuart Vess represents residents around the lakes (Indian Hills Lake 1 & 2).
There are 54 parcels in the district and 95 property owners. Mr. Vess obtained the list of
registered (Pulaski County) voters who live within the proposed Urban Service District (USD).
57 registered voters within the district signed petitions, which equals 60% of the number of
signatures required (state law requires 25%). Certified notices were mailed to the 95 property
owners advising them of the public hearing being held this date and the purpose of the same. Mr.
Vess said the USD would provide funds for the dam at the two (2) lakes, removal of alligator
grass, insurance (liability) coverage, as fishing is allowed around the lakes, and a reserve fund in
the event the lakes need to be dredged and for other needs. The monthly fee would be set at
$30.00 per household for a period of 10 years. Mr. Vess asked those who were present
(organizers of the district) to stand. On the motion of Council Member Insalaco, III and
seconded by Council Member Fowler, and by consent of all members present, the ordinance was
amended as follows:: to attach second set of petitions/signatures which were filed with the City
Clerk (8/0). On the motion of Council Member Insalaco, III and seconded by Council Member
Fowler, and by consent of all members present, the ordinance was amended as follows:: Exhibit
A-1 Curry Court — remove lot 10 and insert LOT 11 (8/0). A motion to adopt as amended was
made by Council Member Insalaco, III and seconded by Council Member Fowler. Council
Member Ross asked if the property was owned by the USD would that remove public fishing.
Mr. Vess said the USD does not own the lakes and has no powers except to request money from
the city. The lakes are still owned by the Indian Hills Community Club (IHCC). IHCC has
considered allowing people to fish if they pay a fee ($75.00). Council Member Fowler clarified
there would be no change in ownership. On the previous motion, and the roll having been called,
and all members present having voted in the affirmative, the ordinance was unanimously adopted
as amended (8/0).

Council Member Robinson advised she had an issue with
the hours of operation extending to 11:00 p.m. The applicant, Mr. Clifton advised the business
had operated at this location since 2014. Since 2020, the business owner (Mr. Flores) had
operated seven (7) days a week until 10 and 11:00 p.m. No one advised him he was operating
outside allowed hours. The (Planning) Code Enforcement officer brought it to his attention that
he was allowed to operate six (6) days a week until 7:00 p.m. The business owner went before
the (city) Planning Commission and requested to continue operating under the hours he has been
operating under for five (5) years. The Planning Commission and surrounding property owners
were notified and the amended hours passed with no opposition. The request is to be able to
continue operating under his current hours. Council Member Robinson said residents in the area
thougt the city was allowing him to operate until 10 or 11:00 p.m. nightly. Residents had not
said anything about it but did have issues with those hours. If he is allowed to operate until
11:00 p.m. nightly it would set a precedence city-wide. She recommended a closing time of 8:00
p.m. Council Member Hart said since she has been on the council, she had been looking at ways
to develop and improve East Broadway for the community and city. Complaints from
community members included hours of operation, noise, nuisance and criminal activity. To
decrease these concerns they are working towards improved standards. Mr. Clifton said Mr.
Flores owns the property at 1601 and his brother owns the property at 1600. The two (2)
brothers operate the same type of business across the highway from each other. Mr. Flores is
currently operating a location at 1200 East Broadway until 10:00 p.m. Mr. Flores said there are
people who need help late at night. Tow truck (drivers) will call and ask him to help people with
flat tires. Council Member Harris asked if 9:00 p.m. would help and added 11:00 p.m. seemed
late. Council Member Hart said Mr. Flores had advised a lot of his clientele were Hispanic. She
said the community he serves is from a different area. Mr. Flores said he has been in business for
25 years and relocated his shop from MacArthur. His existing customers are from surrounding
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areas that go to him at the East Broadway location. Council Member Hart said community
members who live in the area that do not use the service have issues with the additional hours of
operation. Council Member Insalaco, III asked if it was possible for the business to be open by
appointment only where he could go to the customer’s location. Council Member Ross
referenced a text message Mr. Clifton sent regarding the hours of operation for 1601. Council
Member Hart said these are two (2) different locations (1600 and 1601). Community members
are concerned with the number of potential businesses providing the same service within a small
radius. Ms. Whitbey stated Mr. Flores is 1601 and his brother is 1600 and asked if he was able
to speak for his brother’s application (item before the council this date). Council Member
Hamilton said this could be recognized as a historic use. He asked if Mr. Clifton was the
applicant or Mr. Flores. Mr. Clifton said it was Mr. Flores. Planning Director Shawn Spencer
said Mr. Clifton applied/completed the application to assist Mr. Flores, which was okay. Council
Member Hamilton said the city had not (previously) informed Mr. Flores he was out of
compliance. He asked if there were any complaints. Council Member Hart said there were
complaints. This area of the city has a lot of automotive related business. Council Member
Baxter commented on enforcement of conditions (within the Conditional Use). On the motion of
Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Harris, the ordinance was
amended as follows:: Section 2: 1. Strike through +4-pm and insert 9 PM (8/0). A motion to
adopt as amended was made by Council Member Hamilton and seconded by Council Member
Hart. Council Member Hart asked for clarification about the same business operating at 1601,
1600 and 1200 East Broadway. Mr. Clifton said he, Mr. Flores, had been operating at 1200 East
Broadway but will move to the new location. Council Member Fowler asked if the location at
1200 would close. Mr. Clifton said it would. On the previous motion, and by consent of all
members present, with the exception of Council Member Hart, who voted no, the ordinance was
adopted (7/1). On the emergency clause all members voted yes, with the exception of Council
Member Hart, who voted no, emergency clause adopted (7/1). (applicant: Norman Clifion,
Clifton Family LLLP) Ms. Whitbey reminded the council the address approved this date was
1600 East Broadway. Council Member Robinson reminded the applicant the people who live in
the community will be watching the hours of operation. Mr. Clifton said his family had
rehabilitated a lot of buildings in Rose City.

Mr. Spencer
said CONS was developed before digital options were available and based on 1960s (era) FEMA
maps and usually follows a riverbed. Council Member Fowler said he was concerned with the
retroactive expansion. Mr. Spencer said now that everything is digital people can see it. Council
Member Fowler referenced the new Planning Enforcement Officer. On the previous motion, and
the roll having been called, and the following members having voted yes: Ross, Baxter, Harris,
Fowler, and Insalaco, I1I; the following members having voted no: Hamilton and Hart; and the
following member having passed: Robinson, the ordinance was adopted (5/2/1). On the
emergency clause all members voted yes, with the exception of Council Member Hart, who
voted no, emergency clause adopted (7/1). (applicant: Travis Tolley of Crafion T ull and
Associates)
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PUBLIC COMMENT

Council Member Hamilton referenced items on the Consent Agenda for this meeting which
included contracts and waivers. The intent of the Consent Agenda was to streamline
housekeeping. He voiced his concern with some of the items which could have been discussed.
Council Member Hart asked how the agenda is set. Council Member Hamilton said former
mayor Joe A. Smith started using a Consent Agenda for appointments to boards, but not financial
obligations or contracts.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council
Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Robinson, and by consent of all members
present, the meeting adjourned at 7:36 p.m. (8/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting
scheduled for Monday, October 27, 2025, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in
City Hall, located at 300 Main Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas.

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING AN ENTERTAINMENT DISTRICT
TO BE KNOWN AS THE LAKE HILL ENTERTAINMENT DISTRICT;
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

: WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-1412 authorizes cities located in a county with
established entities authorized by the Alcoholic Beverage Control Division to sell alcoholic
beverages to create a designated entertainment district and to set reasonable standards for the
regulation of alcohol possession within the boundaries of the district; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that creation of an entertainment district in
the Lake Hill area will help promote an atmosphere that highlights restaurant, entertainment, and

hospitality options; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that it is in the best interest of the City and its residents
to create a permanent designated entertainment district to be known as the “Lake Hill
Entertainment District,” subject to the regulations set forth in this Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That pursuant to the authority granted by Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-1412, an
entertainment district to be known as the Lake Hill Entertainment District (“District”) is hereby
created and established within the boundaries as set forth and designated on the map that is attached
as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference.

SECTION 2: That the following regulations shall apply to the Lake Hill Entertainment
District:

(a) Restaurants, bars, and breweries, within the District boundaries, as well as vendors at
special events within the District boundaries, may serve alcoholic beverages that may be
carried out of the establishment and consumed within the boundaries of the District

between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. daily.

(b) The boundaries of the District will be designated by signage placed on the sidewalk
within the District. '

(c) Trash and recycling receptacles will be placed at the boundaries of the District.

(d) Participating restaurants and bars may not allow alcoholic beverages to be removed
from the premises in glass containers and it shall be unlawful for any person to possess
alcoholic beverages in glass containers on the streets, sidewalks, rights-of-way, and
parking lots located within the District. '





(e) No aleoholic beverages purchased outside the District shall be allowed in open
containers in the District.

(f) Nothing ‘in this ordinance shall be construed to allow any person to possess open
containers of alcohol beverages or to consume alcoholic beverages in a motor vehicle.

(g) No person shall be permitted to remove an open alcoholic beverage container from the
District. All unfinished quantities of alcoholic beverages must be properly disposed of
prior to the individual leaving the District.

SECTION 3: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the contflict.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that the establishment of an entertainment
district in the Park Hill area will promote hospitality and tourism by highlighting restaurant,
entertainment, and hospitality options, and will provide economic benefit to the City and its
residents and business owners; thus the immediate passage of this Ordinance is necessary for the
immediate preservation of the public health, safety and welfare; THEREFORE, an emergency is
hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its

passage and approval.

Addition to the City of North Little Rock, Pulaski County, Arkansas (See maps attached
collectively hereto as Exhibit B).

SECTION 2: That this Conditional Use shall be subject to the following:

1. The proposed unit must meet all residential building codes listed in
Chapter 4, Section 1.1.1 of the North Little Rock Municipal Code.

2. The units is proposed within an R2 Zoning District.

3. The unit is only permitted on the platted lot with the one existing owner

occupied single-family dwelling unit.

The unit will be permitted on platted lot with less than 9,000 square feet.

The unit is to be located in the rear yard of the platted lot.

The unit will be located ten feet from any other structure or property line.

The lot coverage with the ADU and the pool is permitted to exceed 50

Through
creative play, mentoring, and themed spa-style experiences, our mission is to build seli-
confidence and promote love for oneself and one another in a nurturing and playful environment.

« Creative Play Stations to promote life like skills, enhance soft skills, and ctitical thinking

When I launched the business, I received approval from our then-leasing company, General
Properties, to utilize the space as a multi-purpose venue. Since our opening, the location has
supported a wide range of community and youth-centered activities, including educational
meetups, mentoring workshops, and creative development sessions. )

We are aware that Girly Girls Mobile Spa and More, LLC has been categotized under “spa’” due
to the spa-like nature of our services. However, it's important to note that these services are not
traditional spa treatments, but rather tools used for creative, emotional, and social development.
Our programming incorporates play therapy-inspired setups and group activities that support
social-emotional learning (SEL), confidence building, and positive identity development.

I would like to provide context regarding our transition into the current building. Prior to
relocating due to HVAC issues at our previous space, 1 began the transition into our current
location before the official lease was signed. Because I was a tenant with General Properties for
three years, [ was permitted to begin operating while completing the formal lease process. At the
same time, 1 visited the zoning and city offices to update our address. At that point, I was not
informed that the building had two electric meters. The signage on the building clearly reads “Ste
G-1” (I can provide a picture if needed), so I used “Ste G-1" when updating records with both
zoning and the city. Later, North Little Rock Electric informed me that “G-1" had not operated in
over three years, and I was instructed to resubmit an application. I was unaware of the “G-2”"
meter until I received a reminder for payment from General Properties. When General Properties
sold the building, I was asked to move the electricity into my name; however, in order to do so, I
had to rezone and update records with the city to reflect both G-1 and G-2 so North Little Rock

Electric could authorize the account.

3. Upto 20 tires for sale may be displayed outside during business hours and is considered
temporary tire storage. Tires shall be kept neat and organized. Temporary outside
displayed tires for sale shall be kept a maximum of 10 feet from the primary structure.

4. Isolate tires from other stored materials that may create a hazard if a fire were to occur
including, but not limited to, lead acid batteries, fuel tanks, solvent barrels, and
pesticide containers.

5. No more than 100 tires per 1,500 square feet of inside storage space is permitted. This
includes tire inventory as well as waste tires.

6. A regular pick-up of tires removed by the tire shop must take place by a hcensed carrier
to avoid any undo amount of tires stored on the property.

7. Tires are to only be repaired or replaced inside the building. No outdoor tire
replacement is permitted.

8. No auto repair other than repairs associated with the removal or replacement of tires is
permitted. Brake replacement with tire repair or replacement is permitted.

9. The business shall limit outdoor noise to promote a quiet setting. Use of outdoor
speaker systems or amplified sound is not permitted.





10. All illumination shall be shielded and directed away from adjacent property.
11. Any structures located on the lot shall meet all applicable Federal, State, County, and

City requirements and codes.
12. Applicant must meet all applicable Federal, State, County and City requirements.
13. The Planning Department shall perform an inspection to confirm all requirements of

the approval have been met.

14.Required permits and/or business license must be obtained within 12-months of the
date of approval of the Conditional Use by City Council. Failure to obtain required
permits and/or business license will result in notice of revocation of approval of the

Conditional Use.
15.By receipt of the City of North Little Rock business license, the holder shall
acknowledge that failure to comply with these conditions may result in loss of the

Conditional Use and/or removal of electric power meter.

SECTION 3: That all ordinances or parts of ordinance in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and
if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that the conditional use as described herein
is compatible with other businesses in the area and is immediately necessary in order to insure the
proper and orderly growth and development of this land and of the City of North Little Rock,
Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and
welfare, THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in
full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

This Memorandum of Understanding (the "MOU "), dated as of October 10, 2025 (“Effective Date”), is
by and between the City of North Little Rock (“City”), a municipal corporation organized under the laws
of the State of Arkansas, with its principal offices located at 700 West 29th Street, North Little Rock,
Arkansas 72114 {hereinafter referred to as the "City" ), and Mainstream Technologies, Inc., an Arkansas
corporation, with its principal offices located at 325 West Capitol Avenue, Suite 200, Little Rock,
Arkansas 72201 (hereinafter referred to as the "Sponsor" or “Mainstream”).

1. Purpose
a. The purpose of this MOU is to outline the mutual understanding and intent of the parties

concerning the granting of exclusive naming rights by the City to Sponsor, specifically for the
two North Little Rock Event Center Meeting Rooms (hereinafter referred to as the "Meeting
Rooms", collectively, or “Meeting Room”, individually), in exchange for the consideration of
a financial contribution for sponsorship by Sponsor.

AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

RECITALS

WHEREAS, on September 22, 2025, the North Little Rock City Council (“City Council™)
declared certain buildings. houses and other structures located at the Property o constitute a public
nuisance and condemned said structures (Resolution No. 11144): and

WHEREAS. the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair. or raze any and all
structures on the property without further approval of any third party: and

WHEREAS. the Owner desires to repair and rehabilitate the nuisance structures on the
Property. in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and come into compliance with all requirements of the current North Little Rock Building
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (*Applicable Codes™); and

WHEREAS. the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A). has provided proof that a contractor licensed in the State of Arkansas has
been retained to repair the nuisance structures on the Property, and has expressed willingness to
immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures should timely repair prove to be
impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby

acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Acreement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval of the North Little Rock City Council (hereinafter the “City Council™). It shall not be

presented to City Council for approval until signed by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement
shall run from the date that the City Council approves this Agreement which shall be referred to

herein as the “Effective Date.”

2. Escrow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock City Clerk’s Office a cashier's check. or the equivalent. in the amount of
$4.223.61 (“Escrow™). such amount being equivalent to a good faith estimate of the cost to raze
the nuisance structures on the Property. to be held by the City to assure performance by the Owner.
All provisions contained within this Agreement are contingent upon Owner's timely payment of
the Escrow. In the event the Escrow is not paid as provided for in this Agreement, the City may
immediately raze and remove the structures that are the subject of the condemnation resolution.

Upon the Owner's completion of all obligations under this Agreement, the City shall return the





Escrow 1o the Owner. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete any obligation under this
Agreement. the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs attributable to the razing
and removal of nuisance structures (“Cost of Abatement™). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of
Abatement. all excess funds shall be returned to the Owner. [f the Escrow is insufficient to pay
for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition
to any other remedy for recovery which may be available to the City.

3 Issuance of Building Permit. After the Effective Date of this Agreement, and upon the Owner’s
application for a Building Permit. the City shall issue the Owner a Building Permit authorizing
work on the Subject Property which shall be subject to the same costs. inspections, and approvals

of all other Building Permits issued by the City.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Property constitutes a
continuing nuisance, the Owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with repairs
and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Property 10 conform with the
Applicable Codes. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described below indicate the minimum
level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance. Any failure to meet any
benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure without further notice or
hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement. the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all exterior walls have been properly raised
and covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies
with the Applicable Codes: (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered: (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Codes; and (4) the roof is completely
installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Codes as a final roof
covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate

the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In" means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located. or
to be located. within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling have been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Codes. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for each
day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date the
inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion. determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. If the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately

liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

c. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering

[ £ ]





and windows in accordance with the Applicable Codes. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline,

the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty ( 180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement. the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector. in his sole discretion. determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline. the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary. City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Property is no longer a
nuisance (thus “un-condemning™ the Property). If the Owner fails to meet this deadline after all
permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and

raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed: (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100

year flood.

6. Time is of the Essence. All times. deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive

that. or any other, deadline or benchmark.

7. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a Certificate of Occupancy for the Property and all
Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City: or

b. The Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owmer is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City: or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.





8. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the owner of the Property and
al) structures on the Property where the work is to be performed. The Owner agrees 10 indemnify,
defend. and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to be the true
owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject as this
Agreement.

9. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is nof an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

10. Severability. The sections. subsections. sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections. subsections. sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional. the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

11. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

12. Transfer of Subject Propertv. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Property to be
transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

13. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs. executors. administrators, successors and assignees.

14. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

15. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constitute valid. enforceable obligations of each.

ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY FOR

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 11129 (adopted by the City Council on September
8, 2025), certain residential property located at 1719 Highway 161 and owned by TCB Partners
LLC (*Owner”) was condemned; and

and other costs incurred by the City in the event the requirements of the rehabilitation agreement

are not met; and

WHEREAS, it is the belief of the Owner that the property, through rehabilitation, can
become a viable contributor to the City’s economy and will improve the overall aesthetic
appearance of the area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into an
Agreement to Rehabilitate Property (substantially similar to Exhibit A) with TCB Partners LLC to
rehabilitate certain property located at 1719 Highway 161, more particularly described as follows:

LOT A OF THE CHIQUITO ADDITION TO THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE
ROCK, PULASKI COUNTY, ARKANSAS (PARCEL NO. 23N0410100100).

SECTION 2: That an escrow in the amount of $9,664.52, or an equivalent bond issued by
a local financial institution, shall be tendered to the City of North Little Rock by TCB Partners
LLC, representing the estimated costs to raze the nuisance structures on the property in the event
of default on the Agreement herein.

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AGREEMENT TO REHABILITATE PROPERTY

As of the Effective Date as defined in this Agreement, the City of North Little Rock (the
“City”) and TCB Partners LLC (“Owner”) enter into this Agreement to Rehabilitate Property
(“Agreement”) regarding real property located at 1719 Highway 161, North Little Roek,
Arkansas (the “Property”) subject to the terms and conditions stated herein.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, on September 8, 2025, the North Little Rock City Council (“City Council”)
declared certain buildings, houses and other structures located at the Property to constitute a public
nuisance and condemned said structures (Resolution No. 11129); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has appeared before the City claiming to hold legal ownership of
the Property as well as all rights in the property necessary to construct, repair, or raze any and all
structures on the property without further approval of any third party; and

WHEREAS, the Owner desires to repair and rehabilitate the nuisance structures on the
Property, in lieu of razing or removing such structures, so that the structures will cease to be a
nuisance and come into compliance with all requirements of the current North Little Rock Building
Code and the North Little Rock Property Maintenance Code (“Applicable Codes™); and

WHEREAS, the Owner has presented a feasible financial/construction plan (attached
hereto as Exhibit A), has provided proof that a contractor licensed in the State of Arkansas has
been retained to repair the nuisance structures on the Property, and has expressed willingness to
immediately cooperate in the removal or razing of such structures should timely repair prove to be
impossible, impractical or otherwise fail to occur.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

1. Aereement Contingent on City Council Approval. This Agreement is contingent upon the
approval of the North Little Rock City Council (hereinafter the “City Council”). It shall not be
presented to City Council for approval until signed by the Owner. All dates in this Agreement
shall run from the date that the City Council approves this Agreement which shall be referred to
herein as the “Effective Date.”

2. Eserow. Within five (5) business days after the Effective Date, the Owner shall deliver to the
North Little Rock City Clerk’s Office a cashier’s check, or the equivalent, in the amount of
$9.664.52 (“Escrow™), such amount being equivalent to a good faith estimate of the cost to raze
the nuisance structures on the Property, to be held by the City to assure performance by the Owner.
All provisions contained within this Agreement are contingent upon Owner’s timely payment of
the Escrow. In the event the Escrow is not paid as provided for in this Agreement, the City may
immediately raze and remove the structures that are the subject of the condermmation resolution.
Upon the Owner’s completion of all obligations under this Agreement, the City shall return the
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Escrow to the Owner. If the Owner fails to timely or properly complete any obligation under this
Agreement, the City may liquidate the Escrow to offset any and all costs atiributable to the razing
and removal of nuisance structures (“Cost of Abatement”). If the Escrow exceeds the Cost of
Abatement, all excess funds shall be returned to the Owner. If the Escrow is insufficient to pay
for the Cost of Abatement, the Owner shall remain personally liable for the deficiency in addition
to any other remedy for recovery which may be available to the City.

3. Issuance of Building Permit. After the Effective Date of this Agreement, and upon the Owner’s
application for a Building Permit, the City shall issue the Owner a Building Permit authorizing
work on the Subject Property which shall be subject to the same costs, inspections, and approvals
of all other Building Permits issued by the City.

4. Mandatory Time Benchmarks. Due to the determination that the Property constitutes a
continuing nuisance, the Owner is required to proceed expeditiously and continuously with repairs
and construction that will abate the nuisance and otherwise cause the Property to conform with the
Applicable Codes. The mandatory time benchmarks that are described below indicate the minimum
level of performance required by the Owner to abate the nuisance. Any failure to meet any
benchmark will result in the immediate razing of the nuisance structure without further notice or
hearing. The Owner agrees to complete repair and construction as stated below:

a. Sealing the Structure. Within forty-five (45) days of the Effective Date of this
Agreement, the Owner shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction so that the structure is
sealed from the elements and unauthorized traffic. For purposes of this Agreement, “sealed from
the elements and unauthorized traffic” means that: (1) all exterior walls have been properly raised
and covered with material that prevents outside access to the interior of the structure and complies
with the Applicable Codes; (2) all windows are installed or window openings are covered; (3) all
exterior doors are installed and comply with the Applicable Codes; and (4) the roof is completely
installed with shingles or other material that complies with the Applicable Codes as a final roof
covering. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate

the Escrow and raze the Subject Property.

b. Rough-In. Within ninety (90) days of the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner
shall have sufficiently proceeded with construction to pass Rough-In inspection. For purposes of
this Agreement, “Rough-In” means that all equipment, fixtures, or materials of any type which
support any structural, mechanical, plumbing, gas or electrical system or service that is located, or
to be located, within the walls, beneath the floor, or above the ceiling have been properly installed
in accordance with the Applicable Codes. This deadline shall be extended one (1) day for each
day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a Rough-In inspection and the date the
inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended by up to ten (10) days if the
Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner has made reasonable efforts
to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy. 1f the Owner fails to meet
this deadline after all permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately

liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

¢. Exterior Covering and Windows. Within one hundred thirty-five (135) days of the
Effective Date of this Agreement, the Owner shall have caused to be installed all exterior covering





and windows in accordance with the Applicable Codes. If the Owner fails to meet this deadline,
the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and raze the Property.

d. Certificate of Occupancy. Within one hundred eighty (180) days of the Effective Date
of this Agreement, the structure must qualify for a certificate of occupancy. This deadline shall be
extended one (1) day for each day after the Owner has submitted a written request for a final
inspection and the date the final inspection actually occurs. This deadline may also be extended
by up to ten (10) days if the Building Inspector, in his sole discretion, determines that the Owner
has made reasonable efforts to meet this deadline and failed inspection due to a minor discrepancy.
If the Owner meets this deadline, the City shall return Escrow funds in accordance with Section 2
and, if necessary, City Council shall pass a resolution declaring that the Property is no longer a
nuisance (thus “un-condemning” the Property). If the Owner fails to meet this deadline after all
permitted extensions have expired, the City is authorized to immediately liquidate the Escrow and

raze the Subject Property.

5. Adverse Weather Delays. The Owner may claim additional time to meet the deadlines
described in paragraph 4 based upon any continuous period of delay due to adverse weather. Such
claim shall be: (a) in written form; (b) submitted to the Building Inspector within five (5) days of
the end of the period of adverse weather claimed; (c) supported by data substantiating that weather
conditions were abnormal for the period of time; and (d) supported by evidence substantiating that
the weather conditions had an adverse effect on the scheduled construction or repair of the nuisance
structures on the Subject Property. For purposes of this Agreement, weather conditions may be
considered abnormal for a period of time when the precipitation is twenty percent (20%) greater
than a ten (10) year historic average for the same period of time during previous years or when a
catastrophic weather or environmental event has occurred, such as a tornado, earthquake, or 100

year flood.

6. Time is of the Essence. All times, deadlines, benchmarks, and permitted extensions indicated
herein form a material basis of this agreement and may only be waived in writing signed by both
parties. Any failure to timely enforce a deadline or benchmark shall not be construed to waive

that, or any other, deadline or benchmark.

7. Term and Termination. This Agreement shall be effective from and after the Effective Date
and continue in force until one of the following events occurs:

a. The City has issued the Owner a Certificate of Occupancy for the Property and all
Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to the Owner by the City; or

b. The Property has been razed and all debris has been removed, and

(1) Any excess Escrow funds to which the Owner is entitled have been returned to
the Owner by the City; or

(2) If the Cost of Abatement incurred by the City exceeds the Escrow, the Owner
has paid the City the difference between the Cost of Abatement and the Escrow.





8. Hold Harmless. The Owner affirmatively states that he or she is the owner of the Property and
all structures on the Property where the work is to be performed. The Owner agrees to indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the City from all claims by any person or entity claiming to be the true
owner of the property and asserting any claim based in any part upon the same subject as this

Agreement.

9. Merger. This document represents the entire agreement between the parties and incorporates
all prior discussions and agreements. This document is not an agreement with any other
governmental entity or waiver of any applicable federal, state, or county regulation.

10. Severability. The sections, subsections, sentences and words within this Agreement are
declared to be severable and if any sections, subsections, sentences or words found herein are
declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, the remainder of the Agreement shall be unaffected.

11. Worker Certification. The Owner hereby warrants that all persons performing work on the
Property shall be licensed and permitted as required by law.

12. Transfer of Subject Property. The Owner shall not cause or allow the Property to be
transferred through act or omission without prior notice to the City.

13. Binding Agreement. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.

14. Enforcement of Debt. The Owner shall be and remain liable for any amounts due the City
under this Agreement as well as all legal and court fees related to the collection of the same.

15. Authority. The parties executing this Agreement below represent and warrant that they have
the full and complete legal authority to act on behalf of the City and Owner and that the provisions
herein constitute valid, enforceable obligations of each.

A RESOLUTION WAIVING BIDS AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK TO PARTICIPATE IN A VOLUNTARY
SUPPLEMENTAL HEALTHCARE PLAN WITH CHAMPION HEALTH;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 9764, adopted December 23, 2024, the Arkansas
Municipal League provides health and dental coverage for City employees; and

WHEREAS, Champion Health, Inc. (“CHI”) offers the CHAMP Plan (“Plan”), a voluntary
health care plan that overlays traditional health coverage; and

WHEREAS, after review of the Plan, the City’s administration requested assurances that
the employee contributions that fund the Plan are eligible to be made by pre-tax payroll deductions;
and

WHEREAS, on September 8, 2025, the North Little Rock City Council passed Resolution
No. 11136, authorizing the City to pursue negotiations with CHI upon CHI providing the City with
an IRS Private Letter Ruling, or similar acceptable certification from the IRS or Department of

Labor; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is in the City’s best interest to proceed
without an IRS Private Letter Ruling, or similar acceptable certification from the IRS or

Department of Labor; and

WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-58-303(b)(2)(B) provides that the City Council by
resolution may waive the competitive bidding for purchases exceeding the amount of $42,921

where bidding is not feasible or practical; and

WHEREAS, Champion Health is a complementary health care plan that overlays
traditional health coverage at a total cost of $234 per month per participating employee ($190
employee contribution and $44 employer administration fee) (See Champion Health Overview,
Champion Health FAQ’s, and “How the Math Works” attached hereto, collectively, as Exhibit A);

and

WHEREAS, because the plan is funded through pre-tax payroll deductions, participation
in the plan will result in an increase in net pay to participating employees; and

WHEREAS, participation in the plan will result in no additional cost to the City because
the $44 per month administrative fee will be paid from payroll tax savings for each participating
employee; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined it is in the best interests of the City to I
participate in a voluntary supplemental healthcare plan with Champion Health.





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

" SECTION 1: That formal bidding is hereby waived in connection with administrative fees
in the amount of $44 per month per participating employee in an amount not to exceed $500,000,
with payments to be paid from payroll tax savings for each participating employee.

SECTION 2: That the City is hereby authorized participate in a voluntary supplemental
healthcare plan for the City’s full-time employees with Champion Health based on the cost
breakdown set out in Exhibit A, with all contracts or other agreements to be reviewed and approved
by the City Attorney.

SECTION 3: That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

The Champ Plan™ Description and Benefits

The Champ Plan™ is not a traditional wellness plan nor a reimbursement plan. Therefore,
Section 105 of the Intemnal Revenue Code is not applicable towards this plan. The CHAMP
Plan™ is a complementary healthcare plan that overlays the traditional benefit plan. ltisa
cafeteria plan as provided under section 125 of the Internal Revenue Code. Itis setup as a
self-funded employer sponsored plan that is completely funded (100%) funded by the
employees through a pre-tax payroll deduction. The amount deducted represents the maximum
claims for the policy year. A Third-Party Administrator (TPA) holds the money deducted in a
custodial account and pays claims as they incur in accordance with the plan document and the

schedule of benefits.
A claim is defined as:
Claims made to Providers Claims made to Facilities:

Payments of claims made to an employee are the result of an applicable CPT code which has a
corresponding explanation of benefits (EOB). Examples of these claims are preventive
examinations, biometric screens, health risk assessments, risk resolution assessments, chronic

medication fulfillment, using telemedicine, and others.

Claims paid to employees are not taxable nor considered ordinary income. The premium
amount charged to employees is set based on actuarial calculations to cover the claim risk for

the plan while meeting a desired medical loss ratio (MLR).

The program is divided into (3) categories:

1. Claim Funding. An employer sponsored self-funded health plan is set-up to overlay the
traditional medical plan. The plan covers primary care visits, urgent care visits, and pharmacy
for prevention and acute care at $0 cost share for the employee. The plan is completely (100%)
funded by the employees through a Section 125 cafeteria plan. The cost of the plan is
$1,200.00 per month on a pre-tax basis. The $1,200.00 is ceded into an account of claims
administered by a Third-Party Administrator (T PA) to process, adjudicate, and pay claims. In the
plan document and the benefits schedule, the definition of a claim covers two (2) criteria: 1)
claims paid to providers, and 2) claims paid to employees.

A claim is triggered by an applicable CPT code and the creation of an explanation of benefits

Limited Medical
Claims paid cannot be more than what has been predetermined within the CHAMP Plan™

Schedule of Benefits.

The CHAMP Plan™ is priced to fully fund limited medical claims and to pay for the
administrative costs of the plan. Because all claims are specifically limited to the benefits
detailed within the Schedule of Benefit, there is no possibility of an employee exceeding their

specified benefit.

The CHAMP Plan™ provides a Minimum Essential Coverage (MEC) as ala carte for the
employee as a supplement to employers. It is an insurance coverage that meets the minimum
requirement coverage by the Affordable Care Act (ACA). As defined by the Department of
Health and Human Services (DHHS), a self-funded group health plan for employees that
provides at least 100% coverage for Preventive Services satisfies the ACA requirements.





CHAMPION HEALTH FAQs

Q. Is the CHAMP Plan compliant?

A. YES. The CHAMP Plan is not a wellness plan nor a reimbursement plan. Therefore, Section 105 is
not applicable towards this plan. The CHAMP plan is a complementary healthcare plan that overlays the
traditional benefit plan.

Q. Does participation in the CHAMP disqualify me from participating in my traditional High
Deductible Health Plan w/an HSA?

A. NO. The CHAMP Plan is a separate medical plan with it's own plan document and benefit schedule.
Any claim processed through the CHAMP will follow suit in accordance to those outlined rules. Claims
processed through the traditional HDHP w/HSA will need to meet the minimum first dollar cost share

requirements by the employee to remain qualified.

Q. Does the CHAMP plan meet the definition of Minimum Essential Coverage (MEC)?

A. YES. The CHAMP Plan is an employer sponsored health plan and meets the definition of Minimum
Essential Coverage.





How the Math works

The CHAMP plan works through a deduction of $1,200 out of each
eligible employee's paycheck on a pre-tax basis. This amount is
then used to pay for the employee's use of The CHAMP plan. This
results in a lower taxable income for the employee, which in turn
results in a lower tax bill. The employer also benefits from this
arrangement by saving on payroll taxes.

Each month the employer will be sending Champion Health the
net withholdings of $190 from the employee's paycheck and $44
from the employer for an administration fee. This results in a total

monthly ACH from the employer to Champion Health of $234per
employee per month.

The CHAMP plan generates a total payroll tax savings to the employer of
$91.80 monthly ($1200 employee pre-tax) * 7.65%.
