Mayor Hartwick advised he asked the vendor if they
would support (sponsor) the two (2) outside rooms. The contract would be for a period of five
(5) years at $20,000.00 per year. Council Member Hamilton asked if anyone else had expressed
an interest. On the previous motion and by consent of all members present, with the exception of
Council Member Hamilton, who passed, the resolution was adopted (7/1). ($100,000.00 over a

period of 5 years)

A RESOLUTION WAIVING BIDS AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF NORTH LITTLE
ROCK TO PARTICIPATE IN A VOLUNTARY SUPPLEMENTAL HEALTHCARE PLAN
WITH CHAMPION HEALTH: AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES, was read. A motion to adopt
was made by Council Member Harris and seconded by Council Member Hamilton. Council
Member Ross asked if information was provided regarding the vendor’s IRS status. City
Attorney Fields advised it had not. The proposal came to her attention in April (2025). The
(city) Administration chose not to proceed with the Champ Health Plan due to concerns
regarding the nontaxable status of deductions and payments made under the fixed indemnity
health benefit. The vendor came back to the city and offered to get an IRS opinion letter. The
City Council approved a resolution in September authorizing the Mayor to sign a Letter of Intent
which included the city would pursue a contract with the vendor upon Champ providing an IRS
opinion letter. Ms. Fields said Council Member Harris asked her to draft this legislation, which
he sponsored to move ahead without the IRS opinion letter. Ms. Camille LaGrossa is affiliated
with Affordicare Insurance, the exclusive Marketing Partner for Champion Health Champ Land.
Council Member Robinson asked if $234.00 per month, per employee was for the individual
employee only or a family plan. Ms. LaGrossa compared this to the current insurance group
health provider’s list bill which included each employee and how much is due to the vendor.
Champ Plan does the same, $234.00 was the combined amount between the employee and
employer contribution. Because this is a Section 125 — which generates a tax savings for both
the city and the employee, it is not extra money coming from the city or employee. It benefits
the city by not paying payroll taxes. Approximately one (1) year ago, 883 city employees would
have benefited from the plan as their paycheck would go up because the tax savings would leave
extra money for them. Council Member Robinson referenced the portion the employee and city
would pay monthly. The city’s current employee insurance coverage is going to go up this year.
She provided an example of a current payment for a family plan, which will go up in January and
this proposal as additional. Ms. LaGrossa said Section 125 is an IRS (pretax) program an
employee pays health insurance (premium or 401K) into. The funds are not taxed. A Champ
Plan is also a Section 125 — pretax program. Each month, for each employee enrolled, the city
would save $47.60 on payroll taxes. Both the city and employee would save money monthly
through tax savings. She referred to it as a zero-net cost. They have to show a cost for the plan.
Council Member Insalaco, I1I said the program was voluntary and referenced state employees,
contract employees and others and asked if an opt-in was required before any withholdings were

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made. Ms. LaGrossa said Champ Health would do the enrollment so HR (Human Resources)
would not have to. It is an automatic enrollment. Every employee who is eligible would have
the option to opt-out. History indicates close to 90% of employees would participate in the
program. She said this program can also fill gaps in other plans. Council Member Insalaco, 111
asked how that would be communicated to employees. Ms. LaGrossa advised she would work
with HR employees and contact employees through an “easy-enroll”. An employee would be
able to call or follow other instructions if they did not want to participate in the program. If an
employee decided two (2) or three (3) months later they did not want to be in the program, they
could opt-out. Council Member Insalaco, III asked if an employee waited a few months to opt-
out would the employee receive a reimbursement. Ms. LaGrossa said the employee would have
benefited from the tax savings (extra income) through the plan. Council Member Harris said he,
City Attorney Fields and a Champs attorney had a (zoom meeting) call last week at which time
he received additional questions, which he shared with council. This is an optional supplemental
plan. Council Member Harris advised he sponsored the legislation to get the item before the
council so they could vote on it and move forward, which would allow HR time to begin
planning its implementation. The city would not implement an illegal health plan. Council
Member Ross asked about the opt-in/opt-out. Ms. LaGrossa said city salaries could go up $1.2
million. She said a typical enrollment would include the vendor meeting with every individual.
Champion Health wants employees to benefit from the program. Employees are given an easy
way to opt-out. She referenced the current health plan for city employees and said she did not
think employees could opt-out at any time of the year, only during enrollment. Ms. LaGrossa
advised there are benefits that include family members. Council Member Ross asked if the
pretax would affect employees (city) retirement since it is based on ending salary. Ms LaGrossa
said it would not affect retirement with the city. City Attorney Fields advised she had
communicated with Ms. LaGrossa, Council Member Harris and the attorney for Champion
Health and received a legal opinion from the vendor’s attorney. She and Chief Financial Officer
Ember Strange spent a lot of time the past few months going through the proposed plan. She
said she was not comfortable with proceeding with this plan without an IRS opinion letter and
recommended not doing so to the council. Ms. Fields referenced the $190.00 monthly fee and
claims funding. The employee would pay $1,200.00 per month pretax plus $120.00 post tax.
The total would then be $1,320.00 per month. An employee would be able to watch a video or
do a prescribed action to get a non-taxable benefit of $1,010.00. There have been similar plans
like this for 20 years, which the IRS has advised did not qualify as a pretax eligible premium.
The benefits do not qualify as a non-taxable net benefit to the employee. There are differences in
this proposed plan. Similarities are more pronounced. She said she was not comfortable with
the proposal and advised employees in her department who reviewed the proposal indicated they
would not participate. In April (2025), Champ offered to indemnify the city in the event the city
ended up owing payroll taxes. City employees would not be covered by that indemnification and
could have a tax bill in the future. Ms. LaGrossa said Ms. Emily Langdon is the attorney
previously mentioned representing Champ. Companies hire an attorney that specializes in a
certain area like acquisition or sale. She referenced ERISA (Employee Retirement Income

Securities Act) of 1974. ERISA is a Federal Law, which sets minimum standards for most
voluntary established employee benefit plans in the private industry, which protects retirement
savings and health benefits of employees by requiring transparency, setting fiduciary standards,
and establishing processes for claims and appeals. It also requires plan administrators to act in
the best interest of plan participants. Ms. Langdon reviewed a 75 page plan document, which
she summarized and provided a legal opinion regarding the same. Ms. Langdon has
International and National clients and specializes in ERISA. Ms. LaGrossa said Council
Members were provided documents prior to the meeting that included a summary, which
addressed everything City Attorney Fields mentioned. The Champ plan has been around for 12
years. Multiple attorneys have addressed and reviewed it and it is compliant and legal. This is
not a wellness plan. Ms. Fields said ERISA does not apply to municipalities or if something is
subject to taxes. Council Member Ross asked if the plan covered wellness checks only. Ms.
LaGrossa said it does cover preventative medicine. Council Member Harris said he was glad of
the discussion and asked to hold the legislation until the next meeting. Council Member Ross
asked CFO Strange for the city’s perspective. Ms. Strange referenced conversations with Ms.
LaGrossa. She said a benefit would be added to employees when they watch required videos.
She had reached out to people in different municipalities across the United States. One of them
provided IRS opinions. After consulting with Ms. Fields, they agreed the program was too risky
for North Little Rock city employees. The IRS refers to the these plans as a double-dip plan.
The city already offers group health insurance and wellness checks which are covered under our
current pre-tax health insurance premiums. The proposed plan would be a voluntary plan (with
automatic enrollment). She advised it was manipulating the FICA tax to have a savings, and
based on everyone enrolling. Everyone would not enroll as some would not have enough FICA
taxes to cover the in and out funds. If the city had $500,000.00 in FICA tax and the IRS comes
in the following year with an issue, it could put our employees and the city at risk. There are no
other Arkansas government agencies participating at this time. Ms. Strange said the plan
reimburses for a medical claim the individual did not have. She referenced a Flex card where
employees can put $3,000.00 on it. She also spoke with the city’s health care consultant,
Stephens, Inc. Stephens had some opinions on file and advised against the plan as well. Council
Member Robinson asked for names of other cities participating in the plan. Ms. LaGrossa said
she did not have that information. In 2024, the seventh largest county in the United States voted
to implement this program for 26,000 employees. Council Member Robinson asked what would
happen if the city decided not to participate. Ms. LaGrossa said it cannot (just) be dropped at
any time. She referenced how the city’s current plan works. Council Member Hamilton made a
motion to table the discussion to the next meeting, which was seconded by Council Member
Hart. On the motion, and the following members having voted yes: Hamilton, Hart, Harris, and
Insalaco, I1I; and the following members having voted no: Ross, Robinson, Baxter and Fowler,
the motion to table failed (4/4). City Attorney Fields advised a 2/3 vote was needed to table an
item. Council Member Harris asked to withdraw the item. City Attorney Fields said the item
was before the body for discussion, which required either tabling the motion or withdrawing it.
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The legislation can be refiled for the next meeting. Council Member Harris then withdrew the
legislation. ($190.00 employee / 344 employer = $234.00)

PUBLIC COMMENT
Ms. Deena Stickford advised she had concerns about a housing emergency which included mold,

bugs and water damage. She referred to an ordinance adopted by the city of Fayetteville. She
had issues with mold and tested positive for two (2) types. She said her friend Pat also tested
positive for mold and was in the hospital. She asked the City Council to consider landlords who
paint over mold and get away with it. She had been sick and was on life support until July
because of the mold issue. If the city will adopt the ordinance referenced it would protect
renters. She referenced issues with application fees. Some tenants are disabled and cannot
afford the fees. She asked the city to declare a housing emergency. Ms. Hattie Temple lives in
an apartment complex formerly known as East Gate, now known as Pine Crossing.

Stickford. Residents have to pay for their own mold tests. So far they have found three (3)
apartments with three (3) different kinds of mold. She requested a cap on fees (like background
checks) and said if a pending bill passes a lot of people will lose their residences and result in a
lot of empty residential properties. Ms. Whitbey announced an upcoming downtown event —
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Argenta Trick or Treat which will be Friday, October 31, 2025 (Halloween!) from 4 to 6 p.m.
Ten (10) local businesses, including City Hall will participate. Trick or treating will end at the
Argenta Branch of Laman Library with a Fall Carnival.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council
Member Ross and seconded by Council Member Hamilton, and by consent of all members
present, the meeting adjourned at 7:34 p.m. (8/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting
scheduled for Monday, November 10, 2025, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in
City Hall, located at 300 Main Street, North Little Rock, Arkansas.

E. All permitted ground mounted signs shall not exceed ten percent in aggregate sign
area for that occupancy’s fagade area. Wall signs must face required street frontage
except in complexes where a sign without street frontage would be the only means
of identification for a tenant.

Section 14.103 — Maumelle Boulevard Sign Overlay District

D. Design Standards for all Signs.
1. Freestanding signs are prohibited.
2. All permitted ground mounted signs shall have a maximum height limit of
10-feet and shall have a setback of 5-feet from any property line, measure

from the closest edge of the sign. Ground mounted signs shall not exceed 2-

square feet in sign area for each linear foot of main street frontage up to a
maximum of 64-square feet.

On behalf of ALDI Inc we respectfully request a waiver of the typical sign standards of the Maumelle
Boulevard Overlay. Article 14 — Signs, Section 14.103(D) allows for a ground mounted sign with a
maximum height of 10-feet and a maximum sign area of 64-square feet. Freestanding signs within the
District are prohibited without City Council approval. ALDI, a fast growing grocery chain, is requesting to
place a pylon sign 30-feet in height and 80 square feet of sign area for a new ALDI's store location near
the intersection of Counts Massie Road Maumelle Boulevard, NLR, AR.

The purpose of this request is to allow signage which will increase visibility to this ALD! location, support
the success of the ALDI Brand and bring customer awareness as ALDI enters this new market. The request
also allows ALDY's the same or similar signage presence as has been allowed for ALDY’s direct and indirect
competitors within the North Little Rock market. ALDI has researched signage across their store locations
to determine the impact signage has on customer traffic to these stores. It has been proven without the
proper signage and signage visibility the successes of a store is directly affected. in support of the request,
in direct view of this site, McDonalds, ACME Brick (has 2 pylon sign locations) Phillips 66 and a strip

shopping center all have pylon signs.

ALDI also requests the allowance of a wall sign without direct street frontage. The wall sign located along
the east side of the bdilding, the front entrance to the store, will be located without the benefit of a public
or private street. The sign will face into the parking lot. The signage plan includes a wall sign on the
Maumelle Boulevard side of the store as well. The wall signs are proposed 6-feet 3-inches by 7-feet 5-
inches or 47.25 square feet each. Section 14.25(E) of Article 14 states all wall signs must face a required
street frontage except in complexes where a sign without street frontage would be the only means of
identification for a tenant. A wall sign over the front entrance is very important to the store.

A RESOLUTION WAIVING BIDS AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK TO PARTICIPATE IN A VOLUNTARY
SUPPLEMENTAL HEALTHCARE PLAN WITH CHAMPION HEALTH;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 9764, adopted December 23, 2024, the Arkansas
Municipal League provides health and dental coverage for City employees; and

WHEREAS, Champion Health, Inc. (“CHI”) offers the CHAMP Plan (“Plan”), a voluntary
health care plan that overlays traditional health coverage; and

WHEREAS, after review of the Plan, the City’s administration requested assurances that
the employee contributions that fund the Plan are eligible to be made by pre-tax payroll deductions;

and

WHEREAS, on September 8, 2025, the North Little Rock City Council passed Resolution
No. 11136, authorizing the City to pursue negotiations with CHI upon CHI providing the City with
an IRS Private Letter Ruling, or similar acceptable certification from the IRS or Department of
Labor; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is in the City’s best interest to proceed
without an IRS Private Letter Ruling, or similar acceptable certification from the IRS or

Department of Labor; and

WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-58-303(b)(2)(B) provides that the City Council by
resolution may waive the competitive bidding for purchases exceeding the amount of $42,921
where bidding is not feasible or practical; and

WHEREAS, Champion Health is a complementary health care plan that overlays
traditional health coverage at a total cost of $234 per month per participating employee (3190
employee contribution and $44 employer administration fee) (See Champion Health Overview,
Champion Health FAQ’s, and “How the Math Works” attached hereto, collectively, as Exhibit A);

and

WHEREAS, because the plan is funded through pre-tax payroll deductions, participation
in the plan will result in an increase in net pay to participating employees; and

WHEREAS, participation in the plan will result in no additional cost to the City because
the $44 per month administrative fee will be paid from payroll tax savings for each participating
employee; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined it is in the best interests of the City to
participate in a voluntary supplemental healthcare plan with Champion Health.





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That formal bidding is hereby waived in connection with administrative fees
in the amount of $44 per month per participating employee in an amount not to exceed $500,000,
with payments to be paid from payroll tax savings for each participating employee.

SECTION 2: That the City is hereby authorized participate in a voluntary supplemental
healthcare plan for the City’s full-time employees with Champion Health based on the cost
breakdown set out in Exhibit A, with all contracts or other agreements to be reviewed and approved
by the City Attorney.

SECTION 3: That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable,
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

The Champ Plan™ Description and Benefits

The Champ Plan™ is not a traditional wellness plan nor a reimbursement plan. Therefore,
Section 105 of the Internal Revenue Code is not applicable towards this plan. The CHAMP
Plan™ is a complementary healthcare plan that overiays the traditional benefit plan. itis a
cafeteria plan as provided under section 125 of the Intemal Revenue Code. It is setup as a
self-funded employer sponsored plan that is completely funded (100%) funded by the
employees through a pre-tax payroll deduction. The amount deducted represents the maximum
claims for the policy year. A Third-Party Administrator (TPA) holds the money deducted in a
custodial account and pays claims as they incur in accordance with the plan document and the

schedule of benefits.

Aclaim is defined as:
Claims made to Providers Claims made to Facilities:

Payments of claims made to an employee are the result of an applicable CPT code which has a
corresponding explanation of benefits (EOB). Examples of these claims are preventive
examinations, biometric screens, health risk assessments, risk resolution assessments, chronic

medication fulfillment, using telemedicine, and others.

Claims paid to employees are not taxable nor considered ordinary income. The premium
amount charged to employees is set based on actuarial calculations to cover the claim risk for

the plan while meeting a desired medical loss ratio (MLR).

The program is divided into (3) categories:

1. Claim Funding. An employer sponsored self-funded health plan is set-up to overlay the
traditional medical plan. The plan covers primary care visits, urgent care visits, and pharmacy
for prevention and acute care at $0 cost share for the employee. The plan is completely (100%)
funded by the employees through a Section 125 cafeteria plan. The cost of the plan is
$1,200.00 per month on a pre-tax basis. The $1,200.00 is ceded into an account of claims
administered by a Third-Party Administrator (T PA) to process, adjudicate, and pay claims. In the
plan document and the benefits schedule, the definition of a claim covers two (2) criteria: 1)
claims paid to providers, and 2) claims paid to employees.

Self-Funded group health plans are regulated by applicable federal laws including, but not
limited to, Employee Retirement Income Security Act (ERISA), Health Insurance Portability and
Accountability Act (HIPAA), Consolidated Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act (COBRA), the
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), and various budget reconciliation acts such as Tax Equity
and Fiscal Responsibility Act (TEFRA), Deficit Reduction Act (DEFRA), and Economic Recovery

Tax Act (ERTA).

The CHAMP Plan™ is a Self-Funded, Limited Medical Benefit plan that is provided by
Champion Health, Inc. Like any other Limited Medical insurance plan, benefits payable to an
insured under the plan are predetermined as per the Schedule of Benefits. Limited Medical
Claims paid cannot be more than what has been predetermined within the CHAMP Plan™

Schedule of Benefits.

The CHAMP Plan™ is priced to fully fund limited medical claims and to pay for the
administrative costs of the plan. Because all claims are specifically limited to the benefits
detailed within the Schedule of Benefit, there is no possibility of an employee exceeding their

specified benefit,

The CHAMP Plan™ provides a Minimum Essential Coverage (MEC) as ala carte for the
employee as a supplement to employers. It is an insurance coverage that meets the minimum
requirement coverage by the Afiordable Care Act (ACA). As defined by the Department of
Health and Human Services (DHHS), a self-funded group health plan for employees that
provides at least 100% coverage for Preventive Services satisfies the ACA requirements.





CHAMPION HEALTH FAQs

Q. Is the CHAMP Plan compliant?

A. YES. The GHAMP Plan is not a wellness plan nor a reimbursement plan. Therefore, Section 105 is
not applicable towards this plan. The CHAMP plan is a complementary healthcare plan that overlays the
traditional benefit plan. It is a qualified Section 125 cafeteria plan. ltis set up as a seif-funded employer
sponsored plan that is 100% funded by the employees through a pre-tax payroll deduction. The amount
deducted represents the maximum claims for the policy year. The Third Party Administrator (TPA) holds
the monies in a custodial account and pays claims as they incur in accordance with the plan document
and the schedule of benefits, The definition of a daim is defined as 1. Claims made to Providers, 2.
Claims made to Facilities, 3. Claims made to Pharmacies, and 4. Claims made to Employees. Claims
made to employees are triggered when an applicable CPT code is triggered with a corresponding
explanation of benefits (EOB). Examples of these claims are preventive examinations, biometric screens,

health risk assessments, chronic medication fulfillment, etc.. mmmmmmm

The amount of premium charged to the employees is
actuanially set to cover the claim risk on the plan while meeting a desired medical loss ratio (MLR). At the
end of the plan year and the runout period, any surplus left in the claim account is considered a plan

asset to the employer.

Q. Does participation in the CHAMP disqualify me from participating in my traditional High
Deductible Health Plan w/an HSA?

A. NO. The CHAMP Plan is a separate medical plan with it’s own plan document and benefit schedule.
Any claim processed through the CHAMP will follow suit in accordance to those outlined rules. Claims
processed through the traditional HDHP w/HSA will need to meet the minimum first dollar cost share

requirements by the employee to remain gualified.
Q. Does the CHAMP plan meet the definition of Minimum Essential Coverage (MEC)?

A. YES. The CHAMP Plan is an employer sponsored health plan and meets the definition of Minimum

Essential Coverage.
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The CHAMP plan works through a deduction of $1,200 out of each
eligible employee's paycheck on a pre-tax basis. This amount is
then used to pay for the employee's use of The CHAMP plan. This
resuits in a lower taxable income for the employee, which in turn
results in a lower tax bill. The employer also benefits from this
arrangement by saving on payroll taxes.

Each month the employer will be sending Champion Health the
net withholdings of $190 from the employee's paycheck and $44
from the employer for an administration fee. This resuits in a total

monthly ACH from the employer to Champion Health of $234per
employee per month.

The CHAMP plan generates a total payroll tax savings to the employer of
$91.80 monthly ($1200 employee pre-tax) * 7.65%.

On December 11™. 2023, North Little Rock Code Enforcement Officer Timothy McEuen began an
investigation into 2410 W. 16". Street due to the observed conditions of the structure. Officer
McEuen verified the structure was vacant, in which he located the structure unsecured/open.
Officer McEuen performed an interior and exterior inspection. Officer McEuen observed damage
to the walls, flooring, ceiling, roofing, siding, soffit, and fascia. With the observed damage, this
structure is considered to be unfit for human habitation.

This investigation was temporarily set aside to give the new recipient of receivership, RGB
Appraisals LLC, the opportunity to abate these issues by either repairing the structure or possibly
selling it. Officer McEuen continued to monitor this property to where he observed the grounds
being used as a dumping site, and the structure deteriorating worst. On or around September 57,
2025, Officer McEuen advised Director McHenry of the worsening conditions of the property and
the structure to where she advised him to re-initiate the condemnation proceedings. As of this
date, there have been no permits acquired for repairs, and the property is still in the same
condition it was when the investigation began. According to the NLR Electric Dept. the utilities
have been disconnected and meter removed since Feb 2023.

The condemnation proceedings were started due to the condition of the structure. Owners and/or
heirs and all interested parties were given notice for the City Council hearing for November 10",
2025. Notices were mailed by certified and regular mail, legal notice ran in the newspaper, and
were aiso posted on the property.

This property constitutes a public nuisance; itis the recommendation of the North Little Rock Code
Enforcement Department that this structure be considered for condemnation.

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
November 10, 2025, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.
